Our facility will mainly be hydroponic and in our large 5 gallons size pots we will use pearlite
as a medium. When the mother plants which will be in promix are cloned we will start the
clones in rock wool or grodan cubes. we will purchase a power cloner given time then we will
use their re usable foam circles, then transplant to pearlite. We also use dirt or pro mix for our
mothers and growing plants.

The mother plants and clones will be hand watered until such time as we can afford
automated feeding for clones. Our vegetative and flowering areas will have recirculating
hydroponic systems that will allow for no run off, and use water until it evaporates and gets
refilled.

We also have an
R/O system to purify waster and re use it in our facility.

All plant waste will be disposed of in the 3 can method as discussed in our MJ01 PG.13
operating plan Can 1 will be a grinder for plant matter. Can 2 holds the pearlite to mix with
ground plant matter. Third can is to combine the first 2 cans content and render the plant
