BACKGROUND:

A. The Partners wish to associate themselves as partners in business.
B. This Agreement sets out the terms and conditions that govern the Partners within the Partnership.

IN CONSIDERATION OF and as a condition of the Partners entering into this Agreement and other
valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which consideration is acknowledged. the parties to
this Agreement agree as follows:

Formation

Withdrawal of Capital

8. No Partner will withdraw any portion of their Capital Contribution without the express written
consent of the remaining Partners.

Additional Capital

9. Capital Contributions may be amended from time to time, according to the requirements of the
Partnership provided that the interests of the Partners are not affected, except with the unanimous
consent of the Partners. No Partner will be required to make Additional Capital Contributions.
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Whenever additional capital is determined to be required and an individual Partner is unwilling or
unable to meet the additional contribution requirement within a reasonable period. as required by
Partnership business obligations, remaining Partners may contribute in proportion to their existing
Capital Contributions to resolve the amount in default.

Tax Matters Partner

27. All meetings will be held at a time and in a location that is reasonable. convenient and practical
considering the situation of all Partners.

Admilting a New Partner

28. No new Partners may be admitted into the Partnership.

Yoluntary Withdrawal of a Partner

29. Any Partner will have the right to voluntarily withdraw from the Partnership at any time. Written
notice of intention to withdraw must be served upon the remaining Partners at least one (1) year
prior to the withdrawal date.

30. The voluntary withdrawal of a Partner will result in the dissolution of the Partnership.

31. A Dissociated Partner will only exercise the right to withdraw in good faith and will act to
minimize any present or future harm done to the remaining Partners as a result of the withdrawal.

Involuntary Withdrawal of a Partner

32. Events resulting in the involuntary withdrawal of a Partner from the Partnership will include but
not be limited to: death of a Partner: Partner mental incapacity: Partner disability preventing
reasonable participation in the Partnership; Partner incompetence; breach of fiduciary duties by a
Partner; criminal conviction of a Partner; Expulsion of a Partner; Operation of Law against a
Partner; or any act or omission of a Partner that can reasonably be expected to bring the business or
societal reputation of the Partnership into disrepute.

Please
correct this accordingly.

e MJ-01 Operating Plan

o Page 2, first box: when you state that “Clear signage with the message “Authorized
Personnel Only” will be clearly posted at all entrances”... If you are talking about the signs
for restricted access areas, the signs must say “Restricted access area. Visitors must be
escorted”.

o Page 2, second box: please expand upon your answer and describe how your
establishment will comply with the licensee/employee/agent to visitor ratio required
under 3 AAC 306.710.

o Page 4, first box: please describe further how your exterior lighting will facilitate
surveillance.

o Page 5, first box: this is a cultivation facility application, to avoid any confusion, please
replace/remove the word “products” after the word “marijuana”.

o Page7, first box: please describe further how you will place the video cameras in order to
produce a clear view adequate to identify any individual inside the licensed premises, or
within 20 feet of each entrance to the licensed premises.
