The single exterior access point to the premise (the exterior door) will remain locked, using
commercial grade locks, at all times. A security system will be continuously active to ensure no
unauthorized access is left unnoticed. Required signage stating "Restricted access area.
Visitors must be escorted." will be posted on the exterior door, as well as on the door from the
3rd floor non-licensed dry attic space. Video of the entrance area will be provided by the
required surveillance system, while a video intercom system will provide detailed imagery to
identify potential entrants and to inspect ID before entry. A video camera will also provide
visual coverage of the door leading from the 3rd floor non-licensed dry attic space. There will
be no exterior access to the 3rd floor non-licensed space.

After initial verification of identity and age (all visitors must be 21 years of age or older) of the
visitor(s), the licensee, an employee, or an agent of the establishment will unlock the door and
escort visitor(s) into the premise. Each visitor will be given a visitor identification badge. No
more than five visitors will be escorted by any one licensee, employee or agent. Anyone
escorting visitors must have a marijuana handler's card. Visitors will be escorted at all times.
Required information (name, date, and time of entry) will be recorded in a log book.

If contractors or other persons need to access the 3rd floor dry attic space, they will need to
register as visitors (using the procedures described in the above paragraph), be escorted
through the restricted access areas, and upon entering the dry attic space, have the door to
the restricted access area be secured and locked behind them if they are not continually
accompanied by the licensee, employees or agents of the establishment. Upon completion of
their work in the dry attic space, they will need to contact the licensee, employees, or agents of
the establishment to unlock the door, permit them entry into the restricted access area, and
escort them throuah and out of the restricted access area.

Above the single exterior entrance point (an ADA-compliant door), a light fixture will provide
illumination sufficient to identify persons at least 20 feet from the entrance or more. The fixture
will be selected to resist weather conditions and tampering.

Additional exterior lighting placed around the perimeter of the building will discourage loitering
or burglary.

Motion detection alarms will be installed throughout the facility. There will also be sensors on
unblocked doors and windows.

A keypad will allow for
activation or deactivation of the securily system.

All exterior doors and windows that are not boarded/secured will be connected to the alarm
systemn.

COMMERCIAL LEASE

This Lease Agreement (this "Lease") is dated as of December 24,2017, by and between Casey James Wilkins
("Landlord"), and Always Redeye LLC ("Tenant"). The parties agree as follows:

PREMISES. Landlord, in consideration of the lease payments provided in this Lease, leases to Tenant the

At the time of the signing of this Lease, Tenant shall pay to Landlord, in trust, a
security deposit of $6,000.00 to be held and disbursed for Tenant damages to the Premises (if any) as provided
by law.

POSSESSION. Tenant shall be entitled to possession on the first day of the term of this Lease, and shall yield
possession to Landlord on the last day of the term of this Lease, unless otherwise agreed by both parties in
writing. At the expiration of the term, Tenant shall remove its goods and effects and peaceably yield up the

Premises to Landlord in as good a condition as when delivered to Tenant, ordinary wear and tear excepted.

PROPERTY INSURANCE. Landlord and Tenant shall each maintain appropriate insurance for their
respective interests in the Premises and property located on the Premises. Landlord shall be named as an
additional insured in such policies. Tenant shall deliver appropriate evidence to Landlord as proof that adequate
insurance is in force issued by companies reasonably satisfactory to Landlord. Landlord shall receive advance
written notice from the insurer prior to any termination of such insurance policies.

UTILITIES AND SERVICES. Tenant shall be responsible for all utilities and services incurred in connection

with the Premises.
TAXES. Taxes attributable to the Premises or the use of the Premises shall be allocated as follows:
REAL ESTATE TAXES. Landlord shall pay all real estate taxes and assessments for the Premises.

TERMINATION UPON SALE OF PREMISES. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Lease, Landlord

may terminate this lease upon 30 days' written notice to Tenant that the Premises have been sold.

DEFAULTS. Tenant shall be in default of this Lease if Tenant fails to fulfill any lease obligation or term by
which Tenant is bound.
