The alarm will be active 24/7. The window contacts, will be on continuously.

If a person is found to be loitering at or near our facility, we will ask them to leave. If, for some
reason, the request is not honored, we will be contacting the troopers to remove them.


We will install additional internet enabled video monitoring which has real time motion sensing
and notification capabilities. Notifications are relayed directly to smart phones with texting and
email capabilities. Nathan Smith and Carol Bolt will have video access and any breach will be
reported to AMCO and the LEO immediately.

segregating harvested marijuana into batches of individual strains of bud and flower, then selecting a
random sample from each batch in an amount required by the marijuana testing facility;(2)designate an
individual responsible for collecting each sample; that individual shall (A) Prepare a signed statement
showing that each sample has been randomly selected for testing; (B)provide a signed statement to the
marijuana testing facility; and (C)maintain a copy as a business record under 3 AAC 306.755; and (3)
transport the sample to the marijuana testing facilitys licensed premises in compliance with 3 AAC
306.750. (c)a marijuana cultivation facility shall segregate an entire batch from which the testing
sample was selected until the marijuana testing facility reports the results from its tests. During this
period of segregation, the marijuana cultivation facility that provided the sample shall maintain the
batch in a secure, cool, and dry to prevent the marijuana from becoming contaminated. The marijuana
cultivation facility that provided the sample may not sell or transport any marijuana from the segregated
batch until the marijuana testing facility has completed its testing and provided the results, in writing, to
the marijuana cultivation facility that provided the sample. The marijuana cultivation facility shall
maintain the results as part of its business books and records.


In accordance with 3 AAC 306.465, we understand that, at our cost, we may be required to provide
samples to a testing facility, at the boards request, and at a testing facility of their choice. This includes,
growing medium, soil amendments, fertilizers, crop production aids, pesticides, or water for compliance
checks.

I strongly object to Great Alaskan Bud Company, LLC (the company) located at 2515 A
Maria Street, Fairbanks, AK 99709 conducting business in my residential neighborhood.


 


There is one street (Nash) into and out of our residential area. Our roads are not Borough
maintained. I fear for the extra traffic that the company will attract will cause more damage to
our street. The structure where the company will conduct business is a small two bed, one bath
tract house. The occupants have small elementary age children in the home. There is not room
to grow inside without an occupant giving up their room and I fear it would be the children.
Because growing inside the small house would not be feasible, growing could be done outside.
If the company chose to grow outside, I would be fearful of theft and the attraction the
marijuana it would bring to my neighborhood.


 


There are quite a few children who live off Nash and the Parks Highway (Maria Street). I have
a 14 year old boy and would rather not expose him to such a business. During the summer, it
is not unusual to see children riding bicycles and groups of children playing and enjoying the
outdoors on Maria. Having any business in a residential neighborhood will bring people who
do not live in the area. I fear for the children’s safety and being hit by a car.


 


I do not object to a marijuana growing operation. However, I feel people growing on a
commercial scale should do so in a leased or owned building, not where they reside, in a
commercially zoned area. I also feel that our area is zoned residential and should stay that
way. I know the house where the company will grow is too small for any kind of growing
operation indoors.


 


Because of the lack of roads in and out, the damage extra traffic would create on Maria, the
small tract house where the business is located, the children (theirs as well as my own and
others) being hurt or exposed to a growing operation, and the operation growing in a
residential area, I ask you to reject the Limited Marijuana Cultivation Facility license #12452
doing business as Great Alaskan Bud Company, LLC, located at 2515 A Maria Street,
Fairbanks, AK 99709, United States.
