o Page 3, first box: the director, an enforcement agent, an employee of the marijuana 
control board, or a peace officer acting in an official capacity is not considered a visitor 
for the purpose of logging his/her information. Please correct this section accordingly.  


o Page 3, second box: the sample identification depicted in the box has the business name 
of Pinnacle Projects Co. but your DBA is only Pinnacle Projects, what is the reason for 
that? 


o Page 4, second box: please expand upon your answer and describe the alarm system you 
talk about in this box. 


o Page 6, the check boxes: you marked “no” on “each point of sale area”. This does not 
comply with the requirement of having video surveillance in each point of sale area.  


o Page 7, second box: your answer here does not describe what the question is asking. 
Please expand upon your answer and describe the locked and secure area where video 
surveillance recording equipment and records will be housed and stored and how you will 
ensure the area is accessible only to authorized personnel, law enforcement, or agent of 
the board. 


o Page 7, the check boxes: you did not check the last box. 
o Page 9: will you please add an additional page to your answer in which  you clearly and 


concisely describe how your establishment will exercise due diligence in preserving and 
maintaining all required records. For example, are you backing them up somewhere and 
how? For how long? According to the regulations you are required to have what 
documents as part of your business records? For how long? Etc.

o Page 12, first box: your answer here does not describe what the question is asking. Please 
expand upon your answer and answer the question.  For example, you do not say where 
you are going to store it the marijuana waste. You do not talk about the three day waiting 
period in which you must notify our office in writing by email of your waste before 
rendering the marijuana unusable. There is a specific way of distroying marijuana waste, 
you do not mention it. You do not mention the ratio of compostable/non-compostable 
material to marijuana waste.  


o Page 13: the name of the tracking system is Metrc not Metre. Also, the three-day notice 
to our office of marijuana waste before rendenring the marijuana unusable must be given 
in writing by email as Metrc does not have the function to do notify us.  


o Page 15, first box: the first sentence of the second parapraph is confusing. Also, the 
answer to this box in general does not fully answer the question. You cannot just say that 
you will follow the regulations and cite the regulation, you must describe how your 
establishment will comply with them.  There is a certain way you package the marijuana  
depending upon whether you are selling it for re-packaging to a retail store or for direct 
sale. You do not oultline the labeling requirements.  


o Page 16: FYI- the restricted access areas sign must have the complete wording which is 
“Restricted access area. Visitors must be escorted”.

Owner, employees, visitors and other individuals will be held to a zero tolerance policy on 
the diversion of marijuana (3 AAC 306.715(c)(1)). The electronic tracking system, Metre will 
be used to ensure diversion of marijuana does not occur throughout the normal processes of 
the cultivation facility. Marijuana will be entered into the system and tracked throughout the 
cultivation, packaging, testing, disposal and selling process. If the tracking system shows 
potential diversion of product authorized personnel will initiate an investigation that will 
include; talking to employees on shift, assessing last log in's to the system and product in 
question, notifying the Marijuana Control Board and reviewing video feed.

Reputable companies that have a reputation for 
providing mediums free of contaminants, pests, and / or other diseases will be used when purchasing grow 
mediums.

o Page 13: the name of the tracking system is Metrc not Metre. Also, the three-day notice 
to our office of marijuana waste before rendenring the marijuana unusable must be given 
in writing by email as Metrc does not have the function to do notify us.  



o Page 15, first box: the first sentence of the second parapraph is confusing. Also, the 
answer to this box in general does not fully answer the question. You cannot just say that 
you will follow the regulations and cite the regulation, you must describe how your 
establishment will comply with them.  There is a certain way you package the marijuana  
depending upon whether you are selling it for re-packaging to a retail store or for direct 
sale. You do not oultline the labeling requirements.
