LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY OPERATING AGREEMENT
OF
THE NOBLE DUDES, LLC

The undersigned, being all the members of The Noble Dudes, LLC, an Alaska limited
liability company (the “Company”), hereby adopts, executes and agrees to this Limited Liability
Company Operating Agreement of the Company (this “Operating Agreement”) effective April
27,2017.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the Company was formed under and pursuant to the provisions of the Alaska
Revised Limited Liability Company Act (as amended from time to time, the “Act”) upon the
filing of the Articles of Organization (the “Articles”) with the Department of Commerce,
Community and Economic Development in the State of Alaska on April 27, 2017.

NOW, THEREFORE, the members hereby set forth and agree to the Operating
Agreement pursuant to and in accordance with the Act as follows:

1. Name. The name of the limited liability company is THE NOBLE DUDES,
LLC.

2. Principal Office: Registered Agent. The principal office of the Company is in the
State of Alaska, and shall be located at 11740 E. Weathervane Circle, Palmer, Alaska 99645 (the
“Principal Office”). The registered office of the Company is in the State of Alaska and shall be
located at 11740 E. Weathervane Circle, Palmer, Matanuska-Susitna Borough, Alaska 99645.

3. Term of Existence. The term of the Company shall be perpetual unless dissolved,
wound up and cancelled in accordance with the Act.

4. Purpose. The Company may carry on any lawful business, purpose or activity for
which limited liability companies may be organized under the Act. The Company shall possess
and may exercise all the powers and privileges granted by the Act or by any other law, together
with any powers incidental thereto, so far as such powers and privileges are necessary or
conventent to the conduct, promotion or attainment of the business, purposes or activities of the
Company.

6. Quorum. A majority of the Members, as fixed by this Operating Agreement, shall
constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting of the Members, but if less
than majority is present at a meeting, a majority of the Members present may adjourn the
meeting from time to time without further notice.

7. Manner of Acting. The acting of the majority of the Members present at a
meeting at which a quorum exists shall be the act of the Members, unless the act of a greater
number is required by law or the Operating Agreement, as amended.

8. Management.

(a) Management Vested in the Member(s). The business and affairs of the
Company shall be managed by the Members. The Members shall have full and complete
authority, power and discretion to manage and control the business, affairs and properties of the
Company, to make all decisions regarding those matters and to perform any and all other acts or
activities customary or incident to the management of the Company’s business or objectives.
Unless authorized to do so by this Operating Agreement or by the Members, no employee,
attorney-in-fact or other agent shall have any power or authority to bind the Company.

(b) Members Have No Exclusive Duty to Company. The Members shall not
be required to manage the Company as its sole and exclusive function and it may have other
business interests and may engage in other activities in addition to those relating to the
Company. The Company shall not have any right, by virtue of this Agreement, to share or
participate in other investments or activities of the Members or in the income or proceeds
derived therefrom.

(©) Action by Written Consent. Any action by the Members may be taken in
the form of a written consent rather than at a Members meeting. The Company shall maintain a
permanent record of all actions taken by the Members.

(d) Officers and Agents.

(1) Election and Term of Office. To facilitate the transaction of
business by the Company, the Company may have such officers and agents as the Members may
from time to time elect or appoint, which may include a president, one or more vice presidents, a
secretary, a treasurer, and such other officers as may be deemed appropriate or necessary, with
such respective rights, powers and duties as the Members may from time to time determine and
delegate. Each officer and agent shall hold office for the term for which he is elected or
appointed and until his or her successor has been elected or appointed and qualified or until his
earlier resignation or removal in accordance with this Agreement. Any number of offices may
be held by the same person. An officer of the Company may resign at any time by giving written

notice to the Company. The resignation of an officer shall be effective upon receipt of such
notice or at such later time as shall be specified in the notice. Unless otherwise specified in the
notice, the acceptance of the resignation shall not be necessary to make such resignation
effective. Any individual officer may be removed from office by the Members at any time
without assigning any cause. Any vacancy with respect to any officer occurring for any reason
shall only be filled by the Members, unless the Members determines otherwise.

(i) Rights, Powers, Responsibilities and Authority. The Members
hereby delegate the following rights, powers, responsibilities and authority to the following
officers of the Company; provided that the Members may, from time to time, delegate or assign
such additional rights, powers, responsibilities and authority as it shall deem appropriate:

(A)  Chief Executive Officer. The Chief Executive Officer, if
one is appointed, shall preside at all meetings of the Company, and shall perform such
other duties as may from time to time be assigned to him or her by the Members.

(B)  President. In the absence of a Chief Executive Officer, the
President shall be the ranking and chief executive officer of the Company and shall have
the duties and responsibilities, and the authority and power, of the Chief Executive
Officer. The President shall be the chief operating officer of the Company and, subject to
the provisions of this Agreement and the Act and the control of the Members, shall have
general supervision of the affairs of the Company and shall have general and active
control over its business and operations. The President shall, in general, perform all
duties incident to the office of president, and such other duties as from time to time may
be assigned by the Members. The President shall see that all orders and resolutions of the
Members are carried into effect. The President shall have general authority to execute all
instruments and documents, including, without limitation, checks, drafts, notes and other
negotiable instruments, mortgages or deeds of trust, security agreements, financing
statements, bonds, documents providing for the acquisition, mortgage or disposition of
the Company’s property, assignments, bills of sale, leases, partnership agreements,
operating agreements of other limited liability companies and any other contracts,
instruments or documents necessary or advisable, in the opinion of the President, to the
business of the Company; to purchase liability and other insurance to protect the
Company’s property and business; to cause the employment or appointment of such
employees and agents of the Company as the proper conduct of operations may require,
and to fix and pay their compensation, subject to the provisions of this Agreement; to
remove or suspend any employee or agent who shall have been employed or appointed
under his or her authority or under authority of an officer subordinate to him or her; to
suspend for cause, pending final action by the authority which shall have elected or
appointed him or her, any officer subordinate to the President; and, in general, to exercise
all the powers and authority usually appertaining to the chief operating officer of a
corporation, except as otherwise provided in this Agreement.

(C)  Vice Presidents. In the absence of the President or in the
event of his inability or refusal to act, the Vice President (or in the event there be more
than one Vice President, the Vice Presidents in the order designated, or in the absence of
any designation, then in the order of their appointment) shall perform the duties of the
President and, when so acting, shall have all the powers of and be subject to all the

restrictions upon the President. The Vice Presidents shall perform such other duties and
have such other powers as the Members or the President may from time to time prescribe.

(D)  Assistant Vice Presidents. In the absence of a Vice
President or in the event of his inability or refusal to act, the Assistant Vice President (or
in the event there shall be more than one, the Assistant Vice Presidents in the order
designated by the Members, or in the absence of any designation, then in the order of
their appointment) shall perform the duties and exercise the powers of that Vice
President, and shall perform such other duties and have such other powers as the
Members, the President or the Vice President under whose supervision he is appointed
may from time to time prescribe.

(E)  Secretary. The Secretary shall attend all meetings of the
Company and record all the proceedings in a book or books to be kept for that purpose;
shall see that notices are given and records and reports properly kept and filed by the
Company as required by law; and, in general, shall perform all duties incident to the
office of secretary, and such other duties as may from time to time be assigned by the
Members or the President. The Secretary shall keep and account for all books,
documents, papers, and records of the Company, except those for which some other
officer or agent is properly accountable.

(F) Assistant Secretary. In the absence of the Secretary or in
the event of his inability or refusal to act, the Assistant Secretary (or, if there shall be
more than one, the Assistant Secretaries in the order designated by the Members, or in the
absence of any designation, then in the order of their appointment) shall perform the
duties and exercise the powers of the Secretary and shall perform such other duties and
have such other powers as the Members, the President or the Secretary may from time to
time prescribe.

Policies and programs to prevent diversion of product (flower and sell-able leaf) are addressed as follows: Company policy states
"diversion of any marijuana is not allowed and if discovered is cause for termination." The management program, METRC, identified
by the State of Alaska, will be used to track individual plants. All product from the individual plant sand the resulting product (flowers
and sell-able leaf) will be identified through the individual plant Id's provided by METRC. This individual plant sand the resulting
product (flowers and leaf) are easily tracked by the program identification. Between the METRC tracking system and adherence to
company policy and vigilant surveillance on my part, diversion of any marijuana will be easily identified and addressed.

Our facility is a small 3 man operation and thus easy to control diversion. If, in the future, employees are brought on, training and
adherence to company policy addressing prevention of diversion will be conditions of employment.

There are exterior and interior security cameras located throughout the restricted area and areas of interest (office, entry way, entry
door) to monitor and record activities. This monitoring will provide an additional deterrent to any attempted diversions.

The facility is located in a rural and less populated area. "Private Property" & "No Trespassing"
signs are posted, our policy dictates that the procedure for handling uninvited/suspicious
persons/traffic is to investigate, and if necessary ask said uninvited/suspicious persons/traffic
to leave the premises, and then if necessary, report to the local authorities for trespassing.

Severability

33. If there is a conflict between any provision of this Lease and the applicable legislation of the State
of Alaska (the 'Act’), the Act will prevail and such provisions of the Lease will be amended or
deleted as necessary in order to comply with the Act. Further, any provisions that are required by

the Act are incorporated into this Lease.

Assignment and Subletting

o Your online application has the names in the incorrect section. According to your entity
documents all three persons listed on the online application are LLC members. So
Brandon and Bartton need to be moved up to under entity officials. ALSO, the lease to
the proposed premises is specifically to a “shop at the end of the property line”. | have
rolled the application back to “new” status so that you can go back into your myAlaska
and re-arrange the names AND add the word “shop” sort of as unit number to the
premises/physical address. You will need to update the online application and resubmit
it so that a new Advertisement Notice and Public Notice generate which you will need for
part of your corrections. Let me know when you have done that or call me if you have

questions.

e MJ-00 Application Certifications
o The DBA for each of MJ-00’s is inadequate. You need to put the doing-business-as name
not “same as above” even if it is the same. ALSO, please add “shop” sort of like a unit
number to the premises address on page 1.

Page 12, first box: the three-day notice to AMCO before rendering the marijuana waste
unusable must be given in writing (email would be fine) as Metrc does not currently have
that capability. Will you please notate that you understand that in this box.

Page 15, first box: read 3 AAC 306.470 and 3 AAC 306.475 and explain in this box, in
addition to what you already have, how your establishment will comply with those
regulations. AND, please provide a sample label, and logo if you will have one, that shows
how you will meet those regulations.
