Will you please re-read your answer and amend your diagram accordingly, it mostly has 
to do with the restricted access line that runs through the MD counter.

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Exterior lights will be installed against the building, 2 HID lights in front and 1 on the exterior do
or in the back, in order to keep the premises, signs, and doors lit and to ensure video surveilla
nce cameras are capable of recording individuals within 20 feet from any entry point to the facil
ity. Light fixtures will be installed in such a way to thwart vandalism and common obstructions. 
The licensees or designated employee will inspect exterior lighting frequently to ensure proper 
functionality and position for optimal recording and to deter criminal activity on the premises.


Sensors will be installed and maintained on all potential entry points, including all exterior door
s and one window to monitor for motion, intrusion, or activity when the alarm system is activate
d. The last employee to leave the facility each day will lock all doors that are not self locking, a
nd will activate the overnight security devices and sensors. The alarm system will be active at 
all times that the facility is closed, and any attempted intrusion will initiate an immediate and el
ectronic notification to the off-site security center and the licensees' cell phone via text messag
e. Each morning, an employee will disable the alarm system, and inspect the security cameras
 and recordings to ensure that the system is functioning as expected.

Exterior lights will be equipped with photocell sensors to ensure adequate lighting 
for all surveillance recordings. The alarm system will monitor for intrusions with motion 
detectors on all access points, the licensed facility, office, and secured storage during 
closed hours. Any unauthorized or attempted intrusion will prompt an automatic, electronic aler
t to the security company who will then contact local law enforcement and the licensees.   All a
larm systems and devices will be tested regularly.
Any event that requires local law enforcement will be promptly reported to AMCO.

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All business records, including operational and regulatory documents, recordings, surveillance,
financial books, inventory and employment records, logs, manifests, and communications, will
be stored on-site in the office, and backed up on a hard drive backup every 6-12 months to
protect from loss and destruction and to allow the licensees and designated authorities access
at any time. Business records and data will also be backed up to the Cloud to further ensure no
loss or destruction of records. Facility records will be managed by Eli and Raquel in
accordance with standard retention policies to ensure that business records are stored in a
consistent and searchable manner. Records within the facility will be stored in the secured
office in a locked cabinet, separate from all storage of marijuana products and currency. Only
licensees, employees, and AMCO Enforcement will have access to the office and only the
licensees will have access to the cabinet that houses business records. A commercial grade
door with commercial grade locking mechanisms will be used to separate the office from the
cultivation facility, which is in the same building as the retail store.







Section 3 – Inventory Tracking of All Marijuana and Marijuana Product

Alaska Weeds will use the METRC marijuana inventory tracking system to increase product
security, track the movement of all marijuana products from seed to sale, and minimize
diversion and illegal practices. METRC will record and store all completed sales and disposal
of unusable inventory. All employees will be trained in using the system to ensure that: (1) all
marijuana received on the premises is identified and tracked from the time of arrival through its
sale, transfer, or destruction; (2) all establishments transacting to purchase or otherwise
receive marijuana products from the facility are licensed; and (3) any loss or theft of marijuana
products is promptly reported. Employees will record data at several stages, including: (1)
receiving marijuana products (2) during sale and transport; and (3) during disposal,
destruction, and theft. The facility will enter all inventory tracking information into METRC.
Employees will record all sales in the system as they are processed. Employees will use the
system to verify and record each sale and, and the identity of all individuals who arrive at the
facility to conduct business. In the event that marijuana products are flagged for disposal, the
facility will record the disposal in METRC and email AMCO enforcement at least three (3) days
prior to taking any disposal action.

Section 4 – Employee Qualification and Training 
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Initially, Eli and Raquel will be the only employees, but as the company grows, qualified
individuals will be given all necessary education and training upon hiring to be proficient in
their jobs, as well as a probationary period during which time they will receive training and
evaluation. All employees and agents must obtain their marijuana handler permit prior to
employment, including Eli and Raquel. Employees will be trained in handling of marijuana and
sanitary procedures to ensure the marijuana is kept free from filth and germs. Employees will
also be provided with general security information and learn how to handle security and
emergency situations. Each employee will be provided with any written materials generated by
the company regarding procedures and State Laws and Regulations.

Section 5 – Waste Disposal

All marijuana waste will be rendered unusable prior to leaving the facility. Alaska Weeds will
maintain a log on the status of all marijuana waste, tracking the type of waste, the date of
disposal, the date it was rendered unusable, the date that it was picked up by the city waste
truck and the final destination (Municipal Solid Waste Facility). All marijuana marked for
disposal will be stored in a secured bin, separated from all other products and materials, until it
can be rendered unusable. Once rendered unusable, marijuana will be securely stored until it
can be disposed of. All locks will comply with the highest UL standards and only authorized
personnel (Eli and Raquel) will have access to the secured bins.


Marijuana waste will be ground up and mixed with other compostable materials such as food
waste, yard waste, vegetable oils, or non-compostable materials such as paper waste or
cardboard. The mixture will be inspected by an employee of the facility to ensure it is no more
than 50% marijuana waste.

To render marijuana unusable, first the facility will submit the required three-day notice to
AMCO in writing, BEFORE the marijuana waste is rendered unusable and disposed of. After
the mandatory three-day waiting period, the facility will grind and incorporate the marijuana
waste with either non-compostable or compostable solid wastes so that the resulting mixture is
at least fifty percent (50%) non-marijuana waste. The facility will use paper waste, plastic
waste, cardboard waste, soil, food waste, yard waste, and/or vegetable-based grease or oils.
Management or the licensees will ensure that the resulting mixture is composed of no more
than fifty percent (50%) marijuana by volume, and will log the composition of the mixture,
available to AMCO upon request. All marijuana waste will be secured in waste storage in a
locked and secured bin, separate from all other marijuana products, storage, and
non-marijuana waste, and will then be picked up by Anchorage Waste Management on a
regular pick up schedule. Marijuana waste may also be composted or fed to live stock (at Eli
and Raquel's home where they have several small farm animals and a vegetable garden) after
it is rendered unusable and AMCO Enforcement is notified of the same.

All customers will enter one main door into our retail
store. Immediately upon entrance into the customer check in area, an employee of Alaska
Weeds will greet customers and check ID's. During this time, employees will be watching for
signs of impairment. If a person enters the premises exhibiting signs of impairment, employees
will be trained to recognize those signs, refuse all service and sale to that individual, and
escort them safely from the premises. Law enforcement will be contacted for back-up when
necessary. Additionally, employees and management will exercise strict diligence and
compliance with the sale limits embodied in 3 AAC 306.355.

The statement on the label with MJ-01 is still incorrect. The regulation reads:
"For use only by adults twenty-one and older. Keep out of the reach of
children."
 
Your statement reads:
 


 
The same statement mentioned above is still incorrect on the label on page 4 of MJ-
03.
 
The updated diagram is even more confusing. By enclosing the retail store in a dotted
line you are essentially saying the entire store is restricted access area (that was not
the intent of a restricted access area), not to mention your narrative on MJ-04 does
not match with the diagram.
 
Your retail marijuana store diagram needs to very clearly show the licensed premises,
and within the licensed premises, the restricted access area(s). You also need to show
the complete layout of it (where are the POS’s), what is the “behind the counter”
area? , what is the middle rectangle shown on the diagram?. Where are the display
cabinets. Any counter/cabinet/shelf etc. where you stock or store or dispense for
sale marijuana or marijuana product needs to be behind a restricted access area.
 
Please also submit a larger version diagram of the retail marijuana store, of course,
once it has been corrected.
