The structure is a single room kitchen with bathroom. There are no windows and there is only one 
entry door. External signage will instruct visitors that the area is secure and not accessible without 
escort. Cameras will reveal any accidental public visitors. Motion activated exterior lights are 
installed near the entryway. These are sensitive to the onset of darkness and illuminate the area of 
interest. An overhead streetlight nearby spreads excellent light over the property. The camera 
system uses infrared to detect the presence of any trespasser and renders them clearly visible to 
the camera. This is "night vision" that captures excellent video even in complete darkness. 


 


The door will remain locked, even during business hours. 


 


 
Any visitor will be required to sign in and wear a "Visitor" name tag on a lanyard. Visitors must 
be accompanied by a SFA employee at all times and under no circumstances will any visitor 
be left alone at any time while on the licensed premises. 
 
 


The Visitor to Employee ratio will never exceed 2:1.  There will never be more than six 
Visitors in the Licensed area.  So if there are 2 Visitors, for example, at least one Employee 
will be present.  If there are 3 Visitors, at least 2 Employees will be present.  If there are 5

The alarm system must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed premises is closed for business.

A brilliant light exists above the door, and there is a similar light for the parking area. These 
lights are powerful LED lights that illuminate the entire parking area and entry area. The LED 
lights are triggered by a light-sensitive switch that turns them on whenever it's dark. Next to 
the door are motion-sensitive lights for additional, clear, lighted visibility. 


Sparkle Farms uses a security system complete with fully programmable main unit and sensors 
and an auto-dial function which can call up to 6 designated phone numbers in case of a security 
breach. Auto-dial telephone numbers to be called are the SFA owner, manager, and Alaska State 
Trooper office which is one half mile up the street. A door contact detects any forceful break-in. 


 


Passive motion sensors detect any suspicious movement or activity. A loud, 110dB alarm alerts 
neighbors and deters potential invaders. 


 


Game cameras are mounted at various locations on-site for additional camera coverage. 


The alarm is fitted to the exterior door to the kitchen. If the door is opened and the alarm has 
not been disabled, the system automatically dials preset numbers including the SFA owner, 
manager, and the Alaska State Trooper . The alarm system will be enabled at the conclusion 
of every shift and will be operational until the arrival of the next shift on the next working day.

No products will be diverted. Our fundamental goal is to legally generate revenue with marijuana 
products.  It is in our best interests to allow sales only to licensed marijuana establishments. 
Diversion of marijuana and such products would not be allowed by company policy. Batches of 
comestibles will be recorded in detail using MS Word spreadsheets and GoogleDocs. 


 


At the first discrepancy, any employee will be interviewed and the violation reviewed. If the 


employee satisfactorily passes review they may continue working. On second violation a review 
will be conducted and if there is reason to believe theft or diversion of marijuana product has 


occurred, the employee will be terminated. 


The kitchen is about 100' removed from the road and signs at the property entrance clearly 
indicate that trespassers are undesired. Whereas no person can loiter inside the kitchen 
without signing the log and becoming an official visitor, there can be no loitering on the 
licensed premise adjacent to the building. Any Person overstaying their visitation shall be 
asked to leave. 


Our interior and exterior security cameras record in both daylight and darkness. The camera 
system allows for 40 days of review which includes graphics to indicate motion sensitivity. 
This allows any effort to review activity at any time to be a simple exercise. 


 


The door to the kitchen is the only point of egress. It will remain locked at all times, even 
during business hours. 


 


In the event our kitchen is held up, employees are instructed to dial 911 for assistance. Once 
the authorities have been notified, the Owner and manager will be reported about the 
violation, and appropriate steps taken.

Several cameras look across the interior of the 
kitchen and provide both lighted and unlighted video recording of any activity within the 
building.

The farm is located at the same physical address as the manufacturing facility.  


Once a sale has transpired, the raw product will be weighed and tagged for transfer date and 
batch or package identification number.  


 Each product will be entered into a company “Received” spreadsheet, a database that 
identifies the strain, volume, price, confirmation of taxes paid, and the date of delivery. The 
spreadsheet also assigns a strain number to each product. 


The “Received” spreadsheet interfaces with a related database “Processing”, which records 
the progress of the marijuana as it is processed into an edible.  It records the strain number, 
amount, date, and product description for which the marijuana has been utilized. 


The finished edible marijuana product will bear the same strain number on the shipping boxes 
and shipping manifest so that each strain is tracked from entry until its sale and departure.

They 
are sealed for freshness and displayed in a cardboard package with a transparent window.  These 


individual packages are placed in a larger packing box and sealed with 2" tear resistant packing tape. 
 


Our inventory tracking system will ensure each marijuana product processed is tracked from 
Receiving through Production, transfer and sale to Retail to another licensed marijuana 
establishment. Each packaged marijuana product will be identified by a tracking label and a 
number generated by our marijuana inventory tracking system.

For natural fats extraction, the marijuana will first be decarboxylated by heating in the oven at
220* for 90 min. The decarboxylated marijuana will be cooked with oil and water for 30 min
and strained to remove the plant material. The resulting liquid will be refrigerated until cool,
then cut into blocks. This cannabutter will be kept refrigerated until required for a recipe.


For alcohol tincture, the marijuana will first be decarboxylated by heating in the oven at 220*
for 90 min. The decarboxylated marijuana will be combined with a high proof alcohol, such as
Everclear, in 1 liter containers, agitated, and retained in a cool place for 5 days. The resulting
liquid will be strained to remove the plant material and collected in the 1 liter containers for
storage until required for a recipe.


For glycerin extraction, the marijuana will first be decarboxylated by heating in the oven at
220* for 90 min. The decarboxylated marijuana will be cooked with food grade glycerin on a
low heat setting for 3 days. The resulting liquid will be strained to remove the plant material,
collected in 1 liter containers and stored refrigerated up to 60 days until required for a recipe.


For infused honey, the marijuana will first be decarboxylated by heating in the oven at 220* for
90 min. The decarboxylated marijuana will be cooked with honey on a stove top or crockpot
for 5 hours. The resulting product will be strained to remove the plant material and stored in
containers until required for a recipe.
