All bulk cannabis is
stored in the restricted access area. When an order is received, product is gathered by an
employee, checked for accuracy, and then distributed through a small secure widow to the
cashier. The cashier double checks the order and completes the transaction with our
customer. All store policies and procedures designed with regulatory complience in-mind.
We regularly review footage from all security cameras. All marijuana flower inventory is
audited bi-weekly and twice daily counts are taken for all concentrates. Employees attend
trainings every other week and are expected to be fluent in State and Muni regulations.

-Signs outlining our right to refuse service to anyone we deem intoxicated will be clearly
posted both out front and inside our store.

-We will have at least 3 sets of eyes on each customer that comes in the store. First, the
doorman checks IDs and asses for signs of intoxication. Next, the customer service
representative who works with the customer will have an opportunity to asses for sobriety.
Finally, the sales clerk that rings the customer up and processes the transaction will be
checking for customers under the influence.

If a customer were
interested in smelling a certain product, the employee would produce a small glass jar from
behind the counter. The jar will contain 1gm of product with a secure mesh top. Customers may
smell the product, but again, they will have no direct access. Upon entering Dankorage, people
will be given a slip of paper listing all marijuana products with prices, and will mark down those
they'd like to purchase as they move around the store. When ready, they go to the cash register
and make their purchase. They then bring the receipt to a small window on the back wall of the
store. Behind the wall is our secure storage room where all product is held. The employee
working in the secure room takes the receipt through the window, collects the products bought
into a child-resistant resealable bag, and then hands the completed order to the customer. After
customer checks that the contents are correct, the bag is sealed and the transaction is complete.

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OPTION AND LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made this 28 day of April, 2016 between Polar Bear
Properties, LLC (Jim Rafuse) (the "LESSOR") and Dankorage, LLC (Craig M. Aglietti and Lily
Bosshart) (the "TENANT").

PROPERTY

The Property for which the tenant desires to obtain an option to lease is a retail building of
1920 square feet located in Anchorage, AK at 2812 Spenard Road, including parking lot, all
plumbing electrical, sewage, heating, air conditioning, and other utilities and fixtures.

OPTION

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the sum of Seventeen Thousand Seven Hundred
Sixty Dollars ($17,760) (the "Option Money"), to be paid by TENANT to LESSOR upon
TENANT's execution of this Agreement, LESSOR hereby grants to TENANT the exclusive right
and option (the "Option") to lease the Property in accordance with the terms and conditions set
forth herein.

OPTION PERIOD. The Option may be exercised at any time on or prior to October
1, 2016 (the "Option Period"). If TENANT fails to exercise the Option within the Option Period,
the Option shall terminate, all rights and privileges granted hereunder shall be deemed completely
surrendered. LESSOR shall retain all money paid for the Option, and no additional money shall
be payable by either party to the other. LESSOR agrees that during the Option Period or any
extension thereof, or during the term of this Agreement if the Option is exercised, LESSOR shall
not impose or consent to any restriction that would prevent or limit TENANT from using the
Property for the uses intended by TENANT as hereinafter set forth in this Agreement.

TRANSFER OF OPTION. The Option may not be sold, assigned, or transferred at any
time by TENANT without the written consent of LESSOR, unless to another legal entity wholly
owned by DANKORAGE, LLC or the principles themselves.

TENANT shall have the right to make improvements to the Property
during the Option Period with verbal approval of the LESSOR, which shall not be unreasonably
withheld.
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TITLE. LESSOR warrants that LESSOR is seized of good and marketable title to the
Property and has the full power and authority to enter into and execute this Agreement. LESSOR
further warrants that there are no deeds to secure debt, mortgages, liens, judgments, restrictive
covenants, or other encumbrances on the title to the Property that would prevent TENANT from
using the Property for the uses intended by TENANT as hereinafier set forth in this Agreement.

RIGHT OF POSSESSION. LESSOR shall permit TENANT or TENANT's employees,
agents and contractors during the Option Period free ingress and egress to the Property by
TENANT or its employees, agents, and contractors to occupy the premises and to make changes
in preparation for conducting business on site.

MAINTENANCE & REPAIR. During the Option and during the term of the Lease
Agreement, The LESSOR shall keep the building’s foundation, outer walls, roof, electrical,
plumbing and heating systems in good repair, except that LESSOR shall not be liable for any
repairs occasioned by the acts of TENANT, its agents or employees.

INSURANCE. During the Option, the TENANTS shall maintain in effect a policy or
policies of insurance: a) covering its personal property located on the Property and TENANT's
improvements to the Leased Property paid for and installed by TENANT, providing protection
against any peril included under insurance industry practices within the classification “fire and
extended coverage," providing protection as deemed desirable by TENANT with respect to its
personal property and to the full insurable value of its TENANT improvements paid for by
TENANT; and b) Commercial General Liability insurance with minimum limits of $1,000,000 for
injury to or death of one or more persons in any one occurrence and $1,000,000 for damage to or
destruction of properties in any one occusrence. TENANT shall name the LESSOR as an additional
insured as its interest may appear in regards to the aforementioned policies and shall furnish
LESSOR with a certificate of insurance upon request by the LESSOR.
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EXERCISE OF OPTION. TENANT shall exercise the Option by written notice to
LESSOR. The notice shall be deemed effective on the date it is received by hand or posted by
mail. On and after the date of such notice, this Agreement shall also constitute a lease agreement
between LESSOR and TENANT on the following terms and conditions:

LEASE AGREEMENT

I LEASE OF PROPERTY. LESSOR hereby leases to TENANT the Property, which
lease includes the grant of a nonexclusive right and easement during the term of this Agreement
for ingress and egress, seven (7) days a week, twenty-four (24) hours a day.

2. INITIAL TERM AND RENTAL. This Agreement shall be for an initial term of
four (4) years beginning on the date the Option is exercised by TENANT at an monthly rental of
Five thousand seven hundred sixty Dollars ($5,760) to be paid on the first day of each month
during the term to LESSOR or to such other person, firm or place as the LESSOR designates in
this agreement.

insurable value of its TENANT improvements paid for by TENANT; and b) Commercial General
Liability insurance with minimum limits of $1,000,000 for injury to or death of one or more
persons in any one occurrence and $1,000,000 for damage to or destruction of properties in any
one occurrence. TENANT shall name the LESSOR as an additional insured as its interest may
appear in regards to the aforementioned policies and shall fumish LESSOR with a certificate of
insurance upon request by the LESSOR.

6. INDEMNIFICATION. TENANT shall indemnify and hold LESSOR harmless
against any liability or loss from personal injury or property damage resulting from or arising out
of the use and occupancy of the Property by TENANT or its employees or agents, excepting,
however, such liabilities and losses as may be due to or caused by the acts, omissions or negligence
of LESSOR, its employees, agents or contractors.

7. SALE OF PROPERTY. Should LESSOR, at any time during the initial or any
extended term of this Agreement, decide to sell the Property, TENANT shall have first right of
refusal.

12 TERMINATION. TENANT, at its sole and absolute discretion, shall have the right
to terminate this Lease with thirty (30) days prior written notice to LESSOR in the event the State
of Alaska does not issue a retail license to do business or takes an unreasonable amount of time,
outside expected timetables, to issue said license.
