All marijuana cultivation, harvest and preparation operations will be conducted on-site and under video surveillance.
Continuous video recordings will be maintained in a secured location for not less than 40 days. All marijuana plant material, in
any condition, will only be permitted to exit the facility as either plant waste which will then be made unusable by shredding the
marijuana plant waste and mixing with an equal amount of other waste, whether it is the growing medium or cardboard or other
paper product or other waste. The material will be held in a rubber bin with a lid inside the facility until we have permission to
