o Page 3: you initialed both boxes in this page, but only one box should apply. Please correct 


that page.  
 


 MJ-01 Operating Plan 
o Page 3: the licensee/employee/agent identification you provided seems to be an altered 


version of the marijuana handler permit. So, considering that the licensee needs to 
produce the licensee/employee/agent identification, and that in addition to that, each 
licensee/employee/agent needs to carry his/her marijuana handler permit on his/her 
person when on the licensed premises, how are you going to comply with identification 
requirement? Or are you really going to come up with an altered version of the marijuana 
handler permit as the licensee/employee/agent identification?  


o Page 9: while older records may be archived off the licensed premises, records for the last 
six months must be kept on the marijuana establishment’s licensed premises. How will 
you comply with that regulation? Please explain in this box.  


o Page 12: the check box in this page was not marked. 
o Pages 12 &13: the answers in these pages is a little confusing. You talk about cannabis 


waste put in buckets to then be sold to concentrate facility and that ultimately it would 
be the concentrates facility’s responsibility for that waste (which is not in compliance 
being that each marijuana establishment is responsible for its own waste). Then you say 
you will be composting it. In short, you are not clearly separating your processes for each 
instance. You must have a process of waste disposal that complies with the regulation. 
Please re-read 3 AAC 306.740.  Additionally, you must give the 3-day notice, in addition 
to entering it in Metrc, by email in writing to our enforcement section before you render 
the marijuana waste unusable (It is not clear on your answer you understand that).  


o Page 15, first box: please expand upon your answer and describe how you will comply 
with 3 AAC 306.470 and 3 AAC 306.475 including submitting samples of labels you will be

Once
plant is harvested and cured, it will be weighed and packaged into opaque childproof
packaging. The packages will stay in a restricted and locked storage area until sold. No
employee or any visitor shall bring any bag, purse, backpack, etc., into any area where there is
cannabis. Visitors are absolutely forbidden to touch anything inside the facility unless it is a
person from AMCO, the police or their counterparts.


Signs will be placed outside the entrance stating, "Notice: No Loitering". There are no
benches, seats, or open areas to encourage loitering. When the licensee, an employee, or
agent of the licensee observes loitering they will confront loiterers and ask them to leave. If
they do not leave the police will be called.


Motion detectors will be active at all times when no one is at the facility.

So, considering that the licensee needs to 
produce the licensee/employee/agent identification, and that in addition to that, each 
licensee/employee/agent needs to carry his/her marijuana handler permit on his/her 
person when on the licensed premises, how are you going to comply with identification 
requirement? Or are you really going to come up with an altered version of the marijuana 
handler permit as the licensee/employee/agent identification?  




o Page 9: while older records may be archived off the licensed premises, records for the last 
six months must be kept on the marijuana establishment’s licensed premises. How will 
you comply with that regulation? Please explain in this box.  




o Page 12: the check box in this page was not marked. 
o Pages 12 &13: the answers in these pages is a little confusing. You talk about cannabis 




waste put in buckets to then be sold to concentrate facility and that ultimately it would 
be the concentrates facility’s responsibility for that waste (which is not in compliance 
being that each marijuana establishment is responsible for its own waste). Then you say 
you will be composting it. In short, you are not clearly separating your processes for each 
instance. You must have a process of waste disposal that complies with the regulation. 
Please re-read 3 AAC 306.740.  Additionally, you must give the 3-day notice, in addition 
to entering it in Metrc, by email in writing to our enforcement section before you render 
the marijuana waste unusable (It is not clear on your answer you understand that).  




o Page 15, first box: please expand upon your answer and describe how you will comply 
with 3 AAC 306.470 and 3 AAC 306.475 including submitting samples of labels you will be 
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using to comply with these regulations (if you will be having a logo, please also submit a 
copy of it).  




o Page 15, second box: please explain in this box how a duffle bag will be locked, safe, and 
secured for transporting marijuana in the trunk of the vehicle.

 Entrance(s) 




 Exit(s) 




 Storage areas/rooms 




 Clear interior layout of the proposed premises including of that of any 
enclosed areas within 




 Walls, partitions, counters, areas of ingress and egress 




 You stated that you will be sharing the surveillance equipment with The 
420 which is owned by you. Show where in The 420 the surveillance is. 




 You stated that the bathroom will be in the future concentrate 
manufacturing. Show that in the diagram.  




 Do use colors but you need to label what those colors represent. 




 You state that you will be building loft areas, show those loft areas.  




 I cannot stress enough the importance of submitting very clear diagrams 
of what is being requested.

o Page 2: make sure the description of your under cultivation area(s)/room(s) you describe 




in this box is congruent with your updated diagram (make changes in this box as 
necessary).  




o Page 3, second box: please expand upon your answer to this box and describe the 
chemicals, gases, and delivery systems, including carbon dioxide management you will 
use.  




o Page 4, first box: the answer to this box must be congruent with the answer(s) you provide 
regarding waste disposal on MJ-01, pages 12-13.  




o Page 5: please re-review 3 AAC 306.455 and 3 AAC 306.465 and explain in the box how 
you will comply with those regulations.  




o Page 6: just reiterating, please provide samples of the labels you will produce to comply 
with 3 AAC 306.470 and 3 AAC 306.475 including any logo(s) you intend to use. 
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 MJ-07 Public Notice Posting Affidavit 
o If I understand correctly, the other conspicuous location you used to put up your Public 




Notice was the same building in which your proposed marijuana cultivation facility will 
be. That said, this other conspicuous location/second location for posting your Public 
Notice is inadequate. 3 AAC 306.025 (a)(b)(1) requires the Public Notice to be posted at 
the location of the proposed licensed premises, and one other conspicuous location in 
the area of the proposed premises.  




o Please post your Public Notice in another location such as grocery store where it will be 
up for ten days. You will need to submit a new MJ-07 completed and signed in front of a 
notary for that posting.

that you can do it right away, then let me know. If you are not applying then let me know 
so I can send you an MJ-18.
