Section 2 - Control Plan for Persons Under the Age of 21 


2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the 


licensed premises and marijuana items: 


TLG Garden, LLC will have policies and training in place to prevent individuals under 21 from entering any part of the limited cultivation licensed 
premises. The entire premises will be designated as a restricted access area with signage posted on and around the building stating "Restricted 
Access Area: Visitors Must Be Escorted" as well as signs stating, "No One Under 21 Year of Age Allowed" and "Video Surveillance in Progress". 
Video surveillance cameras will be visible throughout the facility as well as around the exterior perimeter of the building to continuously monitor 
the premises and to deter unauthorized and underage individuals from attempting to access the premises. There will be one steel entrance door 
for employees and licensees and an emergency exit; of which will remain locked at all times and will require a an industrial key to unlock the door. 
Keys will only be given to licensee's and employees, and each key will read "Do Not Duplicate". The steel door will also be equipped with a door 
sensor, connected to the security alarm system, that will be triggered if an attempted intrusion occurs. If triggered, both an audible alarm as well 
as an electronic notification to the third party off-site monitoring center as well as to the licensees and general manager's mobile phones will be 
sent. Any visitors to the cultivation facility, with the exception of law enforcement, AMCO Enforcement or other duly authorized individuals, must 
be pre-arranged with a licensee. Visitors will be required to produce a valid, government issued, photo ID proving they are at least 21 years of age 
before being allowed to enter the premises. Any individual that does not produce said ID will be informed to exit the property immediately and that 
law enforcement will be contacted for back up if they do not comply promptly. 


Section 3 - Security 


Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710): 


3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas: 


The entire limited cultivation facility will be designated as a restricted access area and will be equipped with a robust 
security system. The premises will be equipped with outdoor lighting, 24 hour video surveillance, an alarm system 
that will provide electronic notification to owners and law enforcement if necessary, and multiple signs stating that 
the premises is secured and monitored. Posted signs will also state that visitors must be escorted. The interior of 
the facility will have security cameras installed for 24 hour monitoring of the facility. The exterior of the building will 
have 24 hour surveillance cameras recording all activity on the premises. Visitors will be required to provide valid 
government-issued identification, with no exceptions. Visitors will be given a visitor badge to be displayed on their 
person at all times within the facility. All visitors will be escorted by an employee or licensee at all times at a 5:1 
ratio. A visitor's log will record the visitor's name, date and time, and purpose for the visit, and will be available to 
AMCO upon request. Access to the facility will be granted through a smart lock system, and a sign will be posted on 
the door stating that the door leads into a restricted area and members of the public must be escorted. Cameras will 
also be placed conspicuously at each exterior door to the building to deter visitors from attempting access alone. 


3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas: 


All visitors granted access to the facility will sign into a visitor's log recording their name and date 
and time of entry and exit. The log and copies of visitor information will be kept and stored on-site 
as official business records. The visitor log will be made available to AMCO upon request. Visitors 
will be escorted and actively supervised by an employee or licensee at all times while inside the 
facility, and any additional information, activity, or behavior will be recorded, as necessary, during 
the visit. At no time will there be more than five visitors per supervising employee in the facility at 
one time.

Exterior lighting will be positioned against the building and perimeter, and evenly distributed 
throughout the property. The facility plans to install commercial LED lights to be affixed to the 
building, evenly distributed on the property, and posted along the outer perimeter of the premises. 
The light fixtures will keep the premises and signs well lit, and allow the exterior surveillance 
cameras to record individuals up to twenty (20) feet from all entry points to the building. The lighting 
fixtures will be positioned at an inaccessible height with sturdy housings to deter vandalism and 
common obstructions. The bulbs will be extremely bright to maximize visibility and deter crime. The 
exterior lighting will be checked weekly by the manager on duty to ensure that each light in the 
system is operational, and that each mount is positioned for optimum recording clarity and to deter 
unauthorized presence on the premises.

TLG Garden, LLC will contract with a third party security company to install the alarm system, maintain 
the equipment, periodically test the devices and continuously monitor the facility at an off-site security 
monitoring center. The alarm system will be set up to monitor for intrusions with motion detectors in all 
areas of the building, active during closed hours, as well as door sensors on the single entrance door. 
If triggered, an automatic, electronic alert will be sent to the security monitoring center as well as to the 
licensee's cell phones and/or the general manager. This will also trigger an audible alarm to help deter 
potential intruders. The licensee's will have access to remotely view the security footage live via their 
cellular phones. The alarm system will be active at all times that the facility is closed. The last 
employee or licensee to leave the cultivation facility each night will activate the alarm system and the 
first employee or licensee to arrive in the morning will deactivate the system. 
In the event that the alarm system sends an electronic alert to local law enforcement to notify them of 
an unauthorized breach, the management team will evacuate the building (if it's safe to do and 
necessary) to a pre-determined safe location. A designated employee will take a head count of 
employees and any visitors that may have been on the premises to ensure everyone is accounted for. 
Management will await instruction from law enforcement and comply with all directives. Once it is safe 
to do so, employees will return to the facility and inspect for property damage, theft, take inventory and 
submit all necessary and requested documentation to law enforcement officials and to AMCO 
enforcement. Additionally, any event that occurs on the licensed premises that involves local law 
enforcement will be promptly reported to AMCO Enforcement via email. 


3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees: 


Video surveillance will continuously monitor storage, growing, processing and packaging areas, as well as the office. Employees will perform mandatory inventory counts each week 
and document the reports as business records. The company has a zero tolerance policy for theft and diversion, and all employees will complete mandatory training in recognizing 
such activity. In the event that theft or diversion is suspected, all employees will alert management immediately. In the event that an employee is caught stealing marijuana, TLG 
Garden, LLC will notify local law enforcement immediately, comply with all directives, and provide all necessary information and records for the investigation. Ownership will take the 
necessary steps to ensure that illegal conduct by an employee does not compromise the facility's license and legitimate business operations. Once a theft is reported, ownership will 
update the product records in the tracking system, as needed, to maintain an accurate and comprehensive accounting for all marijuana products and inventory. Ownership will 
comply with all inquiries and investigations lodged by AMCO as a result. Documentation related to marijuana theft will be maintained as a business record for five (5) years and 
made available to AMCO upon request. All marijuana product will be secured in the cultivation area during growth and processing, and then will be stored in a locked and secured 
area once it is ready and waiting for packaging. Only designated personnel will have access to marijuana storage. Constant surveillance will monitor the marijuana storage space 
and all individuals entering the area. Video recordings will be backed up and stored for at least forty (40) days. Cameras will be prominently displayed in the processing and 
packaging areas and next to all storage containers, and will provide a full view of the cultivation room, entryway, and packaging areas. Security monitors and video recording 
equipment will be located in the office and.


3.7. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering: 


TLG Garden, LLC will prevent business practices that might entice or allow loitering, and escorting all loitering 
individuals off the premises. The exterior will be well lit and equipped with 24 hour video surveillance and "No 
Loitering" signs. Agents of the facility will have a noticeable presence around the property to monitor for and deter 
loitering and unauthorized entrance. The facility will have a single marked entrance to maintain order. Any 
individuals found loitering outside the building will be asked to leave the premises or law enforcement will be 
notified. Once a visitor has completed their visit and no longer has a purpose inside the facility, they will be escorted 
off of the premises. No visitors will be permitted to remain on the property after their escorted visit has concluded. 
Licensee's will contact local law enforcement for assistance when necessary.

All doors and marijuana storage areas will have 
video coverage to clearly identify the faces of those present. Cameras at the external corners of the 
facility will record activity on each side of the building. A failure notification system will be installed to 
provide audible and visual notification of any failure in the surveillance system so that it can be 
immediately resolved. During a power outage all video cameras and recording equipment will be 
run on emergency power with a battery backup system to ensure that they can continue to operate 
for at least one (1) hour.

However, should they decide to hire employees in the future, they will be hired on a probationary period during which time 
they will receive training and evaluation specific to their position. Training will include marijuana industry topics; safety precautions and procedures; legal issues; and state, local, and federal 
regulations. Training will take place throughout the year, as well as when topics arise that need further explanation. Terry and Gerard will personally present or arrange training and 
education to employees. Within the probationary period, all new employees will be required to meet with the licensee's to learn the company's business approach and to adopt the standard 
of service. Educational packets will be provided to each cultivation employee to be read and reviewed. The educational packets will discuss relevant cannabinoids in the marijuana plant, 
strain ratios, marijuana benefits and risks, and general Alaska marijuana law. Packets will also include safety procedures that specifically address the facility's security measures and 
controls for the prevention of diversion, theft, and loss of marijuana such as emergency response procedures and slate and federal statutes regarding confidentiality. As proper safety and 
security procedures are of the utmost importance to Terry and Gerard, the most up-lo-date reading materials will be available to employees at all times. Management will conduct quarterly 
staff meetings with the purpose of updating all employees on new state and local regulations, assuring that each employee is performing within company procedure, assessing any 
procedural changes that are needed, and addressing any comments or concerns from the staff. Prior to beginning worl<, employees will be expected to understand: (1) Alaska laws, 
regulations, and codes governing the marijuana industry and marijuana establishments; (2) all of the permitting requirements to act as a marijuana handler (including obtaining a Marijuana 
Handler card from slate approved course provider prior to commencing employment) and to worl< in a marijuana establishment; (3}TLG Garden, LLC standards, operational protocol, and 
best practices with regard to all phases of the cultivation and sale of marijuana; (4) general safety procedures and security protocol; (5) how to think defensively if threatening situations 
occur, and how to recognize the signs of impairment, drug abuse, and instability in co-workers; (6) in-depth information about our particular strains and marijuana related products; (7) in-
depth information on the requirements of each room, task, and system; (8) the general federal, stale, and local employment regulations by which TLG Garden, LLC , is governed; and (9) 
cultivation-specific education. To ensure full coverage for each position, all employees will be cross-trained on the requirements of each job. TLG Garden, LLC , will encourage staff to 
attend seminars, conferences, and worl<shops, and Management will maintain a library of resources on marijuana topics, available to employees at all limes. The state and local marijuana 
regulations and laws will be posted in the facility for reference. All new hires will be required to meet with the general manager to go over employment documents, specific tasks, 
educational materials, facility features, security, position-specific training. 
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The bathroom and hand-sink are located in Terry's residence which is approximately 50 feet from the 
facility. Terry and Gerard will be the only employees, however if they do hire employees in the future, a 
porta-potty will be placed right outside the facility with a hand-washing sink.

Marijuana will 
be harvested and grouped into batches up to five pounds of individual strains and will be assigned a 
METRC harvest batch number. A random sample will be collected from each batch and sent to a licensed 
testing facility. The remainder of the batch will be segregated until the testing results are received. A 
transport manifest generated from METRC will be sent with each transfer of marijuana to another 
licensed facility. Marijuana will be sealed in not more than five pound containers inside a locked storage 
compartment within the vehicle for wholesale transactions and up to one ounce containers for re-sale by 
retailers without re-packaging. Package labels will include: (1) the name and license number of the 
cultivation facility; (2) the date the marijuana was harvested; (3) the harvest batch number assigned to 
the marijuana; (4) the date the marijuana was packaged; (5) the net weight and the quantity of usable 
marijuana packaged in a standard of measure compatible with the inventory tracking system; (6) a 
complete list of all pesticides, fungicides, and herbicides used in the cultivation of the marijuana.

A notice via 
email will be sent to AMCO enforcement not later than three days prior to rendering waste unusable 
and will be recorded in METRC when that function becomes available. Marijuana waste will be 
rendered unusable by grinding and then mixing with other compostable and non-compostable 
material such as, food waste, yard waste, cardboard, paper and soil; until the resulting mixture is no 
more than fifty percent (50%) marijuana waste. Management will maintain a log on the status of all 
marijuana waste, tracking the type, date of disposal, reason for disposal, date it was rendered 
unusable, and final destination. A waste truck will collect the waste mixture and dispose of it at the 
local borough waste station. During phases of small waste batches, Terry or Gerard and/or the 
general manager may dispose of the unusable waste in their outdoor compost. This information will 
be recorded in the disposal log and securely stored as a business record, available to AMCO upon 
request.
