Bylaws


Adopted January 10, 2018


ARTICLE I


OFFICES


Section 1.01 Offices. The Corporation shall have its registered office in the State of


Alaska, and may have such other offices and places of business within or without


the State of Alaska as the Board of Directors may from time to time determine or


the business of the Corporation may require.


ARTICLE II


STOCKHOLDERS


Section 2.01 Place of Meetings. Meetings of stockholders for any purpose may be


held at such place or places, either within or without the State of Alaska, as shall


be designated by the Board of  Directors,  or  by the President  with respect  to


meetings called by him.


Section 2.02 Annual Meeting. The annual meeting of stockholders shall be held


on such date as may be determined by the Board of Directors. At such meeting,


the stockholders shall elect a Board of Directors and transact such other business


as may properly come before the meeting.


Section 2.03 Special Meetings. Special meetings of stockholders may be called at


any time by the Board of Directors or by the President, and shall be called by the


President or Secretary at the written request of stockholders owning a majority of


the shares of the Corporation then outstanding and entitled to vote.


Section 2.04 Notice of  Meetings.  Written notice of  the annual meeting or any


special  meeting  of  stock  shall  be  given  to  each  stockholder  entitled  to  vote


thereat, not less than ten nor more than sixty days prior to the meeting, except as


otherwise required by statute, and shall state the time and place and, in the case


of a special meeting, the purpose or purposes of the meeting. Notice need not be


given,  however,  to  any  stockholder  who  submits  a  signed  waiver  of  notice,


before or after the meeting, or who attends the meeting in person or by proxy


without objecting to the transaction of business.


Section 2.05 Quorum. At all meetings of stockholders, the holders of a majority of


the stock issued and outstanding and entitled to vote thereat, present in person


or  represented  by  proxy,  shall  constitute  a  quorum  for  the  transaction  of


business,  except  as  otherwise  provided  by  statute,  the  Certificate  of
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Incorporation or these By-Laws. When a quorum is once present to organize a


meeting, it is not broken by the subsequent withdrawal of any stockholder.


Section 2.06 Voting. (a) At all meetings of stockholders, each stockholder having


the right to vote thereat may vote in person or by proxy, and, unless otherwise


provided in the Certificate of Incorporation or in any resolution providing for the


issuance  of  any  class  or  series  of  stock  adopted  by  the  Board  of  Directors


pursuant to authority vested in the Board by the Certificate of  Incorporation,


shall have one vote for each share of stock registered in his name. Election of


directors shall be by written ballot.


(b) When a quorum is once present at any meeting of stockholders, a majority of


the  votes  cast,  whether  in  person  or  represented  by  proxy,  shall  decide  any


question or proposed action brought before such meeting, except for the election


of directors, who shall be elected by a plurality of the votes cast, or unless the


question or  action is  one upon which a  different  vote  is  required by express


provision  of  statute,  the  Certificate  of  Incorporation  or  these  By-Laws  or  an


agreement among stockholders, in which case such provision shall govern the


vote on the decision of such question or action.


Section  2.07  Adjourned  Meetings.  Any  meeting  of  stockholders  may  be


adjourned to a designated time and place by a vote of a majority in interest of the


stockholders present in person or by proxy and entitled to vote, even though less


than a quorum is present, or by the President if a quorum of stockholders is not


present.  No notice  of  such  adjourned  meeting  need  be  given,  other  than  by


announcement at the meeting at which adjournment is taken, and any business


may be transacted at the adjourned meeting which might have been transacted at


the meeting as originally called. However, if such adjournment is for more than


thirty  days,  or  if  after  such  adjournment  a  new  record  date  is  fixed  for  the


adjourned meeting,  a  notice  of  the adjourned meeting shall  be given to each


stockholder of record entitled to vote at such meeting.


Section  2.08  Action  by  Written  Consent  of  Stockholders.  Any  action  of  the


stockholders required or permitted to be taken at any regular or special meeting


thereof may be taken without any such meeting, notice of meeting or vote if a


consent in writing setting forth the action thereby taken is signed by the holders


of outstanding stock having not less than the number of votes that would have


been necessary to authorize such action at a meeting at which all shares entitled


to vote were present and voted. Prompt notice of the taking of any such action


shall be given to any stockholders entitled to vote who have not so consented in


writing.


Section  2.09  Stockholders  of  Record.  (a)  The  stockholders  from  time  to  time


entitled to notice of or to vote at any meeting of stockholders or any adjournment
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thereof,  or  to  express  consent  to  any  corporate  action  without  a  meeting,  or


entitled to receive payment of any dividend or other distribution or the allotment


of  any  rights,  or  entitled  to  exercise  any  rights  in  respect  of  any  change,


conversion or exchange of stock or for the purpose of any other lawful action,


shall be the stockholders of record as of the close of business on a date fixed by


the Board of Directors as the record date for any such purpose. Such a record


date shall not precede the date upon which the resolution fixing the record date


is adopted by the Board of Directors, and shall not, with respect to stockholder


meetings, be more than sixty days nor less than ten days before the date of such


meeting, or, with respect to stockholder consents, more than ten days after the


date upon which the resolution fixing the record date is adopted by the Board of


Directors.


(b) If the Board of Directors does not fix a record date, (i) the record date for the


determination of  stockholders  entitled to notice of  or  to vote  at  a  meeting of


stockholders shall be as of the close of business on the day next preceding the


day on which notice of such meeting is given, or, if notice is waived as provided


herein, on the day next preceding the day on which the meeting is held; (ii) the


record date for determining stockholders entitled to express consent to corporate


action  in  writing  without  a  meeting,  where  no  prior  action  by  the  Board  of


Directors is necessary, shall be the close of business on the day on which the first


signed written consent setting forth the action taken or proposed to be taken is


delivered  to  the  Corporation;  and  (iii)  the  record  date  for  determining


stockholders for any other purpose shall be at the close of business on the day on


which the resolution of the Board of Directors relating thereto is adopted.


ARTICLE III


DIRECTORS


Section 3.01 Board of Directors.  The management of  the affairs,  property and


business of the Corporation shall be vested in a Board of Directors, the members


of  which  need  not  be  stockholders.  In  addition  to  the  power  and  authority


expressly  conferred  upon  it  by  these  By-Laws  and  the  Certificate  of


Incorporation, the Board of Directors may take any action and do all such lawful


acts and things on behalf of the Corporation and as are not by statute or by the


Certificate of Incorporation or these By-Laws required to be taken or done by the


stockholders.


Section 3.02 Number. The number of directors shall be as fixed from time to time


by the Board of Directors.


Section  3.03  Election  and  Term  of  Directors.  At  each  annual  meeting  of  the


stockholders, the stockholders shall elect directors to hold office until the next


annual meeting. Each director shall hold office until the expiration of such term
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and until his successor, if any, has been elected and qualified, or until his earlier


resignation or removal.


Section 3.04 Annual and Regular Meetings. The annual meeting of the Board of


Directors shall be held promptly after the annual meeting of stockholders, and


regular meetings of  the Board of  Directors may be held at  such times as the


Board of Directors may from time to time determine. No notice shall be required


for the annual or any regular meeting of the Board of Directors.


Section 3.05 Special Meetings. Special meetings of the Board of Directors may be


called by the President, by an officer of the corporation who is also a director or


by any two directors, upon one dayʹs notice to each director either personally or


by mail,  telephone,  telecopier or  telegraph,  and if  by telephone,  telecopier  or


telegraph confirmed in writing before or after the meeting, setting forth the time


and place of  such meeting.  Notice of  any special  meeting need not be given,


however, to any director who submits a signed waiver of notice, before or after


the meeting, or who attends the meeting without objecting to the transaction of


business.


Section 3.06 Place of Meetings. (a) The Board of Directors may hold its meetings,


regular or special, at such places, either within or without the State of Alaska, as


it may from time to time determine or as shall be set forth in any notice of such


meeting.


(b) Any meeting of the Board of Directors may be held by means of conference


telephone  or  similar  communications  equipment  whereby  all  persons


participating in the meeting can hear each other,  and such participation shall


constitute presence at the meeting.


Section 3.07 Adjourned Meetings. A majority of the directors present, whether or


not a quorum, may adjourn any meeting of the Board of Directors to another


time and place. Notice of such adjourned meeting need not be given if the time


and place thereof  are announced at the meeting at which the adjournment is


taken.


Section 3.08 Quorum of Directors. A majority of the total number of directors


shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. The total number of


directors means the number of directors the Corporation would have if  there


were no vacancies.


Section  3.09  Action  of  the  Board  of  Directors.  The  vote  of  a  majority  of  the


directors present at a meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the


Board of Directors, unless the question or action is one upon which a different


vote is required by express provision of statute, the Certificate of Incorporation
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or these By-Laws,  in which case such provision shall  govern the vote  on the


decision of such question or action. Each director present shall have one vote.


Section  3.10  Action  by  Written  Consent  of  Directors.  Any  action  required  or


permitted  to  be  taken  at  any  meeting  of  the  Board  of  Directors  or  of  any


committee thereof may be taken without a meeting, if a written consent thereto is


signed by all members of the Board of Directors or of such committee, and such


written consent is filed with the minutes of proceedings of the Board of Directors


or committee.


Section 3.11 Resignation. A director may resign at any time by giving written


notice  to  the  Board  of  Directors,  the  President  or  the  Secretary  of  the


Corporation. Unless otherwise specified in the notice, the resignation shall take


effect upon receipt by the Board of Directors or such officer, and acceptance of


the resignation shall not be necessary.


Section 3.12 Removal of Directors. Any or all of the directors may be removed


with or without cause by a vote of the Board of Directors.


Section  3.13  Newly  Created  Directorships  and  Vacancies.  Newly  created


directorships resulting from an increase in the number of directors or vacancies


occurring in the Board of Directors for any reason except the removal of directors


without cause may be filled by a vote of the majority of the directors then in


office,  although  less  than  a  quorum.  Vacancies  occurring  by  reason  of  the


removal of directors without cause shall be filled by a vote of the stockholders. A


director elected to fill a newly created directorship or to fill any vacancy shall


hold office until the next annual meeting of stockholders, and until his successor,


if any, has been elected and qualified.


Section 3.14 Chairman. At all meetings of the Board of Directors the Chairman of


the  Board  or,  if  one  has  not  been  elected  or  appointed  or  in  his  absence,  a


chairman chosen by the directors present at such meeting, shall preside.


Section  3.15  Committees  Appointed  by the  Board  of  Directors.  The  Board  of


Directors may, by resolution passed by a majority of the entire Board of Directors


or by written consent of all of the directors, designate one or more committees,


each committee to consist of one or more of the directors. The Board may also


designate one or more directors as alternate members of any committee who may


replace any absent or disqualified committee member at any committee meeting.


Any such committee, to the extent provided in the resolution, except as restricted


by law, shall have and may exercise the powers of the Board of Directors in the


management of the affairs, business and property of the Corporation, and may


authorize  the  seal  of  the  Corporation  to  be  affixed to  all  papers  which  may


require it.
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Section 3.16 Compensation. No compensation shall be paid to directors, as such,


for their services, but the Board of Directors may authorize payment of an annual


retainer and/or fixed sum and expenses for attendance at each annual, regular or


special  meeting of  the  Board of  Directors.  Nothing herein  contained shall  be


construed to preclude any director from serving the corporation in any other


capacity and receiving compensation therefor.


Section 3.17 Records.  All records of Directors shall be kept current with the State


of Alaska Division of Corporations, AMCO and the State of Alaska Marijuana


Control Board.  Any individual that has not been vetted and deemed compliant


by  AMCO  and  the  State  of  Alaska  Marijuana  Control  Board  shall  not  be


considered a director or licensee as it pertains to any, and all, state marijuana


licenses held by the Corporation, or the Corporation itself.  The Corporation, as a


result of it’s marijuana licensing, acknowledges and understands that state law


directly  affects  those  of  whom  that  can  hold  stock  in  the  Corporation.   The


Corporation shall remain compliant in all areas of business and business record


keeping within the State of Alaska.


ARTICLE IV


OFFICERS


Section 4.01 Offices, Election and Term. (a) At its annual meeting the Board of


Directors shall elect or appoint a President and a Secretary and may, in addition,


elect or appoint at any time such other officers as it may determine. Any number


of offices may be held by the same person.


(b) Unless otherwise specified by the Board of Directors,  each officer shall  be


elected or  appointed to  hold  office  until  the  annual  meeting  of  the  Board of


Directors next following his election or appointment and until his successor, if


any, has been elected or appointed and qualified, or until his earlier resignation


or removal.


(c) Any officer may resign at any time by giving written notice to the Board of


Directors,  the President or the Secretary of the Corporation.  Unless otherwise


specified in the notice, the resignation shall take effect upon receipt thereof, and


the acceptance of the resignation shall not be necessary to make it effective.


(d) Any officer elected or appointed by the Board of Directors may be removed


by the Board of Directors with or without cause. Any vacancy occurring in any


office by reason of death, resignation, removal or otherwise may be filled by the


Board of Directors.
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(e) In the event that an officer is added or removed from the company, the State


of Alaska Division of Corporations, AMCO and the State of Alaska Marijuana


Control Board shall be notified immediately with all records, fees and licensing


pertaining  to  the  licensed  premise(s)  being  kept  current  and  filed  in  good


standing.  No individual shall be considered an officer of the Corporation until


AMCO and the State of Alaska Marijuana Control Board has been notified and


completed it’s vetting of the individual.


Section  4.02  Powers  and  Duties.  The  officers,  agents  and  employees  of  the


corporation  shall  each  have  such  powers  and  perform  such  duties  in  the


management of the affairs, property and business of the Corporation, subject to


the control of and limitation by the Board of Directors, as generally pertain to


their respective offices, as well as such powers and duties as may be authorized


from time to time by the Board of Directors.


Section 4.03 Sureties and Bonds. If the Board of Directors shall so require, any


officer, agent or employee of the Corporation shall furnish to the Corporation a


bond in such sum and with such surety or sureties as the Board of Directors may


direct,  conditioned  upon  the  faithful  performance  of  his  duties  to  the


Corporation and including responsibility for negligence and for the accounting


for all property, funds or securities of the corporation which may come into his


hands.


ARTICLE V


CERTIFICATES AND TRANSFER OF SHARES


Section  5.01  Certificates.  Unless  otherwise  provided  pursuant  to  the  General


Corporation Law of the State of Alaska, the shares of stock of the Corporation


shall be represented by certificates, as provided by the General Corporation Law


of the State of Alaska. They shall be numbered and entered in the books of the


Corporation as they are issued.


Section 5.02 Shareholder List and Marijuana Licensing.  A complete listing of all


of  the  AMCO  and  State  of  Alaska  Marijuana  Control  Board’s  vetted  and


approved shareholders of the Corporation shall be maintained with the state of


Alaska Division of Corporations as well as with AMCO and the State of Alaska


Marijuana Control Board.  Any changes to the Corporation’s shareholder list will


require  additional  approval  from  AMCO  and  the  State  of  Alaska  Marijuana


Control Board and be immediately recorded with the State of Alaska Division of


Corporations as well as with AMCO and the State of Alaska Marijuana Control


Board once vetting and approval is completed.  Every potential shareholder shall
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be vetted by AMCO and/or the State of Alaska Marijuana Control Board prior to


the individual being considered a licensee of the Corporation.


Section 5.03 Lost or Destroyed Certificates.  The Board of Directors may in its


discretion authorize the issuance of a new certificate or certificates in place of any


certificate or certificates theretofore issued by the Corporation, alleged to have


been lost,  stolen or  destroyed.  As a  condition of  such issuance,  the  Board of


Directors may require, either generally or in each case, the record holder of such


certificates,  or his legal representative,  to furnish an affidavit setting forth the


facts  of  such  alleged  loss,  theft  or  destruction,  together  with  proof  of


advertisement of  the alleged loss,  theft  or  destruction,  and a bond with such


surety and in such form and amount as the Board may specify indemnifying the


Corporation, any transfer agent and registrar against any claim against any of


them relating to such lost, stolen or destroyed certificates.


Section 5.04 Transfer of Shares.  (a)  Upon surrender to the Corporation or the


transfer agent of the Corporation of a certificate for shares or other securities of


the  Corporation  duly  endorsed  or  accompanied  by  proper  evidence  of


succession, assignment or authority to transfer, the corporation shall issue a new


certificate to the person entitled thereto, and cancel the old certificate, except to


the  extent  the  Corporation or  such transfer  agent  may be  prevented from so


doing by law, by the order or process of any court of competent jurisdiction, or


under  any  valid  restriction  on  transfer  imposed  by  the  Certificate  of


Incorporation,  these  By-Laws,  or  agreement  of  security  holders.  Every  such


transfer shall be entered on the transfer books of the Corporation.


(b) The Corporation shall be entitled to treat the holder of record of any share or


other security of the Corporation as the holder in fact thereof and shall not be


bound to recognize any equitable or other claim to or interest in such share or


security on the part of any other person whether or not it shall have express or


other notice thereof, except as expressly provided by law.


ARTICLE VI


INDEMNIFICATION


Section  6.01  Indemnification.  The  Corporation  shall  indemnify  the  directors,


officers, agents and employees of the Corporation in the manner and to the full


extent provided in the General  Corporation Law of the State of  Alaska.  Such


indemnification may be  in  addition  to  any other  rights  to  which any person


seeking  indemnification  may  be  entitled  under  any  agreement,  vote  of


stockholders  or  directors,  any  provision  of  these  By-Laws  or  otherwise.  The


directors,  officers,  employees  and  agents  of  the  Corporation  shall  be  fully
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protected individually in making or refusing to make any payment or in taking


or refusing to take any other action under this Article VI in reliance upon the


advice of counsel.


ARTICLE VII


MISCELLANEOUS


Section 7.01 Corporate Seal. The seal of the Corporation shall be circular in form


and bear the name of the Corporation, the year of its organization and the words,


ʺCorporate Seal, Alaskaʺ. The seal of the certificates for shares or any corporate


obligation for  the  payment  of  money,  or  on any other  instrument,  may be  a


facsimile, engraved, printed or otherwise reproduced.


Section 7.02 Execution of Instruments. All corporate instruments and documents


shall  be  signed  or  countersigned,  executed,  and,  if  desired,  verified  or


acknowledged by a proper officer or officers or such other person or persons as


the Board of Directors may from time to time designate.


Section 7.03 Fiscal Year. The fiscal year of the Corporation shall be as determined


by the Board of Directors.


ARTICLE VIII


AMENDMENTS


Section 8.01 Amendments. These By-Laws may be altered, amended or repealed


from time to time by the stockholders or by the Board of Directors without the


assent or vote of the stockholders.


The Board adopted the foregoing Bylaws on January 10, 2018.

We will grind all solid product material and mix it with soil or ground organic/non-
organic material so that no more than 50 percent of the end product is marijuana product.  Liquids will be mixed 
with soil or ground organic/non-organic material so that no more than 50 percent of the end product is marijuana 
product.

2. Possession:



Tenant shall be entitled to possession of the premises as of January 10, 2018.



3. Basic Term:



The term of the Lease shall be three (3) years.  The Tenant has the right to extend this Lease 
for an additional five (3) years at a monthly rate of TWENTY THOUSAND DOLLARS 
($20,000) beginning January 2, 2020.  



4. Rent and Security Deposit

payable.



8. Use



Tenant will use and occupy the premises for retail marijuana sales.  Tenant will not in any 
manner deface the property, the building, or permit anything to be done upon the premises 
creating a nuisance, or to use or permit the use of the premises for lodging or sleeping 
purposes, or for any illegal purpose.



9. Repairs and Improvements



Tenant hereby agrees to maintain and keep the premises during the term of this Lease, at 
Tenant’s own cost and expense, in good order and repair; reasonable wear and tear excepted.  
Any and all improvements must be performed by a licensed contractor.



10. Alteration of Premises



Tenant agrees that it will make no alterations, additions or improvements to or upon premises
without the written consent of Subleasee first being obtained.  Such consent shall not be 
unreasonable withheld.  Any such alterations, additions and improvements consented to by 
Subleasee shall be made at Tenant’s expense.  Tenant shall secure all governmental permits 
required in connection with such work and shall hold Subleasee harmless from all liability 
and liens resulting therefrom.

11. Landlord’s Right of Entry

condition thereof, or any other lawful purpose.  It is understood that such entry is only 
permitted once the Tenant, or one of it’s agents, deems the individual(s) legal to enter the 
premises as a designated Visitor.  Subleasee, it’s agents and representatives, understands the 
legal prohibition to not enter a restricted access area until the Subleasee, it’s agents and 
representatives, have first obtained a visitor’s badge and is cleared to enter the premises 
under escort by the Tenant or one of it’s agents.  Subleasee access to premises is governed by 
State of Alaska marijuana laws.



12. Liens:



Tenant will not permit any mechanics’, laborers’, or materialmens’ liens to stand against the 
leased premises or improvements for any labor or material furnished to Tenant or claimed to 
have been furnished to Tenant, or to Tenant’s agents, contractors, or sub-leasees, in connection
with work of any character performed or claimed to have been performed on said premises or
improvement by or at the direction of sufferance of Tenant; such reasonable security as may 
be demanded by Subleasee to insure payment of such lien or such claim of lien.  Tenant will 
pay any judgment rendered with all proper costs and charges and shall have such lien 
released or judgment satisfied at Tenant's own expense.  Tenant agrees to indemnify, hold 
harmless and to defend Subleasee and the leased premises from such liens.  Tenant consents 
to the Subleasee’s recording of the posting of a statutory notice of non-responsibility in 
accordance with Alaska Statute 34.35.065.
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13. Damage by Casualty, Fire & Duty to Repair

of 50 percent or more of the sound value thereof, Tenant may or may not elect to terminate 
this Lease.  Written notice of Tenant’s said election shall be given Subleasee within 30 days 
after the occurrence of said damage.  If said notice is not so given, Tenant conclusively shall 
be deemed to have elected not to terminate.  If said building is partially destroyed and the 
damage so occasioned shall not amount to the extent indicated above, or if greater than such 
extent and tenant does not elect to terminate, as aforesaid, then Tenant shall repair such 
building as as soon as reasonably possible.  For the period of time between the day of such 
damage and until such repairs have been substantially completed there shall be such 
abatement of rent as the nature of the injury or damage and its interference with the 
occupancy of the premises by Tenant shall warrant.  However, if the premises are slightly 
injured and the damage so occasioned shall not cause any material interference with the 
occupation of the premises by Tenant then there shall be no abatement of rent.



14. Waiver of Subrogation Rights

against by a standard form of fire insurance with extended coverage.  All such claims for any 
and all loss, however caused hereby are waived.  Said absence of liability shall exist whether 
or not the damage or destruction is caused by the negligence of either Subleasee or Tenant or 
by any of their respective agents, servants, or employees.



15.  Accidents to Personal Property

16.  Indemnification
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Tenant shall defend and indemnify Subleasee and save it harmless from and against any and 
all liability, damages, costs, or expenses, including attorney’s fees, arising form any act, 
omission, or negligence of Tenant or the officers, contractors, licensees, agents, servants, 
employees, guests, invitees, or visitors of Tenant in or about the premises, or arising from any 
accident, injury, or damage, howsoever and by whosoever caused, to any person or property, 
occurring in or about the premises and which is due to the negligence of Tenant or its agents.  
Subleasee shall similarly indemnify and defend and hold harmless Tenant to the same degree 
for any acts, omissions or negligence of Subleasee or the officers, contractors, licensees, 
agents, servants, employees, guests, invitees, or visitors of Landlord.



17. Eminent Domain



In case of condemnation or appropriation of all or any substantial part of the premises by any
public or private corporation under the laws of eminent domain, this Lease may be 
terminated at the option of either party here to on 20 days written notice to the other.  In case 
of termination pursuant to this paragraph, Tenant shall not be liable for any rent after the date
of Tenant’s removal from the premises.  



18. Delivering up the Premises on Termination



At the expiration of the term of this Lease or upon any sooner termination hereof, Tenant 
shall quit and deliver up the premises and all future erections and additions to or upon the 
same, broom clean, to Subleasee or those having Subleasee’s estate in the premises, peacefully
quietly, and in as good order and condition, reasonable use and wear thereof and insured 
casualty excepted, as the same are now in, or will be upon completion of construction, or 
hereafter may be put in by Subleasee.  



19. Removal of Property



In the event of any entry in or taking possession of the premises by Subleasee pursuant to the 
terms of this Lease, Subleasee shall have the right, but not the obligation, to remove from the 
premises all personal property located therein and may store the same in any place selected 
by Subleasee, including, but not limited to, a public warehouse, at the expense and risk of the 
owners thereof, with the right to sell such stored property, upon reasonable notice to Tenant, 
the proceeds of such sale to be applied first to the costs of such sale, second to the payment of 
charges for storage, if any, and third, to the payment of any other sums of money which may 
then be due from Tenant to Subleasee under any of the terms hereof, the balance, if any, to be

removed or taken possession of by the landlord/lessor.



20. Default



If Tenant at any time during the term of this Lease (and regardless of any pending 
bankruptcy, reorganization, receivership, insolvency or other proceedings, in law, in equity or 
before any administrative tribunal) shall:



(a) fail to make payment of any installment of rent or any other sum herein specified to 
be paid by Tenant, and Tenant fails to cure such default within ten days after such failure to 
make payment; or



(b) fails to observe or perform any of Tenant’s other covenants, agreements or 
obligation hereunder, and if within thirty (30) days after Subleasee shall have given to Tenant 
written notice specifying such default or defaults, Tenant shall not have commenced to cure 
such default and proceed diligently to cure the same; or(c) file a Petition for an Arrangement under Chapter 11 of the Bankruptcy Act, 11 USC 701 et
seq., or a voluntary petition under any other provision of said Bankruptcy Act, or if Tenant
finally and without further possibility of appeal or review:



(1) is adjudicated as bankrupt or insolvent; or
(2) has a receiver appointed for all of substantially all of its business or assets on the



ground of Tenant's insolvency; or
(3) has itself appointed as debtor-in-possession; or
(4) has a Trustee appointed for it after a petition has been filed for Tenant’s



reorganization under the Bankruptcy Act of the United States known as the Chandler Act or 
any future law of the United States having the same general purpose; or
(5) if Tenant shall make an assignment for the benefit of its creditors, then in any such event
Subleasee shall have the right at its election, then or at any time thereafter, and while such

in equity or by statute.



24. Waiver and Forbearance



Except to the extent that Landlord may have otherwise agreed in writing, no waiver by 
Landlord of any breach by Tenant of any of its obligations, agreements or covenants 
hereunder shall be deemed to be a waiver of any subsequent breach of the same or any other 
covenant, agreement or obligation.  Nor shall any forbearance by Subleasee to seek a remedy 
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for any breach of Tenant be deemed a waiver by Subleasee of its rights or remedies with 
respect to such breach.



25. Holding Over



In the event that Tenant holds over at or after the end of the term, the tenancy shall be 
deemed a month-to-month tenancy commencing on the first day of the holdover period.  The 
terms of such holdover tenancy shall be as specified by this Lease except that the Tenant may 
terminate the tenancy at any time provided thirty days prior notice is given Subleasee.



26. Quiet Enjoyment



Subleasee warrants that Tenant shall be able to quietly enjoy the beneficial use of the premises
during the entire basic Lease term and any renewal thereof and Subleasee shall defend 
Tenant’s right to do the same.



27.  Marginal Titles and Headings



The marginal titles, subtitles, headings and subheadings of the paragraphs and 
subparagraphs herein are intended to be for reference and for the sake of convenience only 
and should not be construed to narrow or broaden the scope of or modify, amend or affect 
whatever interpretation or construction would otherwise be given to the plain and ordinary 
meanings of the words herein.



28.  Entire Agreement



This Lease constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the subject 
matter hereof and supersedes all other prior or contemporaneous agreements, oral or written,
between the parties not included herein.



29.  Applicable Law



This Lease and the respective rights and obligations of the parties shall be construed and 
interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Alaska.
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30.  Severability



The invalidity or unenforceability of any particular provision of this Lease shall not affect the 
remaining and hereof, and, in any such event, this Lease shall be construed and interpreted in
all respects as if such invalid or unenforceable provisions were omitted.



31.  Gender and Plurality



Unless the context of this Lease clearly requires a different interpretation or construction, all 
references to the masculine, feminine or neuter genders shall be construed to refer to all such 
genders; and all references to the singular shall also include the plural, and vice versa.



32.  Counterparts



This Lease may be executed in counterparts so long as each of the parties to this Lease 
executes at least one counterpart.  All such counterparts shall collectively constitute one and 
the same original instrument.



33.  Action or Suit



If either party institutes any suit or action to collect the amounts due hereunder or to enforce 
any covenant or agreement hereof, or to obtain any of the remedies herein provided, the 
prevailing party shall be entitled to recover such sum of money as the court may adjudge 
reasonable as attorney’s fees in such suit or action, including any appeals taken by either 
party in such suit or action.

o Because you are applying for other types of licenses at the same location and each one is 
under a different company/entity, you must designate a unit number to each of the 
proposed licensed premises for each license. So, when you have that unit number figured 
out, please let me know immediately so that I can add the unit number in the system. 
The system will then generate a new Advertisement Notice template and Public Notice 
which you will need for part of your corrections (you will be able to print these from your 
MyAlaska). 


 


 MJ-00 Application Certifications 
o On page 1 of each of the MJ-00’s please add the unit number that will be designated as 


requested above, under Online Application. 
 


 MJ-01 Operating Plan (when you are done with the corrections to this and MJ-02, and MJ-03, 
please make sure that you read them and that the narrative flows nicely throughout and 
consistent with each other) 


o Page 1: please add the unit number that will be designated as requested above, under 
Online Application. 


o Page 2: when I read this entire page, it makes me think that you may be a little confused 
about licensed premises and restricted access area(s). Restricted access areas, as defined 
under the regulations, within the licensed premises of a retail marijuana store were not 
intended for everyday customers to walk into, and even if your retail business model is to 
limit the number of customers past the reception point you still need to have “customer 
area” and restricted access areas-visitors must be escorted areas. Call me if this is 
confusing because these two boxes need clarification.  


o Page 4, first box: the answer here gets confusing when you mention that cultivation and 
retail location is considered Phase Two. That said, when the retail marijuana store is built 
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and ready to open, how is the exterior lighting going to facilitate surveillance? Please 
describe in this box.  


o Page 4, third box: expand upon your answer and explain how you will meet the 
requirement when it comes to windows. 


o Page 5, third box: when you mention building in this box and throughout the application, 
are you only talking about the retail marijuana store or are you talking about the building 
as a whole that include the other proposed marijuana establishments? Your operating 
plan must specifically talk about that particular type of license and how you wil l comply 
with it. That said, is the office you mention here only for the retail? What about the 
shipping and receiving bay? Storage of marijuana must be kept within its licensed 
premises (you cannot share marijuana storage with the other licenses/businesses)  


o Page 7: the answer to these boxes, aside from changing the name of the business, are all 
the same for all three applications. That said, when you state that the building will house 
and store the video surveillance and recording equipment you need to be very specific in 
saying which area of the building (under which licensed premises) you will have the video 
surveillance recording equipment and the digital and paper records. That said, each of the 
businesses must keep a minimum of six months records on its licensed premises. Please 
amend the answer to this box accordingly. 


o Page 12, first box: the marijuana waste must be ground (not shredded) before mixing 
it…to make it unusable. Please amend this section accordingly. ALSO, the answer to these 
boxes, aside from changing the name of the business, are all the same for all three 
applications. That said, can you please specify where (under which licensed premises) will 
the dumpster be? Additionally, you will need to keep the waste for each business 
separate and within its own licensed premises. You can dispose of it altogether, but while 
it is in the process of waste and destruction it must be separate  and within its own 
licensed premises.  


o Page 13: the marijuana waste must be ground (not shredded) to make it unusable. Please 
correct this page accordingly.  


o Page 16: the third paragraph that talks about your business name sign and logo, will that 
be attached to the proposed licensed premises? Because it will need to be.

o Page 1: please add the unit number that will be designated as requested above, under 


Online Application. 
o The 43 pages of diagrams you submitted were just too much to decipher. Please provide 


a diagram or diagram(s) that clearly show/outline the following:   
 Type of structure the building is.

 Restricted access areas (use a different color) 
 Very clear and labeled interior layout of the retail marijuana store premises 
 Clearly label the surveillance room (will the surveillance room be under the 


licensed premises of the retail store, another question of mine that wasn’t clear 
when reading your operating plan). 


 Entrance(s), exit(s). 
 Storage area(s). 
 Dimensions  
 Reception area you talk about on your operating plan  
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 Submit sort of an aerial view diagram that clearly shows the proposed building 
and what surrounds the building. Label it.  


 Submit a very clear labeled diagram of the entire building but at the same time it 
must very clearly show the requested information of the cultivation diagram 
mentioned just above this bullet point.  


 


 MJ-03 Retail Supplemental 
o Page 1: please add the unit number that will be designated as requested above, under 


Online Application. 
o Page 2: the definition of “Deliver” in this question is defined under 3 AAC 306.990(a)(3), 


it is not asking about transportation. Please amend the answer here accordingly.  
o Page 3, second box: what do you mean by the first paragraph you have in this box? How 


will you comply in ways that are compliant with the state? Your answer needs to include 
the exit packaging and concisely describe the process a customer will go through from 
entry to exit.  


o Page 4, entire page: to say that you will comply with such and such regulation, but not 
really describing how you will comply with those regulations is inadequate. Please re-visit 
the regulations and thoroughly describe how you will comply. Additionally, the label you 
submitted here is what seems to be for the cultivation. You really need to show a true 
sample of the labels the retail will use to comply with regulations.

1. Lease Premises:


In consideration of the covenants and agreements herin contained, Subleasee does hereby 
lease, let and demise unto Tenant for a term of three (3) years the real property described as:

Alaska

2. Possession:


Tenant shall be entitled to possession of the premises as of January 10, 2018.


3. Basic Term:


The term of the Lease shall be three (3) years.  The Tenant has the right to extend this Lease 
for an additional five (3) years at a monthly rate of TWENTY THOUSAND DOLLARS 
($20,000) beginning January 2, 2020.  


4. Rent and Security Deposit


Tenant shall pay to Subleasee a security deposit of TWENTY THOUSAND DOLLARS 
($20,000) in addition to the first month’s rent.  Security deposit and rent payments to begin 
when Tenant receives their marijuana license from the State of Alaska.
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5. Utilities

6. Insurance

7. Payment of Rent


Basic monthly rent shall be payable on or before the first (1st) day of each calendar month 
during the term hereof, at Subleasee’s address shown above or such other address designated 
in writing by Subleasee.  Tenant shall pay any additional rent payable to Subleasee within ten 
(10) days after receipt of Subleasee’s statement setting for the amount of additional rent 
payable.


8. Use


Tenant will use and occupy the premises for retail marijuana sales.  Tenant will not in any 
manner deface the property, the building, or permit anything to be done upon the premises 
creating a nuisance, or to use or permit the use of the premises for lodging or sleeping 
purposes, or for any illegal purpose.


9. Repairs and Improvements


Tenant hereby agrees to maintain and keep the premises during the term of this Lease, at 
Tenant’s own cost and expense, in good order and repair; reasonable wear and tear excepted.  
Any and all improvements must be performed by a licensed contractor.


10. Alteration of Premises


Tenant agrees that it will make no alterations, additions or improvements to or upon premises
without the written consent of Subleasee first being obtained.  Such consent shall not be 
unreasonable withheld.  Any such alterations, additions and improvements consented to by 
Subleasee shall be made at Tenant’s expense.  Tenant shall secure all governmental permits 
required in connection with such work and shall hold Subleasee harmless from all liability 
and liens resulting therefrom.  All alterations, additions and improvements, except trade 
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fixtures and appliances and equipment which do not become permanently attached to the 
building, shall immediately become a part of the realty and the property of Subleasee without
obligation or pay therefore, except that Subleasee may require removal of all or part there of 
by Tenant at the termination of the Lease, at Tenant’s expense, and Tenant shall pay for or 
repair any damages to the premises, including, without limitation, any necessary patching, 
repainting and repairing caused by such removal.  Upon removal of the trade fixtures and 
appliances and equipment which do not become attached to the building, Tenant shall restore
the premises to the same condition that it was in prior to the installation of said items, 
including, without limitation, any necessary patching, repainting and repairing.


11. Landlord’s Right of Entry


It shall be lawful for Subleasee, it’s agents and representatives, at any reasonable time, upon 
five days written notice, to enter into or upon the premises for the purpose of examining the 
condition thereof, or any other lawful purpose.  It is understood that such entry is only 
permitted once the Tenant, or one of it’s agents, deems the individual(s) legal to enter the 
premises as a designated Visitor.  Subleasee, it’s agents and representatives, understands the 
legal prohibition to not enter a restricted access area until the Subleasee, it’s agents and 
representatives, have first obtained a visitor’s badge and is cleared to enter the premises 
under escort by the Tenant or one of it’s agents.  Subleasee access to premises is governed by 
State of Alaska marijuana laws.


12. Liens:


Tenant will not permit any mechanics’, laborers’, or materialmens’ liens to stand against the 
leased premises or improvements for any labor or material furnished to Tenant or claimed to 
have been furnished to Tenant, or to Tenant’s agents, contractors, or sub-leasees, in connection
with work of any character performed or claimed to have been performed on said premises or
improvement by or at the direction of sufferance of Tenant; such reasonable security as may 
be demanded by Subleasee to insure payment of such lien or such claim of lien.  Tenant will 
pay any judgment rendered with all proper costs and charges and shall have such lien 
released or judgment satisfied at Tenant's own expense.  Tenant agrees to indemnify, hold 
harmless and to defend Subleasee and the leased premises from such liens.  Tenant consents 
to the Subleasee’s recording of the posting of a statutory notice of non-responsibility in 
accordance with Alaska Statute 34.35.065.
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13. Damage by Casualty, Fire & Duty to Repair


In the event of damage to the building on the premises by fire or other casualty to the extent 
of 50 percent or more of the sound value thereof, Tenant may or may not elect to terminate 
this Lease.  Written notice of Tenant’s said election shall be given Subleasee within 30 days 
after the occurrence of said damage.  If said notice is not so given, Tenant conclusively shall 
be deemed to have elected not to terminate.  If said building is partially destroyed and the 
damage so occasioned shall not amount to the extent indicated above, or if greater than such 
extent and tenant does not elect to terminate, as aforesaid, then Tenant shall repair such 
building as as soon as reasonably possible.  For the period of time between the day of such 
damage and until such repairs have been substantially completed there shall be such 
abatement of rent as the nature of the injury or damage and its interference with the 
occupancy of the premises by Tenant shall warrant.  However, if the premises are slightly 
injured and the damage so occasioned shall not cause any material interference with the 
occupation of the premises by Tenant then there shall be no abatement of rent.


14. Waiver of Subrogation Rights


Neither party shall be liable to the other for loss arising out of damage to or destruction of the
premises, or any improvement of which the premises are a part, or the contents thereof, when
such loss is caused by any of the perils which are or could be included within or insured 
against by a standard form of fire insurance with extended coverage.  All such claims for any 
and all loss, however caused hereby are waived.  Said absence of liability shall exist whether 
or not the damage or destruction is caused by the negligence of either Subleasee or Tenant or 
by any of their respective agents, servants, or employees.


15.  Accidents to Personal Property


It is understood that the personal property kept on the premises by Tenant shall be kept at the
risk of Tenant and Subleasee is not insurer of Tenant’s personal property.  However, Subleasee
shall be responsible for any damage to Tenant’s property caused by negligence of Subleasee.  
Tenant shall insure within the premises, its fixtures and contents against fire and other 
casualty, included in standard extended coverage by policies which shall include a waiver by 
the insurer of all right of subrogation against Subleasee or Tenant in connection with any loss 
or damage thereby insured against.  Neither party, nor its agents, employees or guests shall 
be liable to the other for loss or damage caused by any risk covered by such insurance.


16.  Indemnification
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Tenant shall defend and indemnify Subleasee and save it harmless from and against any and 
all liability, damages, costs, or expenses, including attorney’s fees, arising form any act, 
omission, or negligence of Tenant or the officers, contractors, licensees, agents, servants, 
employees, guests, invitees, or visitors of Tenant in or about the premises, or arising from any 
accident, injury, or damage, howsoever and by whosoever caused, to any person or property, 
occurring in or about the premises and which is due to the negligence of Tenant or its agents.  
Subleasee shall similarly indemnify and defend and hold harmless Tenant to the same degree 
for any acts, omissions or negligence of Subleasee or the officers, contractors, licensees, 
agents, servants, employees, guests, invitees, or visitors of Landlord.


17. Eminent Domain


In case of condemnation or appropriation of all or any substantial part of the premises by any
public or private corporation under the laws of eminent domain, this Lease may be 
terminated at the option of either party here to on 20 days written notice to the other.  In case 
of termination pursuant to this paragraph, Tenant shall not be liable for any rent after the date
of Tenant’s removal from the premises.  


18. Delivering up the Premises on Termination


At the expiration of the term of this Lease or upon any sooner termination hereof, Tenant 
shall quit and deliver up the premises and all future erections and additions to or upon the 
same, broom clean, to Subleasee or those having Subleasee’s estate in the premises, peacefully
quietly, and in as good order and condition, reasonable use and wear thereof and insured 
casualty excepted, as the same are now in, or will be upon completion of construction, or 
hereafter may be put in by Subleasee.  


19. Removal of Property


In the event of any entry in or taking possession of the premises by Subleasee pursuant to the 
terms of this Lease, Subleasee shall have the right, but not the obligation, to remove from the 
premises all personal property located therein and may store the same in any place selected 
by Subleasee, including, but not limited to, a public warehouse, at the expense and risk of the 
owners thereof, with the right to sell such stored property, upon reasonable notice to Tenant, 
the proceeds of such sale to be applied first to the costs of such sale, second to the payment of 
charges for storage, if any, and third, to the payment of any other sums of money which may 
then be due from Tenant to Subleasee under any of the terms hereof, the balance, if any, to be 
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paid Tenant.  There shall be no removal of property from the premises until AMCO or an 
agent of the Marijuana Control Board has been contacted and given the Subleasee the 
authority to enter the restricted access areas. Marijuana or marijuana product will not be 
removed or taken possession of by the landlord/lessor.


20. Default


If Tenant at any time during the term of this Lease (and regardless of any pending 
bankruptcy, reorganization, receivership, insolvency or other proceedings, in law, in equity or 
before any administrative tribunal) shall:


(a) fail to make payment of any installment of rent or any other sum herein specified to 
be paid by Tenant, and Tenant fails to cure such default within ten days after such failure to 
make payment; or


(b) fails to observe or perform any of Tenant’s other covenants, agreements or 
obligation hereunder, and if within thirty (30) days after Subleasee shall have given to Tenant 
written notice specifying such default or defaults, Tenant shall not have commenced to cure 
such default and proceed diligently to cure the same; or(c) file a Petition for an Arrangement under Chapter 11 of the Bankruptcy Act, 11 USC 701 et
seq., or a voluntary petition under any other provision of said Bankruptcy Act, or if Tenant
finally and without further possibility of appeal or review:


(1) is adjudicated as bankrupt or insolvent; or
(2) has a receiver appointed for all of substantially all of its business or assets on the


ground of Tenant's insolvency; or
(3) has itself appointed as debtor-in-possession; or
(4) has a Trustee appointed for it after a petition has been filed for Tenant’s


reorganization under the Bankruptcy Act of the United States known as the Chandler Act or 
any future law of the United States having the same general purpose; or
(5) if Tenant shall make an assignment for the benefit of its creditors, then in any such event
Subleasee shall have the right at its election, then or at any time thereafter, and while such
default, defaults or events shall continue, to give Tenant notice of Subleasee’s intention to
terminate this Lease and all Tenant’s right hereunder, on a date specified in such notice, which
date shall not be less than ten days after the date of giving such notice, and on the date
specified in such notice, the term of this Lease and all rights granted Tenant hereunder shall

in equity or by statute.


24. Waiver and Forbearance


Except to the extent that Landlord may have otherwise agreed in writing, no waiver by 
Landlord of any breach by Tenant of any of its obligations, agreements or covenants 
hereunder shall be deemed to be a waiver of any subsequent breach of the same or any other 
covenant, agreement or obligation.  Nor shall any forbearance by Subleasee to seek a remedy 
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for any breach of Tenant be deemed a waiver by Subleasee of its rights or remedies with 
respect to such breach.


25. Holding Over


In the event that Tenant holds over at or after the end of the term, the tenancy shall be 
deemed a month-to-month tenancy commencing on the first day of the holdover period.  The 
terms of such holdover tenancy shall be as specified by this Lease except that the Tenant may 
terminate the tenancy at any time provided thirty days prior notice is given Subleasee.


26. Quiet Enjoyment


Subleasee warrants that Tenant shall be able to quietly enjoy the beneficial use of the premises
during the entire basic Lease term and any renewal thereof and Subleasee shall defend 
Tenant’s right to do the same.


27.  Marginal Titles and Headings

subparagraphs herein are intended to be for reference and for the sake of convenience only 
and should not be construed to narrow or broaden the scope of or modify, amend or affect 
whatever interpretation or construction would otherwise be given to the plain and ordinary 
meanings of the words herein.


28.  Entire Agreement


This Lease constitutes the entire agreement between the parties with respect to the subject 
matter hereof and supersedes all other prior or contemporaneous agreements, oral or written,
between the parties not included herein.


29.  Applicable Law


This Lease and the respective rights and obligations of the parties shall be construed and 
interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of Alaska.
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30.  Severability


The invalidity or unenforceability of any particular provision of this Lease shall not affect the 
remaining and hereof, and, in any such event, this Lease shall be construed and interpreted in
all respects as if such invalid or unenforceable provisions were omitted.


31.  Gender and Plurality


Unless the context of this Lease clearly requires a different interpretation or construction, all 
references to the masculine, feminine or neuter genders shall be construed to refer to all such 
genders; and all references to the singular shall also include the plural, and vice versa.


32.  Counterparts


This Lease may be executed in counterparts so long as each of the parties to this Lease 
executes at least one counterpart.  All such counterparts shall collectively constitute one and 
the same original instrument.


33.  Action or Suit


If either party institutes any suit or action to collect the amounts due hereunder or to enforce
