This Amended and Restated Operating Agreement of Frog Mountain, LLC (“Company”™)
an Alaska limited liability company (this “Agreement”) is made effective this 7th day of March
2018 by unanimous action taken by Harold C. Haynes, the sole member (“Member”) of Company,
Article V of the original Operating Agreement was amended with the deletion in its entirety of
Article V regarding “Officers” thereby eliminating the designation of “officer” of persons
associated with Company. The Amended and Restated Operating Agreement is hereby adopted
as follows:

ARTICLE 1

1.7 Name and Address of Member. Member’s name and address is Harold C. Haynes,
148 Mattle Road, Ketchikan, Alaska 99928.

1.8 Admission of Additional Members. Upon the admission of a second member to
Company, the Agreement shall be revised to address the relative rights and obligations of the
members and the change of status for income tax purposes.

ARTICLE 11
CONTRIBUTIONS

2.1 Initial Capital Contribution. Upon the execution of this Agreement, Member shall
contribute cash to Company in the amount of $1,000.00 in exchange for a 100% ownership interest
in Company.

Subject to the foregoing
limitation, Company will make such distributions to Member in such amounts as Manager
determines.

3.4  No Right to Demand Return of Capital. Member does not have any right to any
return of capital or other distribution except as expressly provided in this Agreement.

MANAGEMENT

4.1 Election of Manager. Except as otherwise expressly provided in this Agreement,
the powers of Company shall be exercised by or under the authority of, and the business and affairs
of Company shall be managed under the direction of a manager (“Manager”).

DISSOLUTION AND WINDING UP OF THE COMPANY

9.1 Dissolution. Company will be dissolved only on the happening of any of the
following events: (1) the express determination of Member to dissolve Company; or (2) by
operation of law. Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, the death, adjudicated
incompetency, bankruptcy, or insolvency of Member or the occurrence of any other event that
terminates the membership of Member in Company shall not cause or result in a dissolution of
Company.

9.2 Winding Up. On the dissolution of Company, Manager will take full account of

Describe the processes to be used to create marijuana concentrates:

Marijuana flowers will be ground up to improve surface exposure through the extraction
process. The ground material will then be packed into the extraction vessel. Liquid CO2 is
heated slightly to become Supercritical CO2. It will be passed through the material and then
travel into an expansion chamber where the CO2 will phase change again into agas. As it
changes into a gas it is separated from the marijuana extract by a difference in weights. The
gas CO2 is then recaptured by cooling and recycled through the closed loop system. A
collection of the Marijuana extract can easily be taken at any time during the extraction
process. This extract, due to the properties of supercritical CO2, will contain a fair amount of
fats and lipids that are picked up in the extraction. These are undesirable and therefore
filtered out through a winterization process. This winterization process involves desolving the
extract in high proof ethanol alcohol which is then placed in a freezer. the waxes are then able
to be filtered out using a buchner funnel. Once the waxes have been removed the alcohol is
distilled off using a closed vacuum assisted distiller which allows the temperatures to remain
low and the alcohol to be reused in future winterizations. When the alcohol has been all
reclaimed there is pure marijuana extract remaining.
