The AMCO Office is reviewing the documents submitted for the proposed marijuana establishment license 
referenced above.

o Pages 4-5: according to 3 AAC 306.715(d), “a marijuana establishment shall use 
commercial grade, non-residential door locks on all exterior entry points to the licensed 
premises.” Please accordingly incorporate in your answer.  


o Page 5, first box: please include in your answer your policies and procedures for 
preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product by employees. 


o Page 7, second box: please expand upon your answer and describe how you will ensure 
the area is accessible only to authorized personnel, law enforcement, or an agent of the 
board. 


o Page 9: please expand upon your answer and describe how you will prevent records and 
data, including electronically maintained records, from being lost or destroyed.  


o Page 11: other than making sure employees possess a marijuana handler permit, are you 
going to provide in-house training? Please add to your answer and explain in the box. 


o Page 12, first box: please re-review 3 AAC 306.740 and adjust your answers accordingly. 
For example, you are not describing how you will store and manage the waste during the 
three-day waiting period. Also, the marijuana waste must be ground to render it 
unusable, and the three-day notice to AMCO must be given before the marijuana waste 
is rendered unusable. Additionally, you do not mention your disposal process for the solid 
waste. Furthermore, the Board may have questions concerning the “etc…” in your 
answer; you may want to consider clarifying what the etc… means exactly. 


o Page 12, second box: I see that you mention the 50/50 ratio in the first box on page 12 
and 13; however, please make sure to incorporate mixing the ground marijuana plant 
waste with at least an equal amount of other compostable or non-compostable materials 
(50/50 ratio) in this box.

No Plants or plant
material will be allowed to leave the facility unless destroyed or an appropriate transport
manifest has been created as per the regulations.
The Owner, employees, visitors and other individuals will be held to a zero-tolerance policy on
the diversion of marijuana (3 AAC 306.715(c)(1).
If the tracking system shows any discrepancy or signs of diversion of product authorized
personnel will immediately investigate, review security footage and notify the Marijuana
Control Office.

Any solid waste produced as a result of cultivation, Shade leaves, stocks and stems, roots, and
waste trimmings during cultivation will be logged and stored in trash barrels in secure restricted
access area (trim/dry room) until at least 3 days notice has been in the marijuana inventory tracking
system. then the marijuana waste will be ground and mixed with other compost material/soil at a
ratio of at least 50/50. Solid waste will then be removed from the facility to the local landfill.
Any non nutrient waste water will be disposed of in an approved septic system or recycled on site.
