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OPERATING AGREEMENT

The following document is the operating agreement of:

Baked Alaska, LLC
Hereafter referred to in this document as “The Company.”

The Company was formed on 11/10/17 when articles of organization were filed
with the state of Alaska. A copy of this document has been placed in The Company
record book. All members of The Company hereby agree with its provisions. The
Company will be managed by its member(s).

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Ownership Percentage—A member’s ownership interest in The Company shall
be calculated as a percentage based on the member’s contribution. A member’s
“ownership percentage” shall be calculated as follows: the member’s capital contribution
divided by total contributed capital shown on the books of The Company. Transfer of a
member’s ownership of The Company, or a change in the member’s ownership

percentage in The Company may only take place upon approval of a majority of the
members.

Voting—Each member shall be entitled to vote on matters affecting The
Company at a meeting held to discuss such matters. A member’s voting “power” shall be
equal to the member’s ownership percentage.

Compensation—Members will not be paid for their time in managing The
Company. Members may, however, receive compensation in the form of salaries,
bonuses, or any other gratuity allowed by law for services rendered to The Company as
an employee, officer, or independent contractor.

A
copy shall also be placed in the Company minute book.

FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

Tax Classification—The members intend for The Company to be taxed as a S
Corporation. Officers are hereby granted authority to do whatever necessary to retain “S
Corporation” tax status with State and Federal agencies.

Accounting—The Company shall have a tax year beginning January 1 and
ending December 31 of each year. Accordingly, The Company shall be known as a
calendar year taxpayer. The books of the Company shall be maintained on a cash basis.

Tax Matters Partner—The Company shall appoint a representative to handle tax
and accounting matters. This person shall be the Secretary of The Company, and if the
Secretary is unable to act in this position, then the President shall act instead.

Banking—The President and/or Secretary of The Company shall establish bank
account(s) with a bank that meets the approval of all members if available for the entity.
The President and Secretary shall sign on the account and have the authority to draft
funds from said accounts for payment of company obligations. No officer of The
Company shall have the authority to borrow money or obtain lines of credit without
express written approval of all members. This does not, however, apply to credit accounts
opened with suppliers. The officers may obtain credit from suppliers in due course of
operating the business. Bank statements shall be available to all members at any time
upon their request either verbally or in writing.

The entrance gate will be lit with a commercial grade flood light on a timer. This light will remain
lit during dark business hours. Each entrance to the facility will also be outfitted with
commercial grade motion activated flood lights. Although these lights will be motion activated,
they will also remain on a switch and will remain on at all times during dark business hours to
ensure that all entrances are lit and security cameras can accurately record during all hours of
the day and night. All lights will be calibrated to shine at their maximum range and will allow the
security cameras to record clearly up to twenty feet. This will ensure that all entrances are
properly lit at all times and that proper and high-quality surveillance is achieved.

An alarm system is required for all license types. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises:

The building has been scrutinized by Vivint Smart Business Security Systems. An alarm system, security cameras, a
doorbell camera, door locks, door sensors, smoke detectors, and lights have all been installed to ensure compliance with
state security regulations for marijuana manufacturing. Exterior doors have door/window contacts that once separated
will trip an alarm. A code is required to be input into the keypad controller to disable the alarm. If the correct code is not
input into the keypad controller before the specified time has elapsed (60 seconds), the system automatically calls local
law enforcement. Motion detectors will be used in the manufacturing facility that will trigger the alarm as well. This
security system notifies the owners of any emergency on their smart phone and notifies local law enforcement and fire
departments. The cameras and playback are accessible on the smart phones 24 hours a day. The doorbell camera

notifies employees when a visitor is at the door and displays the video on the security hub panel located inside the
facility. All security measures will have battery backup.

The alarm system must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed premises is closed for business.
Describe how the security alarm system meets this requirement:

When Baked Alaska LLC is closed, the alarm system will be activated to ensure the exterior
doors and windows are secure. Door and window contacts must be closed before the alarm
system can be activated by inputing a code into the keypad. The keypad code is necessary to
activate and deactivate the alarm. Video surveillance can be reviewed remotely from smart
phones 24 hours a day. If a security threat is determined, the owners and/or employees of
Baked Alaska LLC will coordinate with law enforcement on the steps that need to be taken.

As a manufacturing facility, Baked Alaska LLC does not plan to have any individual or groups
on the premises who are not authorized to be there.

Products will be produced in an approved, licensed commercial kitchen. Each product will be individually
packaged, labeled and tracked using appropriate and approved packaging methods and placed in a secured room
within the production facility, designated for shipping which will be locked and will have 24/7 video surveillance.
Baked Alaska LLC will comply with all required licensing and permits associated with food processing, handling
and retail sales. Packaging will comply with all state and/or municipality mandates and/or regulations. All
marijuana packaging will be uniform with labels secured and prominently displayed. Baked Alaska LLC will use
certified scales in compliance with the Alaska Weights and Measures Act.
