Access to the facility will be monitored and restricted at all times. Only employees and licensees, with
the limited exception of scheduled pre-approved visitors, who have been pre-approved by a licensee
or manager will have access. Exterior doors will be equipped with commercial grade locks that will
remain locked even during business hours. Puffin AK will also post signs indicating that the premises
is a restricted access area and visitors must be escorted. The entire facility is a designated restricted
access area and the single entry door will remain locked at all times. Cameras will be placed
throughout and around the facility to discourage people from attempting access and to continuously
monitor the facility. Exterior cameras will be motion activated and will follow any detected movement.
Any members of the public who are allowed access to the facility must check in at the only entrance
door and obtain a visitor badge, to be worn and clearly displayed at all times while on the premises.


The entire facility will be designated as a restricted access area and visitors to the facility will
be pre-approved and pre-scheduled by a licensee or manager. All visitors must prove they are
at least 21 years of age by producing a valid photo ID before they will be allowed to enter the
licensed premises. Visitors will sign into a visitor log recording their name, date, time in and
out of the facility and the reason for the visit. A visitor badge will be worn by all visitors the
entire time they are present on the licensed premises. A licensee or designated employee of
Puffin AK will escort and actively supervise visitors at all times while in the facility. There will
be no more than 5 visitors per supervising licensee or supervising employee allowed at one
time.

All visitors who wish to access the facility must sign into a log book noting their name, date of
visit, the purpose of the visit, and the time in and out of the facility.

Security Alarm Systems and Lock Standards (3 AAC 306.715): 


Exterior lighting is required to facilitate surveillance. Describe how the exterior lighting will meet this requirement: 


An alarm system is required for all license types. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises: 


The alarm system must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed premises is closed for business. 
Describe how the security alarm system meets this requirement: 


Four (4) motion detecting lights will be installed, one on each corner of the building, to facilitate
surveillance and deter unauthorized access into the facility, and will be checked by a licensee
on a daily basis to ensure that each light is functioning and operational. The light fixtures
placed at each corner of the facility will keep the premises well lit, and allow the exterior
surveillance cameras to record individuals up to twenty (20) feet from all entry points. The
lighting fixtures will be positioned at an inaccessible height with sturdy housings to deter
vandalism and common obstructions. The bulbs will be extremely bright, activated by motion
sensors, to maximize visibility and deter crime. Additionally, infrared, motion activated
cameras will be used outside to help detect any unauthorized presence.


To ensure the safety of employees and property and to detect unauthorized activity, Puffin AK will contract
with a third party security company to install an alarm system, maintain its equipment, test the devices and
continuously monitor the facility at an off-site monitoring center . The alarm system will be set up to monitor
for intrusions in the building during closed hours. Designated Employees will be trained to know how and
when to arm and disarm the alarm system. The licensees and managers will be educated on proper use,
troubleshooting, and control of the alarm system. The on-site manager or licensee will disable the overnight
alarm system and check the surveillance cameras and recordings to ensure the system is functioning as
expected each morning as part of the opening procedures. The last employee to leave the facility each night
will activate the alarm system and make sure the door is locked. When triggered, the alarm system will send
an electronic message alerting the security monitoring center and the licensees via text message who will
then contact law enforcement if needed.


Sensors will be installed and maintained on all potential entry points, including the exterior door,
to monitor for intrusion, or activity when the alarm system is activated. There are no windows in
the cultivation facility. The last employee to leave the facility each day will lock the door and
activate the overnight security devices and sensors. The alarm system will be active at all times
that the facility is closed, and any attempted intrusion will initiate an immediate and electronic
notification to the off-site security center and to the licensees via text message. Each morning,
the on-site manager will disable the alarm system, and inspect the security cameras and
recordings to ensure that the system is functioning as expected.

Describe your policies and procedures regarding the use of any additional security device, such as a motion detector, pressure 
switch, and duress, panic, or hold-up alarm to enhance security of the proposed premises: 


The entire facility will be under constant video surveillance and mandatory inventory
counts will be taken each week and documented as official business records. Theft, diversion, or inversion will not be tolerated and all
employees will complete mandatory training in recognizing such activity. Puffin AK understands that diversion is equally profitable
diverting product out of the legal system as it is diverting product from the illegal system into the legal market and will implement internal
policies and procedures to prevent such activity. Employees will alert management immediately in the event that theft, inversion, or
diversion is suspected. If an employee is caught stealing marijuana, OR infusing the facility with non-regulated black market marijuana,
Puffin AK will notify local law enforcement immediately and provide all necessary information and records requested. The licensees will
take appropriate steps to ensure that illegal conduct employees does not compromise the establishment's license and legitimate business
operations. If a theft is reported, the licensees or managers will update METRC, as needed, to maintain an accurate and comprehensive
accounting for all marijuana as well as notify AMCO Enforcement as soon as possible. Documentation related to marijuana theft will be
maintained as a business record for five (5) years and made available to AMCO upon request. Video recordings will be stored for forty
(40) days. Cameras will provide a full view of the grow areas, entryways, safes, money counting areas, marijuana storage areas and
packaging areas. Security monitors and video recording equipment will be located in the office.


Puffin AK will "No Loitering" signs clearly posted on the exterior of the building. If an employee
or licensee suspects that a person is loitering outside the establishment, they will be given a
verbal warning that law enforcement will be notified and asked to leave the premises
immediately. Employees will check the premises for loitering individuals on a regular basis
throughout the day.


Motion detecting lights will be used outside the facility to keep the premises, signs and
entrance well lit. Infrared, motion detecting cameras will also be used outside to facilitate
surveillance during dark hours. The alarm system will monitor for intrusions on all access
points, including the exterior door, during closed hours. Any unauthorized or attempted
intrusion will prompt an automatic, electronic alert to the security monitoring center and the
licensees via text message who will then contact local law enforcement if needed. All alarm
systems and devices will be tested regularly.

Puffin AK will be disposing of: (1) marijuana that is identified as contaminated, infected or is otherwise rejected for
quality or fails to meet quality testing; (2) waste from marijuana flowers and plant material and trimmings; (3) run off
water from cultivation and processing; (4) any other materials or containers in contact with marijuana products that risk
contamination (5) any other marijuana plant material deemed as waste by a licensee or the AMCO Director. Marijuana
waste will be stored away from all other marijuana in a locked container inside the facility, and will be rendered
unusable prior to leaving the facility for disposal. A notice will be sent to AMCO enforcement not later than three days
prior to rendering waste unusable. Marijuana waste will be rendered unusable by grinding the materials and mixing with
other compostable and non-compostable material until the resulting mixture is no more than fifty percent (50%)
marijuana waste. Management will maintain a log on the status of all marijuana waste, tracking the type, date of
disposal, date it was rendered unusable, and final destination. The final mixture will be moved to a secured bin until it
can be picked up by the waste truck and delivered to the municipal solid waste facility. Only authorized personnel will
have access to the keys that unlock the secured bin. The manager will notify AMCO enforcement three days before
disposing of marijuana waste via email.


Commercial grade activated carbon filters with fans will be used throughout the cultivation
areas to filter all air before being vented outside. The carbon filters will be regularly replaced to
ensure maximum performance at all times. In addition, once every week one employee will be
tasked with going to each property line of the property to conduct a "smell test". The "smell
test" will consist of the employee walking to each edge of the property line and will attempt to
smell marijuana from the edge of the property line. If marijuana smell is present at the edge of
property line - the facility will replace the carbon filters (if necessary) or install additional smell
controls.
