Alaskan Farmacy ( referred to as A.F. throughout these applications and declarations) has
designed and built its establishment as to prevent all unauthorized entry into its restricted areas
unless escorted by a A.F. staff member. Safety and security is of the greatest concern to A.F. and
its business practice. Our grow and storage rooms will be secured by commercial grade door
locks, with windowless doors, and security windows on storage and grow rooms. The climate
controlled secured storage and grow rooms framed, sheet rocked and solid finished construction
will be for all marijuana plants flowers/buds, plant trimmings drying areas and marijuana wastes.
Assuring the control of access to and contact with the Marijuana. All possible access areas will be
continually kept under video surveillance, well lit and recorded with date and time stamp on cloud,
hard drive and preserved for no less than 40 days with out editing or altercations.

Describe your processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

Alaskan Farmacy's owner or staff member will maintain on their person a current Marijuana
Handlers Permit as well as a Government issued ID bearing their photo and name as it is
registered with AMCO as owner or marijuana handler employee. All visitors admitted to a
restricted area will be informed of A.F.s visitors policies, required to show state or government
issued ID, be of the age of 21 years or older, not under the influence of drugs or alcohol,
required to sign in and sign out in A.F.s visitors log acknowledging their cooperation with state
and company laws and policies, be given an A.F. visitors pass, and will be accompanied at all
times while with in the restricted areas. Visitors log will be maintained for the life of the
business.

Exterior lighting will be powered on by timers set to come on at twilight and manually. Lighting
will be sufficient to facilitate clear and good quality imaging from the cameras from dusk until
dawn and the cameras will have infrared imaging. The lighting and field of view for the
cameras will be no less than twenty feet from the structure and cover all sides in a 360 degree
range.

Door
and window sensors will activate the alarm on breaking of contact, door and entry alarms will only be defeated for the
period of time necessary for the work being conducted. The system will use it's full scale of capabilities at all other
times, its full range of viewing and recording fields and continual on site and cloud data storage. All system alerts not
initiated by company personnel will be treated as true alarms and not be handled in a "routine or insignificant"
manner. Access to the systems power and programming will be kept in a locked and secure room without access by
anyone other than the owner of A.F. its employees, AMCO and State or Federal officials. The systems video
recordings will be treated with the highest confidentiality and never made public.

A.F. under company policy will maintain video surveillance both of the interior and exterior of the restrcted access areas. All
visitors will be under continual personal observation by the owner or authorized employee while within physical access to
marijuana and inside of controlled access areas. All employees will be under continual video surveillance while in controlled
access areas. Further more it is the policy of A.F. that all marijuana handlers and visitors not be allowed to have with them
back packs, purses, bags or any similar storage/carrying device while viewing or attending to the cultivation and cultivated
marijuana and while inside the controlled access areas. Employees will be trained and notified of A.F. policies and procedures
in the care for and handling of marijuana. Video surveillance will be laid out so as to adequately cover two angles of view so
as not to allow a "blind" spot for surreptitious handling of marijuana. By implementing METRC all marijuana will be controlled
and accounted for. Any waste product ie. stalks stems and roots will likewise be accounted for and disposed of appropriately
according to A.F. and AMCO policies and procedures. All A.F. employees and visitors will be held accountable for their
actions involving the mishandling or diversion of marijuana from approved handling policies will be dealt with by legal means
if found necessary. A.F. policies and security systems have been designed to be in compliance with AMCO policies and
regulations.

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

The intention of A.F. is to maintain a low profile publicly and present a non obtrusive presence
in the community in the interest of the publics safety and surrounding areas citizens. All our
cameras, security systems and entrances will be located in clear view for people to feel
assurance towards active deterrents for loitering and illegal entrants. Appropriate signs will
be posted externally and internally informing the public of 24 hour surveillance systems,
however it is A.F. policy to maintain a low profile for the cultivation facility and maintain a
nondescript visually attraction so as not to inspire curiosity or loitering.

A.F.'s further enhancement to its security system is an installed backup power generation
system to maintain constant vigilance even during intentional or non-intentional power loss.
We will maintain our security alarm system so to allow activation of an audible alarm which will
be of significant decibels to alert all staff and deter continued illegal entry. Staff will be
instructed to notify local authorities of all alarm activations and secure themselves behind a
locked door until authorities arrive on scene. All security cameras and systems are installed in
accordance with AMCO regulations.

Upon activation of our alarm system It is A.F. policy for its employees not to attempt to stop a burglary or break-in if
doing so can in any manner create a risk of injury, personal loss, or assault to the employee.

Employees are instructed to seek a safe location and if possible observe the offenders and their means of
transportation so they can report a description to the law enforcement agency upon arrival to further allow description
in addition to the video records. If deemed safe to do so employees will close the cultivation facility and secure the
facility by means of locking its entrances and waiting for the arrival of enforcement officers or the owner. When law
enforcement arrives the owner/licensee will acquiesce to all requests by law enforcement officers for video access and
recording histories, any and all available information, materials, passwords and all areas of access to secured areas
for the investigation of the alarm notification and/or apprehension of parties responsible for the breach of security.

It will be weighed packaged and reweighed on registered scales for
assurance (both bulk and sample packaging) than a tracking label provided by the METRC
system will be attached. The packages will than be entered into the marijuana tracking system
recording the type, amount, the weight of the marijuana, the name of the transporter, time of
departure, estimated time of arrival and the make model and license plate of the transport
vehicle. A.F. will prepare a marijuana transport manifest in a form approved by AMCO board
for shipping to one or more of the following facilities ( another cultivation facility, a product
manufacturing facility, a marijuana testing facility or a marijuana retail store). The transport
manifest will be attached to the packaged marijuana at all times during shipment and kept in a
locked pelican case or metal strong box and not opened during transport. Prior to shipping the
transport agent will assure they have in their possession a current Marijuana Handlers Permit
issued in their name by the state of Alaska.

We will
print these labels our selves and secure them with a sticky clear tape. We will not be
producing a LOGO at this time but only applying our name and license number. In the future if
we decide to build a LOGO we will provide a copy to AMCO for approval prior to its use.
