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LEASE AGREEMENT
THIS LEASE AGREEMENT (the “Lease”) is made this 4@\ day of October 2017, by and
between John G. Pattee (“Landlord”), GFR, LLC, (“Tenant™).

For and in consideration of the covenants, rents, and demises, and upon the terms and conditions
hereinafter set forth, the parties agree as follows:

1. Premises. Landlord for and in consideration of the rents, covenants and conditions
hereinafter specified to be paid, performed and observed by Tenant, does hereby let, lease and
demise to Tenant approximately 500 square feet of improved real estate, (which space is
anticipated to be expanded to 1200 square feet after a remodel) (the “Premises™) within a
commercial building (the “Building”) located at 11730 Old Seward Hwy., Anchorage, Alaska
99513, legally described as follows:

Lot Eight (8), Block One (1), HIGHLAND SUBDIVISION, according to the official
plat thereof, filed under Plat No. P-302, in the records of the Anchorage Recording
District, Third Judicial District, State of Alaska.

Tenant, upon paying the rents, and performing all of the terms and covenants on its part to be
performed, shall peaceably and quietly enjoy the leased Premises.

2 Term of Lease. The initial term of this Lease (the “Initial Term”) shall commence on
October 1, 2017 (“Commencement Date”), and shall continue for a period of One (1) year until
September 30, 2018 (“Termination Date”), unless sooner terminated as provided herein. This
Lease is not subject to government approval of Tenant’s application for any “marijuana
establishment license” as that term is defined by AS 17.38.900.

Tenant shall have Two (2) five (5) year options to extend the Lease beyond the expiration of
the Initial Term. To exercise the option, Tenant must not be in default under this Lease and
must deliver written notice of its exercise of such option to Landlord not less than six (6) months
prior to the expiration of the then current term. If written notice of the election to extend is not
given within the required time period, the option shall terminate and be null and void. In
addition (1) all of the terms and conditions of this Lease including the rent rate under Section 3
below, shall be negotiated at the time of extension and shall under no circumstances have a
lower rental adjustment rate than three percent (3%) per annum, and (2) no additional option to
extend shall be created by Tenant’s election to extend this Lease. The Initial Term and any
subsequent extended term shall be collectively referred to as the “Term” in this Lease.

3. Rent. In consideration for this Lease, Tenant shall pay Landlord monthly rent
installments (“Monthly Base Rent™) as follows:

Rental Amount: $500.00 per month

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*The Monthly Base Rent rate may increase subject to the consumption provisions under Section
T.A.

Rent, if any, shall be paid in advance on the first day of each calendar month. All rent to be paid
by Tenant to Landlord shall be in lawful money of the United States of America and shall be
paid without deduction or offset and without prior notice or demand to Landlord at 721 West
4th Avenue, Anchorage, Alaska, 99501, unless and until otherwise directed in writing by
Landlord. Any rent payment which may be due and is not paid within ten (10) days of its due
date shall be subject to a five percent (5%) late charge. Additionally, all delinquent rent and
other sums Tenant owes Landlord under this Lease shall bear interest at the then legal rate as
established by Alaska law, currently ten and a half percent (10.5%), and Tenant shall pay such
interest to Landlord.

3. Security Deposit. The Tenant shall not be required to pay a Security Deposit.

4, Utilities. Tenant shall be responsible for all utilities for the leased Premises, including,
but not limited to, water and sewer, phone, IT, internet, cable services, gas and electric for the
leased Premises, and shall place all the utilities and services in its own name and provide proof
of same to the Landlord within 10 days of execution of this lease. Additionally, Tenant shall
also pay for general refuse service; Tenant shall be responsible for any and all additional costs
incurred relating to any regulated marijuana waste disposal.

Unless Landlord fails to pay the utility providers, Landlord shall not be liable for any loss or
damage caused by or resulting from any variation, interruption or failure of said utilities or
services, arising from any cause, condition or event; and no variation, interruption, or failure of
such utilities and services incident to the making of repairs, alterations, or improvements, or
arising from any accident, strike, condition, cause or event in whole or in part beyond the
reasonable control of Landlord shall be deemed an eviction of Tenant or relieve Tenant from
any obligation hereunder.

o Alteration of Premises.

i. Tenant shall not make any alterations, additions or improvements in or to the leased
Premises (“Alterations™) without the prior written consent of Landlord, which consent may be
subject to such conditions as Landlord may deem appropriate and reasonable, other than Tenant
may install non-structural walls and/or cosmetic upgrades without Landlord’s consent. If any
alterations involve any structural changes to the Building, Tenant shall deliver to Landlord two
complete sets of construction plans and specifications for such Alterations, prepared by a
licensed architect or engineer. If approved, Landlord shall notify Tenant of its approval, in
writing, within thirty (30) days from receipt of such plans. If Landlord does not approve of such
plans, Landlord shall, within thirty (30) days from the receipt of such plans, notify Tenant of its
reasons for not approving such plans. Landlord’s approval of any Alteration shall not be a
representation by Landlord that the Alteration complies with applicable laws, including

ii. Upon approval of any such plans and prior to construction, Tenant shall secure and
provide Landlord with copies of all necessary permits and approvals, including those required
by any governmental agency regulating the marijuana industry; evidence that contractor and all
subcontractors are bonded and insured in amounts reasonably required by Landlord; and any
security for performance that is reasonably required by Landlord including, but not limited to,
evidence acceptable to Landlord that Tenant has adequate funds available, through an approved
loan or other means, to complete the Alterations. Any changes to the plans and specifications
shall be submitted to Landlord for its approval.

iii. Any such Alteration consented to by Landlord shall be made at Tenant’s sole cost and
expense. Alterations shall be constructed in a good and workmanlike manner using materials of
a good and workmanlike, professional quality, as determined by the Landlord. Landlord may
designate reasonable rules, regulations and procedures for the performance of work in the
Building and, to the extent reasonably necessary to avoid disruption to the other occupants of
the Building, shall have the right to reasonably designate the time when Alterations may be
performed. Upon completion of the Alterations, Tenant shall furnish “as- built” plans,
completion affidavits, full and final waivers of lien and receipted bills covering all labor and
materials. Tenant shall assure that the Alterations comply with all insurance requirements, law,
and municipal building codes.

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7.B  Disturbance. The lawful manufacturing, sale, and consumption of marijuana shall not
in and of itself be considered a disturbance or nuisance; however, such activities must be
conducted in a responsible manner in compliance with all regulatory laws. Tenant shall not use
the Premises in a manner that presents a safety or other liability risk or detracts from the
neighborhood or the value of the leased Premises. Tenant shall not commit or allow to be
committed any waste upon the Premises, or any public or private nuisance or other act or thing
which disturbs the quiet enjoyment of any other tenant or neighbor. If any of Tenant's machines
or equipment disturb any other tenant or neighbor, then Tenant shall provide adequate
insulation, or take such other action as may be necessary to eliminate the noise, odors or other
disturbance, at Tenant’s sole cost.

way the Landlord’s ownership, title, or right to possess the Premises;” Teihl
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warnings to cease and desist, warnings by Lenders, or the threat of seizure, Landlord shall be
entitled to terminate this Lease, in its sole discretion, effectively immediately upon notice to the
Tenant. Landlord may, in its sole discretion, elect not to terminate the Lease and instead permit
Tenant to remain in possession;

The Tenant recognizes that the marijuana industry is a highly regulated industry, subject to
change; in the event that regulatory law requires the Premises be altered for compliance
purposes, Tenant agrees to make all Alterations at its own cost and subject to the provisions of
Section 5. If Tenant cannot make sufficient Alterations to the Premises to achieve compliance,
Landlord, in its sole discretion, may elect to terminate the Lease.

7.E.  The Landlord recognizes he has certain responsibilities because he is leasing to a tenant
in the marijuana industry, which is a highly regulated industry, and hereby acknowledges that
the event of a default or abandonment or otherwise, Landlord shall not take possession of or
remove marijuana from the Property, and Lessor shall contact the Alcohol Marijuana Control
Oftice (AMCO) enforcement to facilitate disposal of any left behind marijuana.

8. Taxes. Tenant shall pay any and all taxes levied on personal property and trade or other
fixtures in the Premises and any license and excise fees and occupation taxes covering business
conducted on the Premises, and, as additional rent, an amount equal to any sales taxes on rentals
payable hereunder. Tenant shall also be responsible to pay to Landlord, as additional rent, any
real property taxes payable on the Building and the realty described, Tenant’s pro rata share of
real property taxes and any assessments, current and future based on the Lease Commencement
Date of October 1, 2017, for the Building within ten (10) days after receipt of an invoice from
Landlord setting forth such amount. Tenant’s share of such taxes and assessments shall be one
hundred percent (100%). Landlord agrees to provide the tax information and assessments, with
any adjustments, promptly after such information is received from the Municipality of
Anchorage. Tenant need only pay installments of special benefit assessments coming due
during the term of this Lease or any extended term.

9. Tax on Rentals. If any governmental authority shall in any manner levy a tax on rental
payable under this Lease or rentals accruing from use of the Premises, or a tax in any form
against Landlord measured by income derived from the leasing or rental of the Premises, such
tax shall be paid by Tenant either directly or through Landlord; provided, however, that Tenant
shall not be liable to pay any net income tax imposed on Landlord.

10.  Landlord Insurance. Landlord shall maintain in force during the term of this Lease a
policy of insurance issued by a company authorized to engage in the insurance business in
Alaska, insuring the Building against damage or destruction by fire and/or by perils covered by
the standard form of extended coverage endorsements to fire insurance policies in Alaska in
effect at the time when the policies are obtained. Tenant’s use of the Premises is anticipated to
increase the Landlord’s existing rate of insurance covering the Premises. After the initial
adjustment Tenant shall not perform any act in or about the Premises that will increase the rate
of insurance further. Tenant shall pay to Landlord, as additional rent, Tenant’s pro rata share of
insurance costs for the Building, which shall be one hundred percent (1 00%)..
this pay to Landlord as additional rent the costs of the building insu n@ﬁ@%
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of receipt of an invoice from Landlord contiaining the amount due. Said insurance is not
intended to substitute for Tenant's personal property insurance and Tenant shall obtain its own
coverage. In the event of a breach of this covenant, Tenant shall pay to Landlord any and all
increases in insurance premiums resulting from such breach upon demand, and Landlord shall
have all additional remedies provided for herein to redress such breach. If Tenant’s use of the.
Premises causes an increase in the premiums for Landlord’s hazard insurance, Tenant shall, on
demand, reimburse Landlord for the full amount of any such increase.

If Tenant desires hazard insurance coverage of Tenant’s interest in the Premises and coverage
of Tenant’s personal property and fixtures and the personal property of others located on the
Premises, Tenant shall be responsible for procuring and maintaining such insurance coverage
at Tenant’s sole cost and expense. Landlord shall not be liable for any loss or damage to person
or property sustained by Tenant, or other persons, which may be caused by the Building or the
Premises, or any appurtenances thereto, being out of repair, or by the bursting or leaking of any
water, gas, sewer or steam pipe, or by theft, or by any act or neglect of any Tenant or occupant
of the Building, or of any other person, or by any other cause of whatsoever nature, unless
caused by the negligence of Landlord.

11.  Maintenance and Repairs. Tenant accepts the Premises “as is; where is” in its current
condition. Tenant shall at all times throughout the Lease term at its sole cost maintain and keep
in first-class, clean condition and repair, the interior of the Premises, including but not limited
to such items as floors, ceilings, walls, partitions, doors, glass, plumbing, paint, heating, lighting
and ballasts, bathrooms, ventilating and air conditioning vents, fixtures, electrical equipment,
wires, and electrical fixtures, equipment and appurtenances thereof; as well as exterior doors
and entrances, all windows and moldings and trim of all doors and windows. Damage by
unavoidable casualty excepted, but not excluding damage from burglary or attempted burglary
of the Premises. Without limiting the generalities thereof, Tenant shall keep the glass of all
windows and doors clean and presentable, replace immediately all broken glass in the Premises;
keep all plumbing clean and in good state of repair including pipes, drains, toilets, basins and
remove all snow and ice from the sidewalk in front of the Premises and the rear eniry area and
keep all utilities within the Premises in a good state of repair. Tenant shall give Landlord
prompt written notice of any defects or breakage in the structure, equipment, fixtures, or of any
unsafe condition upon or within the Premises.

If Tenant fails to keep and preserve the Premises as set forth above, Landlord may, after
providing a ten (10) day written notice to cure to Tenant, at its option, put or cause the same to
be put in the condition and state of repair agreed upon. In such case, upon receipt of written
statements from Landlord, Tenant shall promptly pay the entire cost thereof as additional rent.
Landtord shall have the right, without liability, to enter the Premises for the purpose of making
such repairs upon the failure of Tenant to do so. Tenant shall conduct its business in such a
manner as to cooperate with the Landlord when the Landlord is conducting the repairs required
by the terms of this lease so that access may be obtained at all reasonable times for such
purposes.

Tenant shall keep the roof, exterior walls, heating system, foundations and building structure of
the Premises in a good state of repair, and shall accomplish such repairs as may be needed
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promptly after receipt of written notice from Landlord. Should such repairs be required by
reason of Landlord’s intentional or negligent acts or failure to act, Landlord shall promptly pay
to the Tenant for the cost thereof. Tenant shall immediately inform Landlord of any necessary
repairs and Tenant shall make none of such repairs without Landlord’s prior written consent,
unless such repairs are of an emergency nature and the Tenant is unable to contact the Landlord
in time to avoid additional damage to the Premises. Landlord shall not be liable for any failure
to make any such repairs or to perform any maintenance required of Landlord hereunder unless
such failure shall persist for an unreasonable time after written notice of the need of such repairs
or maintenance is given to Landlord by Tenant. Except as otherwise specifically provided
herein, there shall be no abatement of rent and no liability of Landlord by reason of any injuyry
to or interference with Tenant’s business or property arising from the making of any repairs,
alterations or improvements in or to any portion of the Premises or building of which
the Premises is a part or in or to fixtures, appurtenances and equipment therein.

Tenant hereby agrees that Landlord and its agents shall not be liable for injury to Tenant's
business or any loss of income there from or for damage to the goods, wares, merchandise, or
other property of Tenant, Tenant's employees, invitees, customers, or any other person in or
about the Premises, nor shall Landlord be liable for injury to the person of Tenant, Tenant's
employees, agents or contractors, whether such damage or injury is caused by or results from
fire, steam, electricity, gas, water or rain, or from the breakage, leakage, obstruction, or other
defects of pipes, sprinklers, wires, appliances, plumbing, air conditioning or light fixtures, or
from any other cause whether said damage or injury results from conditions arising upon the
Premises or upon other portions of the building of which the Premises are a part, or from other
sources or places, and regardless of whether the cause of such damage or injury or the means
of repairing the same is inaccessible to Tenant. Landlord shall not be liable for any damages
arising from any act or neglect of any other tenant, if any, of the building in which the Premises
are located.

12. Americans With Disabilities Act. Landlord and Tenant agree that as allowed by 28
C.F.R. 36.201(b), Tenant shall be responsible for all compliance responsibility under the
Americans with Disabilities Act (42 U.S.C. 12101 et. seq.) related to Tenant’s use and
occupancy of the Premises. Tenant agrees to indemnify and hold Landlord harmless from any
claim, demand, action or liability, either by a private person or a governmental entity, under
said Act due to failure to comply with the terms of said Act. The provisions of this paragraph
shall survive termination of this Lease.

13.  Fire and Other Casualty. Should the Premises be damaged by fire or other casuality,
Landlord shall have no obligation to repair or rebuild the Premises. In such event, Landlord
shall have the option to terminate this Lease, and Landlord shall advise Tenant within thirty
(30) days after the happening of any such damage whether Landlord has elected to continue this
Lease in effect or to terminate it. If Landlord shall elect to continue this Lease in effect, it shall
commence and pursue with reasonable diligence any work necessary to restore and repair the
leased Premises. If Landlord fails to notify Tenant of its election within said thirty-day period,
or has not commenced the restoration or repair work within said period, Landlord shall be
deemed to have elected to terminate this Lease, and the Lease shall therea omatiegl
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terminate. The commencement by Landlord of repair work shall be deemed to constitute notice
that Landlord has elected to restore or repair the leased Premises. For the period from the
occurrence of any damage to the leased Premises to the date of the completion of the repairs (or
to the date of the termination of the Lease if Landlord elects not to restore the leased Premises),
the Monthly Base Rent shall be abated in the same proportion as the untenantable portion of the
leased Premises bears to the whole thereof. However, there shall be no abatement if restoration
or repair is delayed by acts or omissions of Tenant, or the fire or damage is caused by the
carelessness, negligence or improper conduct of Tenant.

If the Landlord, in its discretion, shall decide within thirty (30) days after the occurrence of any
fire or other casualty in the Building, even though the lease Premises may not have been affected
by such fire or other casualty, to demolish, rebuild or otherwise replace or alter the Building
containing the leased Premises, then upon written notice given by Landlord to Tenant, this
Lease shall terminate on a date specified in such notice, but no sooner than thirty

(30) days from the date of such notice, as if that date had been originally fixed as the
expiration date of the term herein leased. Tenant and Landlord hereby mutually release each
other from liability and waive all right of recovery against each other for any loss from perils
insured against under their respective fire insurance policies, if any, including any extended
coverage or endorsements thereto; provided, however, that this paragraph shall be inapplicable
if it would have the effect of invalidating any insurance coverage of Landlord or Tenant.

Restoration or repair work conducted in the common areas, or the noise or interference arising
therefrom, shall not be deemed an eviction of Tenant, or a breach of this Lease, but Tenant’s
obligation to pay rent shall be abated during such period of time as Tenant is unable to conduct
business at the leased Premises by reason of actual physical interference with use of the leased
Premises as a result of such restoration or repair work.

14. Eminent Domain. If the entire leased Premises shall be taken by any public or
governmental authority under the power of eminent domain, the term of this Lease shall cease
as of the date of possession is taken by such authority and the rent shall be paid up to that date.
If only a part of the leased Premises or the Building shall be taken and the remainder remains
tenable for the purposes for which Tenant has been using the leased Premises, then this Lease
shall continue in effect, except that the rental shall be reduced in proportion to the amount of
the floor area (in terms of square feet) of the Building on the leased Premises taken, and
Landlord at its expense shall make all necessary repairs and alterations to the leased Premises
required by such taking. All damages awarded for such taking may be retained by Landlord
whether such damage is awarded as compensation for diminution in the value of the leasehold
or to the fee of the leased Premises, but Landlord shall not be entitled to any portion of the
award made to Tenant for cost of removal of stock and fixtures. The term “eminent domain” as
used herein shall include the exercise of any similar governmental power and any purchase or
other acquisition in lieu thereof.

15. Indemnification. Tenant shall indemnify, defend and hold Landlord harmless from and
against all claims, demands, suits, costs, damages, injuries to persons or property, expenses and

attorney's fees arising out of or caused in part or entirely by any actpr—@%ér@j@hq
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condition of the premises or the use of the premises by Tenant or by any of its agents,
employees, invitees, or guests. This indemnification includes, but is not limited to any negligent,
wrongful, intentional, or malicious acts or omission of Tenant, its agents, employees, invitees,
or guests. Tenant specifically acknowledges that the operation of a marijuana establishment
bears inherent risks, both known and unanticipated, including an increased risk of the
occurrence of criminal behavior. These risks could result in physical injury, death, emotional
injury, or other damage, to Tenant, Tenant’s property, or third parties. Tenant understands that
these risks include but are not limited to risks from: skill level and familiarity with operating a
marijuana establishment, crowd management, compliance with any required security plan,
customer service, Tenant’s own actions or omissions; the actions or omissions of other
individuals present in and around the Premises, the actions or omissions of Landlord; and
defects, both hidden and apparent, in space leased by Tenant. Tenant expressly agrees to assume
and accept all of these risks. Tenant hereby voluntarily releases, forever discharges, and agrees
to hold harmless indemnify Landlord from any liability, claims, demands, actions or rights of
actions, which are related to, arise out of, or are in any way connected with this License
including specifically but not limited to, the acts or omissions of Licensor and all other persons
or entities, including negligent acts or omissions, for any and all injury, death, and damage to
Tenant, Tenant’s property, and third parties, Nothwithstanding any of the foregoing releases,
Landlord shall indemnify, defend and hold Tenant harmless from and against any and all claims,
causes of action, liability, damages, costs and expenses (including all attorney’s fees and costs),
for injury to or death of persons or loss of or damage to property occurring on or about the
leased Premises, or in any manner arising out of Landlord’s use and occupation of the Premises,
or the condition thereof, or Landlord’s negligence, including the negligence of any Landlord
agent, during the term of this Lease; it being the intention of the parties that nothing contained
herein shall diminish or relinquish the right of Landlord or Tenant to apportion fault for any
claim arising out of this lease or the use of the leasehold premises pursuant to Alaska law, AS
09.17.010 -900

16.  Liability Insurance. Tenant shall procure and maintain public liability insurance
coverage, naming Landlord as an additional insured, which coverage, pertaining to the leased
Premises, shall not be less than $1,000,000.00 per person for bodily injury or death to any one
person, $1,000,000.00 in the aggregate per accident or occurrence, and $500,000.00 for
property damage. Such policy shall waive subrogation against Landlord and shall be primary
and noncontributory with respect to any policy obtained by Landlord. Landlord may reasonably
require, including at the request of their insurance company or lender, that these limits be
increased during the term of this Lease in accordance with customary standards to adequately
cover the risks involved for the type of business being operated on the Premises. The insurance
policy shall be issued by companies authorized to do business in Alaska and shall be subject to
Landlord’s review and acceptance. The policy shall provide that it may not be cancelled or
reduced without at least thirty (30) days prior written notice to Landlord. Tenant shall furnish
copies of certificates evidencing insurance coverage of the Premises to Landlord annually and
upon each renewal date.

Tenant’s obligation to procure and maintain public liability i insurance is not in derogation of, or
in substitution for, Tenant’s obligation to protect, defend,
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harmless under this Lease, it being understood that Tenant’s obligation is not dependent upon
or limited to the amount or availability of insurance proceeds. Tenant’s failure to procure and
maintain insurance as provided herein shall be a material breach of this Lease.

17. Default; Remedies.
17.A Tenant Default.

The occurrence of anyone or more of the following events shall constitute a material default
and breach of this Lease by Tenant regardless of the pendency of any bankruptcy,
reorganization, receivership, insolvency or other proceedings, in law, in equity or before any
administrative tribunal, which have or might have the effect of preventing Tenant from
complying with the terms of this Lease:

i The vacating or abandonment of the Premises by Tenant.

ii. The failure by Tenant to make any payment of Monthly Base Rent, Additional Rent, or
any other payment required to be made by Tenant hereunder within ten

(10) days of the date when due.

iii. The failure by Tenant to observe or perform any of the covenants, conditions or
provisions of this Lease to be observed or performed by Tenant, other than described in Section
17.A(ii) above, where such failure shall continue for a period of thirty (30) days after written
notice from Landlord to Tenant.

iv. (a) The making by Tenant of any general assignment or general arrangement for the
benefit of creditors; (b) the filing by or against Tenant of a petition to have Tenant adjudged a
bankrupt or a petition for reorganization or arrangement under any law relating to bankruptcy
(unless, in the case of a petition filed against Tenant, the same is dismissed within sixty (60)
days); (c) the appointment of a trustee or receiver to take possession of substantially all of

Tenant's assets located at the Premises or of Tenant's interest in this Lease, where possession is
not restored to Tenant within thirty (30) days; or (d) the attachment, execution, or other judicial
seizure of substantially all of Tenant's assets located at the Premises or of Tenant's interest in
this Lease, where such seizure is not discharged within thirty (30) days.

V. The chronic delinquency by Tenant in the payment of Monthly Base Rent, or any other
periodic payment required to be paid by Tenant under this Lease. "Chronic delinquency" shall
mean failure by Tenant to pay monthly rental, or any other periodic payment required to be paid
by Tenant under this Lease, within ten (10) days for any three (3) months (consecutive or
nonconsecutive) during any twelve (12) month period. In the event of the chronic delinquency,
at Landlord's option, Landlord shall have the additional right to require that monthly rental be
paid by Tenant quarter-annually, in advance, for the remainder of the Term.

17.B. Landlord Remedies.

In the event of any such material default or breach by Tenant, Landlord may at any time
thereafter, with or without notice or demand and without limiting Landlord in the exercise of
any other right or remedy which Landlord may have by reason of such default or breach:

i. Terminate this Lease by any lawful means, in which case Tenant shall immediately
surrender to Landlord, peaceably and quietly, the Premises and all structures, buildings,
improvements, and equipment located thereon, and to execute and deliver to Landlord such
instrument or instruments, as shall be required by Landlord as will properly evidence
termination of Tenant’s rights hereunder or its interest therein. In such event, Landlord shall be
entitled to recover from Tenant all damages incurred by Landlord by reason of Tenant's default
including, but not limited to, the cost of recovering possession of the Premises; the cost of
storing any property left at the Premises; expenses of reletting, including necessary renovation
and alteration of the Premises, reasonable attorneys’ fees, and any real estate commission
actually paid; the "worth at the time of award" established by the court having jurisdiction
thereof of the amount by which the unpaid rent and other charges due for the balance of the
Term after the time of Tenant's default exceeds the amount of such rental loss for the same
period that Tenant proves could have been reasonably avoided; and that portion of the leasing
commission paid by Landlord applicable to the unexpired term of this Lease. Unpaid
installments of Monthly Base Rent or other sums shall bear interest from the date due at the rate
of ten percent (10%) per annum. For purposes of this Section 17.B(i), “Worth at the time of
award" of the amount referred to above shall be computed by discounting each amount by a rate
equal to the prime rate (or its equivalent) of as set in the Wall Street Journal at the time of the
award, but in no event more than an annual rate of ten percent (10%). Reasonably efforts by
Landlord to mitigate any default through re-letting shall not require Landlord to re-let the space
to another marijuana establishment.

ii. Enter the Premises, without terminating this Lease, and remove any property from the
Premises (storing the same for a reasonable amount of time at Tenant's expense), in which case
Landlord shall be entitled to enforce all of Landlord's rights and remedies under this Lease,
including the right to recover the rent and all other amounts due hereunder as they become due.
No re-entry or taking possession of the Premises by Landlord pursuant to this Section 17.B(ii)
or other action on Landlords part shall be construed as an election to terminate the Lease unless
a written notice of such intention is given to Tenant or unless the termination thereof is decreed
by a court of competent jurisdiction. Landlord’s election not to terminate this Lease pursuant to
this Section 17.B (ii) or pursuant to any other provision of this Lease shall not preclude Landlord
from subsequently electing to terminate this Lease or pursuing any of its other remedies.

iii. Maintain Tenant's right to possession, in which case this Lease shall continue in effect,
whether or not Tenant shall have abandoned the Premises. In such event Landlord shall have
the right to cure Tenant's defaults at Tenant's expense and shall be entitled to enforce all of
Landlord's rights and remedies under this Lease, including the right to recover the rent and all
other amounts due hereunder as they become due.
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iv. Pursue any other or additional remedy now or hereafter available to Landlord under the
laws or judicial decisions of the State of Alaska, including, without limitation, the imposition
of a landlord's lien against any property located within the Premises.

The remedies set forth herein shall be deemed cumulative and not exclusive.

17.C. Default by Landlord.

Landlord shall not be deemed in default unless Landlord fails to perform obligations required
of Landlord within a reasonable time, but in no event later than thirty (30) days after written
notice by Tenant to Landlord and Landlord’s lender covering the Premises whose name and
address shall have theretofore been furnished to Tenant in writing specifying wherein Landlord
has failed to perform such obligations; provided, however, that if the nature of Landlord's
obligation is such that more than thirty (30) days are required for performance, then Landlqrd
shall not be in default if Landlord commences performance within such 30-day period and
thereafter diligently prosecutes the same to completion; further, provided, however, that if
Landlord's failure to perform is by reason of delay caused by force majeure, then the
performance of that obligation shall be excused for the period of the delay.

2].  Waiver and Forbearance. Except to the extent that Landlord may have otherwise
agreed in writing, no waiver by Landlord of any breach by Tenant of any of its obligations,
agreements or covenants hereunder shall be deemed to be a waiver of any subsequent breach of
the same or any other covenant, agreement or obligation.

Tenant shall not
voluntarily or by operation of law, assign, transfer, mortgage, sublet, or otherwise transfer or
encumber all or any part of Tenant's interest in this Lease or in the Premises to any non-
marijuana establishment, without Landlord's prior written consent, which consent shall not be
unreasonably withheld.

Mr. Pattee was present in Alaska only 66 days in
2017, although he stated on his signed and notarized MJ-18 that he was not gone from the state for
more than 180 days in 2017.

The only documentation
PATTEE was able to provide for a residence in the State of Alaska was for a rental with a lease dated from
April 2018. He was not able to provide any record for a residence in the State of Alaska for the calendar
year 2017. His only permanent, consistent addresses for calendar year 2017 are his residence in Arizona

and his business in Anchorage.

Additional inconsistencies on his MJ-18 are found with his responses on page 9 of the form under question
6 “At any time since January 1 of the previous calendar year, have you:”

Question O under question & asks: “Maintained a driver’s license or ID in another state or country or
obtained or renewed another state’s or country’s driver’s license or ID?” His response to this question
was “NO” and he did not provide another state/country license/ID #.
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A check of Arizona DMV revealed PATTEE has a State of Arizona ID card issued to him on 05/10/2018. The
address listed on his Arizona D record is 14651 E. Paradise Drive, Scottsdale, Arizona. This is the address of
the residence PATTEE owns in Arizona.

A search of Maricopa County Arizona property records (the county PATTEE's residence is located in)
revealed PATTEE owns six residential properties individually in Maricopa County. He also owns one

residential property jointly with his wife, Hui PATTEE. The jointly owned residence matches the address on
his Arizona DMA record.

PATTEE purchased his residence in Scottsdale in September 2016. The remaining six residential properties
PATTEE purchased were one in November 2011, two in January 2012, two in March 2012 and one in April
2012.

Based on the information submitted with PATTEE's MJ-18 and the subsequent information provided by
PATTEE or discovered by me | have determined PATTEE does not meet the residency requirement.

Additionally, due to inconsistencies between PATTEE’s responses on his MJ-18 and information discovered
during the course of the MI-18 investigation, | will be conducting further investigation into this information.

The following is a brief overview of a request that you deny the Retail Marijuana permit
application identified above. Please review the Old Seward/Oceanview Community Council
submitted documents for a more detailed criminal record analysis of the applicable court
records mentioned below.

GFR LLC is the company listed on the Marijuana Establishment Application to open the THE
GRASS FRONTIER Retail Marijuana Store at 11730 Old Seward Highway. John Pattee is the
100% owner of the proposed marijuana retail location at 11730 Old Seward Highway. In
addition, at 35% ownership, he is the primary owner of GFR LLC, KAD LLC & GRASS FRONTIER
FARMS. These are all marijuana related retail, wholesale and/or growth entities with either

three or four other partner/owners 1 ranging from 7.5% to 30% ownership each.

There are significant concerns regarding John Pattee. He has a criminal background with
multiple State of Alaska criminal offenses that he committed at a bar he previously owned.
John Gordon Pattee (DOB 5/15/1962, former owner of the The Avenue Bar in downtown
Anchorage) has a State of Alaska criminal and civil litigation history, including past charges of
Sexual Assault (2009), DW!I (2004) & Criminal Mischief 3" Degree (2001), etc.

Regarding Case# 3AN-09-13719CR: In 2009, APD responded to The Avenue Bar regarding four
females reporting sexual assault on themselves by the owner, John Pattee. The women, some
or all of whom were employees at the bar, gave detailed accounts resulting in John Pattee’s
arrest and indictment on sexual assault in the 2™ degree. Details on this sexual assault are in
submitted in the Old Seward/Oceanview Community Council documents and court records.
Ultimately, he pled guilty to one count of assault in the 4™ degree and one count of harassment
in the 2" degree. He was sentenced on April 13, 2011. It appears that he served 30 days in jail,
began 5 years of probation and was prohibited from entering The Avenue Bar at any time these
employees might be there. In 2013 he filed for a revocation of the 5 year probation, but it does
not appear that it was revoked.

Regarding Case# 3AN-S01-5075CR: APD responded to The Avenue Bar concerning a car that
had been flipped onto its side in the alley behind the bar. John Pattee told the officer that it
was a “harmless prank” and that it was “actually fun”, and that he could, but would not identify
any suspects. The next day, Pattee admitted to APD that “turning over the car was his idea,
and that he coerced all of the other participants to help him flip the car”. Ultimately, he was
sentenced to 180 days in jail, with 180 days suspended if no further offenses during __p__r_o_bg’gipn o






period, 60 hours community service and pay restitution of $1,500 to the car owner due to
uninsured loss.

Bottom line: These are two examples of crimes that committed by a man at his business
location while in his late 30’s and late 40’s. He is now in his mid-50’s, the exclusive owner of a
proposed retail marijuana location and primary owner of the proposed retail marijuana
business. Based on court documents, it appears that Pattee’s attorney and business partners
would argue that he’s a wonderful guy, but the two criminal cases outlined above give some
insight into the primary owner of the proposed The Grass Frontier retail marijuana store.

Would you want a man with a history like this to own and/or operate a bar or retail marijuana
business in your neighborhood? Please, do not approve this application.

The following are comments from Old Seward Oceanview Community Council
(OSOVCC) Anchorage, Alaska to the Alcohol and Marijuana Control Board and other
local and statewide agencies.

OSOVCC wishes to address an application for a new Retail Marijuana Store license
application #15304 doing business as the Grass Frontier (GFR) located within our
OSOVCC boundaries at 11730 0ld Seward Hwy, Anchorage, Alaska 99515.

At our November 22, 2017 monthly meeting our agenda indicated the appearance of
GFR for a “community” meeting. We allowed them to do a presentation about the
proposed application. Discussion followed with these comments:

Community Council

OSOVCC has a Resolution B from 2014 stating our stance on Marijuana
related industries within our boundaries. This Resolution is on our
Federation of Community Council’'s web page. We have opposed all of
these types of businesses within our Council's boundaries referred to
within that Resolution in the past.

We have passed a Motion on Nov. 22 to oppose this permit with a vote of
13 Yes and O No. The Motion reads, “Be it resolved that this location
11730 Old Seward Hwy is not an appropriate location for a marijuana retail
sales facility. Itis in a middle of our residential, commercial, and school
community.” We have met with our Committee on this very permit after our
Nov. 22 meeting. The Committee recommendation stands with the vote.
Due diligence of the OSOVCC has been met for criteria set forth by the
MOA. Our Council has met that criteria and let GFR attend and present.
Our members had many questions at the Nov. 22 meeting, which were
mostly answered, or attempted to be answered by Will Ingram, GFR’s
spokesperson. We had multiple questions about the viability and
appropriateness of this type of retail at the site.

GFR sent us a Summary of the Community Meeting on Dec. 1, which we
have discussed at our Alcohol and Marijuana Committee. The Summary
was misleading and incomplete. We have attached our response to the
Summary. OSOVCC has sent the applicant a copy of the response via
USPS Certified Return Receipt on Dec. 7 and applicant signed it Dec. 11.
OSOVCC would like to see GFR’s Mission Statement on your application

Location/Site/Building Comments

Questions about parking, entrance and egress are of concern to us. We
are not sure of the entrance being used by adjoining establishments can
handle the expected clients. That is a MOA question and just because it
has an entrance, expected parking for clients of the Uncle Joe’s is high
and intense.





There is no detail as to the structure, parking area and Title 21 and MOA
issuance of a plan has not materialized. Currently there is to our
knowledge not water or sewer on site.

The current modular building on the property was dedicated as a Fast
Food building at the time of purchase. If a building is to become a
Marijuana Retail store are there not rules and regulation by SOA and MOA
for buildings with no utilities on site? The building pictures used in their
Community Meeting were potential ideas of the type of building they might
construct.

OSOVCC will include pictures of the property showing approximate
property lines, current building on site and topographic mapping of the
site.

OSOVCC disagrees with GFR as to available land and zoning on South
Anchorage area for a Marijuana Retail store. Looking at the SOA status of
initiated applications there are many applicants for such a permit in South
Anchorage along the Old Seward Hwy and Lake Otis Ave. These do not
fall within our boundaries.

Both the SOA and MOA have high standards for the license holder to
meet for security. Uncle Joe’s, which is located in a leased building
adjacent to the site, it is a magnet for youth sport teams for celebrations,
group youth meetings and other family oriented events. Since the building
north of the property is solely owned, the future of their leasing the

building might be in jeopardy with a retail marijuana business adjacent to
their building. The proposed location is also next to an established
veterinary clinic, heavily used by families and Judy’'s Café, a community-
gathering place serving this area. We find that this to be a poor location for
this type of business both in the near future and more distant future

Applicants Information Comments

OSOVCC is a community that is interested in valued owners of property
within our area. We have concerns of the owner’s past and his community
history. Please see our Addendum to the Minutes of Nov. 22.

Notification Comment

Public Posting is clouded. On the existing building, the Public Notice is
dated 10-11-17, which is not disputed, but at our 11-22 Meeting of the CC
and your Community Meeting you posted another Public Notice of 11-22.
In the Anchorage Daily news dated Monday, Dec. 11 page 3 another
Public Notice is printed. OSOVCC wonders if the multiple Public Notices
is an indication of the applicants ability to follow standards of SOA and
MOA in the future

GFR sent us a “Summary of Nov. 22 OSOVCC Meeting” document, which

is misleading to officials. While this might not be GFR’s intent it/creates





some vagueness in the signature. Additionally, it may appear that this
document came from our OSOVCC without neither our official minutes,
nor our knowledge. If GFR ha sent this to the state or local agencies, we
find that submission invalid. The document is not from our by Community
Council.

* We have notified via USPS on Dec. 7 of our notice of our comments about
the permit application to the applicant.

OSOVCC has done their due diligence to meet with GFR, gave GFR our CC'’s
time on our agenda on Nov. 22, 2017. We have passed a Motion on Nov. 22 to
oppose this permit.

Guest Appearances

Will Ingram representing Grass Frontier and S4 Group spoke of his interest and
permit application for a marijuana retail sales establishment located on an
undeveloped property at 11730 Old Seward Hwy under permit # 15304. Their
company has 5 partners and other marijuana permit applications in the process.
Discussion centered around the background of the major shareholders criminal
record and whether or not all partners knew of the background. They responded
that they had some knowledge of it. *

Asked why they chose this location, response was it is zoned correctly and they
wanted to market their product in South Anchorage. There are very few locations in
this area that permit such a business.

Questions about on-site consumption, parking lot crowding with Uncle Joe’s, Judy’s
Café and Highland Animal Clinic, size of the proposed building, security for this
building and surrounding businesses were proposed and sometimes answered or
not known.

Motion by Dave Hanson, second Nancy Beardsley “Be it resolved that this location
11730 Old Seward Hwy is not an appropriate location for a marijuana retail sales
facility. Itis in a middle of our residential, commercial, and school community.”
Motion vote yes 13 no 0. Motion passed.

Russ Oswald from MOA/PM&E and Blake Addfea from AKRR presented their project
to clear the 13 different train crossings in MOA. MOA/AKRR have a contract since

Addendum to Oceanview Community Council Minutes Nov. 22,2017 @
GFR LLC’s Summary

John Pattee has a State of Alaska criminal and civil litigation history, including past charges and
convictions of Assault, Harassment (2009), DWI (2004) & Criminal Mischief (2001), etc. The
following is a brief, concerning summary of two of these criminal cases, both of which occurred
at The Avenue Bar, a business John Pattee owned and operated at the time, but no longer owns:
Case# 3AN-09-13719CR Quick Overview: On November 29, 2009, APD officers responded to
The Avenue Bar regarding a report that the owner, John Pattee committed sexual assault on
several women. Per public court documents, four females, some or all of whom were his
employees stated that they had been sexually assaulted by John Pattee. One said Pattee
“proceeded to lift up her shirt and grab her breasts twice, and stated that she “had really nice
tits”.” She said she “attempted to smack his hands away during his advances”. Another female
told officers that Pattee had “also grabbed her breasts outside of her shirt and attempted to unzip
her pants with his teeth, despite her telling him to stop”. Another female said that as she
attempted to leave Pattee’s presence, he “pulled down her shirt and grabbed her breasts
underneath her bra and said “this is mine”.” The fourth female stated that Pattee had “grabbed
her breasts underneath her shirt and bra on two occasions after telling him not to touch her”.
Several of the victims commented that Pattee had “touched them in the past”. John Pattee was
indicted via Grand Jury on four counts of sexual assault in the 2™ degree, all Class B Felonies.
Ultimately, after almost 1'% years of legal proceedings and negotiations through his attorney, he
pled guilty to one reduced count of assault in the 4™ degree, a Class A Misdemeanor and one
reduced count of harassment in the 2" degree, a Class B Misdemeanor. Per the Notice of Plea
Agreement filed in court April 13, 2011, it appears that he served 30 days in jail, with 335 days
and an additional 60 days suspended, began 5 years of probation and was prohibited from
entering his The Avenue Bar any time his assaulted employees might be there. In 2013 he filed
for a revocation of his 5 year probation, scheduled to terminate in 2016, but the motion was
denied.
Case# 3AN-S01-5075CR Quick Overview: On June 11, 2001, APD was dispatched to The
Avenue Bar. John Pattee requested that a car parked outside the bar in front of a dumpster near
the alley be towed, but the officer only ticketed the car and left, since “it was not blocking the
door, was not in the alley, and did not present a hazard”. 45 minutes later, the same officer was
re-dispatched to The Avenue Bar because the car had been tipped onto its side. Per court
documents, Pattee told the officer that he was aware of the car being tipped, that it was a
“harmless prank” and that it was “actually fun”. He said he knew who tipped the car on its side,
but would not identify suspects. The officer continued his investigation. The next day, Pattee
went to APD and admitted he was upset that the officer had merely ticketed the car, rather than
towing it. He said he was “drinking in the bar”, “turning over the car was his idea, and he
coerced all of the other participants to help him flip the car”. He admitted that he “went into the
bar office before moving the car, and hit the stop button on the video recorder, because the tape
would be evidence of what was about to happen”, and “restarted the tape after they flipped the
car”. Participants included The Avenue Bar employees, one of whom was on felony probation
at the time.

2015-0119, community councils
are required to be noticed in the event of an application for a Marijuana - Special Land Use
Permit; and

WHEREAS, under proposed Anchorage Assembly ordinance AQO. 2015-0119, persons interested
in applying for a Marijuana - Special Land Use Permit are required to hold a “community
meeting” prior to submitting an application for said permit; and

WHEREAS, Anchorage Municipal Code Chapter 21.03.020 C.2.b. states “The applicant shall use
as its first choice the community council(s) meeting of the project area as the community
meeting when the community council(s) meeting is available;” and

We are responding to “Notice of Application for Marijuana Establishment
License” for a portable building located at 11730 Old Seward Hwy
Anchorage, Alaska 99515. Nov. 22, 2017 was the posting date stated on
the notice posted on a window of the building.

We are totally opposed to this application for a Marijuana Establishment.

(1) 1 found no notice of the application in a conspicuous location in the
area of the proposed premise on December 2, 2017 as required by
the regulations.

The only notice was a letter size form inside the building on a window.
The letter size form was no longer present on December 11, 2017.
Adequate notice was not provided to notify any person without
trespassing on the property and there was no indication that the piece of
paper 25 foot from the sidewalk was a legal notice of any sort.

We were notified of the application by email from the Old
Seward/Oceanview Community Council. | was unable to find a copy of the
application on the Alcohol and Marijuana Control Board Website or name
and address of the entity applying for the license (the regulations require
us the copy the applicant with any comments concerning the
application). The only copy | found was on the window of the building
and the copy was removed on or before December 11th.

(2) The building located at 11730 Old Seward Hwy Anchorage, Alaska
99515 is a portable building with a designated land use description
as a fast food class C. The building is modular portable building
with attached front and back decks. There is no meter for
electricity or natural gas. it does not appear to be connected to
city sewer or water or has a permanent foundation. There appears
to be no bathroom in the building. There is a propane hookup for
a portable tank on the back wall of the building. There does not
appear to be adequate parking as on Monday, December 12, the
entire parking lot was full of cars for customers of the adjacent
Uncle Joe’s Pizzeria.





Adequate security and sanitation is not provided by a portable building
without public utility supplied power, water and sewer.

The building is only zoned for fast foods class “C”. We are opposed to
changing the business classification to allow any marijuana business.

(3) The side walk bike path r-o-w crossing the property is frequently
used by children and others throughout the year especially during
the summer. Snow is constantly removed the State or MOA as are
the majority of the main walkways and bike paths in the area to
support the children and other users of the walkway/bike path
during the winter months.

(4) MOA does not need and we do not want Marijuana establishments
on every corner as we have with alcohol retailers. There are several
permitted Marijuana Establishment within a 10-minute commute
from Klatt and Old Seward to adequately meet the needs of
residents.

We are totally opposed to the granting of this application for Marijuana
Establishment.

We are totally opposed to the proposed regulations--marijuana retail
store onsite consumption endorsement especially when there is no
equipment to prevent the smoke from polluting the air outside of the
building.

(OSOVCC), which you attended on Nov. 22 to make a presentation about your
application for a marijuana retail distribution establishment located at 11700 Old
Seward Hwy.

OSOVCC has a Resolution B from 2014 stating our stance on Marijuana related
industries within our boundaries. This Resolution is on our Federation of
Community Council’'s web page. We have opposed all of these types of
businesses referred towithin that Resolution in the past. We have passed a
Motion on Nov. 22 to oppose this permit with a vote of 13 Yes and O No and we
have met with our Committee on this very permit after our Nov. 22 meeting. The
Committee recommendation stands with the vote.

Due diligence of the OSOVCC for criteria of the MOA is that each applicant has a
Community Meeting within their area of the establishment. Our Council has met
that criteria and let your group attend and present.

Our members had many questions, which were mostly answered, or attempted to
be answered by Will Ingram.

We had multiple questions about the viability and appropriateness of this type of
retail at the site.

You sent us a Summary of the Community Meeting on Dec. 1, which we have
discussed at our Committee meeting for Alcohol and Marijuana committee.

Of interest to your responses and answers:

* Item 1- Questions about parking, entrance and egress are of concern to
us. We are not sure of the entrance being used by adjoining
establishments can handle the expected clients. That is a MOA question
and just because it has an entrance, expected parking for clients of the
Uncle Joe's is high and intense.

* |tem 2- Owner is indeed John Pattee

* |tem 3 -There is no detail as to the structure, parking area and Title 21 and
MOA issuance of a plan has not materialized. This can be a long process
with the MOA.

* |tem 4 -If you construct or install a building and ultimately it is permitted;
your rendition of the Marijuana process is out of sync in the time line.
Currently your application is at the SOA as an initiated process by the
SOA dated 11-30-2017. The process, if it becomes dedicated, and
permitted will go to the MOA Planning Dept, then ultimately the MOA
Assembly. Due process indicates that testimony at both bodies will be
taken.

¢ |tem 6 -We are a community that is interested in valued owners of
property within our area. We have concerns of the owner’s past and his
community involvement.

e Item 7- There is no dispute with you answer

¢ |tem 8- We would like to see your Mission Statement on your application
as well as any Memorandum of Understandings with others.

e |tem 9- We appreciate your response, but things change.

¢ [tem 10- We disagree with you as to available land and zoning on South
Anchorage area. Looking at the SOA status of initiated applications there
are many applicants that do not fall within our boundaries along Old
Seward Hwy and Lake Otis Ave.

* |tem 11- Thank you for your response, it does not and will need have to
comply with MOA process.

* ltem 12- Both SOA and MOA have high standards for the permitted to
meet for security. Uncle Joe’s is a magnet for youth sport teams for
celebrations, group youth meetings and other family oriented events.
Since the building north of the property is solely owned, the future of their
leasing the building might be in jeopardy with a retail marijuana business
adjacent to their building. We find that this to be a poor location for this
type of business both in the near future and more distant future.

Approximately 128 mailers were sent out on November 2, 2017, which is 21 days before the Community

approximately 7:55pm. The following was a brief summary of questioning and discussion.

Response: The property shares an entrance with an existing commercially used building,
There is a middle lane that allows for vehicles turning in or out of the property. High
traffic areas are beneficial to a retail business.

2. Who owns the property?
Response: John Patiee

3. What type of structure is planned and what about parking?
Response: A small, approx. 200sqft building is planned and parking spots will be putin.

4. How long before the structure is built and the business in operation?
Response: Once the building design is decided upon, then permits will begin getting
pulled and the building will start being built, We do net know how long the permitting
process takes. The process 10 operate also takes a bit of time, once the application is
complete, there wil! be both a meeting in front of the Municipality of Anchorage
Assembly and the State of Alaska AMCO board at which point the license can either be
approved or denjed. Of course we would like the process to be-quick, but it generally
takes some time.

5. Why did everyone in the community not receive a mailer?
Response: The Municipality of Anchorage provides the list of address/names that
receive the letter. We Sent out matlers to everyone we had to in the designated area.

6. Questions about John Pattee's background regarding a misdemeanor in the past?
Response: One gentlemen seemed to have a personal stance against Mr. Pattee, and
felt it was approptiate to highlight a misdemeanor offense he had in his past, seemingly
to smear the credibility of the partnership that is The Grass Frontier. The president of
the community council interjected that only felony offenses prevent licenses from being
issued, We reassured the members of the community council we are hard working
professionals looking to-run a high end, very upscale business model,

How will we keep people from using what they buy in the local parks?
Response: We cannot regulate what people do once they leave our premises; however,
the current law does not allow for public consumption, so that is a law enforcement
issue. There will also be extensive signage inside the store stating Alaska’s laws about
consumption.

Requested that we add a good neighbor policy into the mission statement.
Response: We agreed and find it very imperative to be in close connection to our
community. Our mission is to run a high-end establishment that the people in south
Anchorage can be proud of, so developing a goed neighbor policy, and being closely
connected to the community is of the upmost importance; especially with some of our
members being a part of this community for almost 20 years.

Asked if we will commit right then to never allowing onsite consumption, even if it becomes
legal.
Response: We agreed, and stated that the building will not be big enough to add
anything like that into the business plan for this location. Our goal is to have a high-end
retail establishment, and we are not considering on site consumption.

Why did we choose this location?
Response: There is currently nothing on this side of town, the lot was for sale, and it met
the zoning requirements for the state, in addition to it being on a heavily traveled road.

What type of logo do you plan to use on your building?
Response: We are going to only have our business name ‘The Grass Frontier’. The logo
will be a simple script logo, and will have no hint of anything cannabis related besides
the name.

Concerns over type of cliental that it will draw to the area.
Response: The type of business we are going to run will be a high-end cannabis
boutique, so it won’t appeal to certain types of people the community council deemed
“undesirable.” There will also be an extensive security system in place that will deter
unwanted behaviors, and add to the safety and security of the entire lot including the
existing business’s in the area.

The local community council, Old Seward Ocean View Community Council (OSOVCC) has a resolution from 2014 against any marijuana operation in within the OSOVCC boundaries. 





At the OSOVCC monthly meeting on November 22, 2017, a motion was unanimously approved (13 to 0) to oppose the application by The Grass Frontier for a retail marijuana establishment in South Anchorage at 11730 Old Seward Highway. 





As property owner of the adjacent properties, 11650 Old Seward Highway (the location of Highland Animal Clinic) and 11700 Old Seward Highway (the location of Uncle Joes Pizza), I would like to supplement that vote with some information regarding the property that has applied for the permit. 





The property at 11730 Old Seward Highway is not level for building and the back part of the property slopes steeply to the property line, limiting the area that can be used for retail space and parking (see plat map with contour lines). Currently, there is a modular building placed on that property designed for a pull-though fast food business with no seating arrangement. Because there is no seating, there is no need for parking. To put a retail space on the property as proposed will cause pour-over from the proposed marijuana business into the parking and business space of my clinic, Highland Animal Clinic as well as for my tenant, Uncle Joe’s Pizza. 





Highland Animal Clinic has been at this location since 1972. It is and has been a business that services families. Judy’s Café, located on the next lot north on Old Seward Highway, is a popular breakfast and lunch restaurant that also serves families and has been a local gathering place for over 25 years. 





Uncle Joe’s has been a tenant in that building for 20 years. It is a family-oriented business with take-out and dine-in service. Uncle Joe’s regularly hosts pizza parties for youth sports teams associated with the local schools as well as local club teams from various sports. Additionally, families use the space for parties. In fact, my granddaughter’s second birthday party was held there. 





With these long established businesses in mind, the Municipality has restricted marijuana dispensaries from opening within 500 feet of a school or a recreation or youth center, but if this license is granted the board will have placed a marijuana dispensary within a few feet of several private meeting places for families with children of South Anchorage. Additionally, it will allow a business that would be too big for its lot, causing parking problems and undoubted conflict between the customers of Uncle Joe’s, Highland Animal Clinic and the proposed dispensary, the Grass Frontier.

This letter is in regard to an application referenced above submitted by GFR, LLC, doing
business as The Grass Frontier located at 11730 Old Seward Highway in Anchorage, Alaska.

The local community council, Old Seward Ocean View Community Council (OSOVCC) has a
resolution from 2014 against any marijuana operation in within the OSOVCC boundaries.

At the OSOVCC monthly meeting on November 22, 2017, a motion was unanimously approved
(13 to 0) to oppose the application by The Grass Frontier for a retail marijuana establishment in
South Anchorage at 11730 Old Seward Highway.

As property owner of the adjacent properties, 11650 Old Seward Highway (the location of
Highland Animal Clinic) and 11700 Old Seward Highway (the location of Uncle Joes Pizza), |
would like to supplement that vote with some information regarding the property that has
applied for the permit.

The property at 11730 Old Seward Highway is not level for building and the back part of the
property slopes steeply to the property line, limiting the area that can be used for retail space
and parking (see plat map with contour lines). Currently, there is a modular building placed on
that property designed for a pull-though fast food business with no seating arrangement.
Because there is no seating, there is no need for parking. To put a retail space on the property
as proposed will cause pour-over from the proposed marijuana business into the parking and
business space of my clinic, Highland Animal Clinic as well as for my tenant, Uncle Joe’s Pizza.

Highland Animal Clinic has been at this location since 1972. It is and has been a business that
services families. Judy’s Café, located on the next lot north on Old Seward Highway, is a popular
breakfast and lunch restaurant that also serves families and has been a local gathering place for
over 25 years.





Uncle Joe’s has been a tenant in that building for 20 years. It is a family-oriented business with
take-out and dine-in service. Uncle Joe’s regularly hosts pizza parties for youth sports teams
associated with the local schools as well as local club teams from various sports. Additionally,
families use the space for parties. In fact, my granddaughter’s second birthday party was held
there.
