BYLAWS
OF
THE GREEN STORE INC.

ARTICLEI
SHAREHOLDERS

Section 1. Annual Meeting. An annual meeting shall be held once each calendar year for the
purpose of electing directors and for the transaction of such other business as may properly come
before the meeting. The annual meeting shall be held at the time and place designated by the Board
of Directors from time to time.

Section 2. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the shareholders may be requested by the
President, the Board of Directors, or the holders of a majority of the outstanding voting shares.

Section 3. Notice. Written notice of all shareholder meetings, whether regular or special meetings,
shall be provided under this section or as otherwise required by law. The Notice shall state the
place, date, and hour of meeting, and if for a special meeting, the purpose of the meeting. Such
notice shall be mailed to all shareholders of record at the address shown on the corporate books,
at least 10 days prior to the meeting. Such notice shall be deemed effective when deposited in
ordinary U.S. mail, properly addressed, with postage prepaid.

Section 4. Place of Meeting. Shareholders’ meetings shall be held at the corporation's principal
place of business unless otherwise stated in the notice.

Section 5. Quorum. A majority of the outstanding voting shares, whether represented in person
or by proxy, shall constitute a quorum at a shareholders’ meeting. In the absence of a quorum, a
majority of the represented shares may adjourn the meeting to another time without further notice.
If a quorum is represented at an adjourned meeting, any business may be transacted that might
have been transacted at the meeting as originally scheduled. The shareholders present at a meeting
represented by a quorum may continue to transact business until adjournment, even if the
withdrawal of some shareholders results in representation of less than a quorum.

Section 6. Informal Action. Any action required to be taken, or which may be taken, at a
shareholders meeting, may be taken without a meeting and without prior notice if a consent in
writing, setting forth the action so taken, is signed by the shareholders who own all of the shares
entitled to vote with respect to the subject matter of the vote.

ARTICLE II
DIRECTORS

Section 1. Number of Directors. The corporation shall be managed by a Board of Directors
consisting of 1 director(s).

Section 2. Election and Term of Office. The directors shall be elected at the annual
shareholders’ meeting. Each director shall serve a term of 10 years year(s), or until a successor
has been elected and qualified.

Section 3. Quorum. A majority of directors shall constitute a quorum.

Section 4. Adverse Interest. In the determination of a quorum of the directors, or in voting, the
disclosed adverse interest of a director shall not disqualify the director or invalidate his or her vote.

Section 5. Regular Meeting. An annual meeting shall be held, without notice, immediately
following and at the same place as the annual meeting of the shareholders. The Board of Directors
may provide, by resolution, for additional regular meetings without notice other than the notice
provided by the resolution.

Section 6. Special Meeting. Special meetings may be requested by the President, Vice-
President, Secretary, or any two directors by providing five days' written notice by ordinary
United States mail, effective when mailed. Minutes of the meeting shall be sent to the Board of
Directors within two weeks after the meeting.

Section 7. Procedures. The vote of a majority of the directors present at a properly called
meeting at which a quorum is present shall be the act of the Board of Directors, unless the vote of
a greater number 1s required by law or by these by-laws for a particular resolution. A director of
the corporation who is present at a meeting of the Board of Directors at which action on any
corporate matter is taken shall be presumed to have assented to the action taken unless their
dissent shall be entered in the minutes of the meeting. The Board shall keep written minutes of its
proceedings in its permanent records.

Section 8. Informal Action. Any action required to be taken at a meeting of directors, or any
action which may be taken at a meeting of directors or of a committee of directors, may be taken
without a meeting if a consent in writing setting forth the action so taken, is signed by all of the
directors or all of the members of the committee of directors, as the case may be.

Section 9. Removal / Vacancies. A director shall be subject to removal, with or without cause,
at a meeting of the shareholders called for that purpose. Any vacancy that occurs on the Board of
Directors, whether by death, resignation, removal or any other cause, may be filled by the
remaining directors.

The security system is monitored 24/7 When the store is closed for the night the employee will
set/activate the alarm upon existing the building. If at any given time the alarm is not set the
alarm company will notify the owner, manager,and employee of the error. The alarm can be
set remotely. The Green Store at the other end of the property will be able to set the alarm too,
as business hours are later.

The entire interior of the store will be covered with surveillance cameras. This includes the restricted access area (employees only). All cameras will be recording at all
times during business hours and will record any movement after hours. All recordings will be stored for a minimum of 40 days and are available for playback at any given
time. Only authorized trained employees will have access to the playback recordings (it will be password protected). The stored recordings will be stored in a high security
area.

There will be 2 employees on shift at any given time. Inventory will be conducted weekly and on delivery days. If diversion is suspected, inventory will be done daily.
Employees will not be allowed to “ring up” any retail item for themselves during their shift. Items must be purchased off the clock and rang up by another employee.
Personal items such as: backpacks, purses and jackets will NOT be allowed in the retail area. Employees will not be allowed to wear baggie clothes, hats or hoodies.
Training will be provided to all employees to assist in identifying possible diversion situations. They will be educated in how to report a suspected diversion, to include a
co-worker and/or licensee. A record of training completion will be kept in the employees file. In addition employees will be provided a system to anonymously report a
suspected diversion. A lock box will be provided that will be checked daily by an authorized employee.

The POS system and scale will be under surveillance at all times. Employees rolling marijuana cigarettes before opening will be required to do so at the scale under the
camera. The video will be reviewed often to assure no diversion is taking place.

In the event that diversion is suspected, The Green Store Connection reserves the right to conduct random drug testing of illicit drugs. If found positive; termination will be
immediate.

Individuals will not be permitted to loiter on the property; inside or outside of the building. A “No
Loitering” and “No Smoking” sign will be posted on the building. If the individual appears to be
just "hanging out", the individual will be asked to leave the property.

There is sufficient exterior lighting around all sides of the building (2100 lumens each light). A
light placed above the front and back door will facilitate video surveillance. The cameras will

be placed in a way to produce a clear view to identify an individual. The cameras will have
night vision.

The security system will be provided by Alder Alarm Protection. It will include the following:

The security system is monitored 24/7 When the store is closed for the night the employee will
set/activate the alarm upon existing the building. If at any given time the alarm is not set the
alarm company will notify the owner, manager,and employee of the error. The alarm can be
set remotely. The Green Store at the other end of the property will be able to set the alarm too,
as business hours are later.

The entire interior of the store will be covered with surveillance cameras. This includes the restricted access area (employees only). All cameras will be recording at all
times during business hours and will record any movement after hours. All recordings will be stored for a minimum of 40 days and are available for playback at any given
time. Only authorized trained employees will have access to the playback recordings (it will be password protected). The stored recordings will be stored in a high security
area.

There will be 2 employees on shift at any given time. Inventory will be conducted weekly and on delivery days. If diversion is suspected, inventory will be done daily.
Employees will not be allowed to “ring up” any retail item for themselves during their shift. Items must be purchased off the clock and rang up by another employee.
Personal items such as: backpacks, purses and jackets will NOT be allowed in the retail area. Employees will not be allowed to wear baggie clothes, hats or hoodies.
Training will be provided to all employees to assist in identifying possible diversion situations. They will be educated in how to report a suspected diversion, to include a
co-worker and/or licensee. A record of training completion will be kept in the employees file. In addition employees will be provided a system to anonymously report a
suspected diversion. A lock box will be provided that will be checked daily by an authorized employee.

The POS system and scale will be under surveillance at all times. Employees rolling marijuana cigarettes before opening will be required to do so at the scale under the
camera. The video will be reviewed often to assure no diversion is taking place.

In the event that diversion is suspected, The Green Store Connection reserves the right to conduct random drug testing of illicit drugs. If found positive; termination will be
immediate.

Signs will be posted that say "Warning Security Cameras In Use"

Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

Individuals will not be permitted to loiter on the property; inside or outside of the building. A “No
Loitering” and “No Smoking” sign will be posted on the building. If the individual appears to be
just "hanging out", the individual will be asked to leave the property. If the individual does not
comply, local authorities will be notified to assist. The Green Store Connection and The Green
Store will be required to communicate with one another in regard to a loitering. The purpose of
this is to make everyone aware that there may be an individual coming to the other store and
stop it before it becomes a problem. All employees will be trained on loitering prevention

Describe your policies and procedures regarding the use of any additional security device, such as a motion detector, pressure
switch, and duress, panic, or hold-up alarm to enhance security of the proposed premises:

During open hours video surveillance and a panic button with an alarm will be utilized. In the
event that the panic button is activated the AK Troopers will be dispatched via the alarm
company. Also there will be two employees on shift.
