ARTICLE I.
OFFICES

The principal office of the corporation in the State of Alaska shall be located at

435 6 St, . Ste ﬂ%&f_,_jfmjrhe corporation may have such other offices within or

without the State of Alas a, as the board of directors may designate or as the business of
the corporation may require from time to time.

The registered office of the corporation, required by the Alaska Business
Corporation Act to be maintained in the State of Alaska, may be, but need not be,
identical with the principal office in the State of Alaska, and the address of the registered
office may be changed from time to time by the board of directors of the corporation.

ARTICLE II.
SHAREHOLDERS

Section 1. Annual Meeting. The annual meeting of the shareholders shall be
held during the month of January each year, or at such time as the shareholders
shall otherwise schedule such meeting, for the purpose of electing directors and for the
transaction of such other business as may come before the meeting. If the election of
directors shall not be held on the day designated herein or any annual meeting of the
shareholders, or any adjournment or adjournments thereof, the board of directors shall
cause the election to be held at a special meeting of the shareholders as soon
thereafter as conveniently may be scheduled.

Section 2. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the shareholders, for any
purpose or purposes, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, may be called by the
president or by the board of directors, and shall be called by the president at the request
of any shareholder.

Section 3. Place of Meeting. The board of directors may designate any place,
either within or outside of the State of Alaska, as the place of meeting for any annual
meeting or for any special meeting of the shareholders. A waiver of notice signed by all
shareholders entitled to vote at a meeting may designate any place, either within or
outside of the State of Alaska, as the place for the holding of such meeting. Shareholders
may participate by phone, video conference, or other electronic means. If no
designation is made, or if a special meeting be otherwise called, the place of meeting
shall be the principal office of the corporation.

Section4.  Notice of Meetings. Written notice stating the place, day and hour
of the meeting and, in case of a special meeting, the purpose or purposes for which
the meeting is called, shall, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, be delivered not less
than ten nor more than fifty days before the date of the meeting, either personally, by
mail, or by electronic mail, by or at the direction of the president, or the secretary, or the

persons calling the meeting, or each shareholder of record entitled to vote at such
meeting.

B. Except as may otherwise be provided herein or in the articles of
incorporation, the members of the board of directors of the corporation need not be
shareholders, and shall be elected by a majority of the votes cast at a meeting of
shareholders, by the holders of shares entitled to vote in the election.

convened. Neither the business to be transacted at, nor the purpose of, any regular or
special meeting of the board of directors need be specified in the notice or waiver of
notice of such meeting.

Section 6.  Chairperson of the board, if any and if present, shall preside. If
there shall be no chairperson, or he or she shall be absent, then the president shall
preside, and in his or her absence, a chairman chosen by the directors shall preside.

Section 7. Quorum and Adjournments.

A. At all meetings of the board of directors, the presence of a majority of
the entire board shall be necessary and sufficient to constitute a quorum for the
transaction of business.

B. A majority of the directors present at the time and place of any
regular or special meeting, although less than a quorum, may adjourn the same from
time to time without notice, until a quorum shall be present.

Section 8.  Manner of Acting.

A. At all meetings of the board of directors, each director present shall
have one vote, irrespective of the number of shares of stock, if any, which he or she may
hold.

B. The action of a majority of the directors present at any meeting at
which a quorum is present shall be the act of the board of directors. Any action
authorized, in writing, by all of the directors entitied to vote thereon and filed with the
minutes of the corporation shall be the act of the board of directors.

Section 9.  Action Without a Meeting. Any action that may be taken by the
board of directors at a meeting may be taken without a meeting if a consent in writing
setting forth the action to be taken, shall be signed before such action by all of the
directors.

Section 10. Vacancies. Any vacancy occurring in the board of directors by
reason of the death, resignation, disqualification, removal (unless a vacancy created by
the removal of a director by the shareholders shall be filled by the shareholders at the
meeting at which the removal was effected) or inability to act of any director, or
otherwise, may be filled by unanimous vote of the remaining directors. A director elected
to fill a vacancy shall be elected for the unexpired term of his or her predecessor in
office. Any directorship to be filled by reason of an increase in the number of directors
may be filled by election by the board of directors for a term of office continuing only until
the next election of directors by the shareholders.

Section 11. Resignation. Any director may resign at any time by giving written
notice to the board of directors, the president, or the secretary of the corporation.

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Unless otherwise specified in such written notice, such resignation shall take effect upon
receipt thereof by the board of directors or such officer, and the acceptance of such
resignation shall not be necessary to make it effective.

Section 12. Removal. Any director may be removed with or without cause at any
time by the shareholders, at a special meeting of the shareholders called for that purpose,
and may be removed for cause by action of the board.

Section 13. Compensation. By resolution of the board of directors, each director
may be paid his or her expenses, if any, of attendance at each meeting of the board of
directors, and may be paid a salary as director or a fixed sum for attendance at each
meeting of the board of directors or both. No such payment shall preclude any director
from serving the corporation in any other capacity and receiving compensation therefore.

Section 14. Presumption of Assent. A director of the corporation who is present
at a meeting of the board of directors at which action on any corporate matter is
taken shall be presumed to have assented to the action taken unless his or her
dissent shall be entered in the minutes of the meeting or unless he or she shall file his
or her written dissent to such action with the person acting as the secretary of the
meeting before the adjournment thereof or shall forward such dissent by registered mail
to the secretary of the corporation immediately after the adjournment of the meeting.

Section 15. Change of Number. The number of directors may at any time be
increased or decreased.

In addition to the above-described duties, the vice-president shall use his or her
best efforts to assist the president, secretary, and treasurer.

Section 8.  Secretary. The secretary shall:

G. In general perform all duties as from time to time may be assigned

Section 9.  Treasurer. The treasurer shall:

A. Have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds and
securities of the corporation:

B. Receive and give receipts for moneys due and payable to the
corporation from any source whatsoever, and deposit all such moneys in the name of
the corporation and in such banks, trust companies, and other depositories as shall be
selected in accordance with the provisions of Article VIl of these bylaws; and

C. Take such other steps as may be reasonable or beneficial to wind up
the affairs of the corporation, including filing any certificates, decrees or articles respecting
such dissolution with the appropriate state agency.

In the event these bylaws should in any manner conflict with the articles of
incorporation of the corporation or the Alaska Statutes, then the articles of incorporation of
the corporation and the Alaska Statutes will govern.

The registered office of the corporation, required by the Alaska Business Corporation Act
to be maintained in the State of Alaska, may be, but need not be, identical with the principal
office in the State of Alaska, and the address of the registered office may be changed from time
to time by the board of directors of the corporation.

ARTICLE II - SHAREHOLDERS

Section 1. Annual Meeting. The annual meeting of the shareholders shall be held
during the month of January each year, or at such time as the shareholders shall otherwise
schedule such meeting, for the purpose of electing directors and for the transaction of such other
business as may come before the meeting. If the election of directors shall not be held on the
day designated herein or any annual meeting of the shareholders, or any adjournment or
adjournments thereof, the board of directors shall cause the election to be held at a special
meeting of the shareholders as soon thereafter as conveniently may be scheduled.

Section 2.  Special Meetings. Special meetings of the shareholders, for any purpose or
purposes, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, may be called by the president or by the board
of directors, and shall be called by the president at the request of any shareholder.

Section 3. Place of Meeting. The board of directors may designate any place, either
within or outside of the State of Alaska, as the place of meeting for any annual meeting or for
any special meeting of the shareholders. A waiver of notice signed by all shareholders entitled
to vote at a meeting may designate any place, either within or outside of the State of Alaska, as
the place for the holding of such meeting. Shareholders may participate by phone, video
conference, or other electronic means. If no designation is made. or if a special meeting be
otherwise called, the place of meeting shall be the principal office of the corporation.

Section 4. Notice of Meetings. Written notice stating the place, day and hour of the
meeting and, in case of a special meeting, the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is
called, shall, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, be delivered not less than ten nor more than






fifty days before the date of the meeting, either personally, by mail, or by electronic mail, by or
at the direction of the president, or the secretary, or the persons calling the meeting, to each
shareholder of record entitled to vote at such meeting. If mailed, such notice shall be deemed
delivered when deposited in the United States mail, addressed to the shareholder at his/her
address as it appears on the stock transfer books of the corporation, with postage thereon prepaid.
If delivered by electronic mail, a delivery receipt or, alternatively, a direct confirmation of
receipt from the recipient shall confirm delivery to the electronic mail address furnished by the
shareholder.

Section 5. Quorum. At all meetings of shareholders of the corporation, the presence at
the commencement of such meetings in person or by proxy of shareholders holding of record a
majority of the total number of shares of the corporation then issued and outstanding and entitled
to vote, shall be necessary and sufficient to constitute a quorum for the transaction of any
business. The withdrawal of any shareholder after the commencement of a meeting shall have
no effect on the existence of a quorum, after a quorum has been established at such meeting.

Section 6. Voting.

(2) Any corporate action, other than the election of directors to be taken by vote of the
shareholders, shall be authorized by a majority of votes cast at a meeting of shareholders by the
holders of the shares entitled to vote thereon.

(b) At each meeting of shareholders, each holder of record of shares of the corporation
entitled to vote thereat, shall be entitled to one vote for each share registered in his/her name on
the books of the corporation.

(c) Each shareholder entitled to vote or to express consent or dissent without a meeting
may do so by proxy; provided, however, that the instrument authorizing such proxy to act shall
have been executed in writing by the shareholder, himself, or by his/her or her attorney-in-fact
duly authorized in writing. No proxy shall be valid after the expiration of eleven months from
the date of its execution, unless the persons executing it shall have specified therein the length of
time it is to continue in force. ~Such instrument shall be exhibited to the secretary at the meeting
and shall be filed with the records of the corporation.

(d) Any resolution in writing, signed by all of the shareholders entitled to vote thereon,
either in person or by verified electronijc signature, shall be and constitute action by such
shareholders to the effect therein expressed, with the same force and effect as if the same had
been duly passed by unanimous vote at a duly called meeting of the shareholders and such
resolution so signed shall be inserted in the Minute Book and the corporation under its proper
date.

ARTICLE I - BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1.  Number, Election and Term of Office.

(2) The number of the directors of the corporation shall be at Jeast five (5).

(b) Except as may otherwise be provided herein or in the articles of incorporation, the
members of the board of directors of the corporation need not be shareholders, and shall be
elected by a majority of the votes cast at a meeting of shareholders, by the holders of shares
entitled to vote in the election.

(c) Each director shall hold office until the annual meeting of the shareholders next
succeeding his/her election, and until his/her successor is elected and qualified, or until his/her
death, resignation or removal.

Section 2. Duties and Powers. The board of directors shall be responsible for the
control and management of the affairs, property and interests of the corporation, and may
exercise all powers of the corporation, except as are expressly conferred upon or reserved to the
shareholders.

Section 3. Annual and Regular Meetings: Notice.

(a) A regular annual meeting of the board of directors shall be held immediately
following the annual meeting of the shareholders, at the place of such annual meeting of
shareholders.

(b) The board of directors, from time to time, may provide by resolution for the holding
of other regular meetings of the board of directors, and may fix the time and place thereof.

(c) Notice of any regular meeting of the board of directors shall not be required to be
given and, if given, need not specify the purpose of the meeting; provided, however, that in case
the board of directors shall fix or change the time or place of any regular meeting, notice of such
action shall be given to each director who shall not have been present at the meeting at which
such action was taken within the time limited, and in the manner set forth in Section 5 of this
Article ITI, with respect to special meetings, unless such notice shall be waived in the manner set
forth in Section 5.

Section 4.  Special Meetings. Special meetings of the board of directors may be called
by or at the request of the president or any director. Such special meeting shall be held at the
principal office of the corporation unless the shareholders of the company shall agree in writing
that such meeting may be held at another place which may be either within or without the State
of Alaska.
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Section 5. Notice. Notice of any special meeting shall not be required to be given to
any director who shall attend such meeting without protesting prior thereto or at its
commencement, the lack of notice to him, or who submits a signed waiver of notice, whether
before or after the meeting.  Any director may waive notice of any meeting. The attendance of
a director at a meeting shall constitute a waiver of notice of such meeting, except where a
director attends a meeting for the express purpose of objecting to the transaction of any business
because the meeting is not lawfully called or convened. Neither the business to be transacted
at, nor the purpose of, any regular or special meeting of the board of directors need be specified
in the notice or waiver of notice of such meeting.

Section 6. Chairman. At all meetings of the board of directors, the chairman of the
board, if any and if present, shall preside. If there shall be no chairman, or he shall be absent,
then the president shall preside, and in hisfher absence, a chairman chosen by the directors shall
preside.

Section 7. Quorum and Adjournments.

(a) At all meetings of the board of directors, the presence of a majority of the entire board
shall be necessary and sufficient to constitute a quorum for the transaction of business,

(b) A majority of the directors present at the time and place of any regular or special
meeting, although less than a quorum, may adjourn the same from time to time without notice,
until a quorum shall be present.

Section 8. Manner of Acting,

(a) At all meetings of the board of directors, each director present shall have one vote,
irrespective of the number of shares of stock, if any, which he/she may hold,

(b) The action of a majority of the directors present at any meeting at which a quorum is
present shall be the act of the board of directors. Any action authorized, in writing, by all of the
directors entitled to vote thereon and filed with the minutes of the corporation shall be the act of
the board of directors.

Section 9. Action Without 2 Meeting. Any action that may be taken by the board of
directors at a meeting may be taken without a meeting if a consent in writing setting forth the
action so to be taken, shall be signed before such action by all of the directors.

Section 10. Vacancies. Any vacancy occurring in the board of directors by reason of
the death, resignation, disqualification, removal (unless a vacancy created by the removal of a
director by the shareholders shall be filled by the shareholders at the meeting at which the
removal was effected) or inability to act of any director, or otherwise, may be filled by
unanimous vote of the remaining directors. A director elected to fill a vacancy shall be elected
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for the unexpired term of his/her predecessor in office. Any directorship to be filled by reason
of an increase in the number of directors may be filled by election by the board of directors for a
term of office continuing only until the next election of directors by the shareholders.

Section 11. Resignation. Any director may resign at any time by giving written notice
to the board of directors, the president or the secretary of the corporation. Unless otherwise
specified in such written notice, such resignation shall take effect upon receipt thereof by the
board of directors or such officer, and the acceptance of such resi gnation shall not be necessary
to make it effective.

Section 12. Removal. Any director may be removed with or without cause at any time
by the shareholders, at a special meeting of the shareholders called for that purpose, and may be
removed for cause by action of the board.

Section 13. Compensation. By resolution of the board of directors, each director may
be paid his/her expenses, if any, of attendance at each meeting of the board of directors, and may
be paid a salary as director or a fixed sum for attendance at each meeting of the board of
directors or both. No such payment shall preclude any director from serving the corporation in
any other capacily and receiving compensation therefor.

Section 14. Presumption of Assent. A director of the corporation who is present at a
meeting of the board of directors at which action on any corporate matter is taken shall be
presumed to have assented to the action taken unless his/her dissent shall be entered in the
minutes of the meeting or unless he/she shall file his/her written dissent to such action with the
person acting as the secretary of the meeting before the adjournment thereof or shall forward
such dissent by registered mail to the secretary of the corporation immediately after the
adjournment of the meeting, Such right to dissent shall not apply to a director who voted in
favor of such action.

Section 15. Change of Number. The number of directors may at any time be increased
or decreased. Such action shall be taken by the vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the voting stock
issued and outstanding, at any regular or special meeting if a notice of such meeting (or the
waiver of notice signed by all shareholders entitled to vote) contains a statement of the proposed
increase or decrease, and in case of any such increase, the shareholders at any general or special
meeting held before the board of directors take action, shall have the power to elect such
additional directors to hold office until the next annual meeting of the shareholders, and until
their successors are elected and qualified.

Section 16. Committees. Standing or temporary committees may be appointed by the
board of directors from time to time, and the board of directors may from time to time invest
such committees with such powers as it sees fit, subject to such conditions as may be prescribed
by the board, and by law. An executive committee may be appointed by resolution passed by a
majority of the whole board; it shall have all the powers provided by statute, except as specially
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limited by the Board. All committees so appointed shall keep regular minutes of the
transactions of their meetings and shall cause them to be recorded in the books kept for that
purpose in the office of the corporation, and shall report the same to the board of directors at its
next meeting.

ARTICLE IV - OFFICERS

Section 1. Number. The officers of the corporation shall be a president, a vice
president, a secretary and a treasurer, each of whom shall be elected by the board of directors.
Such other officers and assistant officers as may be deemed necessary may be elected or
appointed by the board of directors. Any two or more offices may be held by the same person,
except the office of president and secretary. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event there
is only one shareholder there need be only one officer to fulfill the functions of all of the offices
of the corporation.

Section 2. Election and Term of Office. The officers of the corporation to be elected
by the board of directors shall be elected annually by the board of directors at the first meeting of
the board of directors held after each annual meeting of the shareholders. If the election of
officers shall not be held at such meeting, such election shall be held as soon thereafier as
conveniently may be. Each officer shall hold office until his/her successor shall have been duly
elected and shall have qualified or until his/her death or until he shall resign or shall have been
removed in the manner hereinafter provided.

Section 3. Resignation. Any officer may resign at any time by giving written notice of
such resignation to the board of directors, or to the president or the secretary of the corporation.
Unless otherwise specified in such written notice, such resignation shall take effect upon receipt
thereof by the board of directors or by such officer, and the acceptance of such resignation shall
not be necessary to make it effective.

Section 4. Removal. Any officer or agent may be removed by a majority vote of the
board of directors whenever in its judgment the best interests of the corporation will be served
thereby, but such removal shall be without prejudice to the contract rights, if any, of the person
so removed. Election or appointment of an officer or agent shall not of itself create contract
rights.

Section 5. Vacancies. A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation, removal,
disqualification or otherwise, may at any time be filled by the board of directors for the
unexpired portion of the term.

Section 6. President. The president shall be the principal executive officer of the
corporation and, subject to the control of the board of directors, shall in general supervise and
control all of the business and affairs of the corporation. He/she shall, when present, preside at
all meetings of the shareholders and of the board of directors, He/she may sign, with the
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secretary or any other proper officer of the corporation authorized by the board of directors.
certificates for shares of the corporation, and deeds, mortgages, bonds, contracts, or other
instruments which the board of directors has authorized to be executed, except in cases where the
signing and execution thereof shall be expressly delegated by the board of directors or by these
bylaws to some other officer or agent of the corporation, or shall be required by law to be
otherwise signed or executed; and in general shall perform all duties incident to the office of the
president and such other duties as may be prescribed by the board of directors from time to time.

Section 7. The Vice-President. In the absence of the president or in the event of
his/her death, inability or refusal to act, the vice-president (ot in the event there be more than one
vice-president, the vice-presidents in the order designated at the time of their election, or in the
absence of any designation, then in order of their election) shall perform the duties of the
president, and when so acting, shall have all the powers of and be subject to all the restrictions
upon the president, and shall perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to
him by the president or by the board of directors. [In addition to the above-described duties, the
vice-president shall use his/her best efforts to assist the president, secretary and treasurer.

Section 8. The Secretary. The secretary shall:

(a) Keep the minutes of the proceedings of the shareholders and of the board of directors
in one or more books provided for that purpose.

(b) See that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these bylaws
or as required by law,

(c) Be custodian of the corporate records and of the seal of the corporation and see that
the seal of the corporation is affixed to all documents the execution of which on behalf of the
corporation under its seal is duly authorized.

(d) Keep a register of the post office address of each shareholder which shall be furnished
to the secretary by such shareholder.

(e) Sign with the president, certificates for shares of the corporation, the issuance of
which shall have been authorized by resolution of the board of directors.

() Have general charge of the stock transfer books of the corporation; and

(&) In general perform all duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the
president or by the board of directors. In addition to the above-described duties, the secretary
shall run the day to day operations of the corporation.

Section 9. The Treasurer. The treasurer shall:
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(a) Have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds and securities of the
corporation,

(b) Receive and give receipts for moneys due and payable to the corporation from any
source whatsoever, and deposit all such moneys in the name of the corporation and in such
banks, trust companies and other depositories as shall be selected in accordance with the
provisions of Article VII of these bylaws; and

(¢) In general perform all of the duties incident to the office of treasurer and such other
duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the president or by the board of directors.
If required by the board of directors, the treasurer shall give a bond for the faithful discharge of
his/her duties in such sum and with such surety or sureties as the board of directors shall
determine.

Section 10. Salaries. The salaries of the officers shall be fixed from time to time by
the board of directors and no officer shall be prevented from receiving such salary by reason of
the fact that he/she is also a director of the corporation. The salary of the officers of the
corporation shall not be changed without a majority vote of the board of directors.

Section 11.  Shares of Other Corporations. Whenever the corporation is the holder of
shares of any other corporation, any right or power of the corporation as such shareholder
(including the attendance, acting and voting at shareholders' meetings and execution of waivers,
consents, proxies or other instruments) may be exercised on behalf of the corporation by the
president, or such other person as the board of directors may authorize.

ARTICLE V. - STOCK CERTIFICATES

Section 1. Certificates for Shares. All certificates of stock shall be signed by the
president or vice-president and the secretary or assistant secretary.

Section 2. Treasury Stock. Treasury stock shall neither vote nor participate in
dividends.

Section 3.  Transfer of Shares. Transfer of stock shall be made only on the books of the
corporation and the old certificate, properly endorsed, shall be surrendered and canceled before a
new certificate is issued. The stock books of the corporation shall be closed against any
transfers for a period of thirty (30) days before the date of payment of a dividend and for fifteen
(15) days before each meeting of the shareholders.

Section 4. Loss or Destruction. In the case of loss or destruction of a certificate of
stock, no new certificate shall be issued in lieu thereof, except upon satisfactory proof to the
board of directors of such loss or destruction, and upon the giving of security as required by the
board of directors. Any such new certificate shall be plainly marked Aduplicate@ upon its face.
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ARTICLE VL. - FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of the corporation shall begin on the 1st day of January and end on the
31st day of December.

ARTICLE VII. - DIVIDENDS AND FINANCE

Section 1. Dividends. The board of directors may, from time to time, declare and the
corporation may pay dividends on its outstanding shares in the manner, and upon the terms and
conditions provided by law, and its articles of incorporation.

Section 2. Corporate Funds. The funds of the corporation shall be deposited with such
bank, or trust company as the directors shall designate, and shall be withdrawn only upon the
check or order of the officers designated by the board of directors.

ARTICLE VIII - NOTICE REQUIREMENTS

Whenever any notice is required to be given to any shareholder or director of the
corporation under the provisions of these bylaws, such notice may be delivered by electronic
mail, provided there is a means of confirming delivery. A waiver thereof in writing signed by
the person or persons entitled to such notice, whether before or after the time stated therein, shall
be deemed equivalent to the giving of such notice.

ARTICLE IX. - INDEMNIFICATION

A. The corporation may indemnify a person who was, is. or is threatened to be made a
party to any completed, pending, or threatened action or proceeding, whether civil, criminal,
administrative, or investigative, by reason of the fact that he/she is or was a director, officer,
employee, or agent of the corporation, or is or was serving at the request of the corporation,
partnership, joint venture, trust, or other enterprise.  Indemnification may include
reimbursement of expenses, attorney fees, judgments, fines, and amounts paid in settlement
actually and reasonably incurred by the person in connection with the action or proceeding if he
acted in good faith and in a manner he reasonably believed to be in or not opposed to the best
interest of the corporation and, with respect to a criminal action or proceeding, had no reasonable
cause to believe his/her conduct was unlawfil, provided, however, if the action or proceeding
was, is, or is threatened to be by or in the right of the corporation, indemnification may not be
made in respect of any claim, issue, or matter as to which the person has been adjudged to be
liable for negligence or misconduct in the performance of his/her duty to the corporation, except
to the extent that the court in which the action was brought determines upon application that,
despite the adjudication of liability, in view of all the circumstances of the case, the person is
fairly and reasonably entitled to indemnity for expenses which the court considers proper. The
termination of an action or proceeding by Jjudgment, order, settlement, conviction, or upon a plea
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of nolo contendere or its equivalent does not create a presumption that the person did not meet
the requisite standard of conduct set forth in this paragraph.

B. To the extent that a director, officer, employee, or agent of the corporation has been
successful on the merits or otherwise in defense of an action or proceeding referred to in
paragraph A of this article, or in defense of a claim. issue, or matter in the action or proceeding,
he/she shall be indemnified against expenses and attorney fees actually and reasonably incurred
by him in connection with the defense.

C. Unless otherwise ordered by a court, indemnification under paragraph A of this
article may only be made by the corporation upon a determination that indemnification of the
director, officer, employee, or agent is proper in the circumstances because he/she has met the
requisite standard of conduct set out in paragraph A of this article. The determination shall be
made:

1 by the board of directors by a majority vote of a quorum consisting of
directors who were not parties to the action or proceeding; or
2 by independent legal counsel in a written opinion if:
a. a quorum under subparagraph 1 of this article is not

obtainable; or

b. a quorum under subparagraph 1 of this article is
obtainable but a majority of disinterested directors
so directs; or

3. by the shareholders.

D. Expenses incurred in defending a civil or criminal action or proceeding may be paid
by the corporation in advance of the final disposition of the action or proceeding as authorized in
the manner provided in paragraph C of this article upon receipt of an undertaking by or on behalf
of this director, officer, employee, or agent to repay the amount if ultimately determined that
he/she is not entitled to be indemnified by the corporation as authorized in this article.
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E. The indemnification provided by this article is not exclusive of any other rights to
which a person seeking indemnification may be entitled under an agreement, vote of
shareholders or disinterested directors, or otherwise, both as to action in his official capacity and
as to action in another capacity while holding the office. The right to indemnification continues
as to a person who has ceased to be a director, officer, employee, or agent, and inures to the
benefit of the heirs, executors, and administrators of the person.

F. The corporation may purchase and maintain insurance on behalf of a person who is
or was a director, officer, employee, or agent of the corporation, or is or was serving at the
request of the corporation as a director, officer, employee. or agent of another corporation,
partnership, joint venture, trust, or other enterprise against any liability asserted against him and
incurred by him in that capacity, or arising out of that status, whether or not the corporation has
the power to indemnify him against the liability under the provisions of this section.

ARTICLE X. - CONFLICT OF BYLAWS WITH
ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION OR ALASKA STATUTES

In the event these bylaws should in any manner conflict with the articles of incorporation
of the corporation or Alaska Statutes, then the articles of incorporation of the corporation and the
Alaska Statutes will govern.

ARTICLE XI. - AMENDMENTS

These bylaws may be altered, amended or repealed and new bylaws may be adopted by a
majority vote of the board of directors at any regular or special meeting of the board of directors.

ARTICLE XII. - ADOPTION OF BYLAWS

These bylaws were duly adopted by a meeting of the board of directors of the corporation
on the ggﬁ-day of June, 2016, at Anchorage, Alaska, and the same do now constitute the
bylaws of the corporation.

This Operating Agreement of Murder Lake , LLC (this “Agreement™) is made and entered into
effective as of May 19, 2017 by and between Murder Lake, LLC (the “Company”) and Michael
Ellenburg, its sole Member, to serve as the initial Operating Agreement of the Company.

Article One

General Provisions

Section 1.01. Formation

The Company was formed on May 19, 2017, when Articles of Organization were filed with the
Alaska Department of Commerce, Community & Economic Development in accordance with
and pursuant to the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act (the “Act”).

Section 1.02. Duration

The Company shall have perpetual existence unless it is dissolved and its affairs wound up
pursuant to the terms of this Agreement.

Section 1.03. Purpose

This limited liability company is organized for the purpose of conducting retail operations for a
cannabis related business and all lawful business for which a limited liability company may be
organized under the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act (AS 10.50), as it may be
amended from time to time.

Section 1.04. Principal Office

The Company’s principal office shall be 3500 LaTouche #360, Anchorage, Alaska 99508. The
Member may change the location of the Company’s principal office and delegate other offices at
such places within and without the State of Alaska.

Section 1.05. Registered Agent and Office

The registered agent and registered office of the Company shall be Law Offices of Christy Lee,
P.C., 225 E. Fireweed Lane, St. 200, Anchorage, Alaska 99503. At any time, the Member may
change the registered agent or office through appropriate filings with the Alaska Department of
Community and Economic Development.

Section 1.06. Tax Matter Partner

The Member shall be the initial Tax Matter Partner. The Member shall not commingle his
personal funds with the Company’s funds. Therefore, the Company shall maintain its own
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separate bank accounts. The Member is authorized to open the Company accounts with any
local bank

Section 1.07. Disregarded Entity for Tax Purposes

The Company shall be treated as a disregarded entity under the Internal Revenue Code for
federal income tax purposes for as long as the Company has only one member. If the Company
admits additional Members, the Company shall be treated as a partnership under the Internal
Revenue Code for federal income tax purposes.

Section 1.08. Defects as to Formation

Even if the Member fails to observe any formalities or requirements of this Agreement, the
Company’s Articles of Organization, or the Act, this failure shall not be grounds for imposing
personal liability on the Member for liabilities of the Company.

Section 1.09. Title to Property

The Company shall acquire, hold, and convey property in the name of the Company. If the
Company acquires an interest in property, the Company holds the title to the interest and not the
individual Member.

Article Two

Capital Contributions

Section 2.01. Initial Capital Contribution

The undersigned initial Member agrees to contribute $140,000 in exchange for 100%
membership interest in the Company. Capital contributions shall be property of the Company
and the Member shall earn no interest on the contribution. The Member’s membership interest
in the Company shall be characterized as personal property.

Section 2.02. Additional Capital Contributions
The Member shall not be required to contribute additional capital to the Company.
Section 2.03. Capital Account

The Member’s capital account shall be maintained in accordance with Internal Revenue Code
Section 704(b) and the regulations issued thereunder. The Member’s capital account shall be
adjusted to reflect any additional capital contribution to, or authorized capital withdrawal from,
the Member’s capital account
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Article Three

Distributions

Section 3.01. Allocation of Net Income, Net Loss, or Capital Gains

Subject to the provisions of Sections 704(b) and 704(c) of the Code and the regulations issued
thereunder and except as may be expressly provided otherwise in this Article, the net income, net
loss, or capital gains of the Company for each fiscal year of the Company shall be allocated to
the Member.

Section 3.02. Distributions

The Member shall determine from time to time whether and the amount of distributions is to be
made to the Member. However, at all times the Company shall retain sufficient funds for its
working capital needs.

Section 3.03. Reimbursement

The Company shall reimburse the Member for any and all reasonable and necessary costs
incurred on behalf of the Company, including the costs incurred in the organization of the
Company. The Member shall not be entitled to any compensation for services to the Company.

Article Four

Management

The Company shall be managed by the Member. The Member shall have full and complete
authority, power, and discretion to manage and control the business, affairs and properties of the
Company. The Member shall make decisions regarding all Company matters and to perform any
and all other acts or activities customary or incident to the management of the Company’s
business.

Article Five
Books and Records

The Member shall designate where the Company’s books and records shall be maintained. Until
determined otherwise by the Member, the Company’s books and records shall be maintained at
its principal office. The Company shall make its books and records reasonably available for
inspection.  Member inspection shall be upon written demand stating with reasonable
particularity the purpose of the inspection. The inspection may be in person or by agent or
attorney, at a reasonable time and for a proper purpose. Only books and records of account,
minutes, and the records directly connected to the stated purpose of the inspection may be
inspected or copied.
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Article Six
Liability Limitation

The Member shall not be personally liable to the Company for monetary damages for conduct as
the Member performed in a manner reasonably believed by the Member to be within the scope of
the Member’s authority and in the best interest of the Company. Any amendment to or repeal of
this Article shall not adversely affect any right or protection of a Member for or with respect to
any acts or omissions of the Member occurring prior to such amendment or repeal.

Article Seven

Indemnification

If the Member’s actions were made in good faith and in a manner the Member reasonably
believed to be in or not opposed to the best interests of the Company, then the Company shall
indemnify and hold harmless the Member to the fullest extent allowed by law including, without
limitation, all expenses, attorneys’ fees, costs, judgments, fines, and amounts paid in settlement
actually incurred by the Member. With respect to a criminal action or proceeding, the Member
must have had no reasonable cause to believe the conduct was unlawful in order for the
Company to indemnify and hold harmless the Member.

Indemnification may not be made in respect of any claim, issue, or matter as to which the
Member has been adjudged to be liable for negligence or misconduct in the performance of the
Member’s duty to the Company, except to the extent that the court in which the action was
brought determines upon application that, despite the adjudication of liability, in view of all the
circumstances of the case, the Member is fairly and reasonably entitled to indemnity for
expenses that the court considers proper. The provisions of this Article do not affect any rights
to advancement of expenses to which the Member may be entitled under any contract or by law.

Article Eight

Dissolution

The Member, in his sole and absolute discretion, shall have the authority to dissolve, commence
winding up, and liquidation of the Company. If all the Company’s obligations are met, any and
all remaining assets shall be distributed to the Member. In spite of the foregoing, if the Member
has a deficit capital account balance, the Member shall have no obligation to make any
contribution to the capital of the Company with respect to such deficit, and such deficit shall not
be considered a debt owed to the Company or to any other person or entity for any purpose
whatsoever.
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Article Nine

Miscellaneous Provisions

Section 9.01. Governing Law

This Agreement shall be construed and enforced in accordance with the laws of the State of
Alaska. Venue and jurisdiction shall lie exclusively in Anchorage, Alaska.

Section 9.02. Amendments

The Member shall have the power to amend or repeal this Operating Agreement and the
Company’s Articles of Organization.

Section 9.03. Rights and Remedies Cumulative

The use of any one right or remedy in this Agreement shall not prevent or waive the right to use
any or all other remedies. These rights and remedies are in addition to any other rights the
parties may have by law, statute, ordinance, or otherwise.

Section 9.04. Severability

If any provision of this Agreement shall be deemed invalid, illegal, or unenforceable to any
extent does not affect the validity or enforceability of the remainder of this Agreement.

Section 9.05. Heirs, Successors and Assigns

Each of the covenants, terms, and provisions contained in this Agreement shall be binding upon
and inure to the benefit of the Member, to the extent permitted by this Agreement, his respective
heirs, legal representatives, successors, and assigns.

Section 9.06. Creditors or Third Parties

This Agreement is entered into among the Company and the Member for the exclusive benefit of
the Company, its Member and its successors and assigns. None of the provisions of this
Agreement shall be for the benefit of or enforceable by any creditors of the Company or any
other person.

Section 9.07. Counterparts

This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original and
all of which shall constitute one and the same instrument.

Section 9.08. Investment Representations

The membership interest has not been registered under the Securities Act of 1933, the Securities
Act of Alaska or any other state securities laws (collectively referred to as the “Securities Acts™)
because the Company is issuing the membership interest.in reliance -uponthe"exemptions from

Upon entering the marijuana retail portion of the store, customers will be able to browse the
menu, which will be displayed on large flat screen monitors attached to the wall. In addition,
customers will be able to visually observe marijuana products in secured display cases and
interact with staff (e.g. ask questions). At the Point of Sale (POS), customers under the
supervision of a budtender will be able to smell different strains of marijuana through secure
sample pods equipped with a sniff screen. Customers will select the products they wish to
purchase, and the budtender will process the transaction. All customers will be asked for a
valid photo ID at the POS before the transaction is processed. The facility operational plan is
designed such that each customer will be required to present a valid photo ID at least twice
per visit. The intent of such redundancy is to further ensure that nobody under the age of 21
years is allowed to access marijuana or marijuana products.

At the POS, the budtender will process the transaction and ensure that any marijuana or
marijuana product only leaves the store in a child resistant and opaque package.

All employees will be thoroughly trained to recognize the inconsistencies of a forged
identification, and will be given a guidebook to help verify identification cards from other states
and countries. Great Northern will take controlled access a step further by dividing its store
into front and rear portions. The front portion will serve as a waiting area where customers will
only have access to non-marijuana products (e.g. apparel, books, coffee mugs, accessories,
etc.). The rear portion of the premises will be the retail marijuana store. The two portions will
be separated by a wall and a set of double doors. The double doors will only open from the
non-marijuana side with an authorized electronic badge held by the responsible employee.
The double doors will also be monitored by an employee to ensure that nobody attempts to
enter the retail marijuana store without age verification when a customer exits. In addition to
the strict access control, all employees that work the cash registers will be trained to check
photo identification for purposes of age verification. Every customer will be required to present
a valid form of photo identification at the cash register before completing a transaction. Based
on this approach, every customer entering the retail marijuana store will be required to present
a valid form of photo identification at least twice - once to enter the marijuana retail store and
again at the counter to complete a purchase. The division of the retail marijuana store and the
non-marijuana area in combination with the redundancy in checking valid photo identification
will ensure that persons under the age of 21 years do not gain access to the licensed
marijuana retail store or the marijuana sold therein.

Routine internal audits, extensive employee training, company policies and procedures, and
24-hour camera surveillance will all be used to verify our compliance with the regulations.

Tenant shall at its own cost and expense
obtain any and all licenses and permits necessary for its use of the Premises. Tenant shall comply with all governmental
laws, ordinances and regulations applicable to the use of the Premises, and shall promptly comply with all governmental
orders and directives including but not limited to those regarding the correction, prevention and abatement of
nuisances in or upon, or connected with, the Premises, all at Tenant's sole expense. Tenant shall not permit any
objectionable or unpleasant odors, smoke, dust, gas, nolse or vibrations te emanate from the Premises, nor take any
other action which would constitute a nuisance or would disturb or endanger any other tenants of the building in which
the Premises are situated or unreasonably interfere with their use of their respective premises. In addition to any other
remedies Landlord may have for a breach by Tenant of the terms of this Paragraph 3, Landlord shall have the right to
have Tenant evicted from the Premises. Without Landlord's prior written consent, Tenant shall not receive, store or
otherwise handle any product, material or other merchandise which is explosive or highly inflammable. Tenant will not
permit the Premises to be used for any purpose or in any manner (including without limitation any method of storage)
which would render the insurance thereon void or the insurance risk more hazardous or cause the State Board of
Insurance or other insurance authority to disallow any sprinkler credits. In the event Tenant's use of the Premises shall
result in an increase in insurance premiums, Tenant shall be solely responsible for said increase.

4. TAXES AND OTHER CHARGES.

A.  Tenant agrees to pay its Proportionate Share (as specified in Exhibit A, “Definitions:” and detailed in Exhibit F, “CAM
Schedule:") of any and all real and personal property taxes, regular and special assessments, license fees and other charges
of any kind and nature whatsoever, payable by Landlord as a result of any public or quasi-public authority, or imposition
against, or arising out of Landlord's ownership of or interest in, the real estate described in Exhibit B attached hereto,
together with the building and the grounds, parking areas, driveways, roads, and alleys around the building in which the
Premises are located, or any part thereof (collectively “Taxes”) as well as a reasonable reserve for roof replacement and
exterior painting and parking lot sealing and striping all as reasonably necessary (hereinafter collectively referred to as the
"Charges"). During each month of the Lease Term, Tenant shall make a monthly escrow de posit with Landlord (the "Escrow
Payment"} equal to one-twelfth (1/12) of its Proportionate Share of the Taxes and Charges which will be due and payable
for that particular calendar year. Tepant authorizes Landlord to use the funds deposited by Tenant with Landlord under
this Paragraph 4 to pay the Taxes and Charges. Each Escrow Payment shall be due and payable, as additional rent, at the
same time and in the same manner as the payment of monthly rental as provided herein, The amount of the initial manthly
Escrow Payment will be specified in Exhibit A. The initial Escrow Payment is based upon Tenant's proportionate share of
the estimated Taxes and Charges for the year in question, and the monthly Escrow Payment is subject to increase or
decrease as determined by Landlord to reflect an accurate escrow of Tenant's estimated Proportionate Share of the Taxes
and Charges. The Escrow Payment account of Tenant shall be reconciled annually. If the Tenant's total Escrow Payments
are less than Tenant's actual pro rata share of the Taxes and Charges, Tenant shall pay to Landlord upon demand the
difference; if the Tenant's total Escrow Payments are more than Tenant's actual pro rata share of the Taxes and Charges,

Landlord shall retain such excess and credit it to Tenant's Escrow Payment account for the successive year's Taxes and

Charges. Tenant's Proportionate Share of Taxes and Charges and other costs of which Tenant is reguired to pay-a
Proportionate Share shall be computed by multiplying the Taxes and Charges by a fraction, the numerator of which shall

o N
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be the number of gross leasable square feet of floor space in the Premises and the denominator of which shall be the total
applicable gross leasable sguare footage, or such other equitable apportionment as may be adopted by Landiord.

B.  If Tenant should fail to pay any Escrow Payments required to be paid by Tenant hereunder, in addition to any other
remedies provided herein, Landlord may, if it so elects, pay such Escrow Payments or taxes, assessments, license fees and
other charges. Any sums so paid by Landlord shall be deemed to be so much additionai rental owing by Tenant to Landlord
and due and payable upon demand as additional rental plus interest at the rate of twelve percent (12.0%) per annum from
the date of payment by Landlord until repaid by Tenant,

C. (1) If atany time during the Lease Term, the present method of taxation shall be changed so that in lieu of the
whole or any part of any taxes, assessments, fees or charges levied, assessed or imposed an real estate and the
improvements thereon, there shall be levied, assessed or imposed on Landlord a capital levy or other tax directly on
the rents received therefrom and/or a franchise tax, assessment, levy or charge measured by or based, in whole or in
part, upon such rents or the present or any future building or bulldings, then all such taxes, assessments, fees or
charges, or the part thereof so measured or based, shalf be deemed to be included within the term "Charges" for the
purposes hereof,

{2) Tenant may, alone or along with other tenants of the building containing the Premises, at its sole cost and
expense, in its or their own name(s) dispute and contest any Taxes by appropriate proceedings diligently
conducted in good faith, but only after Tenant has deposited with Landlord the amount so contested and unpaid
or its Proportionate Share thereof as the case may be, which shall be held by Landlord without obligation for
interest until the termination of the proceedings, at which time the amount(s) depesited shall be applied by
Landlord toward the payment of the items held valid (plus any court costs, interest, penalties and other liabilities
associated with the proceedings), and Tenant’s share of any excess shall be returned to Tenant. Landlord Agrees
to cooperate with Tenant in regard to any dispute or contest of Taxes, as reasonably requested by Tenant.
Tenant further agrees to pay to Landlord upon demand Tenant's share (as among all tenants who participated
in the contest) of all court costs, interest, penalties and other liabilities relating to such proceedings which are
assessed against Landlord or the Property, provided that Tenant was a participant in such proceedings. In the
event that Tenant obtains a refund of Taxes, Tenant shall be entitled to reimbursement therefrorm of Tenant’s
reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs in regard to the prosecution of the Taxes refund action, in addition to its
Proportionate Share of any remaining balance. ‘

(3) Any payment to be made pursuant to this Paragraph 4 with respect to the calendar vear in which this Lease
commences or terminates shall bear the same ratio to the payment which would be required to be made for the
full calendar year as that part of such calendar year covered by the Lease Term bears to a full calendar year.

D.  Tenant shall be liable for all taxes levied against personal property and trade fixtures placed by Tenant in the
Premises. If any such taxes are levied against Landlord or Landlord's property and if Landlord elects to pay the same or if
the assessed value of Landlord's property is increased by inclusion of personal property and trade fixtures placed by Tenant
in the Premises and Landlord elects to pay the taxes based on such increase, Tenant shalt pay to Landiord upon demand
that part of such taxes for which Tenant is primarily liable hereunder,

5. TENANT'S MAINTENANCE.

A, Tenantshall atits own cost and expense keep and maintain all parts of the Premises {except those for which Landlord
Is expressly responsible under the terms of this Lease — see CAM Schedule) in good condition (reasonable wear and tear
excepted), promptly making all necessary repair and replacements, including but not limited to, windows, glass and plate
glass, doors, any special office entry, interior walls and finish work, floor covering, heating and air conditioning systems,
security systems, dock boards, truck doors, dock bumpers, plumbing, electrical, lighting, minor roof leaks, trade fixtures,
regular removal of trash and debris, snow plowing and snow removal, heat trace, keeping the Premises in a clean and
sanitary condition. Tenant shall not be obligated to repair any damage caused by fire, tornado, or other casualty except
that Tenant shall be obligated to repair all wind damage to glass except with respect to tornado or hurricane damage.
Tenant shall not damage any demising wall or disturb the integrity and support provided by any demising wall and shall,
atts sole cost and expense, promptly repair any damage or injury to any demising wall caused by Tenant or its employees,
agents, licensees or invitees (reasonable wear and tear excepted), — W
| 1

B.  Tenantand its employees, customers and licensees shall have the right to use the parking areas a! set forth on Exhibit
E, subject to such reasonable rules and regulations as Landlord may from time to time prescribe an subj;’ct to-rights of
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ingress and egress of other tenants. Landlord shall not be responsible for enforcing but shall cooperate with Tenant, as
reasonably requested by Tenant, in regard to Tenant’s enforcement of Tenant's exclusive parking rlghts against any third
partles. If Tenant or any other particular tenant of the building can be clearly identified as being responsible for
abstructions or stoppage of acommon sanitary sewage line, then Tenant, if Tenant is responsible, or such other responsible
tenant, shall pay the entire cost thereof, upon demand, as additional rent.

C.  Upon lease termination Tenant agrees to clean interior space and flooring to broom swept condition.

6. LANDLORD'S REPAIRS. After reasonable notice from Tenant, Landlord shall maintain in good condition and,
when necessary, shall repair the Common Areas, alleys, driveway, parking areas and paving, roof, downspouts,
floors, exterior walls and foundations, and the cost thereof shall be shared as provided in Paragraph 7. Tenant
shall repair and pay for any damage to such items to be maintained by Landlord not covered by Landiord’s
insurance and which is caused by any act, omlssion or negligence of Tenant, or Tenant's employees, agents,
licensees or invitees, or caused by Tenant's default hereunder. The term "walls" as used herein shall not include
windows, glass or plate glass, doors, special store fronts or office entries. Tenant shall immediately give Landlord
written notice of defect or need for repairs, after which Landlord shall have a reasonable opportunity and time
to repair same or cure such defect. Landlord's liability with respect to any defects, repairs or maintenance for
which Landlord is responsible under any of the provisions of this Lease shall be limited to the cost of such repairs
or maintenance or the curing of such defect.

7. MONTHLY COMMON AREA MAINTENANCE CHARGE. Tenant agrees to pay as additional rent each month for
its Proportionate Share of the cost of operation and maintenance of the Common Area which shall be defined
from time to time by Landlord (see Exhibit F CAM Schedule). Common Area costs {“Commen Area Maintenance
Charges” or CAM) which may be incurred by Landlord at its discretion, shall include, but not be limited to those
costs incurred for lighting, water, sewage, snow removal, snow shoveling, heat trace, trash removal, exterior
painting, exterior window cleaning, exterior electrical, sweeping, policing, inspecting, sewer and storm sewer
lines, plumbing, electrical, lighting, minor roof leaks, paving, heat trace, landscape and wetlands maintenance,
plant material replacement, heating ventilation and air conditioning systems and equipment maintenance and
repair, property management and other like charges, and Landlord's fee for supervision and administration of
the items set forth in this paragraph, not to exceed five percent (5.0%) of Common Area Maintenance Charges.
Landlord shall maintain the Common Area in reasonably good condition and repair. The Proportionate Share to
be paid by Tenant of the cost of operation and maintenance of the Common Area shall be computed on the ratio
that the gross leasable square feet of the Premises bears to the total applicable gross leasable square footage
and the inclusion of that additional square footage In the computation of Tenant's Proportionate Share of the
cost of operation and maintenance of the Common Area), or such other equitabie apportionment as may be
adopted by Landlord. Landlord shall make monthly or other periodic charges based upon the estimated annual
cost of operation and maintenance of the Common Area, payahle in advance hut subject to adjustment after the
end of the year on the basis of the actual cost for such year. Any such periodic charges shall be due and payable
upon delivery of notice thereof. The initial Common Area Maintenance Charge, subject to adjustment as
provided herein, shall be due and payable, as additional rent, at the same time and in the same manner as the
time and manner of the payment of menthly rental as provided herein. The amount of the initial monthly
Commeon Area Maintenance Charge shall be as specified in Exhibit A, Notwithstanding anything herein to the
contrary, Common Area Maintenance Charges shall not include the cost of: capital improvements to the
Common Areas {except those which (i) are amortized in accordance with generally accepted accounting
principles and (i) are made after the date of the Lease and (jii} are reasonably calculated to reduce other
Common Area Maintenance Charges or are required under any governmental law or regulation that was not
applicable to the Common Areas at the time they were constructed); debt service; depreciation; costs of tenant
improvements; real estate brokers’ commissions; capital items other than those permitted above; and the cost
of repairs, utilities, or extra services furnished to, billed to and payable separately by any other tenant leasing
space on the Property.

8. ALTERATIONS.

A.  Tenant shall not make any alterations, additions or improvements to the Premises (including but not limited to

roof and wall penetrations} without the prior written consent of Landlord, which shall not be unreasonably withheld,.

conditioned or delayed, but which shalt take into consideration, among other things, compliance with|the Covenants,
Conditions and Restrictions governing activities at the Premises. Notwithstanding anything I'ierein to the contrary,
Tenant may, without Landlord’s consent, make non-structural alterations, additions or improve{mentL to the Premises

{
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in an amount not to exceed, in the aggregate, $2,000 per calendar year. Tenant may, without the consent of Landlord,
but at its own cost and expense and in a good workmanlike manner erect such shelves, bins, machinery and trade
fixtures as it may deem advisable, without altering the basic character of the building or improvements and without
overloading or damaging such building or improvements, and in each case complying with all applicable governmental
laws, ordinances, regulations and other requirements. All alterations, additions, improvements and partitions erected
by Tenant shall be and remain the property of Tenant during the Term of this Lease and Tenant shall, unless Landlord
otherwise elects as hereinafter provided, remove all alterations, additlons, improvements and partitions erected by
Tenant and restore the Premises to their ariginal condition by the date of termination of this Lease or upon earlier
vacating of the Premises, provided, however, that if Landlord so elects prior to termination of this Lease or upon earlier
vacating of the Premises, such alterations, additions, improvements and partitions shall become the property of
Landlord as of the date of termination of this Lease or upon earlier vacating of the Premises and shall be delivered up
to the Landlord with the Premises. Upon Tenant’s written request, made within six (§) months prior to the expiration
of the term hereof, Landlord shall designate which alterations, additions, improvements and partitions Tenant will not
be required to remove. All shelves, bins, machinery and trade fixtures installed by Tenant may be removed by Tenant
prior to the termination of this Lease if Tenant so elects, and shall be removed by the date of termination of this Lease
or upon earller vacating of the Premises if required by Landiord; upon any such removal Tenant shall restore the
Premises to their original condition. All such removals and restoration shall be accomplished in good workmanlike
manner so as not te minimize any damage the primary structure or structural qualities of the buildings and other
improvements situated on the Premises, but in any event, Tenant shall restore the Premises to their original condition,
reasonable wear and tear excepted.

B.  Any property, persanal or otherwise, not removed from the Premises on the date which this Lease Agreement
terminates or expires shall be deemed abandoned and shall thereupon become the property of Landlord. Landlord shall
have the authority and right to remove, dispose of — at Tenant’s expense, sell, or liquidate any property left behind by
Tenant at the time of Termination of this Lease Agreement.

9. SIGNS. Tenant shall not install signs upon the Premises withaut Landlord's prior written approval, which
approval shall not unreasonably be withheld, conditioned or delayed. Such signage shall be subject to any
applicable governmental laws, ordinances, regulations and other requirements as well as any applicable
covenants, conditions and restrictions. Tenant shall remove all such signs by the termination of this Lease, Such
installations and removals shall be made in such a manner as to avoid injury or defacement of the building and
other improvements, and Tenant shall repair any injury or defacement, including without limitation
discoloration, caused by such installation and/or removal. Landlord approves the signage described on Exhibit
D.

10. INSPECTION.

A.  landlord and Landlord's agents and representatives shall have the right to enter and inspect the Premises at any
reasonable time upon such notice, if any, as is reasonable under the circumstances, for the purpose of ascertaining the
condition of the Premises or in order to make such repairs as may be required or permitted to be made by Landlord under
the terms of this Lease. During the period that is six {6} months prior to the end of the Term hereof, Landlord and Landlord's
agents and representatives shall have the right to enter the Premises at any reasonable time for the purpose of showing
the Premises and shall have the right to erect on the Premises a sultable sign Indicating the Premises are available.

B.  Tenantshall give written notice to Landlord at least thirty (30) days prior to vacating the Premises and shall arrange
to meet with Landlord for a joint inspection of the Premises prior to vacating. In the event of Tenant's failure to give such
notice or arrange such joint inspection, Landlord's inspection at or after Tenant's vacating the Premises shall be conclusively
deemed correct for purposes of determining Tenant's responsibility for repairs and restoration. It shall be the responsibility
of Tenant, prior to vacating the Premises, to clean and repair the Premises and restore them to the condition in which they
were in upon delivery of the Premises to Tenant at the Commencement Date, reasonable wear and tear excepted.
Cleaning, repair and restoration shall include, but not be limited to, removal of all trash, cleaning and repainting of walls,
where necessary, cleaning of carpet and fiooring, cleaning and wiping down of all fixtures, maintenance and repair of all
heating and air conditioning systems installed by Tenant, and all similar work, which shali be done at the latest practical
date prior to vacating the Premises. :

C. Llandlord acknowledges that, because the Premises is being utilized by Tenant as a licensed marijuana

establishment, applicable laws and regulations require that a Tenant representative be present to serve asan eseort to
Landlord and Landlord's agents during any.entry. In the event that Landlord seeks to enter the premjses under the
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terms of this section and Tenant cannot be reached or does not provide access, Landlord shall contact the State of
Alaska Alcohol and Marijuana Contrel Office, or other relevant government authority, prior to any access of the
Premises.

11. UTILITIES. Landlord agrees to provide, at its cost water, electricity and gas service connections into the Premises
and the Common Area; but Tenant shall pay for all separately metered water, gas, heat, light, power, telephone,
sewer, sprinkler charges and other utilities and services used on or from the Premises, and its Proportionate
Share of such utilities and services used in the Common Area (under the terms of Paragraph 7 above) together
with any taxes, penalties, surcharges or the like pertaining thereto and any maintenance charges for utilities and
shall furnish all electric light bulbs and tubes. If any such services are not separately metered to Tenant, Tenant
shall pay a reasanable propartion as reasonably determined by Landlord of all charges jointly metered with other
premises. Landlord shall in no event be liable for any interruption or fallure of utility services on the Premises
not caused by Landlord.

A, Iif Tenant’s electrical equipment requires additional air conditioning capacity above that provided by the
building’s standard system, then Tenant shali pay for the cost of installing and operating the additional air
conditioning.

B. If Tenant desires any of the aforementioned services in amounts in excess of those deemed by Landlord
to be standard for the building, and if Landlord elects to provide such additional quantities, then Tenant
shall pay to Landlord, as an additional charge hereunder, the cost of providing such additional quantities.

12. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING, Tenant shall not have the right, voluntarily or involuntarily, to assign, convey,
transfer, mortgage or sublet the whole or any part of the Premises under this Lease without the prior written
consent of Landlord which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed. Tenant shall pay
Landlord a reasonable fee, not to exceed $1,000.00, to reimburse Landlord for processing costs incurred in
connection with such consent.

A.  Notwithstanding any permitted assignment or subletting, Tenant shail at all times remain directly, primarily and fully
responsible and liable for the payment of the rent herein specified and for compliance with all of its other obligations under
the terms, provisions and covenants of this Lease. Upon the accurrence of an "event of default" as hereinafter defined, if
the Premises or any part thereof are then assigned or sublet, Landlord, in addition to any other remedies herein provided,
or provided by law, may at its option collect directly from such assignee or subtenant all rents becoming due to Tenant
under such assignment, transfer or sublease and apply such rent against any sums due to Landlord from Tenant hereunder,
and no such collection shall be construed to constitute a novation or a release of Tenant from the further performance of
Tenant's obligations hereunder. Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, Tenant shall be permitted to assign or
sublet this Lease without Landlord’s consent, but upon notice to Landlord, to any parent or subsidiary of Tenant. Transfers
of ownership interest in Tenant which do not change a majority or more of the voting interests in Tenant shall not be
considered assignments requiring Landlord’s consent. Tenant may assign its interest in this Lease to a lender as security
without Landlord's consent.

13. INSURANCE, FIRE AND CASUALTY DAMAGE.

A.  Landlord agrees to maintain (1} insurance covering the building of which the Premises are a part in an amount not
less than eighty percent (80.0%) {or such greater percentage as may be necessary to comply with the provisions of any co-
insurance clauses of the policy) of the "replacement cost” thereaf as such term is defined in the replacement cost
endorsement to be attached thereto, insuring against the perils of fire, lightning, extended coverage, vandalism and
malicious mischief, extended by special extended coverage endorsement to insure against all other risks of direct physical
loss; and (2) commercial general liability insure with respect to the Common Area of the buildings. Such coverages and
endorsements shall be as defined, provided and limited in the standard bureau forms prescribed by the insurance
regulatory authority for the state in which the Premises are situated for use by insurance companies admitted in such state
for the writing of such insurance on risks located within such state. Subject to the provisions of subparagraphs 13(C), (D)
and (E) below, such insurance shall be for the sole benefit of Landiord and under its sole control,

B.  Tenantagrees to pay its Proportionate Share of Landlord's cost of carrying fire and extended coverage insurance on
the building and commercial general liability insurance on the Common Area (collectively the “Insurance”} During each
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month of the term of this Lease, Tenant shall make a monthly escrow deposit with Landlord equal to one-twelfth (1/12) of
its Proportionate Share of the Insurance which will be due and payable for that particular year, {the “Insurance Escrow
Payment"). Tenant authorizes Landlord to use the funds deposited by it with Landlord under this paragraph to pay the cost
of such Insurance. Each Insurance Escrow Payment shall be due and payable, as additional rent, at the same time and
manner of the payment of the monthly rental as provided herein. The Tenant's initial share of the estimated Insurance for
the year in question, and its monthly [nsurance Escrow Payment, is subject to increase or decrease as determined by
Landlord to reflect an accurate monthly escrow of Tenant's estimated Proportionate Share of the Insurance. The Insurance
Escrow Payment account of Tenant shall be reconciled annually. if the Tenant's total Insurance Escrow Payments are less
than Tenant's actual Proportionate Share of the Insurance, then Tenant shall pay to Landlord upon demand the difference;
if Tenant's total Insurance Escrow Payments are more than Tenant's actual Proportionate Share of the Insurance, then
Landlord shall promptly refund the balance of such excess to Tenant after first crediting the excess to the next monthly
payment due from Tenant for its Proportionate Share of Taxes and Insurance. The amount of the Tenant's monthly
Insurance Escrow Payment will be as specified in Exhibit F CAM Schedule,

C.  Ifthe building of which the Premises are a part, should be damaged or destroyed by fire, tornado or other casualty,
Tenant shall glve immediate written notice thereof to Landlord.

D. Ifthe building, of which the Premises are a part, should be totally destroyed by fire, tornado or other casualty, or
if it should be so damaged thereby that rebuilding or repairs cannot in Landlord's estimation be completed within one
hundred eighty (180) days after the date upon which Landlord is notified by Tenant of such damage, this Lease shall
terminate and the rent shall be abated during the unexpired portion of this Lease, effective upon the date of the
occurrence of such damage. Landlord shall give notice to Tenant in writing of its determination to terminate this Lease
within ninety (90) days following the date of the occurrence of such damage.

E.  If the building, of which the Premises are a part, should be damaged by any peril covered by the Insurance to be
provided by Landlord under subparagraph 13(A) above, but only to such extent that rebuilding or repairs can in Landiord's
and Tenant's reasonable estimation be completed within one hundred eighty (180) days after the date upon which
Landlord is notified by Tenant of such damage, this Lease shall not terminate, and Landlord shall at its sole cost and expense
thereupon proceed with reasonable diligence to rebuild and repair such building to substantially the condition in which it
existed prior fo such damage, except that Landlord shall not be required to rebuild, repair or replace any part of the
partition, fixtures, additions and other improvements which may have been placed in, or about the Premises by Tenant. If
the Premises are untenantable in whole or in part following such damage, the rent payable hereunder during the period
in which they are untenantable shall be reduced to such extent as may be fair and reasonable under all of the
circumstances. [n the event that Landlord shall fail to complete such repairs and rebuilding within one hundred eighty (180)
days after the date upon which Landlord is notified by Tenant of such damage, Tenant may at its option terminate this
Lease by delivering written notice of termination to Landlord, whereupon all rights and obligations hereunder shall cease
and terminate.

F.  Notwithstanding anything hereln to the contrary, in the event the holder of any indebtedness secured by a mortgage
ordeed of trust covering the Premises requires that the Insurance proceeds be applied to such indebtedness, then Landlord
shall have the right to terminate this Lease by delivering written notice of termination to Tenant within fifteen (15) days
after such requirement is made by any such holder, whereupon all rights and obligations hereunder shall cease and
terminate.

G. Eachof Landlord and Tenant hereby releases the other from any loss or damage to property caused by fire or any
ather perils insured through or under them by way of subrogation or otherwise for any loss or damage to property caused
by fire or any other perils insured in policies of Insurance covering such property, even if such loss or damage shall have
heen caused by the negligence of the other party, or anyone for whom such party may be responsible; provided, however,
that this release shall be applicable and in force and effect only with respeet to loss or damage occurring during such times
as the releasor's policies shall contain a clause or endorsement to the effect that any such release shall not adversely affect
or impair said policies or prejudice the right of the releasor ta recover thereunder and then only to the extent of the
Insurance proceeds payable under such policies. Each of the Landlord and Tenant agrees that it will request its insurance
carriers to Include in its policies such a clause or endorsement. If extra cost shall be charged therefor, each party shall
advise the other thereof and of the amount of the extra cost, and the other party, at its election, may pay the same, but
shall not be obligated to do so.
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14. LIABILITY. Landlord shall not be liable to Tenant or Tenant's employees, agents, servants, guests, invitees or
visitors, or to any other person whomsoever, for any injury to persen or damage to property an or about the

License(s} issued for operation of a retail marijuana establishment at the Premises, to secure all of Grantor's

1, Security Grant.

As security for the performance of Grantor’s obligations under the Lease, Grantor hereby assigns, transfers,
pledges, and hypothecates unto Secured Party, and does hereby grant to Secured Party, a continuing

A. Grantor agrees to observe and perform faithfully all obligations and agreements imposed
upon Grantor under the Marijuana Licenses and to suffer or permit no default on its Marijuana
Licenses. Grantor agrees to provide Secured Party with copies of any and all notices received by
Grantor that allege, directly or indirectly, that Grantor is in default of or deficient in the
performance of any terms or obligation under the Marijuana Licenses.

(8) Grantor will keep the Marijuana Licenses free from any adverse lien and, will not
waste or destroy the Marijuana Licenses, and will not use the Marijuana Licenses in
violation of any law or insurance policy;

(9) Grantor will exercise all reasonable efforts to enforce or secure the performance
of each and every obligation, covenant, condition, and agreement to be performed by the
