Describe the processes to be used to create marijuana concentrates:

R.C. Tinderbox, LLC will create a variety of marijuana concentrates through the use of water
and ice, heat and pressure with metal plates and parchment paper, sifting of bud flower o
shake off and remove tricomes, and ethanol solvent-based extractions. The facility will use a
professional grade equipment and ensure proper ventilation. All equipment that is involved in
the extraction used in compliance with the manufacturer's stated use and installation
instructions. The facility will use heat, screens, presses, steam distillation, and ice water to
create concentrates and by-products for infusions. Each vessel used will be maintained and
operated in compliance with the manufacturer's directives, and regularly inspected and
serviced to maintain its integrity and function. All employees and agents operating, handling,
inspecting, and cleaning the systems and vessels will be fully trained on how to use and
maintain the system, and will have direct access to all applicable instructional and safety
documents at all times. Marijuana or Marijuana Trim will be purchased from a licensed
cultivator. Once the marijuanaltrim is inspected for quality it shall be used to create
concentrate - in compliance with 3AAC 306.555, 3 AAC 306.735, & 3 AAC306.545, the follow
process will take place for the following types of concentrates:

-The process for creating Heat Press Concentrate type concentrate shall include the following
steps: plant material will be placed on parchment paper and placed in a heat press. The heat
and the pressure will squeeze the plant matter, which will press the resin glands out of the
plant material. This method does not require any solvents.

-The process for creating bubble hash (water and ice method) type concentrate shall include
the following steps: Marijuana/Trim will be placed into bags and then frozen - once frozen the
bag will be placed in ice and shaken vigorously. The vigorous shaking and ice helps
cannabinoids to be freed from the plant material. Once completed, the resin will be freed from
the plant and can be spooned out of the bag and packaged for sale.

-The process for creating Kief (Kief Coin Product & Dry Sift Kief) Concentrate type concentrate
shall include the following steps: This is a two step process - first, the marijuana/trim is plced
on a screen and then shaken until the resin glands from the plant fall through and are captured
by a container below the screen. Second step is the resin glands (also known as kief) are then
placed in a coin shape mold and pressed together to create the Kief Coin. For Dry Sift Kief you
simply leave out step two.

-The process for creating Ethanol/Alcohol Extract Concentrate type concentrate shall include
the following steps: flower placed in a mason jar with 195-200 proof alcohol and is then locked
in a fire proof cabinet for 6 hours. After the contents have soaked in the alcohol for 6 hours
the contents are poured into a glass flask and attached to a close loop machine where the
flask is rotated in warm water for an undetermined amount of time to evaporate the alcohol
from the cannabis. After evaporation process the FECO will be separated out and packaged
into syringes for a smokable product sold to retailers for direct consumption OR in 160z mason
jars on a wholesale basis to be mixed by edible companies with food fats to create edibles.

Describe the processes to be used to create marijuana concentrates:

R.C. Tinderbox, LLC will create a variety of marijuana concentrates through the use of water
and ice, heat and pressure with metal plates and parchment paper, sifting of bud flower o
shake off and remove tricomes, and ethanol solvent-based extractions. The facility will use a
professional grade equipment and ensure proper ventilation. All equipment that is involved in
the extraction used in compliance with the manufacturer's stated use and installation
instructions. The facility will use heat, screens, presses, steam distillation, and ice water to
create concentrates and by-products for infusions. Each vessel used will be maintained and
operated in compliance with the manufacturer's directives, and regularly inspected and
serviced to maintain its integrity and function. All employees and agents operating, handling,
inspecting, and cleaning the systems and vessels will be fully trained on how to use and
maintain the system, and will have direct access to all applicable instructional and safety
documents at all times. Marijuana or Marijuana Trim will be purchased from a licensed
cultivator. Once the marijuana/trim is inspected for quality it shall be used to create
concentrate - in compliance with 3AAC 306.555, 3 AAC 306.735, & 3 AAC306.545, the follow
process will take place for the following types of concentrates:

-The process for creating Heat Press Concentrate type concentrate shall include the following
steps: plant material will be placed on parchment paper and placed in a heat press. The heat
and the pressure will squeeze the plant matter, which will press the resin glands out of the
plant material. This method does not require any solvents.

-The process for creating bubble hash (water and ice method) type concentrate shall include
the following steps: Marijuana/Trim will be placed into bags and then frozen - once frozen the
bag will be placed in ice and shaken vigorously. The vigorous shaking and ice helps
cannabinoids to be freed from the plant material. Once completed, the resin will be freed from
the plant and can be spooned out of the bag and packaged for sale.

-The process for creating Kief (Kief Coin Product & Dry Sift Kief) Concentrate type concentrate
shall include the following steps: This is a two step process - first, the marijuana/trim is plced
on a screen and then shaken until the resin glands from the plant fall through and are captured
by a container below the screen. Second step is the resin glands (also known as kief) are then
placed in a coin shape mold and pressed together to create the Kief Coin. For Dry Sift Kief you
simply leave out step two.

-The process for creating Ethanol/Alcohol Extract Concentrate type concentrate shall include
the following steps: flower placed in a mason jar with 195-200 proof alcohol and is then locked
in a fire proof cabinet for 6 hours. After the contents have soaked in the alcohol for 6 hours
the contents are poured into a glass flask and attached to a close loop machine where the
flask is rotated in warm water for an undetermined amount of time to evaporate the alcohol
from the cannabis. After evaporation process the FECO will be separated out and packaged
into syringes for a smokable product sold to retailers for direct consumption OR in 160z mason
jars on a wholesale basis to be mixed by edible companies with food fats to create edibles.

Describe the processes to be used to create marijuana concentrates:

R.C. Tinderbox, LLC will create a variety of marijuana concentrates through the use of water-,
food-, and solvent-based extractions. The facility will use a professional grade equipment
system with proper ventilation and control of all possible ignition sources. The professional
grade equipment will be used in compliance with the manufacturer's stated pressure ratings
and have certification from a licensed engineer that the system is commercially manufactured,
Is safe for its intended use, and is built to code and in compliance with local fire, safety, and
building code requirements. The facility will use heat, screens, presses, steam distillation, and
ice water to create concentrates and by-products for infusions. Each vessel used will be
maintained and operated in compliance with the manufacturer's directives, and regularly
inspected and serviced to maintain its integrity and function. All employees and agents
operating, handling, inspecting, and cleaning the systems and vessels will be fully trained on
how to use and maintain the system, and will have direct access to all applicable instructional
and safety documents at all times. Each licensee, employee, or agent who is required or
permitted to be physically present at the facility will have both a marijuana handler permit card
and a food worker card on file on property prior to beginning work and at all times while on the
premises. See following pages for process and description of creating products.

Marijuana flower and/or trim will be placed in mesh bags and frozen. Ethanol of at least 95%
purity will be stored in a tank located in a chest freezer. The frozen plant material will be
transfered to an extraction vessel, located in a chest freezer, and ethanol will circulate through
the plant material to extract the cannabinoids into solution. The ethanol/cannabinoid solution
will be pumped through filters and into a rotary evaporator which will extract and recover the
ethanol, leaving the marijuana concentrate ("full extract cannabis oil") behind in a glass vessel.
The "cannabis oil" can either be sold as a consumable product, or it can be further processed
by cooking it in a vacuum oven into "shatter."

Oil based products may be further refined/purified via short path distillation.
