Regarding your statement asking whether the box labeled secured storage
box houses the surveillance equipment, the answer is no it does not — the
surveillance equipment is housed in the retail/office area. It is now
identified on diagram 1.

The area labeled employee entrance and exit is a locked fenced area (its
included in the restricted access area), but it does not have any marijuana in
this area and there is a door for the entrance — the box labeled secured
storage box is a small connex that is within the fenced area and it is for
materials (aka NON-MARIJUANA supplies — buckets, packaging material,
etc.). The fenced enclosed area is for a security and safety for employees so
that an employee can exit the building while still be within a secured fence
so that the employee can look for persons who may be lingering around the
back of building, before exiting the secured area and heading to their
vehicle.

Clarifying restricted access area — I did make red hash marks on diagram
one to make RAA clear.

For appendix A diagram (now labeled diagram two) the line around the
