The shipment is reconciled with the provided transport manifest, shipment labels and packaging
labels to ensure consistency. All product is weighed and reconciled with the weight listed on the manifest and
labels. Any shipments with discrepancies are rejected. Shipments that pass initial inspection are accepted into the
facility, entered into METRC and the point of sale software and added to the store's inventory storage or display
cases. At the end of each business day, the management team reconciles the sale's transactions from the point of
sale software with the inventory on hand and with METRC to ensure consistency and so that any discrepancies can
be immediately addressed. Customers are greeted at the store's entrance by an Alaska's Green Light District
employee who checks their photo identification and watches for signs of impairment. If cleared, customers enter the
sales floor where they are greeted by the sales team. Customers can ask questions, view/smell samples of product
in closed glass jars connected to the counter, browse available products in the glass display cases and view a menu
of available products. Sales transactions take place at the point of sale station and once a sales transaction is
complete, customers are guided to the store exit. All employees are trained on the importance of the limits on
quantity sold per transaction and the exit packaging requirements set forth in the regulations.

Marijuana and marijuana products are displayed in locked, glass display cases,
on shelving along the wall behind the counter and in a cooler behind the counter. Product displays are in full view of a working video surveillance camera. Marijuana and marijuana
products are secured in a locked case at all times. All employees are trained and regularly menitored 1o ensure compliance with the display and closing policies, and to ensure that
all product is secured and accounted for at alf times. When customers have made their purchasing decisions, they head to the point of sale counter. All edibles, concentrates, and
flowers are stored behind the point of sale counter. Cashiers take the customer order and dispense for sales from behind the counter. Concentrates and edibles are pre-packaged
and labeled. Flower is sold either pre-packaged or "Deli" style. "Deli" style flower is displayed in large glass jars (behind the paint of sale counter) with batch labeled strains.
Employees take customer orders at the point of sale counter and weigh the flower using a certified scale. Once weighed to the desired amaunt, the employee registers the purchase
in the POS system which integrates with METRC, seals the product into a child-resistant container, and prints and affixes the packaging label. The prepackaged products are
displayed in the glass display cases located within the restricted access area. The store also buys bulk marijuana and rolls their own pre-roll marijuana joints and packages them in
accordance with the regulations and places them into pre-labeled mylar bags. Any edibles requiring refrigeration are stored in a refrigerator behind the point of sale counter in the
restricted access area. Employees will ensure that each marijuana preduct is in fully opaque and child-resistant packaging before a customer exits the store with it.
