BYLAWS
OF

GREAT NORTHERN CANNABIS, INC.

ARTICLE I - OFFICES

The mailing address for the principal office of the corporation in the State of Alaska shall
be located at 2341 Cinnabar Loop, Anchorage, Alaska 99507. The corporation may have such
other offices within or without the State of Alaska, as the board of directors may designate or as
the business of the corporation may require from time to time.

The registered office of the corporation, required by the Alaska Business Corporation Act
to be maintained in the State of Alaska, may be, but need not be, identical with the principal
office in the State of Alaska, and the address of the registered office may be changed from time
to time by the board of direciors of the corporation.

ARTICLE I - SHAREHOLDERS

Section 1. Annual Meeting, The annual meeting of the shareholders shall be held
during the month of January each year, or at such time as the shareholders shall otherwise
schedule such meeting, for the purpose of electing directors and for the transaction of such other
business as may come before the meeting. 1f the election of directors shall not be held on the
day designated herein or any annual meeting of the shareholders, or any adjournment or
adjournments thereof, the board of directors shall cause the election to be held at a special
meeting of the shareholders as soon thereafter as conveniently may be scheduled.

Section 2. Special Meetings. Special meetings of the shareholders, for any purpose or
purposes, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, may be called by the president or by the board
of directors, and shall be called by the president at the request of any shareholder.

Place of Meeting, The board of directors may designate any place, either
within or outside of the State of Alaska, as the place of meeting for any annual meeting or for
any special meeting of the shareholders.

Section 4. Notice of Meetings, Written notice stating the place, day and hour of the
meeting and, in case of a special meeting, the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is
called, shall, unless otherwise preseribed by statute, be delivered not less than ten nor more than





fifty days before the date of the meeting, either personally, by mail, or by electronic mail, by or
at the direction of the president, or the secretary, or the persons cailing the meeting, to each
shareholder of record entitled to vote at such meeting. If mailed, such notice shall be deemed
delivered when deposited in the United States mail, addressed to the shareholder at his/her
address as it appears on the stock transfer books of the corporation, with postage thereon prepaid.

(d) Any resolution in writing, signed by all of the shareholders entitled to vote thereon,
either in person or by verified electronic signature, shall be and constitute action by such
shareholders to the effect therein expressed, with the same force and effect as if the same had
been duly passed by unanimous vote at a duly called meeting of the shareholders and stich
resolution so signed shall be inserted in the Minute Book and the corporation under its proper
date.
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ARTICLE Il - BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1.  Number, Election and Term of Office.

(a) The number of the directors of the corporation shall be at Jeast five (5).

(b) Except as may otherwise be provided herein or in the articles of incorporation, the
members of the board of directors of the corporation need not be shareholders, and shall be
elected by a majority of the votes cast at a meeting of shareholders, by the holders of shares
entitied to vote in the election,

(c) Each director shall hold office until the annual meeting of the shareholders next
succeeding his/her election, and until his/her successor is elected and qualified, or until his/her
death, resignation or removal.

Section 2. Duties and Powers. The board of directors. shall be responsible for the
control and management of the affairs, propeity and interests of the corporation, and may
exercise all powers of the corporation, except as are expressly conferred upon or reserved to the
shareholders.

Section 3.  Annuil and Regular Meetings: Notice.

(2} A regular annual meeting of the board of directors shall be held immediately
following the annual meeting of the shareholders, at the place of such annual meeting of
shareholders.

(b) The board of directors, from time to time, may provide by resolution for the holding
of other regular meetings of the board of directors, and may fix the time and place thereof.

(¢) Notice of any regular meeting of the board of directors shall not be required to be
given and, if given, need not specify the purpose of the meeting; provided, however, that in case
the board of directors shall fix or change the time or place of any regular meeting, notice of such
action shall be given to each director who shall not have been present at the meeting at which
such action was taken within the time limited, and in the manner set forth in Section 5 of this
Article ITI, with respect to special meetings, unless such notice shall be waived in the manner set
forth in Section §.

Section 4.  Special Meetinps. Special meetings of the board of directors may be called
by or at the request of the president or any director. Such special meeting shall be held at the
principal office of the corporation unless the shareholders of the company shall agree in writing
that such meeting may be held at another place which may be either within or without the State
of Alaska.
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Section 5. Notice. Notice of any special meeting shall not be required to be given to
any director who shall attend such meeting without protesting prior thereto or at its
commencement, the lack of notice to him, or who submits a signed waiver of notice, whether
before or after the meeting. Any director may waive notice of any meeting, The attendance of
a director at a meeting shall constitute a waiver of notice of such meeting, except where a
director attends a meeting for the express purpose of objecting to the transaction of any business
because the meeting is not lawtully called or convened. Neither the business to be transacted
at, nor the purpose of, any regular or special meeting of the board of directors need be specified

in the notice or waiver of notice of such meeting.

Section 6. Chairman. At all meetings of the board of directors, the chairman of the
board, if any and if present, shall preside. If there shall be no chairman, or he shall be ahsent,
then the president shall preside, and in his/her absence, a chairman chosen by the directors shall
preside,

Section 7. Quorum and Adjournments.

(a) At all meetings of the board of directors, the presence of a majority of the entire board
shall be necessary and sufficient to constitute a quorum for the transaction of business,

(b) A majority of the directors present at the time and place of any regular or special
meeting, although less than a quorum, may adjourn the same from time to time without natice,
until a quorum shall be present.

Section 8. Manner of Acting.

(a) At all meetings of the board of directors, each director present shall have one vote,
irrespective of the number of shares of stock, if any, which he/she may hold.

(b) The action of a majority of the directors present at any meeting at which a quorum is
present shall be the act of the board of directors. Any action authorized, in writing, by all of the
directors entitled to vote thereon and filed with the minutes of the corporation shall be the act of
the board of directors.

Section 9. Action Without a Meeting. Any action that may be taken by the board of
directors at a meeting may be taken without a meeting if a consent in writing setting forth the
action so to be taken, shall be signed before such action by all of the directors.

Section 10. Vacancies. Any vacancy occurring in the board of directors by reason of
the death, resignation. disqualification, removal (unless a vacancy created by the removal of a
director by the shareholders shall be filled by the shareholders at the meeting at which the
removal was effected) or inability to act of any director, or otherwise, may be filled by
unanimous vote of the remaining directors. A director elected to fill a vacancy shall be elected
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for the unexpired term of his/her predecessor in office. Any directorship to be filled by reason
of an increase in the number of directors may be filled by election by the board of directors for a
term of office continuing only until the next election of directors by the shareholders.

Section I1. Resignation. Any director may resign at any time by giving written notice
to the board of directors, the president or the secretary of the corporation. Unless otherwise
specified in such written notice, such resignation shall take effect upon receipt thereof by the
board of directors or such officer, and the acceptance of such resignation shall not be necessary
to make it effective.

Section 12, Removal, Any director may be removed with or without cause at any time
by the shareholders, at a special meeting of the shareholders called for that purpose, and may be
removed for cause by action of the board.

Section 13. Compensation. By resolution of the board of directors, each director may
be paid his/her expenses, if any, of attendance at each meeting of the board of directors, and may
be paid a salary as director or a fixed sum for attendance at each meeting of the board of
directors or both. No such payment shall preclude any director from serving the corporation in
any other capacily and receiving compensation therefor,

Section 14. Presumption of Assent. A director of the corporation who is present at a
meeting of the board of directors at which action on any corporate matter is taken shall be
presumed to have assented to the action taken unless his/her dissent shall be entered in the
minutes of the meeting or unless he/she shall file his/her written dissent to such action with the
person acting as the secretary of the meeting before the adjournment thereof or shall forward
such dissent by registered mail to the secretary of the corporation immediately after ‘the
adjournment of the meeting. Such right to dissent shall not apply to a director who voted in
favor of such action.

Section 15. Change of Number. The number of directors may at any time be increased
or decreased. Such action shall be taken by the vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the voting stock
issued and outstanding, at any regular or special meeting if a notice of such meeting (or the
waiver of notice signed by all shareholders entitled to vote) contains a statement of the proposed
increase or decrease, and in case of any such increase, the shareholders at any general or special
meeting held before the board of directors take action, shall have the power to elect such
additional directors to hold office until the next annual meeting of the shareholders, and until
their successors are elected and qualified.

Section 16. Committees. Standing or temporary committees may be appointed by the
board of directors from time to time, and the board of directors may from time to time invest
such committees with such powers as it sees fit, subject to such conditions as may be prescribed
by the board, and by law. An executive committee may be appointed by resolution passed by a
majority of the whole board; it shall have all the powers provided by statute, except as specially
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limited by the Board. All commiittees so appointed shall keep regular minutes of the
transactions of their meetings. and shall cause them to be recorded in the books kept for that
purpose in the office of the corporation, and shall report the same to the board of ditectors at its
next meeting.

ARTICLE IV - OFFICERS

Section 1. Number. The officers of the corporation shall be a president, a vice
president, a secretary and a treasurer, each of whom shall be elected by the board of directors.
Such other officers and assistant officers as may be deemed necessary may be elected or
appeirited by the board of directors. Any two or more offices may be held by the same person,
except the office of president and secretary. Notwithstanding the foregoing, in the event there
is only one shareholder there need be only one officer to fulfill the functions of all of the offices
of the corporation.

Section 2.  Election and Term of Office. The officers of the corporation to be elected
by the board of directors shall be elected annually by the board of directors at the first meeting of
the board of directors held after each annual meeting of the shareholders. If the election of
officers shall not be held at such meeting, such election shall be held as soon thereafier as
conveniently may be.  Each officer shall hold office until his/her successor shall have been duly
elected and shall have qualified or until histher death or until he shall resign or shall have been
removed in the manner hereinafter provided.

Section 3. Resignation. Any officer may resigm at any time by giving written notice of
such resignation to the board of directors, or fo the president or the secretary of the corporation.
Unless otherwise specified in such written notice, such resignation shall take effect upon receipt
thereof by the board of directors or by such officer, and the acceptance of such resignation shall
not be necessary to make it effective.

Section 4. Removal. Any officer or agent may be removed by a majority vole of the
board of directors whenever in its Judgment the best interests of the corporation will be served
thereby, but such removal shall be without prejudice to the contract rights, if any, of the person
so removed.  Election or appointment of an officer or agent shall not of itself create contract
rights.

Section 5. Vacancies. A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation, removal,
disqualification or otherwise, may at any time be filled by the board of directors for the
unexpired portion of the term.

Section 6. President. The president shall be the principal executive officer of the
corporation and, subject to the control of the board of directors, shall in general supervise and
control all of the business and affairs of the corporation. He/she shall, when present, preside at
all meetings of the shareholders and of the board of directors. He/she may sign, with the
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secretary or any other proper officer of the corporation authorized by the board of directors,
certificates for shares of the corporation, and deeds, mortgages, bonds, contracts, or other
instruments which the board of directors has autharized to be executed, except in cases where the
signing and execution thereof shall be expressly delegated by the board of directors or by these
bylaws to some other officer or agent of the corporation, or shall be required by law to be
otherwise signed or executed; and in general shall perform all duties incident to the office of the
president and such other duties as may be prescribed by the board of directors from time to time.

Section 7. The Vice-President. In the absence of the president or in the event of
his/her death, inability or refusal 16 act, the vice-president (or in the event there be more than one
vice-president, the vice-presidents in the order designated at the time. of their election, or in the
absence. of any designation, then in order of their election) shall perform the duties of the
president; and when so acting, shall have all the powers of and be subject to all the restrictions
upon the president, and shall perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to
him by the president or by the board of directors. In addition to the above-described duties. the
vice-president shall use his/her best efforts to assist the president, secretary and treasurer.

Section 8. The Secretary. The secretary shall:

(a) Keep the minutes of the proceedings of the shareholders and of the board of directors
in one or more books provided for that purpose.

(b) See that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these bylaws
or as required by law,

(c) Be custodian of the corporate records and of the seal of the corporation and see. that
the seal of the corporation is affixed to all documents the execution of which on behalf of the
corporation under its seal is duly authorized.

(d) Keep a register of the post office address of each shareholder which shall be furnished
to the secretary by such shareholder.

(e) Sign with the president, certificates for shares of the corporation, the issuance of
‘which shall have been authorized by tesolution of the board of directors.

(f) Have general charge of the stock transfer books of the corporation; and

(2) In general perform all duties as from time {0 time. may be assigned to him by the
president or by the board of directors. In addition to the above-described duties, the secretary
shall rin the day to day operations of the corporation.

Section 9. The Treasurer, The treasurer shall:
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(2) Have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds and securities of the
corporation,

(b) Receive and give receipts for moneys due and payable to the corporation from any
source whatsoever, and deposit all such moneys in the name of the corporation and in such
banks, trust companies and other depositories as shall be selected in accordance with the
provisions of Article VII of these bylaws; and

(¢) In general perform all of the duties incident to the office of treasurer and such other
duties as from time to time may be assigned to him by the president or by the board of directors.
If required by the board of directors, the treasurer shall give a bond for the faithful discharge of
his/her duties in such sum and with such surety or sureties as the board of directors shall
determine.

Section 10. Salaries. The salaries of the officers shall be fixed from time to time by
the board of directors and no officer shall be prevented from receiving such salary by reason of
the fact that he/she is also a director of the corperation.  The salary of the officers of the
corporation shall not be changed without a majority vote of the board of directors.

Section 11, Shares. of Other Corporations. Whenever the corporation is the holder of
shares of any other corporation, any right or power of the corporation as such shareholder
(including the aftendance, acting and voting at shareholders’ meetings and execution of waivers,
consents, proxies or other instruments) may be exercised on behalf of the corporation by the
president, or such other person as the board of directors may authorize.

ARTICLE V. - STOCK CERTIFICATES

Section 1. Certificates for Shares. All certificates of stock shall be signed by the
president or vice-president and the secretary or assistant secretary.

Section 2. Treasury Stock, Treasury stock shall neitlier vote nor participate in
dividends.

Section 3. Transfer of Shares. Transfer of stock shall be made only on the books of the
corporation and the old certificate, properly endorsed, shall be surrendered and canceled before a
new certificate is issued. The stock books of the corporation shall be closed against any
transfers for a period of thirty (30) days before the date of payment of a dividend and for fifteen
(15) days before each meeting of the shareholders.

Section 4. Loss or Destruction. In the case of loss: or destruction of a certificate of
stock, no new certificate shall be issued in lieun thereof, except upon satisfactory proof to the
board of directors of such loss or destruction, and upon the giving of security as required by the
board of directors. Any such new certificate shall be plainly marked Aduplicate@ upon its face.
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ARTICLE VL. - FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of the corporation shall begin on the 1st day of January and end on the
31st day of December.

ARTICLE VII. - DIVIDENDS AND FINANCE

Section 1. Dividends. The board of directors may, from time to time, declare and the
corporation may pay dividends on its outstanding shares in the manner, and upon the terms and
conditions provided by law, and its articles of incorporation.

Section 2, Corporate Funds. The funds of the corporation shall be deposited with such
bank, or trust company as the directors shall designate, and shall be withdrawn only upon the
check or order of the officers designated by the board of directors.

ARTICLE VIII. - NOTICE REQUIREMENTS

Whenever any notice is required to be given to any shareholder or director of the
corporation under the provisions of these bylaws, such notice may be delivered by electronic
mail, provided there is a means of confirming delivery. A waiver thereof in writing signed by
the person or persons entitled to such notice, whether before or after the time stated therein, shall
be deemed equivalent to the giving of such notice.

ARTICLE IX. - INDEMNIFICATION

A. The corporation may indemnify a person who was, is, or is threatened to. be made a
party to any completed, pending, or threatened action or proceeding, whether civil, criminal,
administrative, or investigative, by reason of the fact that he/she is or was a director, officer,
employee, or agent of the corporation, or is or was serving at the request of the corporation,
partnership, joint venture; trust, or other enterprise.  Indemnification may include
reimbursement of expenses, attorney fees, judgments, fines, and amounts paid in settlement
actuaily and reasonably incurred by the person in connection with the action or proceeding if he
acted in good faith and in 2 manner he reasonably believed to be in or not opposed to the best
interest of the corporation and, with respect to a criminal action or proceeding, had no reasonable
cause to believe his/her conduct was unlawtul, provided, however, if the action or proceeding
was, is, or is threatened to be by or in the right of the corporation, indemnification may not be
made in respect of any claim, issue, or matter as to which the person has been adjudged to be
liable for negligence or misconduet in the performance of his/her duty to the corporation, except
to the extent that the court in which the action was brought determines upon application that,
despite the adjudication of liability, in view of all the circumstances of the case, the person is
fairly and reasonably entitled to indemnity for expenses which the court considers proper. The
termination of an action or proceeding by judgment, order, settlement, conviction, or upon a plea
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of nolo contendere or its equivalent does not create a presumption that the person did not meet
the requisite standard of conduct set forth in this paragraph.

B, To the extent that a director, officer, employee, or agent of the corporation has been
successful on the merits or otherwise in defense of an action or proceeding referred to in
paragraph A of this article, or in defense of a claim, issue, or matter in the action or proceeding,
he/she shall be indemnified against expenses and attorney fees actually and reasonably incurred
by him in connection with the defense.

C. Unless otherwise ordered by a courl, indemnification under paragraph A of this
article may only be made by the corporation upon a determination that indemnification of the
director, officer, employee, or agent is proper in the circumstances because he/she has met the.

made:

1. by the board of directors by a majority vote of a quorum consisting of
directors who were not parties ta the action or proceeding; or

2, by independent legal counsel in a written opinion if:

a, a quorum under subparagraph 1 of this article is not
obtainable; or

b. a quorum under subparagraph 1 of this article is
obtainable but a majority of disinterested directors
so directs; or

-

3. by the shareholders.

D. Expenses incurred in defending a civil or criminal action or proceeding may be paid
by the corporation in advance of the final dispaosition of the action or proceeding as authorized in
the manner provided in paragraph C of this article upon receipt of an undertaking by or on behalf
of this director, officer, employee, or agent to repay the amount if ultimately determined that
he/she is not entitled to be indemnified by the corporation as authorized in this article.
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E. The indemnification provided by this article is not exclusive of any other rights to
which a person seeking indemnification may be entitled under an agreement. vote of
shareholders or disinterested directors, or otherwise, both as to action in his official capacity and
as to action in another capacity while holding the office. The right to indemnification continues
as to a person who has ceased to be a director, officer, employee, or agent, and inures to the
benefit of the heirs, executors, and administrators of the person.

F. The corporation may purchase and maintain insurance on behalf of a person who is
or was a director, officer, employee. or agent of the corporation, or is or was serving at the
request of the corporation as a director, officer. employee. or agent of another corporation,
partnership, joint venture, trust, or other enterprise against any liability asserted against him and
incurred by him in that capacity, or arising out of that status, whether or not the corporation has
the power to indemnify him against the liability under the provisions of this section.

ARTICLE X. - CONFLICT OF BYLAWS WITH
ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION OR ALASKA STATUTES

In the event these bylaws should in any manner conflict with the articles of incorporation
of the corporation or Alaska Statutes, then the articles of incorporation of the corporation and the
Alaska Statutes will govern.

ARTICLE XI. - AMENDMENTS

These bylaws may be altered, amended or repealed and new bylaws may be adopted by a
majority vote of the board of directors at any regular or special meeting of the board of directors.

ARTICLE XII. - ADOPTION OF BYLAWS

These bylaws were duly adopted by a meeting of the board of directors of the corporation
on the ggﬁ-day of June. 2016, at Anchorage, Alaska, and the same do now constitute the
bylaws of the corporation.

ARTICLE L
OFFICES

The pnnc:pal office of the corporation in the State of Alaska shall be located at

4 & 5t, , Sucte 5IF, dacher M& The corporation may have such other offices within or

without the State of Alaska, as the board of directors may designate or as the business of
the corporation may require from time to time.

The registered office of the corporation, required by the Alaska Business
Corporation Act to be maintained in the State of Alaska, may be, but need not be,
identical with the principal office in the State of Alaska, and the address of the registered
office may be changed from time to time by the board of directors of the corporation.

Shareholders
may participate by phone, video. conference, or other electronic means. If no
designation is made, or if a special meeting be otherwise called, the place of meeting
shall be the principal office of the corporation.

Section4. Notice of Meetings. Written notice stating the place, day and hour
of the meeting and, in case of a special meeting, the purpose or purposes for which
the meeting is called, shall, uniess otherwise prescribed by statute, be delivered not less
than ten nor more than fifty days before the date of the meeting, either personally, by
mail, or by electronic mail, by or at the direction of the president, or the secretary, or the
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persons calling the meeting, or each shareholder of record entitled to vote at such
meeting.  If mailed, such notice shall be deemed delivered when deposited in the
United States mail, addressed to the shareholder at his or her address as it appears
on the stock transfer books of the corporation, with postage thereon prepaid. If delivered
by electronic mail, a delivery receipt or, alternatively, a direct confirmation of receipt
from the recipient shall confirm delivery to the electronic mait address furnished by the
shareholder.

Section 5.  Quorum. At all meetings of shareholders of the corporation, the
presence at the commencement of such meetings in person or by proxy of shareholders
holding a majority of the total number of shares of the corporation then issued and
outstanding and entitled o vote, shall be necessary and sufficient to constitute a quorum
for the transaction of any business. The withdrawal of any shareholder after the
commencemeni of a meeting shall have no effect on the existence of a quorum, after a
quorum has been established at such meeting.

Section 6.  Voting.

A Any corporate action, other than the election of directors o be taken
by vote of the shareholders, shall be authorized by a majority of votes cast at a meeting
of shareholders by the holders of the shares entitled to vote thereon.

B. At each meeting of shareholders, each holder of record of shares of
the corporation entitted to vote thereat, shall be entitled fo one vote for each share
registered in his/her name on the books of the corporation.

C. Each shareholder entitled to vote or to express consent or dissent
without @ meeting may do so by proxy; provided, however, that the instrument
authorizing such proxy to act shall have been executed in writing by the shareholder or
by his or her attorney-in-fact duly authorized in writing. No proxy shall be valid after the
expiration of eleven months from the date of its execution, unless the person executing it
shall have specified therein the length of time it is to continue in force. Such instrument
shall be exhibited to the secretary at the meeting and shall be filed with the records of the
corporation.

D. Any resolution in writing, signed by all of the shareholders entitled to
vote thereon, either in person or by verified electronic signature, shall be and constitute
action by such shareholders to the effect therein expressed, with the same force and
effect as if the same had been duly passed by unanimous vote at a duly called
meeting of the shareholders and such resolution so signed shall be inserted in the
Minute Book under its proper date.

_ ARTICLE Il
BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Section 1.  Number, Election and Term of Office.
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A. The number of the directors of the corporation shall be at least
five (5).

B. Except as may otherwise be provided herein or in the articles of
incorporation, the members of the board of directors of the corporation need not be
shareholders, and shall be elected by a majority of the votes cast at a meeting of
shareholders, by the holders of shares entitled o vote in the election.

C. Each director shall hold office until the annual meeting of the
shareholders next succeeding his or her election, and until his or her successor is
elected and qualified, or until his or her death, resignation or removal.

Section2.  Duties and Powers. The board of directors shall be responsible
for the control and management of the affairs, property and interests of the corporation,
and may exercise all powers of the corporation, except as are expressly conferred upon
or reserved to the shareholders.

Section'3.  Annual and Regular Meetings; Notice.

A. A regular annual meeting of the board of directors shall be held
immediately following the annual meeting of the shareholders, at the place of such annual
meeting of shareholders.

B. The board of directors, from time to time, may provide by resolution
for the holding of other regular meetings of the board of directors, and may fix the time
and place thereof.

C. Notice of any regular meeting of the board of directors shall not be
required to be given and, if given, need not specify the purpose of the meeting: provided,
however, that in case the board of directors shall fix or change the time or place of any
regular meeting, notice of such action shall be given to each director who shall not have
been present at the meeting at which such action was taken within the time limited, and
in the manner set forth in Section 5 of this Article Ill, with respect to special meetings,
unless such notice shall be waived in the manner set forth in Section 5.

Section 4.  Special Meetings. Special meetings of the board of directors may be
called by or at the request of the president or any director. Such special meeting shall
be held at the principal office of the corporation unless the shareholders of the company
shall agree in writing that such meeting may be held at another place which may be
either within or without the State of Alaska.

Section 5. Notice. Notice of any special meeting shall not be required to be
given to any director who shall attend such meeting without protesting prior thereto or at
its commencement, the lack of notice to him, or who submits a signed waiver of notice,
whether before or after the meeting. Any director may waive notice of any meeting. The
attendance of a director at a meeting shall constitule a waiver of notice of such
meeting, except where a director attends a meeting for the express purpose of objecting
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to the transaction of any business because the meeting is not lawfully called or
convened. Neither the business fo be transacted at, nor the purpose of, any regular or
special meeting of the board of directors need be specified in the notice or waiver of
notice of such meeting.

Section 6.  Chairperson of the board, if any and if present, shall preside. If
there shall be no chairperson, or he or she shall be absent, then the president shall
preside, and in his or her absence, a chairman chosen by the directors shall preside.

Section 7. Quorum and Adiournments.

A. At all meetings of the board of directors, the presence of a majority of
the entire board shall be necessary and sufficient to constitute a quorum for the
transaction of business.

B. A majority of the directors present at the time and place of any
regular or special meeting, although less than a quorum, may adjourn the same from
time to time without notice, until a quorum shall be present.

Section 8.  Manner of Acting.

A At all meetings of the board of directors, each director present shall
have one vote, irrespective of the number of shares of stock, if any, which he or she may
hold.

B. The action of a majority of the directors present at any meeting at
which a quorum is present shall be the act of the board of directors. Any action
authorized, in writing, by all of the directors entitled to vote thereon and filed with the
minutes of the corporation shall be the act of the board of directors.

Section 9. Action_Without a Meeting. Any action that may be taken by the
board of directors at a meeting may be. taken without a meeting if a consent in writing
setling forth the action to be taken, shall be signed before such action by all of the
directors.

Section 10. Vacancies. Any vacancy occurring in the board of directors by
reason of the death, resignation, disqualification, removai (unless a vacancy created by
the removal of a director by the shareholders shall be filled by the shareholders at the
meeting at which the removal was effected) or inability to act of any director, or
otherwise, may be filled by unanimous vote of the remaining directors. A director elected
to fill a vacancy shall be elected for the unexpired term of his or her predecessor in
office. Any directorship to be filled by reason of an increase in the number of directors
may be filled by election by the board of directors for a term of office continuing only until
the next election of directors by the shareholders.

Section 11.  Resignation. Any director may resign at any time by giving written
notice to the board of directors, the president, or the secretary of the corporation.
Unless otherwise specified in such written notice, such resignation shall take effect upon
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receipt thereof by the board of directors or such officer, and the acceptance of such
resignation shali not be necessary to make it effective.

Section 12. Removal. Any director may be removed with or without cause at any
time by the shareholders, at a special meeting of the shareholders called for that purpose,
and may be removed for cause by action of the board.

Section 13. Compensation. By resolution of the board of directors, each director
may be paid his or her expenses, if any, of attendance at each meeting of the board of
directors, and may be paid a salary as director or a fixed sum for attendance at each
meeting of the board of directors or both. No such payment shall preclude any director
from serving the corporation in any other capacity and receiving compensation therefore.

Section 14. Presumption of Assent. A director of the corporation who is present
at a meeting of the board of directors at which action on any corporate matter is
taken shall be presumed to have assented to the action taken unless his or her
dissent shall be entered in the minutes of the meeting or unless he or she shall file his
or her written dissent to such action with the person acting as the secretary of the
meeting before the adjournment thereof or shall forward such dissent by registered mail
to the secretary of the corporation immediately after the adjournment of the meeting.
Such right to dissent shall not apply to a director who voted in favor of such action.

Section 15. Change of Number. The number of directors may at any time be
increased or decreased. Such action shall be taken by the vote of two-thirds of the
voting stock issued and outstanding, at any regular or special meeting if a notice of
such meeting (or the waiver of notice signed by all shareholders entitled to vote) contains
a statement of the proposed increase or decrease, and in case of any such increase, the
shareholders at any general or special meeting held before the board of directors take
action, shall have the power to elect such additional directors to hold office uritil the next
annual meeting of the shareholders, and until their successors are elected and qualified.

Section 16. Committees. Standing or temporary committees may be appointed
by the board of directors from time to time, and the board of directors may from time to
time invest such commitiees with such powers as it sees fit, subject to such conditions as
may be prescribed by the board, and by law. An executive commitiee may be appointed
by resolution passed by a majority of the whole board; it shall have all the powers
provided by statute, except as specially limited by the Board. All committees so appointed
shall keep regular minutes of the transactions of their meetings and shall cause them to
be recorded in the books kept for that purpose in the office of the corporation, and shall
report the same to the board of directors at its next meeting.

ARTICLE IV.
OFFICERS

Section 1.  Number. The officers of the corporation shall be a president, a vice
president, a secretary, and a treasurer, each of whom shall be elected by the board of
directors. Such other officers and assistant officers as may be deemed necessary may be
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elected or appointed by the board of directors. Any two or more offices may be held by
the same person, except the office of president and secretary. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, in the event there is only one shareholder, there need be only one officer to
fulfill the functions of all of the offices of the corporation.

Section 2. Election and Term of Office. The officers of the corporation to be
elected by the board of directors shall be elected annually by the board of directors at the
first meeting of the board of directors held after each annual meeting of the shareholders.
If the election of officers shall not be held at such meeting, such election shall be
held as soon thereafter as conveniently may be. Each officer shall hold office until his-or
her successor shall have been duly elected and shall have qualified or until his or her
death or until he or she shall resign or shall have been removed in the manner
hereinafter provided.

Section 3.  Resignation. Any officer may resign at any time by giving written
notice of such resignation to the board of directors, or to the president or the secretary of
the corporation. Unless otherwise specified in such written notice, such resignation shall
take effect upon receipt thereof by the board of directors or by such officer, and the
acceptance of such resignation shall not be necessary to make it effective.

Section4. Removal. Any-officer or agent may be removed by a majority vote
of the board of directors whenever in its judgment the best interests of the corporation
will be served thereby, but such removal shall be without prejudice to the contract rights,
if any, of the person so removed. Election or appointment of an officer or agent shall
not of itself create contract rights.

Section 5.  Vacancies. A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation,
removal, disqualification, or otherwise, may at any time be filled by the board of directors
for the unexpired porticn of the term.

Section 6. President. The president shall be the principal executive officer of the
corporation and, subject to the control of the board of directors, shall in general
supervise and control all of the business and affairs of the corporation. He or she shall,
when present, preside at all meetings of the shareholders and of the board of directors.
He or she may sign, with the secretary or any other proper officer of the corporation
authorized by the board of directors, certificates for shares of the corporation, and
deeds, mortgages, bonds, contracts, or other instruments which the board.of directors has
authorized fo be executed, except in cases where the signing and execution thereof shall
be expressly delegated by the board of directors or by these bylaws to some other
officer or agent of the corporation, or shall be required by law to be otherwise signed
or executed; and in general shall perform all duties incident to the office of the president
and such other duties as may be prescribed by the board of directors from time to time.

Section7.  Vice-President. In the absence of the president or in the event of his
or her death or inability or refusal to act, the vice-president (or in the event there be more
than one vice-president, the vice-presidents in the order designated at the time of their
election, or in the absence of any designation, then in order of their election) shall perform
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the duties of the president, and when so acting, shall have all the powers of and be
subject to all the restrictions upon the president, and shall perform such other duties as
from time to time may be assigned to him or her by the president or by the board of
directors. In addition to the above-described duties, the vice-president shall use his or her
best efforts to assist the president, secretary, and treasurer.

Section 8.  Secretary. The secretary shall:

A. Keep the minutes of the proceedings of the shareholders and of the
board of directors in one or more books provided for that purpose:

_ B. See that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions
of these bylaws or as required by law:

C. Be custodian of the corporate records and of the seal of the
corporation and see that the seal of the corporation is affixed to all documents the
execution of which on behalf of the corporation under its seal is duly authorized;

D. Keep a register of the mailing address of each shareholder which
shall be furnished to the secretary by such shareholder:

E. Sign with the president, certificates for shares of the corporation,
the issuance of which shall have been authorized by resolution of the board of directors.

F. Have general charge of the stock transfer books of the corporation;
and

G. In general perform all duties as from time to time may be assigned

to him or her by the president or by the board of directors. In addition to the above-
described duties, the secretary shall run the day to day operations of the corporation.

Section 9. Treasurer. The treasurer shall

A. Have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds and
securities of the corporation;

B. Receive and give receipts for moneys due and payable to the
corporation from any source whatsoever, and deposit all such moneys in the name of
the corparation and in such banks, trust companies, and other depositories as shall be
selected in accordance with the provisions of Article VIl of these bylaws; and

C. In general perform all of the duties incident to the office of treasurer
and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned to him or her by the president
or by the board of directors. If required by the board of directors, the treasurer shall give
a bond for the faithful discharge of his or her duties in such sum and with such surety or
sureties as the board of directors shall determine.
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Section 10. Salaries. The salaries of the officers shall be fixed from time to
time by the board of directors and no officer shall be prevented from receiving such
salary by reason of the fact that he or she is also a director of the corporation. The
salary of the officers of the corporation shall not be changed without a majority vote of
the board of directors.

Section 11. Shares of Other Corporations. Whenever the corporation is the
holder of shares of any other cotporation, any right or power of the corporation as such
shareholder (including the attendance, acting and voting at sharehoiders’ meetings and
execution of waivers, consents, proxies, or other instruments) may be exercised on behalf
of the corporation by the president, or such other person as the board of directors may
authorize.

ARTICLE V.
STOCK CERTIFICATES

Section 1. Certificates for Shares. All certificates of stock shall be signed by the
president or vice-president and the secretary or assistant secretary.

Section2.  Treasury Stock. Treasury stock shall neither vote nor participate in
dividends.

Section 3.  Transfer of Shares. Transfer of stock shall be made only on the
books of the corporation, and the old ceriificate, properly endorsed, shall be surrendered
and canceled before a new certificate is issued. The stock books of the corporation shall
be closed against any transfers for a period of thirty (30) days before the date of payment
of a dividend and for fifteen (15) days before each meeting of the shareholders.

Section4. Loss or Destruction. In the case of loss or destruction of a
certificate of stock, no new ceriificate shall be issued in lieu thereof, except upon
satisfactory proof to the board of directors of such loss or destruction, and upon the
giving of security as required by the board of directors. Any such new certificate shall be
plainly marked “duplicate” upon iis face.

ARTICLE VL.
FISCALYEAR

The fiscal year of the corporation shall begin on the 1st day of January and end
on the 31st day of December.

ARTICLE VIL
DIVIDENDS AND FINANCE

Section 1. Dividends. The board of directors may, from time to time, declare
and the corporation may pay dividends on its outstanding shares in the manner, and
upon the terms and conditions provided by law, and its articles of incorporation.
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Section 2.  Corporate Funds. The funds of the corporation shali be deposited
with such bank, or trust company as the directors shall designate, and shall be
withdrawn only upon the order of the officers designated by the board of directors.

ARTICLE VIIl.
NOTICE REQUIREMENTS

Whenever any notice is required to be given to any shareholder or director of the
corporation under the provisions of these bylaws, such notice may be delivered by
electronic mail, provided there is a means of confirming delivery. A waiver thereof in
writing signed by the person or persons entitled to such notice, whether before or after the
time stated therein, shall be deemed equivalent to the giving of such notice.

ARTICLE IX.
INDEMNIFICATION

A. The corporation may indemnify a person who was, is, or is threatened to be
made a party to any completed, pending, or threatened action or proceeding, whether
civil, criminal, administrative, or investigative, by reason of the fact that he or she is or
was a director, officer, employee, or agent of the corporation, or is or was serving at
the request of the corporation, partnership, joint venture, trust, or other enterprise.
Indemnification may include reimbursement of expenses, attorney fees, judgments, fines,
and amounts paid in seftflement actually and reasonably incurred by the person in
connection with the action or proceeding if he or she acted in good faith and in a manner
he or she reasonably believed to be in or not opposed to the best interest of the
corporation and, with respect to a criminal action or proceeding, had no reasonable cause
to believe his or her conduct was unlawful, provided, however, if the action or
proceeding was, is, or is threatened to be by or in the right of the corporation,
indemnification may not be made in respect of any claim, issue, or matter as to which
the person has been adjudged fo be liable for negligence or misconduct in the
performance of his or her duty o the corporation, except to the extent that the court in
which the action was brought determines upon application that, despite the adjudication
of liability, in view of all the circumstances of the case, the person is fairly and
reasonably entitled to indemnity for expenses which the court considers proper. The
termination of an action or proceeding by judgment, order, settlement, conviction, or upon
a plea of nolo contendere or its equivalent does not create a presumption that the
person did not meet the requisite standard of conduct set forth in this paragraph.

B. To the extent that a director, officer, employee, or agent of the corporation
has been successful on the merits or otherwise in defense of an action or proceeding
referred to in paragraph A of this article, or in defense of a claim, issue, or matter in the
action or proceeding, he or she shall be indemnified against expenses and atiorney fees
actually and reasonably incurred by him or her in connection with the defense.

C. Unless otherwise ordered by a court, indemnification under paragraph A of
this article may only be made by the corporation upon a determination that
indemnification of the director, officer, employee, or agent is proper in the circumstances
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because he or she has met the requisite standard of conduct set out in paragraph A of
this aricle. The determination shall be made:

1. by the board of directors by a majority vote of a quorum
consisting of directors who were not parties to the action or proceeding; or

2. by independent legal counsel in a written opinion if;

a) a quorum under subparagraph 1 of this article is not
obtainable; or

b) a quorum under subparagraph 1 of this article is obtainable but
a majority of disinterested directors so directs; or

3. by the shareholders.

D. Expenses incurred in defending a civil or criminal action or proceeding may
be paid by the corporation in advance of the final disposition of the action or proceeding
as authorized in the manner provided in paragraph C of this article upon receipt of an
undertaking by or on behalf of this director, officer, employee, or agent to repay the
amount if ultimately determined that he or she is not entitled to be indemnified by the
corporation as authorized in this article.

E. The indemnification provided by this article is not exclusive of any other
rights to which a person seeking indemnification may be entitied under an agreement,
vote of shareholders or disinterested directors, or otherwise, both as to action in his or her
official capacity and as to action in another capacity while holding the office. The right to
indemnification continues as to a person who has ceased to be a director, officer,
employee, or agent, and inures to the benefit of the heirs, executors, and administrators
of the person.

F. The corporation may purchase and maintain insurance on behalf of a
person who is or was a director, officer, employee, or agent of the corporation, or is or
was serving at the request of the corporation as a director, officer, employee, or
agent of another corporation, partnership, joint venture, trust, or other enterprise against
any liability asserted against him or her and incurred by him or her in that capacity, or
arising out of that status, whether or not the corporation has the power to indemnify him
or her against the liability under the provisions of this section.

ARTICLE X.
DISSOLUTION AND DISTRIBUTION

Section 1. Approval of Dissolution. The corporation may elect to terminate its
affairs and voluntarily dissolve: (i) by the vote of three-fourths of the shares entitled to vote
at a special or annual shareholder meeting after notice to each shareholder stating that
one of the purposes of the meeting is to consider approval of voluntary dissolution of the
corporation; or {ii) upon unanimous written consent of the shareholders. The board may
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dissolve the corporation upon majority vote in the event the corporation is adjudicated
bankrupt.

Section 2.  Procedures for Dissolution and Distribution. Upon dissolution of the
corporation, the directors shall:

A Pay or adequately provide for payment of all of the known debts and
liabilities of the corporation pursuant to AS 10.06.668;

B. Direct the distribution of all the remaining corporate assets among the
shareholders, proportionately in accordance with their respective rights and preferences
under the shares issued and outstanding; and

C. Take such other steps as may be reasonable or beneficial to wind up
the affairs of the corporation, including filing any certificates, decrees or articles respecting
such dissolution with the appropriate state agency.

ARTICLE XI.
CONFLICT OF BYLAWS WITH ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
OR ALASKA STATUTES

In the event these bylaws should in any manner conflict with the articles of
incorporation of the corporation or the Alaska Statutes, then the articles of incorporation of
the corporation and the Alaska Statutes will govern.

ARTICLE XII.
AMENDMENTS

These bylaws may be altered, amended, or repealed and new bylaws may be
adopted by a majority vote of the board of directors at any regular or special meeting of
the board of directors.

ADOPTION OF BYLAWS

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Section 2 - Control Plan for Persons Under the Age of 21

2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the
licensed premises and marijuana items:

Great Northern Cannabis will implement a comprehensive security plan to secure the premises and
restricted access areas as described in 3 AAC 306.710. There will be only one point of public access
entry to the building, and that doorway will lead to a non-cannabis retail area that serves as a visitor
control room. The non-cannabis retail store will be segregated from the cannabis retail store by a wall
and doors. The non-cannabis retail area will not contain any cannabis although customers may shop
for apparel, accessories, and other non-cannabis items while they wait to access the retail cannabis
store. Although only areas behind the primary cannabis counter, the inventory storage room, and other
parts of the building will be considered restricted access areas (see premises diagram), the entire retail
cannabis store will be managed with limited access. See Attachment A for additional information.

Section 3 - Security

Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710):

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

The restricted access area includes the space behind the point of sale counters as well as the back
office part of the store. Restricted access areas will be posted with free-standing barrier signs. In
addition, the store layout is designed such that the point of sale counters serve as a barrier, and
employees will be trained to closely monitor the restricted access areas. The entire store is also
under 24-hour camera surveillance.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

Visitors will be admitted into the premises in accordance with 3 AAC 306.710(c). All visitors will be
required to provide valid photo identification as described in 3 AAC 306.350 to verify age before
entering the retail cannabis store or a restricted access area. All employees will be trained to properly
review identification for authenticity and accuracy.

Visitors to the premises will be supervised at all times by an
authorized employee, and no more than five (5) visitors will be allowed in a restricted area per each
employee or licensee at a time as described in 3 AAC 306.71 0(b). Visitor records will be maintained
as a permanent file. Per 3 AAC 306.755, all business records that are six (6) months old or newer will
be maintained in a secured cabinet at the licensed premises for immediate access. Records that are
older than six (6) months will be provided within three (3) business days of the request.

While present on the premises, employees will be required to carry a company-issued photographic
identification badge as required under 3 AAC 306.710(c). Employees will receive their identification
badge at the start of each shift when accessing the facility via the visitor control room, and they will
return their badge to the security officer when leaving the premises to go off-shift. Each employee’s
badge and a copy of their marijuana handler's card will remain on the premises at all times.

Identification badges will be issued on the first day of employment, and each employee will receive
one regardless of whether they are full-time or part-time. Employees that fail to display their
identification badge, marijuana handler’s card, or other required documents upon request by
company management, law enforcement officers, or Marijuana Control Board staff or Directors may
face disciplinary action including termination of employment.

No employee may access the restricted access area without his/her photographic badge and
marijuana handler’s card. The restricted access area includes the area behind the primary cannabis
counter in the retail cannabis store, the inventory storage room, and other areas in the rear of the
building (see premises diagram).
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Security Alarm Systems and Lock Standards (3 AAC 306.715):

Only the front and rear of the premises have exterior exposure, and both areas will be equipped with
exterior lighting sufficient to facilitate surveillance. Lights will be installed to adequately illuminate
the front and rear exposures of the building. High definition exterior-grade surveillance cameras
with infrared technology will also be installed outdoors on the front and rear sides of the building.

Great Northern Cannabis utilizes a combination of policies, procedures, a state-of-the-art security alarm system,
and 24-hour video surveillance equipment to protect the proposed premises against diversion, theft, and access
of the premises by individuals under the age of 21 years. The company's security alarm system was designed by
Valkyrie Security, a licensed professional security firm that has already demonstrated its knowledge of the
regulations.

(1) Pursuant to 3 AAC 306.715(c)(2) a security alarm system is equipped on all exterior doors and the Licensed
Facility has:

a. Honeywell Intrusion security package installed consisting of the following equipment:2-6160 Keypads (located
in main entrance points to the building), 3-Aurora PIR motion detectors, Wave2 2-Tone Sounder, and 467
Battery. Panic buttons will be remotely located within the licensed premises for added security.

b. 3 Honeywell sensors with: Advanced ASIC-based processing, Split-zone optics technology, totally silent relay
operation, Immune to pets up to 40 Ibs, Tamper proof design, PIR motion sensor with an Ultra-low current.

c. 1-Zone Expanders will be utilized for the size and scope of security plan

d. Security system is monitored by a third party monitoring agency 24/7. In the event of an alarm activation, local
law enforcement and the business owner are notified.

e. Smoke/Heat detectors are located throughout the building and monitored continuously for fire or smoke.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

In compliance with 3 AAC 306.7.15(c)(1), Great Northern Cannabis has a zero tolerance policy for the diversion of marijuana. Marijuana is entered into the Metrc system and
tracked throughout the normal processes of the facility, including receipt of wholesale cannabis, packaging, storage, and selling processes. If the tracking system shows a
potential diversion of marijuana, the management team initiates an investigation which will include employee interviews, review of video surveillance, review of system login
records, and notification of the Marijuana Control Board. If the investigation confirms a diversion or an attempted diversion of marijuana, then the responsible employee will
face disciplinary action including termination of employment and criminal prosecution, if appropriate. Visitors are monitored by authorized employees/licensees at all times to
prevent diversion of marijuana. In addition, the restricted access area is under 24-hour video surveillance with data stored securely for at least forty (40) days as required
under 3 AAC 306.720(e). Video surveillance will be randomly reviewed, trash bags will be randomly inspected, employees may be randomly searched upon departure of the
premises, and areas where cash or marijuana is present will be continuously monitored and designated with a higher level of restricted access. If any visitor, employee, or
licensee is discovered to be involved in diversion or attempted diversion of marijuana, the individual will be required to remain at the premises until law enforcement arrives,
and the Marijuana Control Board will be notified. All visitors, employees, and licensees will be advised on the severity of marijuana diversion and the associated
consequences, which include termination of employment, potential loss of marijuana handler's permit, permanent loss of visitation privileges, loss of ownership in the
business (for licensees), and criminal prosecution to the maximum extent allowed by law.

3.7. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

Great Northern Cannabis has a "No Loitering" sign posted on the exterior of its facility in the back alley. If a
person is suspected of loitering outside the establishment, he or she will be given a verbal warning asked to
leave the premises. If a loiterer refuses to leave, law enforcement authorities will be contacted. Employees will
receive training on how to remain alert for loitering inside and outside of the premises and how to respond when
it occurs. Great Northern staff will maintain a consistent and visible presence around the property to deter
loitering. Security camera footage will also be reviewed to ensure that loitering is not occurring outside the front
or rear of the premises.

Surveillance cameras are installed to record a full view of the exterior of the premises, installed on
both sides of all doors (interior and exterior), and installed throughout the restricted and
non-restricted access areas such that individuals and activities can be clearly identified without
blockage of lighting, fixtures, or other equipment as described in 3 AAC 306.720(b). All surveillance
cameras have a recording resolution of at least 1920 x 1080, and are capable of clear night time
recording with the use of infrared technology. The facility is equipped with more than two dozen
surveillance cameras, which were installed by Valkyrie Security and Asset Protection.

1. Records Retention Policy: Great Northern Cannabis will maintain a records retention policy on which licensees, employees, and company agents will receive
training. The retention policy will pertain to ali company records (both hard and electronic copies), and it will address retention and maintenance compliance with 3 AAC
306.755, and personnel responsibilities with respect to record keeping. All electronic records will be backed up and maintained on an offsite platform (e.g. cloud based,
Dropbox, etc.).

2. Administration: A member of the senior management team will serve as the administrator of the policy with responsibility for supervising and coordinating retention
of records in compliance with the company's retention schedule as described within this section.

The entire retail cannabis store will have carefully managed access to ensure that all visitors
are at least 21 years of age, to reduce the risk of marijuana diversion, to comply with the fire
code, and to ensure that every customer has a pleasant experience. A staff member will
monitor the door between the visitor control room and the retail cannabis store at all times.
The locked door will only be accessible with an authorized electronic badge, and customer
access will be managed by a trained staff member. All individuals must present proper photo
identification for age verification before entering the retail cannabis store. In addition,
customers will be required to present photo identification at the counter before purchasing
cannabis products. The double-layered approach will ensure that only adults ages 21 years or
older are able to access cannabis.

There will be one additional point of egress at the rear of the building; however, visitors will not
have access to it unless absolutely necessary in the event of an emergency. The rear point of
exit will be locked to outside use, and it may only be opened from the inside. All visitors will

only have entry access through the primary entrance to the visitor control room on 4th Avenue.

As required under 3 AAC 306.710(c), all visitors that need to enter a restricted access area will
be required present identification to prove they are at least 21 years of age, obtain a visitor
identification badge, and be escorted at all times by a designated licensee or employee.

All visitors of a restricted access area will be directly supervised by an authorized employee or
licensee, and no more than five (5) visitors will be assigned to a single employee or licensee at
a time as mandated under 3AAC 306.710(b).

At the Point of Sale (POS), customers under the
supervision of a budtender will be able to smell different strains of marijuana through secure
sample pods equipped with a sniff screen. Customers will select the products they wish to
purchase, and the budtender will process the transaction. All customers will be asked for a
valid photo ID at the POS before the transaction is processed. The facility operational plan is
designed such that each customer will be required to present a valid photo ID at least twice
per visit. The intent of such redundancy is to further ensure that nobody under the age of 21
years is allowed to access marijuana or marijuana products.

At the POS, the budtender will process the transaction and ensure that any marijuana or
marijuana product only leaves the store in a child resistant and opaque package. The
customer will then exit the premises. This process will continue throughout the day for each
customer. At closing time, the staff will ensure that no customers remain in the store. The
entrance will be locked, and staff will follow standard closing procedures. The floors will be
mopped, the cash registers will be counted down, the marijuana and marijuana products will
be secured, the employees will clock out, and the supervisor on duty will arm the security
system and exit the premises.

All employees will be thoroughly trained to recognize the inconsistencies of a forged
identification, and will be given a guidebook to help verify identification cards from other states
and countries. Great Northern will take controlled access a step further by dividing its store
into front and rear portions. The front portion will serve as a waiting area where customers will
only have access to non-marijuana products (e.g. apparel, books, coffee mugs, accessories,
etc.). The rear portion of the premises will be the retail marijuana store. The two portions will
be separated by a wall and a set of double doors. The double doors will only open from the
non-marijuana side with an authorized electronic badge held by the responsible employee.
The double doors will also be monitored by an employee to ensure that nobody attempts to
enter the retail marijuana store without age verification when a customer exits. In addition to
the strict access control, all employees that work the cash registers will be trained to check
photo identification for purposes of age verification. Every customer will be required to present
a valid form of photo identification at the cash register before completing a transaction. Based
on this approach, every customer entering the retail marijuana store will be required to present
a valid form of photo identification at least twice - once to enter the marijuana retail store and
again at the counter to complete a purchase. The division of the retail marijuana store and the
non-marijuana area in combination with the redundancy in checking valid photo identification
will ensure that persons under the age of 21 years do not gain access to the licensed
marijuana retail store or the marijuana sold therein.

AMENDMENT TO LICENSED MARIJUANA FACILITY LEASE

This AMENDMENT TO LICENSED MARIJUANA FACILITY LEASE
("Amendment") is made and entered into this 7" day of July 2018, by and between
BOULDER BUFFALO, LLC, ("Lessor") and GREAT NORTHERN CANNABIS, INC.

Recitals

WHEREAS, Lessor and Lessee entered into a Licensed Marijuana Facility Lease

WHEREAS, the Alaska Marijuana Control Board (MCB) requires commercial
lease agreements for marijuana establishments to include disclaimers regarding
Lessor/Landlord access to the licensed premises, and restrictions on the ability of
Lessors/Landlords to take possession of, or remove, marijuana from the licensed
premises;

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1. Lessor acknowledges that, because the Premises is being utilized by
Lessee as a retail marijuana store, applicable laws and regulations require that a
Lessee representative be present to serve as an escort to Lessor and Lessor's agents
during any entry, and that Lessor will comply with Lessee's visitor policies at all times
when accessing the Premises. In the event of any circumstances under which Lessor
seeks to enter the premises and Lessee cannot be reached or does not provide access,
Lessor shall contact the State of Alaska Alcohol and Marijuana Control Office (AMCO),
or other relevant government authority, prior to any access of the Premises.

This LEASE (the “Lease”) goes into effect the 16th day of January, 2017
("Effective Date”), by and between Boulder Buffalo, LLC. an Alaska limited liability
company (‘Lessor"), whose address is 2751 DeBarr Road, Suite 300, Anchorage, AK
98508 and Great Northern Cannabis, Inc., an Alaska Corporation (“Lessee”), whose
address is 2341 Cinnabar Loop, Anchorage, AK 99507,

RECITALS

WHEREAS, Lessee seeks to operate a licensed marijuana facility within the
Municipality of Anchorage; and

WHEREAS, Lessee is aware that the cultivation, manufacturing, sale, and
possession in general of marijuana remains federally unlawful despite the State of
Alaska laws and regulations permitting such activities: and

WHEREAS, Lessee and Lessor recognize that Lessee’s use of the property as a
licensed marijuana facility subjects Lessor to increased risk and liability; and

WHEREAS, Lessor and Lessee agree that the use of the property as a marijuana
facility or establishment requires strict compliance with state and local law and that any
ambiguity in the terms of the Lease must be interpreted to comply with law and preserve
the health and safety of neighboring Lessees and the public at large; and

WHEREAS, the federally unlawful nature of the commercial marijuana industry
results in increased financial risks, which include but are not limited to the inability for
Lessee to rely upon traditional security interest, which necessitates increased rents,
security deposits, and interest charges.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the Recitals (which are incorporated into
the Lease), the mutual covenants and conditions contained in this Lease, and other
good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby
acknowledged, Lessor and Lessee hereby agree as follows:

1. PREMISES. Lessor, for and in consideration of the rents, covenants and
conditions hereinafter specified to be paid, performed and observed by Lessee, does
hereby lease to Lessee, and Lessee does hereby lease from Lessor, the property
described as follows: 541 W. 4™ Ave., Anchorage, Alaska, 99501 (the "Premises"” or the
"Leased Premises.")

2. TERM. This Lease shall be for approximately sixty-six (66) months, and
shall commence on January 16, 2017 and terminate the 315 day of July, 2022 (the
“Initial Term”), unless earlier terminated as provided hereunder.

3. LEASE RENEWAL. The Lease may be renewed by Lessee with written
notice provided at least three (3) months prior to the expiration of the Initial Term. Each
renewal period will be in sixty (60) month increments.

4. RENT. The Initial Term of this Lease shall include an abatement and
reduced rent period. All NNN charges are still due during the abatement and reduced
rent period. No rent shall be due until May 1, 2017. Beginning May 1, 2017 and
continuing until July 31, 2017, Lessee shall pay Lessor rent in the amount of $3,000.00
per month, except that the Option Payment previously made by Lessor in the amount of

rent in the amount of $6,000.00 per month (“Base Rent”). Base Rent shall be paid at
the address set forth in Section 7 of this Lease, or such other place as Lessor may
designate in writing from time to time.

5. PERCENTAGE RENT. For the purposes of this section, “Gross Receipts”
means the result of all monies or credits received for all sales of goods or services
made upon the Leased Premises minus all sales taxes paid by Lessee. "Lease Month”
means each calendar month during the term of the Lease, starting on the date Lessee
begins retail sales of marijuana upon the leased premises. Percentage Rent is the result
of 5% of Gross Receipts for each Lease Month. No later than 15 days after the end of
the Lease Month, Lessee shall pay Lessor the Percentage Rent and provide either (1)
copies of all monthly sales tax returns for the Lease Month or (2) a statement of all
gross receipts for the Lease Month signed by both Lessee and Lessee's
bookkeeper/accountant or a Director of Great Northern Cannabis, Inc.

Lessee shall maintain complete records of its gross receipts during the Lease
Term. In order to verify any statement made pursuant to this subsection, Lessee shall
allow Lessor to inspect during normal business hours all the records of Lessee’s gross
receipts, including any reports to any governmental agency. No more frequently than
once per Lease Year, Lessor may retain an independent certified public accountant to
conduct an audit of Lessee’s business records. If such audit results in a deviation in the
gross receipts amounts greater than 5% of Lessee’s statements to Lessor, Lessee shall
pay the cost of the audit, otherwise, Lessor shall pay the cost of the audit.

6. USE. It is understood and agreed between the parties that the Lessee
intends to use the property herein leased to conduct the business of a retail marijuana
store under Alaska state law. In the event Lessee intends to change the above-
described purpose, Lessee shall obtain Lessor's written approval for any change in the
use or purpose of the Premises.
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T PAYMENTS. Lessee agrees to make all payments of Base Rent or any
other payment owed to Lessor at BOULDER BUFFALO, 2751 DeBarr Road, Suite 300,
Anchorage, AK 99508.

B. UTILITIES. This is a Triple Net Lease ("NNN”). The Lessee shall be
responsible for all utilities including waste removal, and shall comply with all waste
removal requirements under Alaska law, including but not limited to those contained in 3
AAC 306. Lessee shall provide its own security, janitorial services, heating/coaling,
electric, water, and any other utility on the Premises.

9. ASSIGNMENT/SUBLEASE. Lessee may assign, transfer, or sublease an
interest or right under this lease to another entity owned or operated by Great Northern
Cannabis, Inc. Under no other circumstances shall Lessee assign, transfer, sublease, or
in any other way dispose of an interest in or right under this Lease without the express
written consent of Lessor, which shall not be unreasonably withheld.

10.  ALTERATIONS. Lessee shall not alter, repair or decorate the Premises
without written consent from Lessor. All alterations, repairs, and decorations must
comply with federal, state, and local law and any conditions imposed by Lessor. Except
as described in Section 11, below, Lessee shall bear the expense of all alterations,
repairs and decoration.

11. COST OF ALTERATIONS. Lessee shall pay all tenant improvement costs.
Alterations requested by Lessee shall be approved by Lessor, and such approval shall
not be unreasonably withheld.

12. CONDUCT OF BUSINESS. Lessee shall comply with all state and local
law and all federal laws, except federal laws inconsistent with Alaska Statute 17.38.
Lessee shall submit to Lessor a copy of any license or permit application and any
decision or order by a government entity regarding such application or permit. Lessee
shall submit to Lessor a certified copy of its approved marijuana facility license prior to
commencing operations on the Premises. Lessee further agrees that the Premises are
not be used for cooking, bathing or any habitation.

13. MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR. Lessee shall at its own expense, maintain
the Premises in a good state of repair at all times during the term of the Lease; this
includes, but is not limited to: interior and exterior glass, fluorescent lighting (including
ballasts), carpeting, painted surfaces, doors and locking mechanisms. Lessee shall
keep the sidewalk abutting the Premises free and clean of obstructions including snow,
slippery ice, debris and dust.

Lessor shall be responsible for maintenance and repairs of the roof, foundation,
exterior walls and all common areas unless the damage is due to the negligence of
Lessee, its agents, and employees or its operations and use of the Premises as a
marijuana facility. ~essor shall keep the Premises parking area free from snow, debris
and dust.

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14.  SURRENDER OF PREMISES. At the expiration or sooner termination of
this Lease, Lessee shall return the Premises to the Lessor in good and clean condition,
reasonable wear and tear and damage by fire caused by Lessee or unavoidable
casualty for which the Premises has insurance coverage excepted. If Lessee made
alterations, additions or improvements, Lessee shall, at its own expense, remove all
alterations, additions or improvements at the termination of the Lease, unless Lessor
provides otherwise in writing. Lessee shall pay for or repair any damages to the
Premises caused by such removal. Upon removal of trade fixtures, appliances and
equipment that are not attached to the Premises, Lessee shall restore the Premises to
the same condition it was in prior to the installation of such fixtures, appliances, and
equipment. Any trade fixtures, appliances, equipment or other property not removed
from the Premises by Lessee upon termination of the Lease shall be deemed
abandoned by Lessee, provided that Lessee shall save and hold Lessor harmless from
any liability, loss, cost, or damage arising from Lessee’s failure to remove such items.

15.  INDEMNIFICATION. All personal property on Premises owned or in the
care or the control of Lessee shall be at the risk of Lessee. Lessor shall not be liable for
any injury or death to any person or for any loss or damage to any property or for any
other loss or damage on or about Premises from any cause whatsoever. Lessee
assumes liability for and agrees to indemnify, save and hold Lessor harmless from any
and all claims arising out of its use of the Premises, and any operations necessary or
incidental thereto, including claims for damage, death or injury to any person, persons
or property arising from any act or omission of, or the use, possession or occupancy of
the Premises by Lessee, its officers, employees, agents, invitees, visitors or other
persons. Lessee's obligation of indemnification shall extend to and encompass costs
and all attorneys' fees associated with the defense of any such claim or action.
Lessee's indemnification shall survive the termination of this Lease. Lessee's liability
shall not be limited to the amount of insurance coverage available under any existing
policies.

16. HOLDOVER. Lessee's holdover beyond the expiration of the Lease Term
of Lease is prohibited. However, failure to vacate Premises at expiration of the Lease
shall constitute a tenancy from month-to-month on the same terms and conditions set
forth in this Lease, with month-to-month base rent equal to 125% of the base rent of the
last year of the term

17. ENVIRONMENTAL REQUIRMENTS. In furtherance, and not in limitation,
of the foregoing, Lessee:

A. Compliance. Must, at its own expense, comply with all laws,
ordinances, regulations and administrative agency or court orders, including but not
limited to those relating to health, safety, noise, environmental protection, waste
disposal, Hazardous Substances, and water and air quality. “Hazardous Substances"
shall be interpreted broadly to include, but not be limited to, any material or substance
that is defined or classified under federal, state or local law as (1) a "hazardous
substance” pursuant to §101 of the Comprehensive Environmental Response,
Compensation and Liability Act, 42 U.S.C. §9601 (14), or §311 of the Federal Water
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Pollution Control Act, 33 U.S.C. §1321, each as now or hereafter amended; (2) a
‘hazardous waste” pursuant to §1004 or §3001 of the Resource Conservation and
Recovery Act, 42 U.S.C. §6903, 42 U.S.C. §691, as now or hereafter amended; (3) a
"toxic pollutant" under §307(1)(a) of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, 33 U.S.C.
§1317(1)(a); (4) a “hazardous air pollutant” under §112 of the Clean Air Act,
42 U.S.C. §7412, as now or hereafter amended; (5) a “hazardous material” under the
Hazardous Material Transportation Act, 49 U.S.C. §1802(2), as now, or hereafter
amended; (6) toxic or hazardous substances pursuant to regulations promulgated now
or hereafter under the aforementioned laws; or (7) presenting a risk to human health or
the environment under other applicable federal, state or local laws, ordinances, or
regulations, as now, or as may be passed or promulgated in the future. In the event any
discharge, leakage, spillage, emission or pollution of any type occurs upon or from the
Leased Premises during the Lease Term or any holdover thereafter, Lessee, at its own
expense, must clean and restore the Leased Premises to the satisfaction of Lessor and
any governmental body or court having jurisdiction of the matter.

B. Liability. Shall indemnify, hold harmless and defend Lessor against
all liability, cost and expense (including, without limitation, any fines, penalties, clean-up
costs, judgments, litigation costs and attorneys' fees) incurred by or levied against
Lessor as a result of Lessee's breach of this section of the Lease, or as a result of any
discharge, leakage, spillage, emission or pollution on or discharged from the Leased
Premises, without regard to whether such liability, cost or expense arises during or after
the Lease Term; provided, however, that Lessee shall not be required to indemnify
Lessor under this section of the Lease if the parties agree or a court of competent
jurisdiction determines that such liability, cost or expense is caused directly by Lessor or
is attributable solely to events that occurred prior to Lessee taking possession of the
Leased Premises. Lessee shall pay all amounts owed Lessor under this Lease within
sixty (60) days after any such amount becomes due.

C. Notice. Shall immediately notify Lessor if Lessee becomes aware
of (1) any Hazardous Substances or other environmental problem or liability with
respect to the Leased Premises, or (2) any lien, action, or notice resulting from violation
of any of the laws, regulations, ordinances, or other environmental laws.

18.  DEFAULT. The occurrence of any of the following shall constitute a
default by Lessee:

A. Failure to Pay Rent. The failure to make payment when due of any
instaliment of the monthly base rent or of any other sum herein specified to be paid by
Lessee, if such default shall not be cured within five (5) days after written notice has
been given to Lessee, shall be a default.

B. Failure to Perform Covenants. The failure to observe or perform
any of Lessee's covenants, agreements, or obligations hereunder, other than for the
payment of rent, if any such default shall not be cured within ten (10) days after written
notice has been given to Lessee, shall be a default.
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19.  LESSOR'S REMEDIES ON DEFAULT. In the event of a default under
Section 18, Lessor shall have the following remedies in addition to all other rights and
remedies allowable by law or equity, to which Lessor, in its sole and absolute discretion,
may resort cumulatively or in the alternative.

A. Recovery of Rent. Lessor shall be entitled, at Lessor's election, to
each installment of rent or to any combination of installments for any period before
termination, plus interest, and late charges.

B. Damages. Lessor shall be entitled at Lessor’s election, to damages
in an amount that would have fallen due as rent between the time of termination of this
Lease and the time of the claim, judgment or other award, less the avails of all relettings
and attornments, plus interest, late charges, and costs of collection, including attorneys'
fees.

C. Termination. Upon default, Lessor may, at Lessor's election,
terminate this Lease by giving Lessee notice to quit. On giving the notice to quit, all
Lessee's rights in the Premises shall terminate. Within 10 days after receiving notice to
quit, Lessee shall surrender and vacate the Premises and all improvements in broom-
clean condition, and Lessor may re-enter and take possession of the Premises and all
remaining improvements and eject all parties in possession or eject some and not
others or eject none. Termination under this subsection shall not relieve Lessee from
the payment of any sum then due to Lessor or from any claim for damages previously
occurred or then occurring against Lessee.

D. Compensation for Repair. Lessor may, at Lessor's election, require
Lessee to reimburse Lessor for all damages to the Leased Premises or the building due
to Lessee’s business, activities, or absence.

20. EARLY TERMINATION.

A. The proposed use of the Leased Premises is to operate as a State
of Alaska- and Municipality of Anchorage-licensed marijuana establishment. In the
event Lessee, despite best efforts, is unable to obtain a state license and local use
permit approvals by September 1, 2017, Lessee shall, at Lessee’s election, be released
from the terms of the lease provided Lessee pays a termination charge of $12,000 and
forfeits any rent already paid to Lessor as of the date Lessee determines it is unable to
obtain state and local licenses and land use permit. Lessee shall then be released from
the remainder of the lease term. Lessee shall vacate the Leased Premises within ten
(10) days of such release.

B. In the event there are changes in state or federal law or policy that
make the business of Lessee illegal under state law or otherwise not feasible to engage
in, Lessee may, upon 30 days written notice to Lessor, terminate this lease provided
that Lessee pays a termination charge of $44,000. Termination will be effective as of the
last day of the calendar month following the end of the 30 day notice period.
Termination charge will be in addition to all rent due.
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21.  VACATION AND STORAGE. If Lessee shall fail to remove any of its
property of any nature whatsoever from the Premises or the Building at the termination
of this Lease or after notice to quit, or when Lessor has the right of reentry, Lessor may,
at its option, remove and store said property without liability for loss thereof or damage
thereto, such storage to be for the account and at the expense of Lessee. Any
marijuana, as defined by AS 17.38, left on the premises will be considered forfeited by
Lessee, and Lessor, without liability for loss thereof or damage thereto, shall transfer
the marijuana to local law enforcement authorities. If Lessee shall not pay the cost of
storing any such property after it has been stored for a period of thirty (30) days or
more, Lessor may, at its option, sell or permit to be sold any or all of such property at
public or private sale, in such manner and at such times and places as Lessor in its sole
discretion may deem proper, without notice to Lessee, and shall apply the proceeds of
such sale as follows: first, to the cost and expense of such sale, including reasonable
attorneys’ fees actually incurred; second, to the payment of any other money which may
then be or thereafter become due Lessor from Lessee under any terms of this Lease;
and the balance, if any, to Lessee.

22.  ANIMALS. Except as required by law, pets or animals shall not be
permitted to enter the Premises.

23. FLOOR WEIGHT. Lessee shall comply with the weight requirements and
structural limitations of the Premises.

24, TAXES AND ASSESSMENTS. This is a Triple Net Lease. Lessor shall
notify Lessee regarding all tax obligations and Lessee shall pay all taxes and
assessments on the Premises or Lessee's operations or use of the Premises or any
goods, products, or services provided by Lessee, including real property taxes..

25. HAZARDOUS MATERIAL. Lessee agrees that neither Lessee nor any of
Lessee’s agents, employees, contractors, invitees, assignees, or sublesses shall cause
any hazardous material to be brought on, kept, or used in, on, or about the Premises,
or transported to or from the premises without the prior written consent of Lessor, which
Lessor shall not unreasonably withhold so long as Lessee demonstrates to Lessor's
satisfaction that the hazardous material: (a) is necessary or useful to Lessee’s business;
(b) would be used, kept, stored, and disposed of in a manner that fully complies with all
laws, rules, statutes, ordinances, orders, requirements, or policies of any governmental
agency or authority or any fire insurance underwriters applicable to any such hazardous
material; and (c) would not substantially increase the risk of fire or other casualty to the
Premises.

Lessee agrees that for any hazardous material, for which written permission has
been received from Lessor, the Lessee, Lessee’s agents, employees, contractors,
invitees, assignees, or sublesses shall cause any such hazardous material to be kept,
used, or present in, on or about the Premises in full compliance with any and all statues,
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rules and regulations of any local or Alaskan or federal governmental agency relating
thereto.

Lessee agrees that should the presence of any hazardous material in or on the
Premises caused by Lessee or any of Lessee's agents, employees, contractors,
invitees, assignees, or sublessees result in any discharge or release of hazardous

existing before that discharge or release; and to promptly notify the Lessor.

However, prior to taking any such remedial action, beyond the immediate and
necessary abatement, containment, and initial cleanup efforts, Lessee shall first obtain
Lessor’s prior approval, including, without limitation, approval of any contractors Lessee
proposes to hire to perform such remedial work, which approval Lessor shall not
unreasonably withhold, so long as Lessee demonstrates to Lessor's satisfaction that the
remedial action would not have any significant adverse long-term or short-term effect on
the Premises.

Judgment upon
the decision of the arbitrator may be entered into any court having jurisdiction thereof.
Each party shall pay the expenses of the American Arbitration Association and the
arbitrator equally. The arbitrator may, as part of the arbitration award, permit the
substantially prevailing Party to recover all or part of its attorneys’ fees and other costs
incurred in connection with such arbitration.

The Parties will maintain confidentiality regarding any and all arbitration
proceedings, both during and after the arbitration proceedings. The parties will not
disclose to any person or entity the amount, range, terms, conditions, or the substance
of the arbitration. The Parties may, however, respond to any inquiry by stating that the
dispute has been resolved to their mutual satisfaction. Notwithstanding the foregoing,
the Parties may disclose the matters subject to this confidentiality provision if compelled
by court order, subpoena, or other legal requirement. Further, notwithstanding the
foregoing, the Parties may discuss the matters subject to this confidentiality provision
with their attorneys, accountants, financial advisors, tax preparers, and other persons
who are subject to an independent duty to maintain the confidentiality of such
information.
