The Rosin Press: Marijuana material is placed in a filter bag, then in parchment paper and
pressed with the Rosin Press according to directions supplied by manufacturer. Temperature
and pressure is adjusted according to the type of material (flower versus trim). Rosin is then
carefully scraped from parchment paper and is a finished product. Leftover chips will be
saved to infuse butters or olils.

Coconut Oil and Butter: If using the magical butter machine, material will be put into the
machine according to manufacturer directions and the corresponding button will be selected
for optimal results (i.e. 1, 2, 4 or 8 hours).

Marijuana or marijuana product that is expired or is otherwise deemed as waste by the facility will first be separated
from other marijuana and marijuana products and placed into the designated waste area of the facility. The waste will
then be entered into METRC and AMCO enforcement will be notified via email if/when necessary.

Marijuana products will be removed from any packaging and placed into a locked bin until it can be rendered unusable
and disposed of. Marijuana flower will also be placed into a locked bin until it can be rendered unusable and disposed
of. After the required three day notice period to AMCO, all waste will be rendered unusable by grinding and then mixing
with other non-marijuana waste such as: paper, cardboard, plastic, food waste, vegetable oil or other compostable or
non-compostable solid waste. The final mixture will be inspected to ensure it is at least 50% non-marijuana waste and
will then be transferred to the local solid waste facility.

Lady Gray Gourmet Medibles, a marijuana product manufacturing facility, is requesting approval
of amendments to its operating plan that would make changes to its current approved products.
Some of the requested changes are standard requests of product manufacturers, for which | have
granted temporary approval. Other requests would change the licensee's approved products from
individual products to umbrella categories of products. Attached is MJ-15 Operating Plan Change
application - which is divided into temporarily-approved and not-temporarily-approved sections -
and the current operating plan supplemental.

3 AAC 306.525(a) states that a marijuana product manufacturing facility, including a marijuana
concentrate manufacturing facility, must obtain the board’s approval for each product it will
manufacture for sale or transfer to another licensed marijuana establishment. Approval of
umbrella categories of products, rather than each individual product, is not contemplated in the
existing regulations and would be extremely difficult to enforce.

| recommend that the board approve the requested changes for which the licensee has been
granted temporary approval, and deny all other changes that would create umbrella categories of
products.
