CO2 Concentrate Oil: This cannabis concentrate oil is produced using CO2 as a solvent in a closed loop system, The CO2 is compressed
into a liquid form which saturates the cannabis material and extracts the desired cannabinoids, terpenes, or flavonoids using different
pressures and temperatures. As the CO2 is warmed back up after extraction, it turns back into a gas (which is recovered), which causes the
cannabis oil to separate into a collection container. The oil will undergo further refining to remove the plant waxes thru a process called
winterization. Winterization involves the oil with plant waxes to be mixed with food grade ethanol and placed in a freezer for several days.
The ethanol/oil mixture then gets centrifuged to help separate the plant waxes from the oil. This winterization step gets repeated. The
ethanol mixture then gets mixed with activated charcoal and then filtered so that what remains is an oil/ethanol mixture. This filtered ethanol/
oil mixture will then have the ethanol evaporated off using a closed looped rotary evaporator. Some of the oil from the CO2 extractor will
also go thru further refinement to isolate specific cannabinoids, terpenes, or flavonoids. This process is known as “fractional” or “short path
distillation”, and is known to produce single compound oils that can reach 99% purity. Short path distillation uses vacuum pressure, steam,
and heat to manipulate boiling points so that compounds are subjected to much cooler temperatures when they pass through. Depending on
the distillation process, these volatile compounds can either be fractioned individually or simultaneously for collection. These isolated
molecules may be reintroduced to the oil after being isolated, or sold as a distillate. If the CO2 oil produced will be sold in cartridges or
syringes for vaporization, the oil is ready to be put in the cartridges and syringes. If the CO2 oil is going to be sold to other marijuana
product manufacturers for edible manufacturing, it may be decarboxylated first by heating the CO2 oil in a vacuum oven for a specific

amount of time.

Pull & Snap: This cannabis concentrate oil is produced using CO2 as a solvent in a closed loop system, The CO2 is compressed into a
liquid form which saturates the cannabis material and extracts the desired cannabinoids, terpenes, or flavonoids using different pressures
and temperatures. As the CO2 is warmed back up after extraction, it turns back into a gas (which is recovered), which causes the cannabis
oil to separate into a collection container. The oil will undergo further refining to remove the plant waxes thru a process called winterization.
Winterization involves the oil with plant waxes to be mixed with food grade ethanol and placed in a freezer for several days. The ethanol/oil
mixture then gets centrifuged to help separate the plant waxes from the oil. This winterization step gets repeated. The ethanol mixture then
gets mixed with activated charcoal and then filtered so that what remains is an oil/ethanol mixture. This filtered ethanol/oil mixture will then
have the ethanol evaporated off using a closed looped rotary evaporator.

Short path distillation uses vacuum pressure, steam, and heat to
manipulate boiling points so that compounds are subjected to much cooler temperatures when they pass through. Depending on the
distillation process, these volatile compounds can either be fractioned individually or simultaneously for collection. These isolated molecules
may be reintroduced to the oil after being isolated. After the ethanol has been evaporated from the oil in the rotary evaporator and any
specific molecules reintroduced to the oil, it will be placed in a vacuum oven overnight before it is finished and ready for packaging.

Ethanol Concentrate Oil: This cannabis concentrate is produced using food grade ethanol as a solvent to extract the oil. The cannabis
material is soaked and washed in ethanol. The ethanol solution dissolves all extractable matter from the cannabis material and contains
cannabis oil along with unwanted plant material. The ethanol solution is filtered to remove the unwanted plant material and what remains is
the cannabis oil in ethanol. This solution will be placed in a closed loop rotary evaporator to separate the cannabis oil from the ethanol. The
ethanol is recaptured in this process to be used again. If the oil is too viscous for use in a vapor cartridge, plant derived terpenes, food grade
hemp oil, or food grade propylene glycol will be introduced to the oil to make it the proper viscosity for vaping. If the oil is going to be sold to
other marijuana product manufacturers for edible manufacturing, it may be decarboxylated first by heating the oil in a

vacuum oven for a specific amount of time.

This cannabis oil has a very particular consistency. Pull & Snap is known
to be neither too runny nor too solid at room temperature. Because of its
consistency existing somewhere between wax and shatter, it stretches
when pulled before breaking off with a signature snapping sound. The
color will range from very light amber to dark amber and will come in
different strains, including different cannabinoids, or terpene profiles.

Standard Production
Procedure and Detailed
Manufacturing Process:

CO2 concentrate oil is produced using CO2 as a solvent in a closed loop system. The CO2 is compressed into a liquid form which
saturates the cannabis material and extracts the desired cannabinoids, terpenes, or flavonoids using different temperatures and pressures.
As the CO2 s warmed back up after extraction, it turns back into a gas(which is recovered), which causes the cannabis oil to separate into a
collection container. The oil may undergo further refining to remove the plant waxes thru a process called winterization, which involves
combining the oil with plant waxes to be mixed with food grade ethanol and placed in a freezer for several days. The ethanol/oil mixture
then gets filtered to help separate the waxes from the oil. The winterization step may get repeated. The ethanol/oil mixture gets mixed with
activated charcoal and filtered so that what remains is an oil/ethanol mixture free of waxes and lipids. This mixture will then have the
ethanol evaporated off using a closed loop rotary evaporator. Some of the oil from the extractor will also undergo further refinement to
isolate specific cannabinoids, terpenes, or flavonoids. This process is known as fractional or short-path distillation. Short path distillation
uses vacuum pressure, and heat to manipulate boiling points so that compounds are subjected to much cooler temperatures when they
pass thru. Depending on the distillation process, these volatile compounds can either be fractioned individually or simultaneously for
collection. These isolated molecules may be reintroduced to the oil after being isolated, homogenized and placed into a vacuum oven.
