TAKU HORTICULTURE COMPANY, LLC
AN ALASKA LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY

THIS LIMITED LIABILITY COMPANY OPERATING AGREEMENT (“Operating
Agreement”) is made and entered into effective February 7, 2017, by David Turner, Jr.

ARTICLE I
Definitions

1.01.  Definitions. The following terms used in this Operating Agreement shall have
the following meanings (unless otherwise expressly provided herein):

a. “Act” means the Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act
(AS 10.50.010 et seq.).

b. “drticles of Organization” shall mean the Articles of Organization of Taku
Horticulture Company, LLC as filed with the State of Alaska, Department of Commerce,
Community & Economic Development, Division of Corporations, Business and Professional
Licensing, as the same may be amended from time to time.

C. “Agreement” means this limited liability Operating Agreement, as
amended from time to time.

d. “Capital Account” as of any given date shall mean the Capital
Contribution to the Company by the Member as adjusted up to the date in question pursuant to
Article VIIL

e. “Capital Contribution” shall mean any contribution to the capital of the
Company in cash or property by the Member whenever made. “Initial Capital Contribution”
shall mean the initial contribution to the capital of the Company pursuant to this Operating
Agreement.

f. “Company” shall refer to Taku Horticulture Company, LLC.

g. “Division” shall refer to State of Alaska, Department of Commerce,
Community & Economic Development, Division of Corporations, Business and Professional

Licensing.

h. “Fiscal Year” shall mean the Company’s fiscal year, which shall be the
calendar year.

i “Manager” shall refer to David Turner, Jr. or his successor.
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j. “IRC” shall mean the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 or corresponding
provisions of subsequent superseding federal revenue laws.

k. “Membership Rights” shall mean all of the rights of the Member.

. “Operating Agreement” shall mean this Operating Agreement as originally
executed and as amended from time to time.

m. “Alaska Revised Limited Liability Company Act” shall mean AS §
10.50.010 et seq.

ARTICLE I1
Organization and Purpose

2.0l Formation. On February 7, 2017, Deborah Vega organized Taku Horticulture
Company, LLC by executing and delivering drticles of Organization to the Division in
accordance with and pursuant to the Act (AS 10.50).

2.02  Name. The name of the Company is Taku Horticulture Company, LLC.

2.03  Principal Place of Business. The principal place of business of the Company
within the State of Alaska shall be 1758 Anka Street, Suite Al, Juneau, Alaska 99801. The
Company may locate its places of business and registered office at any other place or places as
the Manager may from time to time deem advisable.

2.04  Registered Office and Registration Agent. The Company’s registered office
shall be at the office of its registered agent whose mailing and physical address is 310 K Street,
Suite 200, Anchorage, AK 99501-7003 and the name of its registered agent at such address shall
be LegalCorp Solutions, Inc. The registered office and registered agent may be changed from
time to time by filing a Statement of Change with the Division pursuant to the Act.

2.05  Term. The term of the Company shall continue from the effective date of filing
Articles of Organization with the Division, until dissolved in accordance with either the
provisions of this Operating Agreement or the Act.

2.06 Member. David Turner Jr. is the sole Member of the Company and his address is
8425 Valley Blvd, Juneau, Alaska 99801.

2.07  Purpose. The Company’s business and purpose shall consist of a standard
marijuana cultivation facility and such activities as are necessary or incidental in connection

therewith,

2.08  Single Member Company. The Company has been created as a single Member
Company with the operational duties of the Company to be handled by the Member.
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2.09  New Members. If the sole Member elects to admit additional Members to the
Company or sell an ownership interest in the Company, this Operating Agreement shall be
amended to add terms appropriate for a multiple member limited liability company including but
not limited to buy-sell provisions, valuation of ownership interest, voting rights, capital
contribution, loans and voting,

ARTICLE III
~ Capital

3.01  Initial Capital Contributions. Upon the execution of this Operating Agreement,
the Member acknowledges that he has contributed capital sufficient for the performance of the
line of business of the Company. The amount of the initial contribution of the Member shall be
recorded by the Manager as a contribution to the capital of the Company.

3.02  No Additional Capital Contributions Required. The Member shall not be
obligated to contribute any additional capital to the Company.

ARTICLE 1V
Power and Duties

4.0l Management. The business and affairs of the Company shall be managed by the
Member who will be designated Manager of the company. The Manager shall direct, manage
and control the business of the Company to the best of his ability. Except for situations in which
the approval of the Member is expressly required by this Operating Agreement or by
nonwaivable provisions of applicable law, the Manager shall have full and complete authority,
power and discretion to manage and control the business, affairs and properties of the Company,
to make all decisions regarding those matters and to perform any and all other acts or activities
customary or incidental to the management of the Company’s business and subject to specific
directions by Member to Manager. '

4.02  Manager, Tenure and Qualifications. The Manager shall hold office as long as
he/she/it is a Member or until a successor shall have been elected and qualified. The Manager

shall be elected by the affirmative vote of the Member who is the sole owner of the Company.

4.03  Powers and Duties. Neither the Member nor the Manager shall have authority
to:

a. Do any act in violation of this Agreement;

b. Do any act which would make it impossible to carry on the ordinary

business of the Company, except as otherwise provided in this Agreement;

c. Possess the Property, or assign rights in the Property, for other than a
Company purpose;
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d. Knowingly perform any act that would subject Member to liability in any
jurisdiction;

e. Borrow money on behalf of the Company other than in the ordinary course
of business as or grant consensual liens on the Company’s property; except, however, that the
Manager upon written approval by Member is hereby authorized to secure financing for the
Company, with a loan secured by Company property and to grant a mortgage, lien or liens on the
Company’s Property to secure said financing,

4.04  Certain Powers of Manager. The Manager shall have power and authority, on
behalf of the Company:

, a. To borrow money on behalf of the Company if approved by Member as
long as said loan proceeds are to be used in the ordinary course of business;

b. To purchase liability and other insurance to protect the Company’s
property and business;

C. To enter into contracts for the performance of repairs, maintenance and
modifications to the property by Member;

d. To execute on behalf of the Company all instruments and documents,
including, without limitation: checks; drafts; notes and other negotiable instruments; mortgages
or deeds of trust; security agreements; financing statements; documents providing for the
acquisition, mortgage or disposition of the Company’s property; assignments; bills of sale;
leases; partnership agreements; operating agreements as approved in writing by the Member;

c. To employ accountants, legal counsel, managing agents, property
managers or other experts to perform services for the Company and to compensate them from
Company funds;

: f. To enter into any and all other agreements on behalf of the Company, with
any other Person in the ordinary course of business for any purpose, in such forms as the

Manager may approve;

g. To do and perform all other acts as may be necessary or appropriate to the
conduct of the Company’s business.

4.05  Title to Company Property. All property owned by the Company shall be
owned by the Company as an entity and insofar as permitted by applicable law.

4.06  Separateness/Operation Matters. The Company shall conduct its business and
operations in accordance with the following provisions:
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a. None of the liabilities of the Company shall be paid from the funds of its
Member or any other person without the Company being obligated for such liabilities;

b. The Company shall not guarantee the debt or the performance of any
obligation of the Member, or any other person. The Company will not pledge any of the
Company assets for the benefit of the Member.

C. The Company shall conduct its affairs strictly in accordance with this
Agreement and shall observe all necessary, appropriate, and customary limited liability company
formalities, including, but not limited to, maintaining accurate and separate books, records and
accounts (including, but not limited to, transaction accounts with any affiliate of the Company);

d. The books, records and accounts of the Company will at all times be
maintained in a manner permitting the assets and liabilities of the Company to be easily separated
and readily ascertained from those of any other person;

e. The Company will hold itself out to creditors and the public as a legal
entity separate and distinct from any other entity, and will not hold itself out to the public or to
any of its individual creditors as being a unified entity with assets and liabilities in common with
any other person;

f. The Company shall not commingle its assets or funds with those of any
other company or person;

g. In all dealings with the public, identify itself, and conduct its business,
under its own name and as a separate and distinct entity;

h. Independently make decisions with respect to its business and daily
operations,

i Maintain an arm’s length relationship with its “affiliates” approved by
Member;

j. Pay the salaries of its own employees;

k. Allocate fairly and reasonably any overhead for shared office and use

separate stationery and checks;
1. File its own tax return, if necessary;

m. Maintain adequate capital sufficient to carry out these enumerated
convenants and conduct its business as described herein; and

n. Not acquire obligations or securities of its Member or any Manager.
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4.07  Liability for Certain Acts. The Manager shall perform his managerial duties in
good faith, in a manner he reasonably believes to be in the best interests of the Company, and
with such care as an ordinarily prudent person in a like position would use under similar
circumstances. A Manager who so performs the duties of Manager shall not have any liability by
reason of being or having been a Manager of the Company. The Manager shall not be liable to
the Company or to the Member for any loss or damage sustained by the Company or the
Member, unless the loss or damage shall have been the result of fraud, deceit, gross negligence,
willful misconduct or a wrongful taking by the Manager.

4.08 Bank Accounts. The Manager may from time to time as approved by the
Member open bank accounts in the name of the Company, and the Manager and designated
representative of the Member shall be the signatories on said accounts.

4.09  Limitation on Liability; Indemnification. Neither the Member nor any affiliate
of the Member shall be liable, responsible or accountable in damages or otherwise to the
Company or the Member for any act or omission by any such person performed in good faith
pursuant to the authority granted to such person by this Agreement or in accordance with its
provisions, and in a manner reasonably believed by such person to be within the scope of the
authority granted to such person and in the best interest of the Company; provided that such act
or omission did not constitute fraud, misconduct, bad faith or gross negligence. The Company
shall indemnify and hold harmless the Member and his employee or agent thereof, against any
liability, loss, damage, cost or expense incurred by him/her/it on behalf of the Company or in
furtherance of the Company’s interest without relieving any such person of liability for fraud,
misconduct, bad faith or negligence. The Member shall not have any personal liability with
respect to the satisfaction of any required indemnification of the above-mentioned persons.

Any indemnification required to be made by the Company shall be made promptly
following the fixing of the liability, loss, damage, cost or expense incurred or suffered by a final
judgment of any court, settlement, contract or otherwise. In addition, the Company may advance
funds to a person claiming indemnification under this § 4.09 for legal expenses and other costs
incurred as a result of a legal action brought against such person only if (i) the legal action relates
to the performance of duties or services by the person on behalf of the Company, (ii) the legal
action is initiated by a party other than the Member, and (iii) such person undertakes to repay the
advanced funds to the Company if it is determined that such person is not entitled to
indemnification pursuant to the terms of this Agreement.

4.10  Indemnity of the Managers, Employees and Other Agents. To the maximum
extent permitted under the Act, the Company shall indemnify the Manager, his employees and
other agents to the fullest extent permitted by law, provided that the indemnification in any given
situation is approved by Member.

4.11  Resignation, The Manager of the Company may resign at any time by giving

written notice to the Member of the Company. The resignation of the Manager shall take effect
upon receipt of that notice or at such later time as shall be specified in the notice; and, unless
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otherwise specified in the notice, the acceptance of the resignation shall not be necessary to make
it effective.

412 Removal. At a meeting called expressly for that purpose, the Manager, if
someone other than the Member, may be removed at any time, with or without cause, by the
affirmative vote of the Member.

4.13 Vacancies. Any vacancy occurring for any reason in the Manager’s position may
be filled by the affirmative vote of the Member.

4.14  Reimbursement For Expenses. The Manager shall be reimbursed by the
Company for reasonable out-of-pocket expenses incurred by the Manager in connection with the
Company’s business.

4 ARTICLE V
Rights and Obligations of Member

5.01  Limitation of Liability. The Member’s liability shall be limited as set forth in
this Operating Agreement, the Act and other applicable law.

5.02 Company Debt Liability. The Member will not be liable for any debts or losses
of the Company beyond the Member’s Capital Contributions.

5.03  Company Books. In accordance with § 7.05 below, the Manager shall maintain
and preserve, during the term of the Company, and for five (5) years thereafter, all accounts,
books and other relevant Company documents. Upon request, the Member shall have the right,
during ordinary business hours, to inspect and copy those Company documents.

ARTICLE VI
Company Meetings

6.01 ~ Special Meetings. Special meetings of the Company, for any purpose or
purposes, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, may be called by the Member or the Manager.

6.02  Place of Meetings. The Member may designate any place, either within or
outside the State of Alaska, as the place of meeting for any meeting of the Company. If no
designation is made, or if a special meeting be otherwise called, the place of meeting shall be the
principal executive office of the Company in the State of Alaska.

6.03  Action by Member Without a Meeting. Action required or permitted to be
taken at a meeting of Member may be taken without a meeting if the action is evidenced by
written consent describing the action taken, signed by the Member and delivered to the Manager
of the Company for inclusion in the minutes or for filing with the Company records,
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6.04  Waiver of Notice. When any notice is required to be given to any Member, a
waiver of the notice in writing signed by the person entitled to the notice, whether before, at, or
after the time stated therein, shall be equivalent to the giving of the notice.

ARTICLE VII
Accounting Procedures

7.01  Allocation of Net Profit or Loss. The Net Profit or Net Loss for any fiscal year
of the Company shall be allocated to the Member.

7.02  Accounting Principles. The Company’s books and records shall be kept and its
income tax returns prepared under such permissible method of accounting, consistently applied,
as the Member determines is in the best interest of the Company and its Member.

7.03  Loans to Company in the Company’s Ordinary Course of Business. Nothing
in this Operating Agreement shall prevent Member from making secured or unsecured loans to
the Company in the Company’s ordinary course of business by agreement with the Company.

7.04  Accounting Period. The Company’s accounting period shall be a fiscal year
ending December 31.

7.05  Records, Audits, and Reports. The Company shall maintain records and
accounts of all operations and expenditures of the Company.

7.06  Returns and Other Elections. The Manager shall cause the preparation and
timely filing of all tax returns required to be filed by the Company pursuant to the IRC and all
other tax returns deemed necessary and required in each jurisdiction in which the Company does
business. Copies of those returns, or pertinent information from the returns, shall be furnished to
the Member within a reasonable time after the end of the Company’s fiscal year.

ARTICLE VIII
Miscellaneous

8.0 Counsel to the Company. Legal counsel to the Company may also from time to
time serve as counsel to the Member, Manager, or a person affiliated with a Member or
Manager. The Member may execute on behalf of the Company any consent to the representation
of the Company that counsel may request pursuant to rules of professional conduct. By
execution of this Agreement, the Member and Manager specifically acknowledge that Baxter
Bruce & Sullivan PC has acted as counsel to the Company for purposes of formation of the
Company, and also has in the past or may in the future represent the Member, Manager, or their
affiliates. The Member and Manager acknowledge that they are not relying on the Company’s
counsel to represent their distinct and personal interests with regard to the formation of the
Company. It is possible that if the Member and Manager had separate counsel, such counsel
might recommend formation of the Company in a fashion different from the structure
contemplated by the Company. By their execution of this Agreement, the Member and Manager
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confirm that either they have consulted with separate counsel or have determined not to obtain
such separate representation and agree to waive any conflict which is created by the
representation of Baxter Bruce & Sullivan PC of the Member, Manager, their affiliates, and the
Company.

8.02  General. As long as Taku Horticulture Company, LLC is a single Member
limited liability company, the Member may sell, assign, pledge, hypothecate, transfer, exchange
or otherwise transfer for consideration, (collectively, “sell”) all or any part of his Membership
Interest or Economic Interest.

8.03  Application of Alaska Law. This Operating Agreement, and the application and
interpretation hereof, shall be governed exclusively by its terms and by the laws of the State of
Alaska, and specifically the Act.

8.04  Execution of Additional Instruments. The Member hereby agrees to execute
such other and further statements of interest and holdings, designations, powers of attorney, and
other instruments necessary to comply with any laws, rules or regulations.

8.05  Headings. The headings in this Operating Agreement are for convenience only
and are in no way intended to describe, interpret, define or limit the scope, extent or intent of this
Operating Agreement or any of its provisions.

8.06  Severability. If any provision of this Operating Agreement or its application to
any person or circumstance shall be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable to any extent, the remainder
of this Operating Agreement and its application shall not be affected and shall be enforceable to
the fullest extent permitted by law.

8.07  Successors and Assigns. Each and all of the covenants, terms, provisions and
agreements contained in this Operating Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit

of the member and his successors and assigns.

8.08  Creditors. None of the provisions of this Operating Agreement shall be for the
benefit of or enforceable by any creditors of the Company.

AGREEMENT

In consideration of the mutual promises and agreements as hereafter set forth, the
sufficiency of which consideration is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows:

L PREMISES. Landlord hereby leases to Tenant and Tenant hereby leases from Landlord
the premises, for the term, at the rental rate, and subject to all of the conditions, covenants and
agreements set forth hereinafter.
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IL TERM. The term of this lease shall be from May 1, 2018 until April 30, 2023,
consisting of an initial term of five (5) years. Tenant shall have the option to renew the term of
this Lease upon written notice to Landlord served at least six (6) months prior to expiration of the
then existing term.

to.pay rent until possession of the demised premises is tendered to Tenant. In the event that
Landlord fails to deliver possession of the demised premises within sixty (60) days from said
commencement date, Tenant may, at its option, cancel this lease by giving to Landlord written
notice within ten (10) days after the expiration of such sixty (60) day period, in which event,
Landlord and Tenant shall be discharged from all responsibilities hereunder, Failure to deliver
such written notice within the prescribed ten (10) day period shall terminate Tenant’s right to
cancel this lease,

I RENT. This is a triple net Lease with Tenant responsible for rent as defined herein
and for payment of any and all expenses incurred in operating the leased Premises. Beginning May
1, 2018, Tenant agrees to pay Landlord rent at the tate of THREE THOUSAND AND NO/100
DOLLARS ($3,000.00), plus City and Borough of Juneau sales tax, per month,

Rent may be paid by Tenant in the form of cash, check, charge, money order or other form
of accepted payment. Rent is late if not paid within five (5) business days from the beginning of
the month. If rent is not received on or before the fifth business day of the current month, a late fee
of Ten Dollars ($10.00) per day will be charged for each day that the rent is late. All late foes shall
be deemed additional rent for the rental month and shall be paid and collected as such. Payments
made by the Tenant shall apply first to the oldest item for which a bill or statement has been
presented, or for the earliest month’s rent then due.

IV. SECURITY DEPOSIT. The Tenant agtrees to pay, within 20 days of the signing of
this Agreement a security deposit of $3,000.00. The Landlord is not required to pay interest on
the security deposit. The security deposit is not to be considered last month’s rent, nor is it to be
used as such by the Tenant,

As to the security deposit, the Landlord may use therefrom such amounts as are reasonably
necessary to remedy the Tenant’s defaults in the payment of rent, to repair damages to the premises
caused by the Tenani(s), their guests and invitees, exclusive of ordinary wear and tear, or to clean
such premises, if necessary, upon termination of tenancy. If the security deposit is insufficient to
cure all defaults specified above and the Tenant does not otherwise cure such defaults, the Landlord
may proceed with collection of such deficiency using any lawful means,

V. UTILITIES. This is a triple net lease, and Tenant shall fully and promptly pay or
cause to be paid all charges for water, gas, heat, light, power, telephone service, and other public
utilities of every kind used, rendered, supplied, or furnished to, on or in the premises throughout
the term hereof, and all other costs and expenses of every kind whatsoever of or in connection with
the use, operation, and maintenance of the premises and all activities conducted thereon, and
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Landlord shall have no responsibility of any kind for any thereof, Any charges or expenses in
connection with any Landlord approved alterations, additions, installations, or changes required or
desired in connection with the supplying or using of such utilities or services or substitutes therefor
throughout the lease term shall be paid by Tenant. Tenant agrees to and hereby does indemnify
Landlord and saves it harmless against any liability or damages for such utilities,

VL. PAYMENT OF TAXES, ASSESSMENTS, LIENS. Tenant shall pay and discharge
as they become due, promptly and before delinquency, all taxes, assessments and municipal liens
which may be levied, assessed, charged or imposed or which may become a lien or charge on or
against the premises and any building or buildings or any other improvements now or hereafter
thereon, or on or against Tenant’s estate hereby created which may be a subject of taxation, during
the entire term hereof, excepting only those taxes which Landlord is obligated to pay by this lease.

VIL. PAYMENT OF BOROUGH PROPERTY TAXES TO LANDLORD. Tenant
shall be required to pay directly to the Landlord no less than ten (10) days prior to the due date
established by the City and Borough of Juneau for payment of assessed property taxes (September
30) assessed upon the premises by the City and Borough of Juneau, both land and improvements,
The parties acknowledge that the City and Borough of Juneau requires this procedure. Landlord
agrees to provide Tenant with a copy of the check and document submitted to the City and Borough
of Juneau for payment of the real property taxes on the premises.

VIII. PROPERTY CONDITION. The Tenant agrees to have examined the premises,
including, but not limited to, any and all furniture, furnishings, fixtures, appliances, equipment,
ceilings, walls, windows, doors, floors, carpeting, plumbing facilities, electrical facilities, hot and
cold water supply, building grounds and appurtenances, and acknowledges that the same are in
good, clean and sanitary order, condition and repair, unless noted to the Landlord in a signed
writing attached hereto. The Tenant shall return the premises to the Landloid in as good order,
condition and repair as when received, ordinaty wear and tear excepted, and free of all Tenant’s
personal property. Trash and debris, burns, stains, marks, holes or tears of any size or kind in the
carpeting, draperies or walls, does not constitute reasonable wear and tear.

The Tenant acknowledges that no representations as to the condition or repair of the
premises, nor as to the Landlord’s intentions with respect to any improvement, alteration,
decoration or repair of the premises, have been made to the tenant, unless noted in any signed
writing attached hereto,

IX. MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR, The Tenant shall (1) keep the premises in a clean
and sanitary condition; (2) dispose of all rubbish, garbage, and waste in a clean and sanitary
manner; (3) properly use and opetate the premises and keop the same in a clean condition; (4)
notify the Landlord of any damage to the premises, or areas requiring maintenance and any
potential hazard or danger on the property; (5) occupy and use the premises in the manner in which
they were designated and intended to be occupied and used; and (6) comply with the proper
disposal of waste. If the system is plugged or backed up because of improper disposal of sewage,
the Tenant will be charged accordingly. The Tenant shall not alter, add to the premises, paint or
wallpaper without prior written consent of the Landlord. The Tenant shall be liable for the expense
caused by the Tenant’s failure to comply with these conditions. Upon the Tenant’s failute to
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comply with these conditions, the Tenant agrees that the Landlord may bring the premises into
compliance and charge the Tenant the reasonable cost thereof. Any such expense incurred by the
Landlord is payable by the Tenant to the Landlord upon presentment of the charges to the Tenant,
When the Tenant vacates the premises at the conclusion of the rental term, the Tenant will be

X. USE OF THE PREMISES.

Facility purposes only. No non-prescriptive drugs that are illegal under Alaska law shall be
permitted in the premises.

(b)  Tenant shall at all times keep the premises in a neat, clean and orderly condition
and in a good state of repair.

(¢)  Inaccordance with the terms of Alaska law, tenant shall only make lawful use of
the premises or any portion thereof.

(@ During the term of occupancy, Tenant shall comply with all applicable State of
Alaska laws, ordinances, and regulations regarding the use and physical condition of the premises,
including City and Borough of Juneau rules and regulations.

XI. SIGNS & AWNINGS. Any exterior sign, awning, advertising, decoration or lettering
of any kind shall conform to all applicable local or state requirements as to design, size, location
and safety and shall be maintained by Tenant in good condition and repair at all times,

XIL ALTERATIONS. All additions, alterations and improvements to the premises shall
remain the property of Tenant throughout the term of this lease and any extensions or renewals
thereof. Upon the expiration of the term of this lease or any renewal thereof, Tenant shall, at
Tenant’s election, either remove all such additions, alterations and improvements (including
fixtures) and restore the premises to their prior condition or shall abandon them, whereupon they
shall become Landlord’s property.

(b)  During the term of this Lease, Tenant shall at all times carry upon any property
belonging to Tenant and placed, erected or installed in, on or upon the Premises, replacement value
fire and casualty insurance protecting as against loss, damage or destruction caused by wind, fire,
lightning, explosion, vandalism, malicious mischief, or such other casualties and such other risks
as may be provided by extended coverage. Any such insurance shall name Landlord as an
additional insured or contain such other provisions as may be needed to preclude any subrogation
claims by the insurers against Landlord. Any such insurance shall be endorsed to require at least
thirty (30) days’ notice to Landlord prior to cancellation, Tenant shall also be responsible for
providing Tenant’s own personal property/inventory insurance coverage.

by Standard & Poor’s Ratings Services, a Division of The McGraw-Hill Companies, Inc, Tenant
shall make its best efforts to obtain marijuana industry-specific insurance coverage. If Tenant is
denied coverage by all insurance providers due to the subject of the propetty to be covered, Tenant
must self-insure, Tenant will deposit annually with Landlord, policies evidencing all. such
insurance, or a certificate or certificates or binders of the respective insurers stating that such
insurance is in force and effect,

(e) Notwithstanding anything in this Lease to the contrary, Landlord and Tenant hereby
each waive and release the other from any and all claims, liabilities, causes of action, or any loss
or damage that may occur to the Premises, or personal property located thetein, by reason of fire
or other casualty regardless of cause or origin, including the negligence or misconduct of Landlord,
Tenant, Landlord’s employees or agents or Tenant’s employees or agents, but only to the extent
of the insurance proceeds paid to such releaser under its policies of insurance or, if it fails to
maintain the requited policies, the insurance proceeds that would have been paid to such releaser
if it had maintained such policies, Each party to this Lease shall promptly give to its insurance
company written notice of the mutual waivers contained in this subparagraph, and shall cause its
insurance policies to be properly endorsed, if necessary, to prevent the invalidation of any
insurance coverages by reason of the mutual waivers contained in this subparagraph,
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X1V. DESTRUCTION OF THE PREMISES. If the premises or any part of the property
providing access or essential services to the premises (“relevant space”) are damaged by fire or
other casualty, but are not thereby rendered partially untenable, Landlord shall cause such damage
to be repaired, and the rent payable hereunder shall not be abated.

If the relevant space is damaged in whole or in part, rendering it untenable and the relevant
space can be substantially repaired within sixty (60) days, Landlord shall, at its own expense, cause
the damage to be repaired. Rent shall abate in proportion to that part of the premises that is unfit
for use in Tenant’s business. The abatement shall consider the nature and extent of interference to
Tenant’s ability to conduct business in the relevant space and the need for access and essential
services.

Upon termination of Tenant’s tenancy under this Agreement, if the Tenant fails to remove
all marijuana and marijuana products from the premises, Landlord shall under no circumstances
take possession of or remove marijuana or marijuana products from the premises. Landlord will
contact Alaska Marijuana Control Board enforcement to notify it of the termination of Tenant’s
tenancy.

Any holding over after the expiration of the term of this
Agreement, with or without the consent of Landlord, shall constitute a tenancy from month to
month for one hundred percent (100%) of the rents herein specified and on the other terms and
conditions contained herein, '

XXII. WAIVER. The waiver by Landlord or any breach of any term, covenant or
condition of this Agreement shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any past, present or future
breach of the same or any other term, covenant or condition of this lease. The acceptance of rent
by Landlord hereunder shall never be construed to be a waiver of any term of this Agreement, No
payment by Tenant or receipt by Landlord of a lesser amount than shall be due according to the
terms of this Agreement shall be deemed or construed to be other than on account of the earliest
rent due nor shall any endorsement or statement on any check or letter accompanying any payment
be deemed to create an accord and satisfaction.
