State of Formation. ThisisaLimited Liability Company Operating Agreement (the
"Agreement") for Danish Gardens LLC, a Member-managed Alaska limited liability
company (the "Company") formed under and pursuant to Alaska law.

Operating Agreement Controls. To the extent that the rights or obligations of the
Members or the Company under provisions of this Operating Agreement differ from
what they would be under Alaska law absent such a provision, this Agreement, to the
extent permitted under Alaska law, shall control.

Primary Business Address. The location of the primary place of business of the
Company is:

2430 Cinnabar Loop, Anchorage, Alaska 99507, or such other location as shall be
selected from time to time by the Members.

Registered Agent and Office. The Company'sinitial agent (the "Agent") for service of
process is Dane Wyrick. The Agent's registered office is 6936 whitehall Street,
Anchorage, Alaska 99502. The Company may change its registered office, its
registered agent, or both, upon filing a statement with the Alaska Secretary of State.

No State Law Partnership. No provisions of this Agreement shall be deemed or
construed to constitute a partnership (including, without limitation, a limited
partnership) or joint venture, or any Member a partner or joint venturer of or with any
other Member, for any purposes other than federal and state tax purposes.

Purposes and Powers.

A.

Purpose. The Company is created for the following business purpose: Partnership for
Ownership of a Marijuana business and facility

Powers. The Company shall have all of the powers of alimited liability company set
forth under Alaska law.

Duration. The Company's term shall commence upon the filing of Articles of
Organization and al other such necessary materials with the state of Alaska. The
Company will operate until terminated as outlined in this Agreement unless:

1.  The Members vote unanimousdly to dissolve the Company;
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2. No Member of the Company exists, unless the business of the Company is
continued in a manner permitted by Alaska law;

3. It becomes unlawful for either the Members or the Company to continue in
business,

4.  Ajudicia decreeis entered that dissolves the Company; or

5. Any other event results in the dissolution of the Company under federal or
Alaskalaw.

Members.
A. Members. The Members of the Company (jointly the "Members') and their

Membership Interest in the same at the time of adoption of this Agreement are as
follows:

Dane Wyrick, 50%

Mark Wyrick, 50%

. Initial Contribution. Each Member shall make an Initial Contribution to the Company.

The Initial Contributions of each shall be as described in Attachment A, Initia
Contributions of the Members.

No Member shall be entitled to interest on their Initial Contribution. Except as
expressly provided by this Agreement, or as required by law, no Member shall have
any right to demand or receive the return of their Initial Contribution.

. Limited Liability of the Members. Except as otherwise provided for in this Agreement

or otherwise required by Alaskalaw, no Member shall be personaly liable for any
acts, debts, liabilities or obligations of the Company beyond their respective Initial
Contribution. The Members shall look solely to the Company property for the return
of their Initial Contribution, or value thereof, and if the Company property remaining
after payment or discharge of the debts, liabilities or obligations of the Company is
insufficient to return such Initial Contributions, or value thereof, no Member shall have
any recourse against any other Member except as is expressy provided for by this
Agreement.

. Withdrawal or Death of a Member. Should a Member die or withdraw from the

Company by choice, the remaining Members will have the option to buy out that
Member's Membership Interest in the Company. Should the Members agree to buy
out the Membership Interest of the withdrawing Member, that Interest shall be paid for
equally by the remaining Members and distributed in equal amounts to the remaining
Members. The Members agree to hire an outside firm to assess the value of the
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Membership Interest.

The Members will have 365 days to decide if they want to buy the Membership
Interest together and disperse it equally. If all Members do not agree to buy the
Membership Interest, individual Members will then have the right to buy the
Membership Interest individualy. If more than one Member requests to buy the
remaining Membership Interest, the Membership Interest will be paid for and split
equally among those Members wishing to purchase the Membership Interest. If all
Members agree by unanimous vote, the Company may choose to allow a non-
Member to buy the Membership Interest thereby replacing the previous Member.

If no individual Member(s) finalize a purchase agreement by 60 days, the withdrawing
Member, or their estate, may dispose of their Membership Interest however they see
fit, subject to the limitations in Section I11(E) below. If a Member is a corporation,
trust, partnership, limited liability company or other entity and is dissolved or
terminated, the powers of that Member may be exercised by its legal representative or
SUCCessor.

The name of the Company may be amended upon the written and unanimous vote of
al Membersif a Member withdraws, dies, is dissolved or terminated.

. Creation or Substitution of New Members. Any Member may assign in whole or in
part its Membership Interest only after granting their fellow Members the right of first
refusal, as established in Section I11(D) above.

1. Entiretransfer. If aMember transfers al of its Membership Interest, the
transferee shall be admitted to the Company as a substitute Member upon its
execution of an instrument signifying its agreement to be bound by the terms
and conditions of this Agreement.

Such proxy shall be delivered to the other Members of the Company
before or at the time of the meeting. No proxy shall be valid after eleven
months from the date of its execution, unless otherwise provided in the proxy.

G. Duties of the Members. The Members shall cause the Company to do or cause to be

done al things necessary to preserve and keep in full force and effect its existence,
rights (charter and statutory) and franchises. The Members also shall cause the
Company to:

1.

Maintain its own books, records, accounts, financial statements, stationery,
invoices, checks and other limited liability company documents and bank
accounts separate from any other person;

At all times hold itself out as being alegal entity separate from the Members
and any other person and conduct its business in its own name;

Fileits own tax returns, if any, as may be required under applicable law, and
pay any taxes required to be paid under applicable law;

Not commingle its assets with assets of the Members or any other person, and
separately identify, maintain and segregate all Company assets;

Pay its own liabilities only out of its own funds, except with respect to
organizational expenses,

Maintain an arm’s length relationship with the Members, and, with respect to
all business transactions entered into by the Company with the Members,
require that the terms and conditions of such transactions (including the terms
relating to the amounts paid thereunder) are the same as would be generally
available in comparable business transactions if such transactions were with a
person that was not a Member;

Pay the salaries of its own employees, if any, out of its own funds and maintain
asufficient number of employeesin light of its contemplated business
operations;

Not guarantee or become obligated for the debts of any other person or hold
out its credit as being available to satisfy the obligations of others;

Allocate fairly and reasonably any overhead for shared office space;

Not pledge its assets for the benefit of any other person or make any loans or
advances to any person;

Cause its Members to meet or act pursuant to written consent and keep
minutes of such meetings and actions and observe al other Alaska limited

liability company formalities;

Make any permitted investments directly or through brokers engaged and paid
by the Company or its agents;

Observe dl other limited liability formalities.

Failure of the Members to comply with any of the foregoing covenants shall not affect
the status of the Company as a separate legal entity or the limited liability of the
Members.

H. Fiduciary Duties of the Members.

Loyalty and Care. Except to the extent otherwise provided herein, each
Member shall have afiduciary duty of loyalty and care similar to that of
members of limited liability companies organized under the laws of Alaska.

Competition with the Company. The Members shall refrain from dealing
with the Company in the conduct of the Company's business as or on behalf of
aparty having an interest adverse to the Company unless a mgority, by
individual vote, of the Members excluding the interested Member, consents
thereto. The Members shall refrain from competing with the Company in the
conduct of the Company's business unless a mgjority, by individual vote, of the
Members excluding the interested Member, consents thereto. In the event that
aMember is the sole Member of the Company, no vote shall be required.

Duties Only to the Company. The Member's fiduciary duties of loyalty and
care are to the Company and not to the other Members. The Members shall
owe fiduciary duties of disclosure, good faith and fair dealing to the Company
and to the other Members. A Member who so performs their duties shall not
have any liability by reason of being or having been a Member.
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4.  Reliance on Reports. In discharging the Member's duties, a Member is
entitled to rely on information, opinions, reports, or statements, including
financial statements and other financial data, if prepared or presented by any of
the following:

I.  Oneor more Members or employees of the Company whom the Member
reasonably believes to be reliable and competent in the matters presented.

ii. Legal counsel, public accountants, or other persons as to matters the
Member reasonably believes are within the persons professional or expert
competence.

ii. A committee of Members of which the affected Member is not a
participant, if the Member reasonably believes the committee merits
confidence.

Waiver of Partition: Nature of Interest. Except as otherwise expressly provided in this
Agreement, to the fullest extent permitted by law, each Member hereby irrevocably
waives any right or power that such Member might have to cause the Company or any
of its assets to be partitioned, to cause the appointment of areceiver for al or any
portion of the assets of the Company, to compel any sale of all or any portion of the
assets of the Company pursuant to any applicable law or to file a complaint or to
institute any proceeding at law or in equity to cause the dissolution, liquidation, winding
up or termination of the Company. No Member shall have any interest in any specific
assets of the Company.

Compensation of Members. The Members shall have the authority to fix the
compensation of individual Members. All Members may be paid their expenses, if any,
of attendance at meetings of the Members, which may be afixed sum for attendance at
each meeting of the Members or a stated salary as a Member. No such payment shall
preclude any Member from serving the Company in any other capacity and receiving
compensation therefor.

. Members as Agents. All Members are agents of the Company for the purpose of its
business. An act of any Member, including the signing of an instrument in the
Company's name, binds the Company where the Member executed the act for
apparently carrying on the Company's business or business of the kind carried on by
the Company in the ordinary course, unless the Member had no authority to act for the
Company in the particular matter and the person with whom the Member was dealing
knew or had notice that the Member lacked authority. An act of aMember binds the
Company, however, even where the Member executed the act not apparently for
carrying on the Company's business or business of the kind carried on by the
Company in the ordinary course only if the act was authorized by the other Members.

Accounting and Distributions.

Fiscal Year. The Company's fiscal year shall end on the last day of April.

Records. All financial records including tax returns and financial statements will be held
at the Company's primary business address and will be accessible to al Members.

Distributions. Distributions shall be issued on a quarterly basis, based upon the
Company's fiscal year. The distribution shall not exceed the remaining net cash of the
Company after making appropriate provisions for the Company's ongoing and
anticipatable liabilities and expenses. Each Member shall receive a percentage of the
overall distribution that matches that Member's percentage of Membership Interest in
the Company.

Tax Treatment Election.

The Company has not filed with the Internal Revenue Service for treatment as a
corporation. Instead, the Company will be taxed as a pass-through organization. The
Members may elect for the Company to be treated as a C-Corporation at any time.

Dissolution.

A.

Limits on Dissolution. The Company shall have a perpetual existence, and shall be
dissolved, and its affairs shall be wound up only upon the provisions established in
Section I1(C) above.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, the Bankruptcy of any
Member shall not cause such Member to cease to be a Member of the Company and
upon the occurrence of such an event, the business of the Company shall continue
without dissolution.

Each Member waives any right that it may have to agree in writing to dissolve the
Company upon the Bankruptcy of any Member or the occurrence of any event that
causes any Member to cease to be a Member of the Company.

Winding Up. Upon the occurrence of any event specified in Section I1(C), the
Company shall continue solely for the purpose of winding up its affairs in an orderly
manner, liquidating its assets, and satisfying the claims of its creditors. One or more
Members, selected by the remaining Members, shall be responsible for overseeing the
winding up and liquidation of the Company, shall take full account of the ligbilities of
the Company and its assets, shall either cause its assets to be distributed as provided
under this Agreement or sold, and if sold as promptly as is consistent with obtaining
the fair market value thereof, shall cause the proceeds therefrom, to the extent
sufficient therefor, to be applied and distributed as provided under this Agreement.

Distributions in Kind. Any non-cash asset distributed to one or more Membersin
liquidation of the Company shall first be valued at its fair market value (net of any
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VII.

liability secured by such asset that such Member assumes or takes subject to) to
determine the profits or losses that would have resulted if such asset were sold for
such value, such profit or loss shall then be allocated as provided under this
Agreement. The fair market value of such asset shall be determined by the Members
or, if any Member objects, by an independent appraiser (any such appraiser must be
recognized as an expert in valuing the type of asset involved) approved by the
Members.

D. Termination. The Company shall terminate when (i) al of the assets of the Company,
after payment of or due provision for all debts, liabilities and obligations of the
Company, shall have been distributed to the Members in the manner provided for
under this Agreement and (ii) the Company's registration with the state of Alaska shall
have been canceled in the manner required by Alaska law.

E. Accounting. Within a reasonable time after complete liquidation, the Company shall
furnish the Members with a statement which shall set forth the assets and liabilities of
the Company as at the date of dissolution and the proceeds and expenses of the
disposition thereof.

F. Limitations on Payments Made in Dissolution. Except as otherwise specifically
provided in this Agreement, each Member shall only be entitled to look solely to the
assets of the Company for the return of its Initial Contribution and shall have no
recourse for its Initial Contribution and/or share of profits (upon dissolution or
otherwise) against any other Member.

G. Noticeto Alaska Authorities. Upon the winding up of the Company, the Member with
the highest percentage of Membership Interest in the Company shall be responsible for
the filing of all appropriate notices of dissolution with Alaska and any other appropriate
state or federal authorities or agencies as may be required by law. In the event that
two or more Members have equally high percentages of Membership Interest in the
Company, the Member with the longest continuous tenure as a Member of the
Company shall be responsible for the filing of such notices.

Exculpation and Indemnification.

A. No Member, employee or agent of the Company and no employee, agent or affiliate
of aMember (collectively, the "Covered Persons') shall be liable to the Company or
any other person who has an interest in or claim against the Company for any 10ss,
damage or claim incurred by reason of any act or omission performed or omitted by
such Covered Person in good faith on behalf of the Company and in a manner
reasonably believed to be within the scope of the authority conferred on such Covered
Person by this Agreement, except that a Covered Person shall be liable for any such
loss, damage or claim incurred by reason of such Covered Person's gross negligence
or willful misconduct.

B. Tothefullest extent permitted by applicable law, a Covered Person shall be entitled to
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VIII.

indemnification from the Company for any loss, damage or claim incurred by such
Covered Person by reason of any act or omission performed or omitted by such
Covered Person in good faith on behalf of the Company and in a manner reasonably
believed to be within the scope of the authority conferred on such Covered Person by
this Agreement. Expenses, including legal fees, incurred by a Covered Person
defending any claim, demand, action, suit or proceeding shall be paid by the
Company. The Covered Person shall be liable to repay such amount if it is determined
that the Covered Person is not entitled to be indemnified as authorized in this
Agreement. No Covered Person shall be entitled to be indemnified in respect of any
loss, damage or claim incurred by such Covered Person by reason of such Covered
Person's gross negligence or willful misconduct with respect to such acts or omissions.
Any indemnity under this Agreement shall be provided out of and to the extent of
Company assets only.

. A Covered Person shall be fully protected in relying in good faith upon the records of

the Company and upon such information, opinions, reports or statements presented to
the Company by any person as to matters the Covered Person reasonably believes are
within such other person's professional or expert competence and who has been
selected with reasonable care by or on behalf of the Company, including information,
opinions, reports or statements as to the value and amount of the assets, liabilities, or
any other facts pertinent to the existence and amount of assets from which distributions
to the Members might properly be paid.

. Tothe extent that, at law or in equity, a Covered Person has duties (including fiduciary

duties) and liabilities relating thereto to the Company or to any other Covered Person,
a Covered Person acting under this Agreement shall not be liable to the Company or
to any other Covered Person for its good faith reliance on the provisions of this
Agreement. The provisions of the Agreement, to the extent that they restrict the duties
and liabilities of a Covered Person otherwise existing at law or in equity, are agreed by
the Members to replace such other duties and liabilities of such Covered Person.

. The foregoing provisions of this Article VII shall survive any termination of this

Agreement.

I nsurance.

The Company shall have the power to purchase and maintain insurance, including
insurance on behalf of any Covered Person against any liability asserted against such
person and incurred by such Covered Person in any such capacity, or arising out of
such Covered Person's status as an agent of the Company, whether or not the
Company would have the power to indemnify such person against such liability under
the provisions of Article VII or under applicable law.

Settling Disputes.

All Members agree to enter into mediation before filing suit against any other Member
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or the Company for any dispute arising from this Agreement or Company. Members
agree to attend one session of mediation before filing suit. If any Member does not
attend mediation, or the dispute is not settled after one session of mediation, the
Members are free to file suit. Any law suits will be under the jurisdiction of the state of
Alaska.

General Provisions.

A.

Notices. All notices, offers or other communications required or permitted to be given
pursuant to this Agreement shall be in writing and may be personally served or sent by
United States mail and shall be deemed to have been given when delivered in person
or three (3) business days after deposit in United States mail, registered or certified,
postage prepaid, and properly addressed, by or to the appropriate party.

Number of Days. In computing the number of days (other than business days) for
purposes of this Agreement, all days shall be counted, including Saturdays, Sundays
and holidays; provided, however, that if the final day of any time period fallson a
Saturday, Sunday or holiday on which national banks are or may elect to be closed,
then the final day shall be deemed to be the next day which is not a Saturday, Sunday
or such holiday.

Execution of Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of
counterparts, each of which shall be an original, and all of which shall together
constitute one and the same instrument.

Severahility. The provisions of this Agreement are independent of and separable from
each other, and no provision shall be affected or rendered invalid or unenforceable by
virtue of the fact that for any reason any other or others of them may be invalid or
unenforceable in whole or in part.

Headings. The Article and Section headings in this Agreement are for convenience and
they form no part of this Agreement and shall not affect its interpretation.

Controlling Law. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in all respectsin
accordance with the laws of the state of Alaska (without regard to conflicts of law
principles thereof).

Application of Alaska Law. Any matter not specifically covered by a provision of this
Agreement shall be governed by the applicable provisions of Alaska law.

Amendment. This Agreement may be amended only by written consent of all the
Members. Upon obtaining the approval of any such amendment, supplement or
restatement as to the Certificate, the Company shall cause a Certificate of Amendment
or Amended and Restated Certificate to be prepared, executed and filed in
accordance with Alaska law.
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I. Entire Agreement. This Agreement contains the entire understanding among the parties
hereto with respect to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes all prior and
contemporaneous agreements and understandings, inducements or conditions, express
or implied, oral or written, except as herein contained.

Amended and Superseding Sublease (Commercial)

This Sublease Agreement (this “Sub Lease”) is dated as of 11/08/2018 by and between Dane
Wiyrick d/b/a All Decked Out Co “Sublessor” and Danish Gardens LLC all collectively referred
to as “Sub Tenant” replaces and supersedes the sublease dated June 17™,2016. The Parties agree
as follows:

PREMISES. Sublessor, in consideration of the lease payments provided in this Lease, leases to
Sub Tenant A warehouse approximately 16,760 square feet (the “premises™) located at 2430
Cinnabar Loop, Anchorage, Alaska.

At the expiration of the term, Sub Tenant shall remove
its goods and effects and peaceably yield up the Premises to Sublessor in as good a condition as
when delivered to Sub Tenant, ordinary wear and tear expected.

USE OF PREMISES. Sub Tenant may use the Premises only for any lawful use including, but
not limited to marijuana cultivation, sales, processing, and distributing. The Premises may be used
for any other purpose only with the prior written consent of Sublessor, which shall not be
unreasonably withheld. Sub Tenant shall notify Sublessor of any anticipated extended absence
form the premises not later than the first day of the extended absence

PROPERTY INSURANCE. Sublessor and Sub Tenant shall each maintain appropriate
insurance for their respective interests in the Premises and property located on the Premises.

{hereinafter referred to as the “Premises"} and incorporated herein by reference, together with all rights,
privileges, easements, appurtenances, and amenities belonging to or in any way appertaining to the Premises
and together with the building{s) and other improvements situated or to be situated upon land described in
Exhibit B attached hereto (the “Property”} in “AS {S” condition.

B.  TO HAVE AND TO HOLD the same for a term commencing on the "Commencement Date", as hereinafter
defined, and ending thereafter as specified in Exhibit A, attached hereto (the "Term"), provided, however, that,
in the event the "Commencement Date" is a date other than the first day of a calendar month, said term shall
extend for said number of months in addition to the remainder of the calendar month following the
"Commencement Date".

C. The “Commencement Date” shall be the Commencement Date specified in Exhibit A.

D. The "Occupancy Date" shall be the Occupancy Date specified in Exhibit A

2. BASE RENT, SECURITY DEPOSIT AND LATE CHARGES.

A.  Tenant agrees to pay to Landlord Base Rent for the Premises, in advance, without demand, deduction or
setoff, for the entire Lease Term hereof at the rate(s) specified in Exhibit C, payable in monthly instaliments.
One such monthly instaliment shall be due and payable on the date hereof and a like monthly instaliment shall
be due and payable on or before the first day of the calendar month and on or before the first day of each
succeeding calendar month succeeding the Commencement Date recited above during the Lease Term, except
that the rental payment for any fractional calendar month at the commencement or end of the Lease period
shall be prorated on the basis of a 30-day month.

B.  In addition, Tenant agrees to deposit with Landlord on the date hereof a security deposit in the amount
specified in Exhibit A, which sum shall be held by Landlord, without obligation for interest, as security for the
performance of Tenant's covenants and obligations under this Lease, it being expressly understood and agreed
that such deposit is not an advance rental deposit, not the last month's rent nor a measure of Landlord's
damages in the event of Tenant's default. Upon the occurrence of any event of default by Tenant, Landlord
may, from time to time, without prejudice to any other remedy provided herein or provided by law, use such
depaosit to the extent necessary to make good any arrears of rent or other payments due Landlord hereunder,
and any other damage, injury, expense or liability caused by such event of default; or to perform any obligation
required of Tenant under the Lease; and Tenant shall pay to Landiord on demand the amount so applied in
order {o restore the security deposit to its original amount. Although the security deposit shall be deemed the
property of Landlord, any remaining balance of such deposit shall be returned by Landlord to Tenant at such
time after termination of this Lease that all of Tenant's obligations under this Lease have been fulfilled.
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C. i Tenant shall fail, for any month, to pay the Base Rent or additional rent or any other amount which
may be owing by Tenant to Landlord hereunder on or before the tenth (10“‘) day of the manth, there shall
be added to the amount due a monthly late charge in the amount of Five Percent {5.0%) of total amount
due, which monthly late charge shall be added for each month full payment is delayed past the tenth (10“”)
day thereof. in addition, any amount owing by Tenant to Landlord under this Lease past the tenth (10"’) day
of the month shall bear interest at the rate of twelve percent (12.0%) per annum from and after the tenth
(10'") day of the month until paid, which interest Tenant shall pay to Landlord upon demand.

USE.

A.  The Premises shall be used for the purpose of lawful marijuana cultivation, lawful marijuana
manufacturing, lawful marijuana retail sales, general office, receiving, storing, shipping, assembly, light
manufacturing, selling products, retailing, materials and merchandise made and/or distributed by Tenant
and for such other lawful purposes as may be incidental thereto. Outside starage, including without
limitation, trucks and other vehicles, is prohibited without Landlord's prior writteh consent. Tenant shall at
its own cost and expense obtain any and all licenses and permits necessary for its use of the Premises.
Tenant shall comply with all governmental laws, ordinances and regulations applicable to the use of the
Premises, and shall promptly comply with all governmental orders and directives including but not limited
to those regarding the correction, prevention and abatement of nuisances in or upon, or connected with,
the Premises, all at Tenant's sole expense. Tenant shall not permit any unlawful, objectionable, or
unpleasant odors, smoke, dust, gas, noise or vibrations to emanate from the Premises, nor take any other
action which would constitute a nuisance or would disturb or endanger any other tenants of the building in
which the Premises are situated or unreasonably interfere with their use of their respective premises. In
addition to any other remedies Landlord may have for a breach by Tenant of the terms of this Paragraph 3,
Landlord shall have the right to have Tenant evicted from the Premises. Without Landlord's prior written
consent, Tenant shall not receive, store or otherwise handle any product, material or other merchandise
which is explosive or highly inflammable. Tenant will not permit the Premises to be used for any purpose or
in any manner {including without limitation any method of storage) which wouid render the insurance
thereon void or the insurance risk more hazardous or cause the State Board of Insurance or other insurance
authority to disallow any sprinkler credits. In the event Tenant's use of the Premises shall result in an
increase in insurance premiums, Tenant shall be solely responsible for said increase.

TAXES AND OTHER CHARGES.

A.  Tenant agrees to pay its Proportionate Share {as specified in Exhibit A, “Definitions:” and detailed in
Exhibit F, “CAM Schedule:”) of any and all real and personal property taxes, regular and special assessments,
license fees and other charges of any kind and nature whatsoever, payable by Landlord as a result of any public
or quasi-public authority, or imposition against, or arising out of Landiord’s ownership of or interest in, the real
estate described in Exhibit B attached hereto, together with the building and the grounds, parking areas,
driveways, roads, and alleys around the building in which the Premises are located, or any part thereof
{collectively "Taxes”) as well as a reasonable reserve for roof replacement and exterior painting and parking ot
sealing and striping all as reasonably necessary (hereinafter collectively referred to as the "Charges”). During
each month of the Lease Term, Tenant shall make a monthly escrow deposit with Landlord (the "Escrow
Payment"} equal to one-twelfth {1/12) of its Proportionate Share of the Taxes and Charges which will be due
and payable for that particular calendar year. Tenant authorizes Landlord to use the funds deposited by Tenant
with Landlord under this Paragraph 4 to pay the Taxes and Charges. Each Escrow Payment shall be due and
payable, as additional rent, at the same time and in the same manner as the payment of monthly rental as
provided herein. The amount of the initial monthily Escrow Payment will be specified in Exhibit A. The initial
Escrow Payment is based upon Tenant's proportionate share of the estimated Taxes and Charges for the year
in question, and the monthly Escrow Payment is subject to increase or decrease as determined by Landlord to
reflect an accurate escrow of Tenant's estimated Proportionate Share of the Taxes and Charges. The Escrow
Payment account of Tenant shall be reconciled annually. If the Tenant's total Escrow Payments are less than
Tenant's actual pro rata share of the Taxes and Charges, Tenant shall pay to tandlord upon demand the
difference; if the Tenant's total Escrow Payments are more than Tenant's actual pro rata share of the Taxes and
Charges, Landlord shall retain such excess and credit it to Tenant's Escrow Payment account for the successive
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year's Taxes and Charges. Tenant's Proportionate Share of Taxes and Charges and other costs of which Tenant
is required to pay a Proportionate Share shall be computed by multiplying the Taxes and Charges by a fraction,
the numerator of which shall be the number of gross leasable square feet of floor space in the Premises and
the denominator of which shall be the total applicable gross leasable square footage, or such other equitable
apportionment as may be adopted by Landlord.

B. (1) #f at any time during the Lease Term, the present method of taxation shall be changed so that in
lieu of the whole or any part of any taxes, assessments, fees or charges levied, assessed or imposed on real
estate and the improvements thereon, there shall be levied, assessed or imposed on Landlord 3 capital levy
or other tax directly on the rents received therefrom and/or a franchise tax, assessment, levy or charge
measured by or based, in whole or in part, upon such rents or the present or any future building or
buildings, then all such taxes, assessments, fees or charges, or the part thereof so measured or based, shall
be deemed to be included within the term "Charges" for the purposes hereof.

{2) Tenant may, alone or along with other tenants of the building containing the Premises, at its sole cost and
expense, in its or their own name(s} dispute and contest any Taxes by appropriate proceedings diligently
conducted in good faith, but only after Tenant has deposited with Landlord the amount so contested and
unpaid or its Proportionate Share thereof as the case may be, which shall be held by Landlord without
obligation for interest until the termination of the proceedings, at which time the amount(s) deposited shall be
applied by Landlord toward the payment of the items held valid (plus any court costs, interest, penalties and
other liabilities associated with the proceedings), and Tenant's share of any excess shall be returned to Tenant.
Landlord Agrees to cooperate with Tenant in regard to any dispute or contest of Taxes, as reasonably
requested by Tenant. Tenant further agrees to pay to Landlord upon demand Tenant's share (as among all
tenants who participated in the contest) of all court costs, interest, penalties and other liabilities relating to
such proceedings which are assessed against Landlord or the Property, provided that Tenant was a participant
in such proceedings. In the event that Tenant obtasins a refund of Taxes, Tenant shall be entitled to
reimbursement therefrom of Tenant’s reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs in regard to the prosecution of the
Taxes refund action, in addition to its Proportionate Share of any remaining balance.

(3} Any payment to be made pursuant to this Paragraph 4 with respect to the calendar year in which this Lease
commences or terminates shall bear the same ratio to the payment which would be required to be made for
the full calendar vear as that part of such calendar year covered by the Lease Term bears to a full calendar
year.

C.  Tenant shall be liable for all taxes levied against personal property and trade fixtures placed by Tenant in
the Premises. If any such taxes are levied against Landlord or Landlord's property and if Landlord elects to pay
the same or if the assessed value of Landlord's property is increased by inclusion of personal property and
trade fixtures placed by Tenant in the Premises and Landlord elects to pay the taxes based on such increase,
Tenant shall pay to Landlord upon demand that part of such taxes for which Tenant is primarily liable
hereunder.

TENANT'S MAINTENANCE.

A.  Tenant shall at its own cost and expense keep and maintain all parts of the Premises {except those for
which Landlord is expressly responsible under the terms of this Lease — see CAM Schedule) in good condition
{reasonable wear and tear excepted), promptly making all necessary repair and replacements, including but
not limited to, windows, glass and plate glass, doors, any special office entry, interior walls and finish work,
floor covering, heating and air conditioning systems, security systems, dock boards, truck doors, dock bumpers,
plumbing, electrical, lighting, minor roof leaks, trade fixtures, regular removal of trash and debris, snow
plowing and snow removal, heat trace, keeping the Premises in a clean and sanitary condition. Tenant shall not
be obligated to repair any damage caused by fire, tornado, or other casualty except that Tenant shall be
obligated to repair all wind damage 1o glass except with respect to tornado or hurricane damage. Tenant shall
not damage any demising wall or disturb the integrity and support provided by any demising wall and shall, at
its sole cost and expense, promptly repair any damage or injury to any demising wall caused by Tenant or its
employees, agents, licensees or invitees {reasonable wear and tear excepted).

B. Tenant and its employees, customers and licensees shail have the right to use the parking areas as set
forth on Exhibit E, subject to such reasonable rules and regulations as Landlord may from time to time
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prescribe and subject to rights of ingress and egress of other tenants. Landlord shall not be responsible for
enforcing but shall cooperate with Tenant, as reasonably requested by Tenant, in regard to Tenant's
enforcement of Tenant's exclusive parking rights against any third parties. If Tenant or any other particular
tenant of the building can be clearly identified as being responsible for obstructions or stoppage of a common
sanitary sewage line, then Tenant, if Tenant is responsible, or such other responsible tenant, shall pay the
entire cost thereof, upon demand, as additional rent.

C.  Upon lease termination Tenant agrees to pressure wash (industrial/warehouse spaces only) and dean
interior space and flooring.

LANDLORD'S REPAIRS. After reasonable notice from Tenant, Landlord shail maintain in good condition and,
when necessary, shall repair the Common Areas, alleys, driveway, parking areas and paving, roof, downspouts,
floors, exterior walls and foundations, and the cost thereof shall be shared as provided in Paragraph 7. Tenant
shall repair and pay for any damage to such items to be maintained by Landlord not covered by Landlord's
insurance and which is caused by any act, omission or negligence of Tenant, or Tenant's employees, agents,
licensees or invitees, or caused by Tenant's default hereunder. The term "walls" as used herein shall not
include windows, glass or plate glass, doors, special store fronts or office entries. Tenant shall immediately give
Landlord written notice of defect or need for repairs, after which Landlord shall have a reasonable opportunity
and time to repair same or cure such defect. Landlord's liability with respect to any defects, repairs or
maintenance for which Landlord is responsible under any of the provisions of this Lease shall be limited to the
cost of such repairs or maintenance or the curing of such defect.

7. MONTHLY COMMON AREA MAINTENANCE CHARGE. Tenant agrees to pay as additional rent each month for
its Proportionate Share of the cost of aperation and maintenance of the Common Area which shall be defined
from time to time by Landlord. Common Area costs (*Common Area Maintenance Charges” or "CAM”) which
may be incurred by Landlord at its discretion, shall include, but not be fimited to those casts incurred for
lighting, water, sewage, snow removal, snow shoveling, heat trace, trash removal, exterior painting, exterior
window cleaning, exterior electrical, sweeping, policing, inspecting, sewer and storm sewer lines, plumbing,
paving, heat trace, landscape and wetlands maintenance, plant material replacement, heating ventilation and
air conditioning systems and equipment maintenance and repair, property management and other like
charges, and Landlord's fee for supervision and administration of the items set forth in this paragraph, not to
exceed five percent {5.0%) of Common Area Maintenance Charges. Landlord shall maintain the Common Area
in reasonably good condition and repair. The Proportionate Share to be paid by Tenant of the cost of operation
and maintenance of the Common Area shall be computed on the ratio that the gross leasable square feet of
the Premises bears to the total applicable gross leasable square footage and the inclusion of that additional
square footage in the computation of Tenant's Proportionate Share of the cost of operation and maintenance
of the Common Area)}, or such other equitable apportionment as may be adopted by Landlord. Landlord shall
make monthly or other periodic charges based upon the estimated annual cost of operation and maintenance
of the Cormon Area, payable in advance but subject to adjustment after the end of the year on the basis of
the actual cost for such year. Any such periodic charges shall be due and payable upon delivery of notice
thereof. The initial Common Area Maintenance Charge, subject to adjustment as provided herein, shall be due
and payable, as additional rent, at the same time and in the same manner as the time and manner of the
payment of monthly rental as provided herein. The amount of the initial monthly Common Area Maintenance
Charge shall be as specified in Exhibit A, Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, Common Area
Maintenance Charges shall not include the cost of: capital improvements to the Common Areas (except those
which (i} are amortized in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles and (it) are made after the
date of the Lease and (iii) are reasonably calculated to reduce other Common Area Maintenance Charges or
are required under any governmental law or regulation that was not applicable to the Common Areas at the
time they were constructed); debt service; depreciation; costs of tenant improvements; real estate brokers’
commissions; capital items other than those permitted above; and the cost of repairs, utilities, or extra services
furnished to, billed to and payable separately by any other tenant leasing space on the Property.

8. ALTERATIONS. Tenant shall not make any alterations, additions or improvements to the Premises {including
but not limited to roof and wall penetrations) without the prior written consent of Landlord, which shall not be
unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed, but which shall take into consideration, among other things,
compliance with the Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions governing activities at the Premises.
Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, Tenant may, without landlord’s consent, make non-

. structural alterations, additions or improvements to the Premises in an amount not to exceed, in the
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11.

aggregate, 55,000 per calendar year. Tenant may, without the consent of Landlord, but at its own cost and
expense and in a good workmanlike manner erect such shelves, bins, machinery and trade fixtures as it may
deem advisable, without altering the basic character of the building or improvements and without overloading
or damaging such building or improvements, and in each case complying with all applicable governmental
faws, ordinances, regulations and other requirements. All alterations, additions, improvements and partitions
erected by Tenant shall be and remain the property of Tenant during the Term of this Lease and Tenant shall,
unless Landlord otherwise elects as hereinafter provided, remove all alterations, additions, improvements and
partitions erected by Tenant and restore the Premises to their original condition by the date of termination of
this Lease or upon earlier vacating of the Premises, provided, however, that if Landlord so elects prior to
termination of this Lease or upon earlier vacating of the Premises, such alterations, additions, improvements
and partitions shall become the property of Landiord as of the date of termination of this Lease or upon earlier
vacating of the Premises and shall be delivered up to the Landlord with the Premises. Upon Tenant's written
request, made within six {6} months prior to the expiration of the term hereof, Landlord shall designate which
alterations, additions, improvements and partitions Tenant will not be required to remove. All shelves, bins,
machinery and trade fixtures installed by Tenant may be removed by Tenant prior to the termination of this
Lease if Tenant so elects, and shall be removed by the date of termination of this Lease or upan earlier vacating
of the Premises if required by Landlord; upon any such removal Tenant shall restore the Premises to their
original condition, All such removals and restoration shall be accomplished in good workmanlike manner so as
not to minimize any damage the primary structure or structural qualities of the buildings and other
improvements situated on the Premises, but in any event, Tenant shall restore the Premises to their original
condition, reasonable wear and tear excepted.

SIGNS. Tenant shall not install signs upon the Premises without Landlord's prior written approval, which
approval shall not unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed. Such signage shall be subject to any
applicable governmental laws, ordinances, regulations and other requirements as well as any applicabie
covenants, conditions and restrictions. Tenant shall remove all such signs by the termination of this Lease. Such
installations and removals shall be made in such a manner as to avoid injury or defacement of the building and
other improvements, and Tenant shall repair any injury or defacement, including without limitation
discoloration, caused by such installation and/or removal. Landlord approves the signage described on Exhibit
D.

INSPECTION.

A.  landlord and Landlord's agents and representatives shall have the right to enter and inspect the
Premises at any reasonable time upon such notice, if any, as is reasonable under the circumstances, for the
purpose of ascertaining the condition of the Premises or in order to make such repairs as may be required or
permitted to be made by Landlord under the terms of this Lease. During the period that is six {6} months prior
to the end of the Term hereof, Landlord and Landiord's agents and representatives shall have the right to enter
the Premises at any reasonable time for the purpose of showing the Premises and shall have the right to erect
on the Premises a suitable sign indicating the Premises are available.

B.  Tenant shall give written notice to Landlord at least thirty {30} days prior to vacating the Premises and
shall arrange to meet with Landlord for a joint inspection of the Premises prior to vacating. In the event of
Tenant's failure to give such notice or arrange such joint inspection, Landlord's inspection at or after Tenant's
vacating the Premises shall be conclusively deemed correct for purposes of determining Tenant's responsibility
for repairs and restoration. It shall be the responsibility of Tenant, prior to vacating the Premises, to clean and
repair the Premises and restore them to the condition in which they were in upon delivery of the Premises to
Tenant at the Commencemaent Date, reasonable wear and tear excepted. Cleaning, repair and restoration shall
include, but not be limited to, removal of all trash, cleaning and repainting of wails, where necessary, cleaning
of carpet and flooring, cleaning and wiping down of all fixtures, maintenance and repair of all heating and air
conditioning systems installed by Tenant, and all similar work, which shall be done at the latest practical date
prior to vacation of the Premisas.

UTIUTIES. Landlord agrees to provide, at its cost water, electricity and gas service connections into the
Premises and the Common Area; but Tenant shall pay for all separately metered water, gas, heat, light, power,
telephone, sewer, sprinkler charges and other utilities and services used on or from the Premises, and its
Proportionate Share of such utilities and services used in the Common Area {under the terms of Paragraph 7
above) together with any taxes, penalties, surcharges or the like pertaining thereto and any maintenance
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13.

charges for utilities and shall furnish all electric light bulbs and tubes. if any such services are not separately
metered to Tenant, Tenant shall pay a reasonable proportion as reasonably determined by Landlord of all
charges jointly metered with other premises. Landlord shall in no event be liable for any interruption or failure
of utility services on the Premises not caused by Landlord.

A, If Tenant’s electrical equipment requires additional air conditioning capacity above that provided by the
building’s standard system, then Tenant shall pay for the cost of installing and operating the additional air
conditioning.

B. If Tenant desires any of the aforementioned services in amounts in excess of those deemed by Landlord
to be standard for the building, and if Landlord elects to provide such additional quantities, then Tenant
shall pay to Landlord, as an additional charge hereunder, the cost of providing such additional guantities.

ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING. Tenant shall not have the right, voluntarily or involuntarily, to assign, convey,
transfer, mortgage or sublet the whole or any part of the Premises under this Lease without the prior written
consent of tandlord which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld, conditioned or delayed. Tenant shatl
pay Landlord a reasonable fee, not to exceed $500.00, to reimburse Landlord for processing costs incurred in
connection with such consent.

A.  Notwithstanding any permitted assignment or subletting, Tenant shall at all times remain directly,
primarily and fully responsible and liable for the payment of the rent herein specified and for compliance with
all of its other obligations under the terms, provisions and covenants of this Lease. Upon the occurrence of an
"event of default” as hereinafter defined, if the Premises or any part thereof are then assigned or sublet,
Landlord, in addition to any other remedies herein provided, or provided by law, may at its option collect
directly from such assignee or subtenant all rents becoming due to Tenant under such assignment, transfer or
sublease and apply such rent against any sums due to Landlord from Tenant hereunder, and no such collection
shall be construed to constitute a novation or a release of Tenant from the further performance of Tenant's
obligations hereunder. Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, Tenant shall be permitted to assign
or sublet this Lease without Landlord's consent, but upon notice to Landlord, to any parent or subsidiary of
Tenant. Transfers of ownership interest in Tenant which do not change a majority or more of the voting
interests in Tenant shall not be considered assignments requiring Landlord’s consent. Tenant may assign its
interest in this Lease to a lender as security without Landlord’s consent.

INSURANCE, FIRE AND CASUALTY DAMAGE.

A. tandlord agrees to maintain (1) insurance covering the building of which the Premises are a part in an
amount not less than eighty percent (80.0%) {or such greater percentage as may be necessary to comply with
the provisions of any co-insurance clauses of the policy} of the "replacement cost” thereof as such term is
defined in the replacement cost endorsement to be attached thereto, insuring against the perils of fire,
lightning, extended coverage, vandalism and malicious mischief, extended by special extended coverage
endorsement to insure against all other risks of direct physical loss; and {2) commercial general liability insure
with respect to the Common Area of the buildings. Such coverages and endorsements shall be as defined,
provided and limited in the standard bureau forms prescribed by the insurance regulatory authority for the
state in which the Premises are situated for use by insurance companies admitted in such state for the writing
of such insurance on risks located within such state. Subject to the provisions of subparagraphs 13{C},({D) and
{E) below, such insurance shall be for the sole benefit of Landlord and under its sole control.

B. Tenant shall make one-time annual payment for marijuana cultivation specific insurance policy prior
to commencement of "grow” of start of marijuana production or cultivation. Policy information, including
certificate, shall be provided to Landiord prior to commencement of marijuana manufacturing or
cultivation.

C. Tenant agrees to pay its Proportionate Share of Landlord's cost of carrying fire and extended coverage
insurance on the building and commercial general liability insurance on the Common Area {collectively the
“Insurance”) During each month of the term of this Lease, Tenant shall make a monthly escrow deposit with
Landiord equal to one-twelfth {1/12) of its Proportionate Share of the Insurance which will be due and payable
for that particular year, ({the “"Insurance Escrow Payment”). Tenant authorizes Landlord to use the funds
deposited by it with Landlord under this paragraph to pay the cost of such insurance. £ach Insurance Escrow
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Payment shall be due and payable, as additional rent, at the same time and manner of the payment of the
monthly rental as provided herein. The Tenant's initial share of the estimated Insurance for the year in
question, and its monthly Insurance Escrow Payment, is subject to increase or decrease as determined by
Landlord to reflect an accurate monthly escrow of Tenant's estimated Proportionate Share of the Insurance.
The Insurance Escrow Payment account of Tenant shall be reconciled annually. If the Tenant's total Insurance
Escrow Payments are less than Tenant's actual Proportionate Share of the Insurance, then Tenant shall pay to
landlord upon demand the difference; if Tenant's total Insurance Escrow Payments are more than Tenant's
actual Proportionate Share of the Insurance, then Landlord shall promptly refund the balance of such excess to
Tenant after first crediting the excess to the next monthly payment due from Tenant for its Proportionate
Share of Taxes and Insurance. The amount of the Tenant's monthly Insurance Escrow Payment will be as
specified Exhibit A.

D.  If the building of which the Premises are a part, should be damaged or destroyed by fire, tornado or
other casualty, Tenant shall give immediate written notice thereof to Landlord.

E. if the building, of which the Premises are a part, should be totally destroyed by fire, tornado or other
casualty, or if it should be so damaged thereby that rebuilding or repairs cannot in Landlord's estimation be
completed within two hundred {200) days after the date upon which Landlord is notified by Tenant of such
damage, this Lease shall terminate and the rent shall be abated during the unexpired portion of this Lease,
effective upon the date of the occurrence of such damage. Landlord shall give notice to Tenant in writing of its

determination to terminate this Lease within ninety (S0} days following the date of the occurrence of such
damage.

F. I the building, of which the Premises are a part, should be damaged by any peril covered by the
tnsurance to be provided by Landiord under subparagraph 13(A) above, but only to such extent that rebuilding
or repairs can in Landlord's reasonable estimation be completed within two hundred (200} days after the date
upon which Landlord is notified by Tenant of such damage, this Lease shall not terminate, and Landlord shall at
its sole cost and expense thereupon proceed with reasonable diligence to rebuild and repair such building to
substantially the condition in which it existed prior to such damage, except that Landlord shall not be required
to rebuild, repair or replace any part of the partition, fixtures, additions and other improvements which may
have been placed in, or about the Premises by Tenant. if the Premises are untenantable in whole or in part
following such damage, the rent payable hersunder during the period in which they are untenantable shall be
reduced to such extent as may be fair and reasonable under all of the circumstances. in the event that

CONDEMNATION.

In the initial Incomplete Notice, | noted that the Clean Room was designated as a restricted access
area but probably should not be since it appears to be a bathroom. However, upon closer inspection
of your diagram, it does not appear to be possible to access the Clean Room, the 6’8” x 4’ room
south of it, and one of the bathrooms from the licensed premises of the retail store without first
going through the cultivation facility, which means that your licensed premises for the retail facility is
currently non-contiguous (which is not allowed).

Additionally, there are three rooms near the Break Room that are designated restricted access areas
of the retail facility: a 10’6” x 9’ room, an 11’ x 15’6” room, and an 11’ x 13’ room. However, the
approved diagram for License #10310 shows that these rooms are a part of the cultivation facility
and are used as a quarantine room and two dry rooms. Please see the attached “10310 and 10313
First Floor Diagrams” for reference. If you would like to keep these rooms part of the retail facility,
you would need to submit and have approved Form MJ-14: Licensed Premises Diagram Change for
the cultivation facility (License #10310) before the retail facility could become operational.

| also noticed that the latest diagram you submitted for this retail facility shows a 12’ x 20" and a 10’
x 12" room adjacent to Flower Room (B) (labeled as A on the other diagram) that are not depicted on
the diagram for License #10310. | am only reviewing the application for the new retail facility right
now, but this may also need to be addressed for #10310.

Diagram2 & 3 & 5:
This revised diagram does not meet the requirements of Diagram 2 and 5 because it does not show
the interior layout of the building, and also does not depict the second floor of the building.

POPPP
The corrections required on the lease may have been unclear, so | will try to clarify what is needed.

For the Lease Agreement between Nanook Holdings Cinnabar, LLC (Landlord) and Dane Wyrick
d/b/a All Decked Out Co (Tenant):
This lease requires the disclaimer that the landlord cannot take possession of or remove marijuana
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products and will contact AMCO for guidance. This was provided via an Amendment to the Lease
Agreement with your corrections, but the amendment is inadequate at this time because it identifies
the tenant as “All Decked Out Co”, and not “Dane Wyrick” (who is doing business as All Decked Out
Co).

For the Addendum to Lease Agreement between Nanook Holdings Cinnabar, LLC (Landlord) and
Dane Wyrick d/b/a All Decked Out Co (Tenant): [Note — the addendum that allows subletting the
premises]

The tenant on the Lease Agreement is identified as Dane Wyrick, but on the addendum the tenant is
inconsistently identified as Dane Wyrick (in the first paragraph), but is identified as All Decked Out
Co in the other sections of the addendum.

For the Amended and Superseding Sublease (Commercial):
On the revised sublease provided with your corrections, the Sublessor is identified as All Decked Out
Co and not Dane Wyrick, the tenant named in the original Lease Agreement.
