Kreative Konfections will use a web-based alarm system with motion and breakage detectors on the
premises.

In the event of a suspected unauthorized breach, or other alerting of the system, the alarm
monitoring company will alert the licensees via phone call. The licensees will then determine if law
enforcement or the fire department should be called, or if it is an animal or other natural occurrence
that does not require the authorities. If there is a breach by a person, law enforcement will be called
immediately to deal with the intruders and at least one licensee or employee will go to the location to
give a report to the police. Within 24 of such a breach, or knowledge of such a breach, AMCO will
be contacted via phone call or email and informed of the known facts of the occurrence.

The alarm system will be activated by the last person to leave the premises in the evening and
deactivated by the first person to enter on the next business morning. Records of the unoccupied
time will be reviewed for alerts and anomalies.

The surveillance cameras will record 24 hours a day and maintain the recorded footage in
accordance with 3 AAC 306.720. Recorded footage may be reviewed by any licensee as needed.
All licensees will be trained on the proper maintenance and usage of the alarm and camera
systems.

Marijuana product will only be handled in areas covered by security cameras. All raw product will be
weighed on a scale in compliance with 3 AAC 306.745 and recorded in the Metrc inventory system
on receipt. When concentrate is produced, it will be weighed in final form and also entered into the
inventory system. Concentrate will be packaged for sale in clearly identified sealed packages, to
prevent diversion. Finished concentrate held for sale or for further processing will be kept in a locked
safe/cold storage within a locked storage area. Only licensees will have access to the locked
storage. Edibles produced in the kitchen area will be stored and packaged in the same manner.

There will be signs on the exterior of the buildings stating that they are secure areas for authorized
access only and clearly state "no loitering". No members of the general public will be allowed inside
the premises without checking in as a visitor and having a legitimate business reason for their
presence.
