A doorman will be stationed at the store entrance during business hours to assist the retail clerk in 
sales and customer monitoring. The doorman will request from all persons entering the store for 
current, unaltered government issued, photo ID cards. The doorman will also observe everyone 
entering for sobriety/signs of impairment. Any one that is under 21 years of age, or who does not 
produce valid ID will be denied access to the retail store and asked to leave the premises. There will 
be a sign posted outside the retail store and inside the customer area stating "No one under 21 


years of age allowed ". Signage will be clearly posted in the retail space that it is illegal to provide 
marijuana to persons under 21 years of age. 
Law enforcement will be contacted for back-up if needed to enforce this policy.

The Gudlief Organization retail store will post signage at the entrance to all restricted access areas stating "Restricted Access 
Area - Visitors Must Be Escorted" . Any members of the public who wish to visit the restricted access areas must clear with 
management and make an appointment. 
Visitors will be escorted and actively supervised by a Gudlief Organization employee at all times. No more than five visitors 
will be allowed in the restricted access areas at a time. All restricted access areas will be located behind secure doors, 
cabinets or gates. The doorman and sales clerk will remain vigilant, never leaving customers unattended. 
The restricted employee only retail area where product is stored in secure cabinets will be off limits to customers . Employee 
access to the restricted sales area will be through a secured gate with a restricted access sign posted on the gate. Security 
cameras will be placed to observe all secure cabinets and restricted access entrances and exits. The doorman will keep a 
close eye on all customers to make sure they do not attempt to access the restricted access areas.

Visitors with an appointment and good cause (with the exception of agents of the MCB, City officials 
and Law Enforcement) will be escorted and actively supervised by management only. The visitor will 
be required to wear a company ID badge that reads " Gudlief Organization Visitor". The visitor will 
be asked not to touch anything and will be inspected for cleanliness so as not to contaminate the 
restricted access area. All visitors must show valid, government issued, photo ID cards 
demonstrating that they are at least 21 years of age and sign a visitor log book. They will print and 
sign their name, date, and time in and out of the restricted access areas. There will be a limit of 5 
visitors at one time. 
Records of visitor logs will be kept on premises for six months and then scanned into a hard drive . 
Records will be stored in the secure cabinet in the restricted access area behind the retail display 
counter. After six months, records will be moved off site and stored for three years on a hard drive in 
an equally secure area at the license owner's residence.

The exterior door has a battery powered, keypad activated, noise alarm which will be activated when the 
building is closed for the night. The shift manager will activate the door alarm each evening. The 
manager will deactivate the alarm in the morning. The noise alarm, if activated by forced entry will be 
detected by a Live Watch Wireless Security System noise detector that in turn will send push notifications 
to the Live Watch monitoring company. Live Watch will notify the licensees' cell phones first and the local 
police second, if the licensees request this or if one of the licensees does not answer. Robin lives next to 
the retail building and will inspect the premises in the event of a triggered alarm notification. 
In the event of a potentially life threatening situation where a person is threatening violence or 
demanding product without compensation with a weapon, then a Live Watch panic switch may be 
activated by employees. The Live Watch monitoring system will notify the licensees and/or the police 
immediately. The SOP describes how an employee should react in an emergency situation. The 
employee should try to appease the threat's demands in an emergency situation. Employees should try 
to get customers out of the building, if possible. The doorman will have pepper spray in his possession 
but will only use it if there is a hostile and uncooperative threat that does not involve a dangerous 
weapon. The panic button may also be used to notify the manager and police. 
The Simply Safe monitoring system will be activated during non-business hours to detect unusual noise, 
motion door breaches and low temperatures. The system monitoring company will call the licensees and 
if they cannot be reached, then the police will be notified of the breach. The police will be provided with 
contact info for the back up manager who will assist the police in reports and damage assessment. 
AMCO will be notified if any situation arises at the premises that involves a police response . Continued

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees: 


The entire retail store will be under continuous video surveillance with all marijuana and manJuana products stored. displayed and dispensed for sales within restricted access areas, unreachable to 
customers. At least one employee will be stationed behind the display and point of sale counter at all times during business hours to prevent un-authorized attempted access. 
Additionally, management will perform internal audits by reconciling the inventory on hand with the recorded data in METRC lo ensure consistency and to resolve any discrepancies immediately 
Robin and Kalla understand that diversion can happen in two ways -Inversion and diversion -and is equally profitable diverting product out of the legal system as it is diverting product from the illegal 
system into the legal market Employees will be trained to alert management mediately in the event that theft or diversion is suspected or witnessed. In the event that an employee is caught 
stealing marijuana, OR infusing the store with non-regulated black-market product, Gudlief Organization will notify local law enforcement and AMCO enforcement immediately, comply with all 
directives and provide all necessary information and records for the investigation. Robin, Kalla and the general manager will take the necessary steps to ensure that illegal conduct by an employee 
does not compromise the establishment's license and legitimate business operations. All employees will be trained to recognize potential theft, and are required and encouraged to notify either 
Robin, Kalla or management if they suspect such activity is occurring. All reports and documentation concerning a suspected or actual theft will be maintained by the company for five (5) years and 
made available to AMCO upon request Once a theft is reported to law enforcement and AMCO, management will update the product records in METRC to maintain an accurate and comprehensive 
accounting for all marijuana inventory activity.

THIS LEASE, made and entered into this 1st day of July, 2018 by and between Nancy Mendenhall, with 
an address of P.O. Box 1141, Nome, Alaska 99762 ("Landlord"), and Gudlief Organization, LLC, an 
Alaska limited liability company, of PO Box 397, Nome, Alaska 99762 ("Tenant"). While payment of rent 
may commence prior to the approval by the Alaska Marijuana Control Board (MCB) of the transfer of 
license number 11119 to Gudlief Organization LLC, actual possession by Gudlief Organization LLC of 
premises shall not commence until approval by the MCB. 


WITNESSETH: 


WHEREAS, Landlord owns certain land situated in the City of Nome, State of Alaska, described 


commonly as 303-C West E. Street, Nome, Alaska 99762. 


WHEREAS, Tenant desires to lease from Landlord and Landlord desires to lease to Tenant the 
above described land for business purposes and on the terms and subject to the covenants and conditions 
provided (hereinafter referred to as the "Lease" or "Agreement"), which area, including all improvements 
now or hereafter to be constructed thereon, are more particularly described and referred to as the "land".
