The Partners hereby reserve the right to withdraw from the Partnership at any time. Should a Partner
withdraw from the Partnership because of choice or death, the remaining Partners will have the
option to buy out the remaining shares of the Partnership. Should the Partners agree to buy out the
shares, the shares will be bought in equal amounts by all Partners. The Partners agree to hire an
outside firm to assess the value of the remaining shares.

Every entry point to the restricted access area will be locked and covered by security cameras 24 hours per day. External entry points
will also be equipped with sensors and connected to my home security system. Only myself (the licensee) or an employee will have
the necessary keys or access codes to gain entry into the restricted access area. The garage door connected to the restricted access
area will have the electric motor disabled preventing the door from being manually or electrically opened. There will be a sign at the
entrance stating that no persons under the age of 21 are allowed on the licensed premises. At this point, we do not intend on having
any visitors to the premises. However, in the event that a visitor is allowed access to the premises, he/she must receive licensee
approval and will be required to produce valid state or federal photo identification showing proof of legal age prior to gaining entry to
the premises. Visitors will be escorted by a licensee or employee at all times. Employees will be required to have proper identification
and a valid marijuana handler's permit while on the premises. Employees will receive clear training regarding prohibited access of
persons under the age of 21 on the premises. No persons under the age of 21 will be granted access to the licensed premises by any
licensee or employee.

Section 3 - Security
Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710):

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

The entire licensed premises will be designated a restricted access area. The entrance doors will remained locked at all times, and
access can only be gained by a physical key. Only licensees and employees will have copies of keys. There will be clear signage on
the exterior points of entry that will state "Restricted Access Area. Visitors Must be Escorted.”. At no time will there be any unescorted
visitors permitted on the premises. All visitors will be logged, admitted, and escorted in accordance with 3 AAC 306.710, as described
below.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

At this time, we do not intend on having any visitors to the premises. However, in the event that a visitor is allowed access to the
premises, he/she must receive licensee approval and will be required to produce valid state or federal photo identification showing
proof of legal age prior to gaining entry to the premises. Visitors will be required to sign in to the visitor log. The following information
will be obtained and logged for each visitor: name, date of birth, address, date of entry, arrival time, departure time, reason for entry,
escorting personnel, form of identification, and identification number. Hard copy records will be retained on-premises for a minimum of
one year, and scanned, digital copies will be retained in the company computer. All records will be made available to law enforcement,
MCB, or AMCO staff upon request.

Visitors will be escorted by a licensee or employee of Northern Heights at all times and will be provided with a visitor identification
badge that must be worn at all times while on the premises. Employees will be required to have proper identification, including a
current employment identification badge issued by a licensee, and a valid marijuana handler's permit while on the premises. No
persons under the age of 21 will be knowingly granted access to the licensed premises by any licensee or employee. No more than
five visitors per licensee or employee escort will be permitted on the premises at any time.

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3.5. An alarm system is required for all license types that must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed
premises is closed for business. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises, explain how it will meet all
regulatory requirements, and outline your policies and procedures regarding the actions to be taken by a licensee, employee, or
agent when the alarm system alerts of an unauthorized breach:

The alarm system for the licensed premises will consist of entry sensors on all doors. The security system is monitored 24 hours/day
and the local law enforcement and the licensee are contacted if any of the sensors are triggered once the system is armed. One
licensee lives within the residential portion of the building and will assist law enforcement and MCB whenever necessary and/or if a
security breach occurs. The alarm system will be armed by a licensee or employee during any and all hours when a licensee or
employee is not physically present on the licensed premises.

We are installing surveillance cameras that will provide continuous video coverage and recording of the entirety of the licensed
premises and within 20+ feet of each entrance/exit to/from the licensed premises. The video monitors and surveillance recording
equipment will be kept onsite and house inside a steel cabinet. The cabinet doors will be locked and only the licensee will hold the key.
Law enforcement and the MCB will have access if requested.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

All marijuana cultivated at the facility will be tracked through METRC from seed/clone until transfer/transport to another licensed
marijuana establishment. Employees will be aware that any diversion of marijuana made by them will result in an immediate
termination of employment and notification to AMCO and local law enforcement. Employees will log their time daily while working in the
licensed premises. Inventory will be checked regularly. The interior and exterior of the licensed premises will be covered by video
surveillance 24 hours per day. Video surveillance records will be kept for a minimum of 40 days. A licensee will ensure that the
transport box is locked and accurate transport manifest produced through METRC is present before the transport vehicle leaves the
facility, and that only licensees and the transporting employee have copies of the keys that unlock the transport box. Any licensee or
employee and vehicle transporting marijuana will drive straight to the receiving licensed marijuana establishment and not make any
unnecessary stops.

If the protest is a “conditional
protest” as defined in 3 AAC 306.060(d)(2) and the application otherwise meets all the criteria set forth by the
regulations, the Marijuana Control Board may approve the license, but require the applicant to show to the
board'’s satisfaction that the requirements of the local government have been met before the director issues the

license.

3 AAC 306.010, 3 AAC 306.080, and 3 AAC 306.250 provide that the board will deny an application for a new
license if the board finds that the license is prohibited under AS 17.38 as a result of an ordinance or election
conducted under AS 17.38 and 3 AAC 306.200, or when a local government protests an application on the
grounds that the proposed licensed premises are located in a place within the local government where a local
zoning ordinance prohibits the marijuana establishment, unless the local government has approved a variance
from the local ordinance.
