THIS OPERATING AGREEMENT (this "Agreement") of Herb'n Legends LLC, LLC
(the "Company"), is executed and agreed to, for good and valuable consideration, by the
undersigned members (the "Members").

Formation.

A.

State of Formation. This is a Limited Liability Company Operating Agreement (the

"Agreement") for Herb'n Legends LLC, a Manager-managed Alaska limited liability
company (the "Company") formed under and pursuant to Alaska law.

Operating Agreement Controls. To the extent that the rights or obligations of the
Members or the Company under provisions of this Operating Agreement differ from
what they would be under Alaska law absent such a provision, this Agreement, to the
extent permitted under Alaska law, shall control.

Primary Business Address. The location of the primary place of business of the
Company is:

2771 Sherwood Lane Unit D, Juneau, Alaska 99801, or such other location as shall
be selected from time to time by the Members.

The Company's mailing address is:

3557 Riverside Dr, Juneau, Alaska 99801

Registered Agent and Office. The Company's initial agent (the "Agent") for service of
process is Jacob Howar Dean Miller. The Agent's registered office is 3557 Riverside

Dr, Junau, Alaska 99801. The Company may change its registered office, its
registered agent, or both, upon filing a statement with the Alaska Secretary of State.

No State Law Partnership. No provisions of this Agreement shall be deemed or
construed to constitute a partnership (including, without limitation, a limited
partnership) or joint venture, or any Member a partner or joint venturer of or with any
other Member, for any purposes other than federal and state tax purposes.

Purposes and Powers.

A.

Purpose. The Company is created for the following business purpose:

Limited marijuana cultivation
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B. Powers. The Company shall have all of the powers of a limited liability company set
forth under Alaska law.

C. Duration. The Company's term shall commence upon the filing of an Articles of
Organization and all other such necessary materials with the state of Alaska. The
Company will operate until terminated as outlined in this Agreement unless:

I A majority of the Members vote to dissolve the Company;

2. No Member of the Company exists, unless the business of the Company is
continued in a manner permitted by Alaska law;

3. It becomes unlawful for either the Members or the Company to continue in
business;

4. A judicial decree is entered that dissolves the Company; or

5. Any other event results in the dissolution of the Company under federal or
Alaska law.

IHI. Members.
A. Members. The Members of the Company (jointly the "Members") and their
Membership Interest in the same at the time of adoption of this Agreement are as
follows:

Jacob Howard Dean Miller, 50%
Taylyn Kristine Miller, 50%
B. Initial Contribution. Each Member shall make an Initial Contribution to the Company.

The Initial Contributions of each shall be as described in Attachment A, Initial
Contributions of the Members.

No Member shall be entitled to interest on their Initial Contribution. Except as
expressly provided by this Agreement, or as required by law, no Member shall have
any right to demand or receive the return of their Initial Contribution. Any
modifications as to the signatories' respective rights as to the receipt of their initial
contributions must be set forth in writing signed by all interested parties.

C. Limited Liability of the Members. Except as otherwise provided for in this Agreement
or otherwise required by Alaska law, no Member shall be personally liable for any
acts, debts, liabilities or obligations of the Company beyond their respective Initial
Contribution, including liability arising under a judgment, decree or order of a court.
The Members shall look solely to the Company property for the return of their Initial
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Contribution, or value thereof, and if the Company property remaining after payment
or discharge of the debts, liabilities or obligations of the Company is insufficient to
return such Initial Contributions, or value thereof, no Member shall have any recourse
against any other Member except as is expressly provided for by this Agreement or as
otherwise allowed by law.

. Death, Incompetency or Termination of a Member. Should a Member die, be
declared incompetent, or withdraw from the Company by choice, the remaining
Members will have the option to buy out that Member's Membership Interest in the
Company. Should the Members agree to buy out the Membership Interest of the
withdrawing Member, that Interest shall be paid for equally by the remaining Members
and distributed in equal amounts to the remaining Members. The Members agree to
hire an outside firm to assess the value of the Membership Interest.

The Members will have 90 days to decide if they want to buy the Membership Interest
together and disperse it equally. If all Members do not agree to buy the Membership
Interest, individual Members will then have the right to buy the Membership Interest
individually. If more than one Member requests to buy the remaining Membership
Interest, the Membership Interest will be paid for and split equally among those
Members wishing to purchase the Membership Interest. If all Members agree by
unanimous vote, the Company may choose to allow a non-Member to buy the
Membership Interest thereby replacing the previous Member.

If no individual Member(s) finalize a purchase agreement by 90 days, the withdrawing
Member, or their estate, may dispose of their Membership Interest however they see
fit, subject to the limitations in Section III (E) below. If a Member is a corporation,
trust, partnership, limited liability company or other entity and is dissolved or
terminated, the powers of that Member may be exercised by its legal representative or
SUCCesSOor.

The name of the Company may be amended upon the written and unanimous vote of
all Members if a Member withdraws, dies, is found Incompetent or is terminated.

Creation or Substitution of New Members. Any Member may assign in whole or in
part its Membership Interest only after granting their fellow Members the right of first
refusal, as established in Section III (D) above.

1. Entire transfer. If a Member transfers all of its Membership Interest, the
transferee shall be admitted to the Company as a substitute Member upon its
execution of an instrument signifying its agreement to be bound by the terms
and conditions of this Agreement. Such admission shall be deemed effective
immediately upon the transfer, and, simultaneously, the transferor Member
shall cease to be a Member of the Company and shall have no further rights or
obligations under this Agreement.
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2. Partial transfer. If a Member transfers only a portion of its Membership
Interest, the transferee shall be admitted to the Company as an additional
Member upon its execution of an instrument signifying its agreement to be
bound by the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

3. Whether a substitute Member or an additional Member, absent the written
consent of all existing Members of the Company, the transferee shall be a
limited Member and possess only the percentage of the monetary rights of the
transferor Member that was transferred without any voting power as a
Member in the Company.

F. Member Voting.
1. Voting power. The Company's Members shall each have voting power equal
to their share of Membership Interest in the Company.

2. Proxies. At all meetings of Members, a Member may vote in person or by
proxy executed in writing by the Member or by his duly authorized attorney-
in-fact. Such proxy shall be delivered to the other Members of the Company
before or at the time of the meeting. No proxy shall be valid after eleven
months from the date of its execution, unless otherwise provided in the proxy.

G. Members' Duty to File Notices. The Members shall be responsible for preparation,
maintenance, filing and dissemination of all necessary returns, notices, statements,
reports, minutes or other information to the Internal Revenue Service, the state of
Alaska, and any other appropriate state or federal authorities or agencies. Notices
shall be filed in accordance with the section titled "Notices" below. The Members may
delegate this responsibility to a Manager at the Members' sole discretion.

H. Fiduciary Duties of the Members. The Members shall have no fiduciary duties
whatsoever, whether to each other or to the Company, unless that Member is a
Manager of the Company, in which instance they shall owe only the fiduciary duties of
a Manager. No Member shall bear any liability to the Company or to other present or
former Members by reason of being or having been a Member.

I Waiver of Partition: Nature of Interest. Except as otherwise expressly provided in this
Agreement, to the fullest extent permitted by law, each Member hereby irrevocably
waives any right or power that such Member might have to cause the Company or any
of its assets to be partitioned, to cause the appointment of a receiver for all or any
portion of the assets of the Company, to compel any sale of all or any portion of the
assets of the Company pursuant to any applicable law or to file a complaint or to
institute any proceeding at law or in equity to cause the dissolution, liquidation, winding
up or termination of the Company. No Member shall have any interest in any specific
assets of the Company.

Accounting and Distributions.

A.

B.

Fiscal Year. The Company's fiscal year shall end on the last day of December.

Records. All financial records including tax returns and financial statements will be held
at the Company's primary business address and will be accessible to all Members.

Distributions. Distributions shall be issued on a quarterly basis, based upon the
Company's fiscal year. The distribution shall not exceed the remaining net cash of the
Company after making appropriate provisions for the Company's ongoing and
anticipatable liabilities and expenses. Each Member shall receive a percentage of the
overall distribution that matches that Member's percentage of Membership Interest in
the Company.

Tax Treatment Election.

The Company has not filed with the Internal Revenue Service for treatment as a
corporation. Instead, the Company will be taxed as a pass-through organization. The
Members may elect for the Company to be treated as a C-Corporation, S-
corporation or a Partnership at any time.

Board of Managers.

A.

Creation of a Board of Managers. The Members shall create a board of Managers
(the "Board") consisting of Managers appointed at the sole discretion of the Members
and headed by the Chairman of the Board. The Members may serve as Managers and

- may appoint a Member to serve as the Chairman. The Members may determine at any
time in their sole and absolute discretion the number of Managers to constitute the

Board, subject in all cases to any requirements imposed by Alaska law. The
authorized number of Managers may be increased or decreased by the Members at
any time in their sole and absolute discretion, subject to Alaska law. Each Manager
elected, designated or appointed shall hold office until a successor Manager is elected
and qualified or until such Manager's earlier death, resignation or removal.

Powers and Operation of the Board of Managers. The Board shall have the power to
do any and all acts necessary, convenient or incidental to or for the furtherance of the
Company's purposes described herein, including all powers, statutory or otherwise.

1. Meetings. The Board may hold meetings, both regular and special, within or
outside the state of Alaska. Regular meetings of the Board may be held
without notice at such time and at such place as shall from time to time be
determined by the Board. Special meetings of the Board may be called by the
Chairman on not less than one day's notice to each Manager by telephone,
electronic mail, facsimile, mail or any other means of communication.

1. Atall meetings of the Board, a majority of the Managers shall constitute a
quorum for the transaction of business and, except as otherwise provided
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in any other provision of this Agreement, the act of a majority of the
Managers present at any meeting at which there is a quorum shall be the
act of the Board. If a quorum shall not be present at any meeting of the
Board, the Managers present at such meeting may adjourn the meeting
until a quorum shall be present. Any action required or permitted to be
taken at any meeting of the Board may be taken without a meeting if all
Managers consent thereto in writing, and the writing or writings are filed
with the minutes of proceedings of the Board.

ii. Managers may participate in meetings of the Board by means of telephone
conference or similar communications equipment that allows all persons
participating in the meeting to hear each other, and such participation in a
meeting shall constitute presence in person at the meeting. If all the
participants are participating by telephone conference or similar
communications equipment, the meeting shall be deemed to be held at the
primary business address of the Company.

. Compensation of Managers. The Board shall have the authority to fix the
compensation of Managers. The Managers may be paid their expenses, if any, of
attendance at meetings of the Board, which may be a fixed sum for attendance at each
meeting of the Board or a stated salary as Manager. No such payment shall preclude
any Manager from serving the Company in any other capacity and receiving
compensation therefor.

- Removal of Managers. Unless otherwise restricted by law, any Manager or the entire
Board may be removed, with or without cause, by the Members, and any vacancy
caused by any such removal may be filled by action of the Members.

Managers as Agents. To the extent of their powers set forth in this Agreement, the
Managers are agents of the Company for the purpose of the Company's business, and
the actions of the Managers taken in accordance with such powers set forth in this
Agreement shall bind the Company. Except as provided in this Agreement, no
Manager may bind the Company.

No Power to Dissolve the Company. Notwithstanding any other provision of this
Agreement to the contrary or any provision of law that otherwise so empowers the
Board, none of the Board shall be authorized or empowered, nor shall they permit the
Company, without the affirmative vote of the Members, to institute proceedings to
have the Company be adjudicated bankrupt or insolvent, or consent to the institution
of bankruptcy or insolvency proceedings against the Company or file a petition
seeking, or consent to, reorganization or relief with respect to the Company under any
applicable federal or state law relating to bankruptcy, or consent to the appointment of
a receiver, liquidator, assignee, trustee (or other similar official) of the Company or a
substantial part of its property, or make any assignment for the benefit of creditors of
the Company, or admit in writing the Company's inability to pay its debts generally as
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they become due, or, to the fullest extent permitted by law, take action in furtherance
of any such action.

. Duties of the Board. The Board and the Members shall cause the Company to do or

cause to be done all things necessary to preserve and keep in full force and effect its
existence, rights (charter and statutory) and franchises. The Board also shall cause the
Company to:

Maintain its own books, records, accounts, financial statements, stationery,
invoices, checks and other limited liability company documents and bank
accounts separate from any other person;

At all times hold itself out as being a legal entity separate from the Members
and any other person and conduct its business in its own name;

File its own tax returns, if any, as may be required under applicable law, and
pay any taxes required to be paid under applicable law:

Not commingle its assets with assets of the Members or any other person, and
separately identify, maintain and segregate all Company assets;

Pay its own liabilities only out of its own funds, except with respect to
organizational expenses;

Maintain an arm's length relationship with the Members, and, with respect to
all business transactions entered into by the Company with the Members,
require that the terms and conditions of such transactions (including the terms
relating to the amounts paid thereunder) are the same as would be generally
available in comparable business transactions if such transactions were with a
person that was not a Member;

Pay the salaries of its own employees, if any, out of its own funds and maintain
a sufficient number of employees in light of its contemplated business

operations;

Not guarantee or become obligated for the debts of any other person or hold
out its credit as being available to satisfy the obligations of others;

Allocate fairly and reasonably any overhead for shared office space;

Not pledge its assets for the benefit of any other person or make any loans or
advances to any person;

Correct any known misunderstanding regarding its separate identity;
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12. Maintain adequate capital in light of its contemplated business purposes;

13. Cause its Board to meet or act pursuant to written consent and keep minutes
of such meetings and actions and observe all other Alaska limited liability
company formalities;

14.  Make any permitted investments directly or through brokers engaged and paid
by the Company or its agents;

15.  Not require any obligations or securities of the Members; and
16.  Observe all other limited liability formalities.

Failure of the Board to comply with any of the foregoing covenants shall not affect the
status of the Company as a separate legal entity or the limited liability of the Members.

H. Prohibited Actions of the Board. Notwithstanding any other provision of this
Agreement to the contrary or any provision of law that otherwise so empowers the
Board, none of the Board on behalf of the Company, shall, without the unanimous
approval of the Board, do any of the following:

1. Guarantee any obligation of any person;

2. Engage, directly or indirectly, in any business or activity other than as required
or permitted to be performed pursuant to the Company's Purpose as
described in Section II (A) above; or

3. Incur, create or assume any indebtedness other than as required or permitted
to be performed pursuant to the Company's Purpose as described in Section
II (A) above.

VII.  Fiduciary Duties of the Board.
A. Loyalty and Care. Except to the extent otherwise provided herein, each Manager shall
have a fiduciary duty of loyalty and care similar to that of managers of business
corporations organized under the laws of Alaska.

B. Competition with the Company. The Managers shall refrain from dealing with the
Company in the conduct of the Company's business as or on behalf of a party having
an interest adverse to the Company unless a majority, by individual vote, of the Board
of Managers excluding the interested Manager, consents thereto. The Managers shall
refrain from competing with the Company in the conduct of the Company's business
unless a majority, by individual vote, of the Board of Managers excluding the
interested Manager, consents thereto.
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C. Duties Only to the Company. The Manager's fiduciary duties of loyalty and care are to
the Company and not to the other Managers. The Managers shall owe fiduciary duties
of disclosure, good faith and fair dealing to the Company and to the other Managers.
A Manager who so performs their duties shall not have any liability by reason of being
or having been a Manager.

D. Reliance on Reports. In discharging the Manager's duties, a Manager is entitled to rely
on information, opinions, reports, or statements, including financial statements and
other financial data, if prepared or presented by any of the following:

1. One or more Members, Managers, or employees of the Company whom the
Manager reasonably believes to be reliable and competent in the matters
presented.

2. Legal counsel, public accountants, or other persons as to matters the Manager
reasonably believes are within the persons' professional or expert competence.

3. A committee of Members or Managers of which the affected Manager is not a
participant, if the Manager reasonably believes the committee merits
confidence.

VIII. Dissolution.
A. Limits on Dissolution. The Company shall have a perpetual existence, and shall be
dissolved, and its affairs shall be wound up only upon the provisions established in
Section II (C) above.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, the Bankruptcy of any
Member shall not cause such Member to cease to be a Member of the Company and
upon the occurrence of such an event, the business of the Company shall continue
without dissolution.

Each Member waives any right that it may have to agree in writing to dissolve the
Company upon the Bankruptcy of any Member or the occurrence of any event that
causes any Member to cease to be a Member of the Company.

B. Winding Up. Upon the occurrence of any event specified in Section II(C), the
Company shall continue solely for the purpose of winding up its affairs in an orderly
manner, liquidating its assets, and satisfying the claims of its creditors. One or more
Members, selected by the remaining Members, shall be responsible for overseeing the
winding up and liquidation of the Company, shall take full account of the liabilities of
the Company and its assets, shall either cause its assets to be distributed as provided
under this Agreement or sold, and if sold as promptly as is consistent with obtaining
the fair market value thereof, shall cause the proceeds therefrom, to the extent
sufficient therefor, to be applied and distributed as provided under this Agreement.
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IX.

C. Distributions in Kind. Any non-cash asset distributed to one or more Members in
liquidation of the Company shall first be valued at its fair market value (net of any
liability secured by such asset that such Member assumes or takes subject to) to
determine the profits or losses that would have resulted if such asset were sold for
such value, such profit or loss shall then be allocated as provided under this
Agreement. The fair market value of such asset shall be determined by the Members
or, if any Member objects, by an independent appraiser (any such appraiser must be
recognized as an expert in valuing the type of asset involved) approved by the
Members.

D. Termination. The Company shall terminate when (1) all of the assets of the Company,
after payment of or due provision for all debs, liabilities and obligations of the
Company, shall have been distributed to the Members in the manner provided for
under this Agreement and (ii) the Company's registration with the state of Alaska shall
have been canceled in the manner required by Alaska law.

If an unescorted member of the public were to gain access through the exterior door they'd first
enter a hallway that is not considered a restricted area. There is another door in the hallway that is
locked at all times that requires a unique code to gain access to the restricted area. This double
code access system will help prevent any unescorted member of the public to gain access to the
restricted areas.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

All visitors must be age eligible (at least 21 years old) to enter the premises. Visitors will be required to wear a provided guest pass
(see section 3.3). When guest enter premises, they will provide a valid, legible, and approved form of identification (state issued I.D. or
passport) prior to signing into a log book. The sign-in requirements are name, date, approved form of identification number, time of
entrance, time of exit, and name of approved employee who will be the visitors assigned "escort". Visitor and escort must sign log
sheet swearing the information provided is true and accurate to their knowledge. These log sheets will be maintained and secured on
site. Log sheets will be kept in a paper and electronic form for multiple storage purposes. A unique access code will be issued to
employees which they will use to gain access into the restricted areas to escort the visitor. There will be no more than 2 visitors per
assigned escort at any time (If employee is terminated unique access code will be changed to insure security). Visitors must stay with
escort and wear visitors badge visibly at all times. When visitor is signing out they must provide badge back to escort who will sign the
badge back in on the log sheet.

This
system will be monitored by LJ Alarms. The motion sensors will cover all doors that allow entry to the unit,
the restricted access doors, as well as the access to the mechanical room during unoccupied hours. To
activate the alarm system a key pad will be installed and utilized.

All doors allowing entry to the proposed unit will have a door alarm. When business is not occupied by
employees the alarm would be activated by way of keypad. After activation of system, if a door is opened or
if there is movement detected in the unit, the alarm system will be triggered. To assure constant monitoring,
the alarm system will be hard wired in with a battery back-up.

If alarm system is activated, local law enforcement; Juneau Police Department (JPD), is notified and the
monitoring company, LJ Alarms, will call an authorized list of people, owners & manager. Once contact is
made with authorized list, an authorized person will either resolve breach via phone or go on site to assess
the breach and resolve as needed. At which point an authorized person will contact the Alaska Marijuana
Control Board (AMCO) and provide appropriate information.

For additional security Doaks Lock & Key will install a siren as well as a duress button to sound in an
emergency situation.

Please Note- THERE ARE NO WINDOWS ON THE PROPOSED PREMISIS THEREFORE THERE IS NO
NEED TO MENTION SECURITY DETECTORS/FEATURES FOR THEM.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

Owners, employees, and visitors will be held to a zero tolerance policy on the diversion of marijuana, as required by 3 AAC 306.720.
Video of all areas of the premises will be maintained and reviewed by owner bi-weekly. Marijuana will be entered into the METRC
software by Franwell which is required by the state for tracking and record keeping of all marijuana products to be received or sold.

This limited cultivation facility is proposed to be located at the same address (2771 Sherwood Lane)
as The Mason Jar #13279, a retail store approved by the board in October of 2018. The Mason Jar
#13279 is owned by The Mason Jar LL.C, which is owned by Dennis Lavigne 50% and Kenneth
Rivest 50%. Herb’n Legends LLLC is owned by Herb’n Legends LLIL.C, which is owned by Jacob
Miller 50% and Taylyn Miller 50%.

In late October, after the board meeting, we received a comment from a Juneau resident that The
Mason Jar and Herb’n Legends were proposed to be located across the street from the Awaken
Church at 2770 Sherwood Lane which appeared to be a violation of 3 AAC 306.010, which says,
“The board will not issue a marijuana establishment license if the licensed premises will be located
within 500 feet of a school ground, a recreation or youth center, a building in which religious
services are regularly conducted, or a correctional facility. The distance specified in this subsection
must be measured by the shortest pedestrian route from the public entrance of the building in which
the licensed premises would be located to the outer boundaries of the school ground, the outer
boundaries of the recreation or youth center, the main public entrance of the building in which
religious services are regularly conducted, or the main public entrance of the correctional facility.”

An investigation into the situation produced the following information:

e The Mason Jar #13279 submitted all application documents and were moved to the queue on
March 12, 2018.

e The Awaken Church signed a lease at 2770 Sherwood Lane on April 1, 2018.

e Herb’n Legends LLC #15209 submitted all application documents and were moved to the
queue on July 2, 2018.

e The City and Borough of Juneau waived its right to protest The Mason Jar #13279 on
November 26, 2018.

e From Investigator Johnson: “The church is located in a multi-unit building almost directly across
the street from the retail shop. Measuring straight across, crossing the road against traffic (not at
a crosswalk) it is 286’ door to door. Measuring the distance from the church’s door, down the

street to the nearest intersection, crossing at a stop sign, then back to the door of the retail shop,
the distance is 1033’

e An inquiry to the City and Borough of Juneau as to whether or not they evaluated the separation
distance for compliance with 3 AAC 306.010 was answered with the information that the Juneau
Assembly had waived the right to protest for The Mason Jar #13279 on the consent agenda with
no discussion. It is unclear whether or not the CBJ looks at 3 AAC 306.010.

e The City and Borough of Juneau waived its right to protest Herb’n Legends LLLC #15209 on
February 11, 2019.

Because the application for The Mason Jar #13279 was fully submitted before the Awaken Church
had leased the property across the street, I did not bring their application back to the board. The
Mason Jar license was issued on November 28, 2018, and became effective on December 11, 2018.

The applicant was notified on December 7 that their proximity to the church would be brought to
the board’s attention.

To my knowledge, the board has never clarified how the separation distance required in 3 AAC
306.010 is to be measured.

The City and Borough of Juneau’s code regarding pedestrian crossings is as follows:

ARTICLE IV. - PEDESTRLANS

72.02.160 - Crossing at other than crosswalk.

(a) A pedestrian crossing a roadway at a point other than within a marked crosswalk or within an unmarked
crosswalk at an intersection shall yield the right-of-way to all vebicles upon the roadway.

(b) No pedestrian may cross a roadway at a point where a pedestrian tunnel or overbead pedestrian crossing has been
provided and which is accessible at road level at or near the point of crossing, unless a marked crosswalk is also
provided at that point. If a pedestrian overpass or tunnel is not accessible and if no marked crosswalk is provided, a
pedestrian crossing the roadway must yield the right-of-way to all vebicles on the roadway which are so close as to
constitute a hazard.

(¢) Between adjacent intersections in a business or residence district in which traffic control signals are in operation, no
pedestrian may cross except in a marked crosswalk.

(d) No pedestrian may cross a roadway intersection diagonally or otherwise than at a right angle unless anthoriged by
an official traffic control device. When authorized to cross diagonally, pedestrians must cross in accordance with the
official traffic control device.

(¢) No pedestrian may cross a roadway where an official traffic control device specifically probibits the crossing.

(1) Except as provided in subsection (d) of this section, a pedestrian must cross a roadway at a right angle to the
roadway or by the shortest route to the opposite side of the roadway.
