The only entrance door to the licensed cultivation facility is an exterior door that opens into the work area. The door will have a sign stating “No one under
21 years of age allowed” in compliance with 3 AAC 306.325(b). To enter the licensed facility the visitor will have to ring the bell and a Bristol Bay Bud
Company employee will greet them as they unlock and open the door and check IDs before entry is allowed. The ID check will include a concentrated look
at the ID, paying attention to oddities and inconsistencies to assure that it is not counterfeit document. In addition, the employee will assure that the visitor’s
physical appearance is consistent with the image on the ID.


Unless required by law, Bristol Bay Bud Company will NOT accept an ID without a picture, an ID that is out of date, or an ID that appears to be tampered
with in any way. Once the ID is accepted by the escorting employee, the visitor will be entered in the visitor log book, indicating the date, time entered, time
exited, name, signature, and name of escorting employee. All visitors will wear a badge to indicate their visitor status to all cultivation employees.


All employees will be trained in the procedures for visitors upon hire and on an annual basis, unless deemed necessary to do more training due to an
unexpected situation or if we need to refine our policies. The specific topics the employees will include but will not be limited to identifying underage visitors,
identifying fake identification and the protocol to confiscate and notify law enforcement.


Bristol Bay Bud Company will restrict access to any part of the licensed premise where marijuana
product will be propagated, flowered, harvested, cured, stored or sold. Bristol Bay Bud Company staff
will verify appropriate legal identification of the customer. When greeted at the door of the cultivation
facility an employee will unlock and check the ID of the visitor. The entry point to Bristol Bay Bud
Company will be posted and maintained with the applicable signage of “No one under 21 years of age
allowed” in accordance with 3 AAC 306.325(b) and a sign stating “Restricted access area. Visitors must
be escorted” in accordance with 3 AAC 306.710(b). Once identification is verified, the visitor will enter
the facility through the exterior door that leads into the repotting/work room. The employee will then fill
out the visitor’s log have the visitor sign and put on the visitor’s badge. The visitor will be in the constant
presence of a Bristol Bay Bud Company employee while inside the licensed, restricted areas. The
product storage area and server will be locked in a secure room of which only employees will have a key.


Bristol Bay Bud Company will maintain a visitor log with the following information in accordance with 3 AAC 306.710(c) and 3 AAC 306.755
(a):


• Visitor name, visitor badge number and signature stating that they understand the rules and regulations governing the visitor access
• Date
• Time in/Time out
• Escorting employee name and signature authorizing the temporary visitors pass and acknowledgement of all rules and regulations
governing the visitors access


Before visitors move into the restricted access areas an employee of Bristol Bay Bud Company will check their legal, current, unaltered
state/government issued identification card in accordance with 3 AAC 306.350. The visitor will then be registered in the visitor log recording
the visitor badge id number, the escorting employee, date, time in, time out and their signature. Visitors will be escorted by the employee for
the duration of their visit and will wear a visitor’s badge at all times. At no time will there be more than 5 visitors per employee in the facility in
accordance with 3 ACC 306.710. All restricted areas will be marked by the applicable signage including “No one under 21 years of age
allowed” and “Restricted access area. Visitors must be escorted” in accordance with 3 ACC 306.710(b). Visitors are not authorized to handle
any marijuana or marijuana products


Visitor logs will be scanned daily (as needed on days when there are visitors) as a part of the end of day paperwork and digital copies will be
saved to the security log.

The well sourced water will then be run through a reverse
osmosis (RO) system, then stored and/or distributed to the various reservoirs in the facility. The RO water will be mixed
with the appropriate nutrients and fed to the plants as necessary. The plants will be fed using a drain to waste method
with minimal run off. The relatively small amount of cultivation waste water will generally be disposed of via the
property's septic system. When the seasons allow, the waste water may be used on the 10 acre property to feed
outdoor vegetable/flower gardens and/or yard.
