Lease Term, Conditions & Payments for Leased Premises:

1. Lessee reccgnizes and acknowledges, without limiting the generality of any terms and/or provisions of Lease, that it is the intent of the parties hereto that any and
all rentals in Lease provided shall be paid by Lessee to Owners, including any and all expenses incurred in connection with Common Area, Premises, and/or in
connection with the operations thereon, including any and all taxes, assessments, license fees, utility bills, management and/or administrative fees, costs of repair,
maintenance and/or operation of Common Area, Premises, and other improvements comprised therein, together with the appurtenance thereto.

Your application will now be sent electronically, in its entirety, to your local government, your community
council if your proposed premises is in Anchorage or certain locations in the Mat-Su Borough, and to any
non-profit agencies who have requested notification of applications. The local government has 60 days to
protest the issuance of your license or waive protest.
