Section 2 - Control Plan for Persons Under the Age of 21 


2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the 
licensed premises and marijuana items: 


THE GREAT ALASKAN KUSH COMPANY (herein after referred to as ''TGAKC") will refuse entrance to any person who does not produce a form of valid 
photo identification showing that person is twenty-one (21) years of age or older. A valid form of identification includes: (1) an unexpired, unaltered passport; 
(2) an unexpired, unaltered driver's license; instruction permit, or identification card of any state or territory of the Unrted States, the District of Columbia, or 
a province of Canada; and (3) an identification card issued by a federal or state agency authorized to issue a driver's license or identification card. At no
time will a person under the age of twenty-one (21) be permitted to remain on the premises. If at any time an employee suspects that a person is a minor,
the employee will refuse access and have the individual escorted off the premises. The public must pass through the atrium to enter the wailing room. At
that entrance, there is a receptionist desk where an employee checks state issued IDs to ensure that all patrons are over the age of 21. Marijuana products
are stored in the retail office and behind the POS counter in the Restricted Access Area. 


Section 3 - Security 


Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710): 


3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas: 


Maintaining the security of all marijuana products requires that access to the premises be monitored and restricted. Access beyond 
the waiting room to the sales floor will not be designated as restricted access areas, but will be a controlled access area, meaning 
that only persons who's age has been verified may be in the waiting area and/or in the sales floor area. Any area where marijuana 
and marijuana products is stored for inventory or dispensing to customers is a restricted access area. Therefore, there will be 
signage indicating that the area behind the sales counters are Restricted Access Areas, the signs will warn the public that 
UNAUTHORIZED and UNESCOURTED entry is prohibited. Additionally, there are barriers, about three feet tall, blocking access to 
behind the sales counter. It has a spring-loaded hinge to ensure it closes behind people as they enter or leave the secured area. At 
least one employee will be present behind the counter at all times, ensuring customers do not enter the restricted access area behind 
the counter. Another employee will be at the entrance checking !D's before customers may enter the waiting area. Cameras are 
placed conspicuously to encourage people to not attempt access. The facility is equipped with an alarm system, and video 
surveillance is installed throughout the premises that allows for monitoring all areas 24 hours each day, including all entrances and 
exits, all security doors and restricted access areas, offices, security room, windows, and the exterior of the building to monitor and 
identify all activity adjacent to the facility. 


3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas: 


In order to be escorted into restricted access areas, a visitor must be pre-scheduled by either Kim or a designated 
manager, with the exception of AMCO and duly authorized law enforcement agents. Each visitor will sign into the visitor's 
log indicating their name, the date, time in and out of the restricted access area, and purpose of the visit. All visitors will be 
required to sign in, and to provide valid, government issued, photo identification. Each visitor (with the exception of law 
enforcement, AMCO Enforcement or other duly authorized agents such as from the MOA or Health Dept) will be issued a 
visitor badge and will be instructed to clearly display it on their person at all times while on the licensed premises and 
return the badge upon exit. At this time, the employee or Kim will brief the visitor on the company's policy's regarding 
hygiene, safety, regulatory compliance and any other pertinent information the visitor should be aware of while inside the 
restricted access areas of the retail store. A designated employee or Kim will escort and actively supervise the visitor(s) 
during the entire visit. At no time will there be more than 5 visitors per supervising employee or licensee on the premises. 
Once the visit has concluded, all visitors will be required to exit the premises and return their visitor badges. 
The visitors log will be kept and stored on-site as an official business record. The visitors will be escorted by an employee 
at all times while in the restricted access area. The escorting employee will record all information related to the visitor's 
presence, including any reportable activity or behavior during the visit. This visitor log will be made available to AMCO 
upon request. The records will be stored in the shared office located on the second floor of the building. After 7 years the 
hard copy may be destroyed.

3.4. Exterior lighting is required to facilitate surveillance. Describe how the exterior lighting will meet this requirement: 


TGAKC will ensure that the exterior of the building is well lit. Exterior lighting is specially designed 
and positioned to help visually secure the premises and allow the surveillance system to depict 
individuals up to twenty feet from all entry points. The luminaries are mounted in inaccessible places 
and have sturdy housings and lenses. The lights are extremely bright LEDs, emitting 5300 lumens, 
to deter crime and to ensure maximum visibility. These are checked daily by management to ensure 
that each light is operational to deter loitering or unauthorized presence on the premises. Additional 
lighting will be installed as/if needed.

3.5. An alarm system is required for all license types that must be activated on all exterior doors and windows when the licensed 


premises is closed for business. Describe the security alarm system for the proposed premises, explain how it will meet all 


regulatory requirements, and outline your policies and procedures regarding the actions to be taken by a licensee, employee, or 


agent when the alarm system alerts of an unauthorized breach: 


The alarm system was installed by Cardoso Integrated Security (CIS) and has a 3rd party monitoring company (Alarm.com) 
monitoring the premise activity 24 hours per day, 7 days per week to ensure the safety of the agents and assets, and to 
detect any unauthorized intrusion or activity. When an alarm is triggered, Kim will be called by the monitoring company before 
contacting local law enforcement, if necessary. The system will also send her a notification on her smart phone each time the 
alarm is armed and unarmed. Alarm testing will be executed every 6 months. During closed hours, the system will always be 
activated, and it monitors all exterior doors and windows. It also includes interior motion and glass break detectors. Any 
unauthorized intrusion or attempted intrusion will send an automatic call to Kim, who will determine if a call local law 
enforcement is warranted. In the event that the alarm system sends an electronic alert to local law enforcement to notify them 
of an unauthorized breach, the management team will evacuate the building (if it's safe to do and necessary) to a 
pre-determined safe location. A designated employee will take a head count of employees and any visitors that may have 
been on the premises to ensure everyone is accounted for. Management will await instruction from law enforcement and 
comply with all directives. Once it is safe to do so, employees will return to the facility and inspect for property damage, theft, 
take inventory and submit all necessary and requested documentation to law enforcement officials and to AMCO 
enforcement. Additionally, any event that occurs on the licensed premises that involves local law enforcement will be promptly 
reported to AMCO Enforcement via email. The facility is equipped with strategically placed panic buttons to provide easy 
access by employees in an emergency. At all hours of the day or night, these buttons will trigger the alarm system. At a 
minimum, they are located at the front entrance, behind the sales counter, and in various offices. All employees are aware of 
the locations of the panic buttons and taught proper use. Kim and Management are educated on the security and alarm 
systems by the security and alarm system installers; including proper use, troubleshooting, police response, and controls. 
When the first Manager or Kim arrives, they will disable the alarm and check that the cameras are functioning by viewing 
them in the security office. The last agent to leave at the end of the night will activate the overnight security system (doors, 
windows, motions sensors, glass breaks) and ensure that all doors are locked. Windows in the TGAKC facility will never be 
opened. Additionally, any event that occurs on the licensed premises that involves local law enforcement will be promptly 
reported to AMCO Enforcement via email within 24 hours of event. 


3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees: 


All areas of the licensed premises where marijuana or marijuana products are stocked for sale or dispensed for sale and storage/inventory areas will be 
designated as restricted access areas. Access is granted only to specific personnel to these restricted areas. 
Marijuana products are stored in a secured, locked area during closed business hours. They have 24-hour video surveillance and video back up for all footage 
that is stored for 40 days. When the business is open, all products are on display, but unreachable to customers. Cameras are visible and provide a full view of 
every access point to the facility and every room where marijuana product is present. Security monitors and video recording equipment are in the Security Office. 
Mandatory inventory counts are conducted many times during the week. If anyone is caught stealing or illegally distributing marijuana, TGAKC will cooperate as 
needed with the appropriate law enforcement agencies in the Municipality of Anchorage and/or the State of Alaska. All reports and documentation concerning a 
suspected or actual theft will be maintained by the company for 5 years and made available to AMCO and its agents and representatives. If any suspected or 
actual theft occurs, Kim will contact local law enforcement immediately. Once a theft is reported to law enforcement, Kim will update the product records in Metre 
to maintain an accurate and comprehensive accounting for all marijuana inventory activity. Kim will also comply with all directives, inquiries and investigations 
lodged by the Marijuana Control Board, AMCO, and AMCO Enforcement. 


3.7. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering: 


A "No Loitering" sign will be posted on the exterior of the building. Loitering outside the establishment will be met with a request from 
company agents to leave the premises. The loitering individual would then be given a verbal warning that law enforcement will be notified 
if they do not comply. The last resort would be to reach out to law enforcement personnel for assistance. In the retail area, agents will be 
constantly interacting with customers. If customers no longer have a purpose on the sales floor, agents will politely state that we have a 
"No Loitering" policy and they will be asked to leave the retail area. If they are waiting on others, they may do so in the waiting room. The 
facility has a single, secure entrance for all regular ingress and egress from the building and for all visitors. Employee's and the facility 
manager will maintain a regular and noticeable presence in the waiting room and retail areas to deter unauthorized entrance to restricted 
access areas. Kim and Managers will work with the security company and local law enforcement, if necessary, to secure the premises, 
prevent business practices which could entice or allow loitering, and escort all loitering individuals off premises as soon as possible.

3.13. Describe how the video cameras will be placed to produce a clear view adequate to identify any individual inside the licensed 


premises, or within 20 feet of each entrance to the licensed premises: 


Multiple cameras are used to record all areas of the establishment, inside and outside, at multiple 
angles and at a height that will provide a clear, unobstructed view. Cameras are carefully placed to 
prevent any blockage from fixtures or other equipment. To ensure clear views for identity, there are 
cameras positioned in such a manner as to get the best facial image of anyone present within the 
building and within 20 feet of the exterior entrances. All interior and exterior doors, plus the check-in 
area has coverage to clearly identify the face of anyone entering or leaving a room. Footage from 
security cameras are accessible remotely, allowing Kim to view operations from anywhere. A failure 
notification system will be installed to provide audible and visual notification of any failure in the 
electronic monitoring system. During a power outage, all video cameras and recording equipment 
will be run on emergency power with a battery backup system to ensure continued operation for at 
least one (1) hour. 


3.14. Describe the locked and secure area where video surveillance recording equipment and original copies of surveillance records 


will be housed and stored, and how you will ensure the area is accessible only to authorized personnel, law enforcement, or an 


agent of the Marijuana Control Board. If you will be using an offsite monitoring service and offsite storage of video surveillance 


records, your response must include how the offsite facility will meet these security requirements: 


The surveillance recording equipment and records are stored in the Security Office. It has an 
advanced, reinforced security door, and remains locked at all times. There are two different levels of 
key access. Managers and Leads have a key to open most doors that are lower security, such as 
the restricted access door between retail and cultivation. Only Kim and select Managers have 
access to the Security and Inventory Offices, which remain locked when someone is not present. 
The door has a spring-loaded hinge to ensure closing behind people as they leave. The security 
system is password protected, and only known to a select few, so data cannot be tampered. Data is 
stored on the security system's DVR for a minimum of 40 days and it can be uploaded to a separate 
hard drive to maintain records for longer than 40 days if there is a pending criminal, civil, or 
administrative investigation. The recordings include the time and date stamp and are archived in a 
format that doesn't permit alteration of the recorded image. Recordings are available to AMCO, 
AMCO Enforcement, and local law enforcement upon request.

Business records will be stored in office. All hard copies will be scanned into local hard drives (and
the cloud based storage system) and originals will be kept on site for 6 months.  Facility records will
be managed by authorized agents in accordance with standard retention policies to ensure that 
business records will be stored in a consistent and searchable manner. All surveillance recording 
equipment and footage will be stored in the shared office with backups on site. The office will be 
accessible only by Kim and the company's general manager, and any authorized AMCO agents or 
law enforcement. The office will have an advanced, reinforced security door, locked at all times. Kim 
will have remote access to surveillance recordings to monitor operations virtually. The security 
system will be password protected to prevent any data tampering, and recorded data will be stored 
for a minimum of forty (40) days as an official business record. All surveillance footage will be 
accessible for upload to a separate hard drive in the event that it must be stored longer for criminal, 
civil, or administrative investigations. All recordings will be time and date stamped, and archived in a 
format that prevents alteration of the recorded image. Recordings and surveillance data will be 
available to the AMCO, AMCO Enforcement and local law enforcement upon request. Employees 
managing facility records will be trained in standard retention policies to ensure that all records are 
maintained and filed in a consistent and searchable fashion until they may be destroyed.

This letter is an objection to the Marijuana license number 10190, Business License number 1033606 and 
Alaska Entity Number 10036278 being granted to Kimberly Kole at 306 E. International Airport Rd.  I would like 
to clarify that the actual license application states that the address will be 306 E. Intl. Airport Rd, however it is 
posted at 360 E. Intl. Airport Rd.  Since Miss Kole has stated that she will be a tenant in the same building that 
we are located in, I believe this to be a typo error on her application.   
 
I am one of the business owners of Gray Chiropractic Health Clinic LLC located at 360 E. Intl. Airport Rd #4.  My 
wife and I have been in business and serving Anchorage families since August 2009.  The majority of my 
practice is working on athletes as I am a Certified Chiropractic Sports Physician.  I am also a Team Chiropractor 
for several athletic teams in town.  A large percentage of the athlete patients I work on are under the age of 
18.  I have all levels of athletes including an athletic team who recently obtained first place in the nation and 
received a full paid bid to World Championships.  My patients try to avoid any substances that could impede 
his/her performance on and/or off the field.  My wife is the other owner and doctor of our business.  Dr. 
Jennifer Waldroup-Gray has many hours of extra training in pregnancy and pediatrics.  The majority of her 
patient base is pregnant patients, infants and children.  A population that could be extremely sensitive to 
smoke, smells and odors.   
 
With the proposed location of this Marijuana business, I feel that it is too close in proximity to our health care 
facility.  We would share an interior wall that is open in part of the ceiling and the main entrance doors are 
side by side.   I have grave concerns that if Miss Kole's business were to move forward with the proposed 
location, it would severely impact our business forcing us to close or move to a new location.  One of the main 
reasons for this concern is that smells and/or odors would come through the ceiling into our area.  In addition 
to the patients mentioned above, we are concerned that the smells and/or odors could adversely affect all of 
our patients as well as the staff of this facility.   
 
When Miss Kole visited our office on Wednesday 03/09/2016, she introduced herself to our billing specialist as 
the new neighbor next door to us.  When asked what kind of business she was opening, she stated that she 
was opening a cannabis retail store.  We had a patient in the waiting room and others in the next room over in 
our therapy area.  All patients that overheard Miss Kole announce her new business, informed us that they and 







their families would be unable to continue their care at our office if a Marijuana shop moved in next door.  
They stated concerns of smoke, odors, and especially concerns of the types of people that would frequent this 
type of business.  Before this business has even received state licensure and approval, it has already negatively  
affected my business.   
 
Also, I would like to question the legality of this business opening up in this location.  I would like to point your 
attention to 3 AAC 306 which was voted on in February of 2016 and expected to be officially published in Lexis 
Nexis April, 2016.   
 3 AAC 306.360 Restrictions on advertising of marijuana and marijuana products, under (c) it states that 
 a retail marijuana store may not place an advertisement for marijuana or a marijuana product, except 
 as provided in (a) of this section, (1) within 1,000 feet of the perimeter of any child-centered facility, 
 including a school, a child care facility or other facility providing services to children...  
Since  the name of this new business according to the public notice will be, The Great Alaskan Kush Company 
LLC, even signage will violate this law as Kush by definition is another word for marijuana.  I have included a 
definition from Wikipedia for your review.  See Attachment. 
 
The next point I would like to bring to your attention is 3 AAC 306.345. Packaging and labeling.  
 (a) a retail marijuana store shall assure that 
 (3) (b) In addition to labeling requirements provided in (a) of this section, a retail marijuana store shall 
 affix a label to each package of marijuana product that 


  (1) identifies the retail marijuana store selling the marijuana product by name or distinctive 
  logo and marijuana establishment license number; and 


 (3) contains each of the following statements: 
  (A) Marijuana has intoxicating effects and may be habit forming and addictive." 


Anytime a business hands out their product, logo, address, etc., is a form of marketing and advertising of your 
business and the product that you sell.  Just following the regulations set forth in the sections listed above,  
having the word marijuana, a marijuana business logo and marijuana location on the packaging, would make it 
illegal for this business to open up within 1000 feet of any facility that provides "other services to children".  
Our office provides "other services to children" in the form of chiropractic care on a daily basis. 
 
In regard to a Marijuana Cultivation facility, in 3 AAC 306.475. Labeling of Marijuana.  
 (a) When a marijuana cultivation facility packages Marijuana for a retail marijuana store to sell to a 
 consumer without repackaging, the marijuana cultivation facility shall affix a label to each package of 
 marijuana or marijuana product that contains each of the following statements: 
  (1) "Marijuana has intoxicating effects and may be habit forming and addictive."; 
This statement is a warning label for Marijuana packaging, but it is also advertising what the product is which 
violates 3 AAC 306.360 if within 1000 feet of a facility providing "other services to children." 
 
In regard to a Marijuana Product Manufacturing Facilities, in 3 AAC 306.570. Labeling of Marijuana products. 
 (c)(1) the name and license number of the marijuana product manufacturing facility where the 
 marijuana product was prepared;... 
 (c)(4) each of the following statements:  
  (A) "Marijuana has intoxicating effects and may be habit forming and addictive."; 
This statement is a warning label for Marijuana packaging, but it is also advertising what the product is which 
violates 3 AAC 306.360 if within 1000 feet of a facility providing "other services to children." 
 
 
In Conclusion, regardless of the type of marijuana facility; Retail Marijuana Store, Marijuana Cultivation 
Facility, Marijuana Product Manufacturing Facility, Marijuana testing facility, any and all marijuana facilities 
require labeling and packaging.  All of the labels by law must include what the product is as well as the address 







and location of a facility which is also a form of advertising Marijuana.  Since having any form of advertising of 
Marijuana or its products is illegal per 3 AAC 306, the approval of licensing for marijuana or any of its products 
within 1000 feet of the perimeter of Gray Chiropractic Health Clinic LLC currently at 360 E. International 
Airport Rd. #4 should be immediately denied.  I wish Miss Kole well on her endeavor in this new industry.  
However, I feel discretion, legality and choice of business locations should be considered in order to grow this 
new industry in a positive way.
