and regulations within one hundred eighty (180) working days, and at a cost not exceeding 25%
of the total replacement cost of said Premises. Landlord will provide to Tenant written notice
within 30 days of the event whether or not Landlord will proceed with renovation to Premises.

SECTION 7.2 TOTAL DESTRUCTION

Should the Leased Premises be so far destroyed by any cause not the fault of Tenant or
that of any person in or about said Premises with the consent, express or implied, of Tenant, that
they cannot be repaired or restored to their former condition within ninety (90) working days or
at a cost not exceeding 25% of the total replacement cost of said Premises, Landlord or Tenant
