THIS OPERATING AGREEMENT, is formed this 13th day of April, 2018, by Teresa C.

Section 2 - Control Plan for Persons Under the Age of 21

2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the
licensed premises and marijuana items:

In an effort to maintain the security of the marijuana products, Higher by Bad Gramm3r will monitor and restrict access to the premises for all
persons under the age of twenty-one (21). Signs are place in conspicuous areas stating "No one under 21 years of age allowed" and, "This
property is under video surveillance. All activity is recorded". The signs shall not be less than 12 inches long and 12 inches wide with

characters at least 1.5" in height and in contrast to the background so as to be easily legible.

Staff will refuse entrance to the store itself, any person who does not provide a valid form of photo identification showing date of birth, date of
issuance, and date of expiration. At no time will a person under the age of twenty-one years of age be permitted to remain on the premises or
purchase marijuana product paraphernalia, If at any time employees suspect that a sale is being made on behalf of an individual under the age
of twenty-one, the staff will refuse the transaction and ask the individual to vacate the premises. If necessary, local law enforcement and
AMCO may be notified of the wrong-doing. Signs will be clearly displayed (see above) and located in conspicuous locations at the public
entrance and at the customer check-in station.

Section 3 - Security
Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710):

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

No more than five (5) visitors will be admitted into a restricted access area at any time. Our entire establishment
will be restricted to persons age 21 or older, including all restricted access areas. All employees, licensees, and
agents of Higher by Bad Gramma3r, LLC will be required to wear and display a photo ID badge. NO visitors will
be granted access to a restricted access area until they have shown identification to prove that the person is age
21 or older and received an "AUTHORIZED VISITOR" identification badge to be worn and easily distinguished
from their attire. All visitors who have shown ID and received a badge will remain under constant supervision by
an authorized Higher by Bad Gramma3r, LLC licensee or employee while within the restricted access area.
Higher by Bad Gramm3r, LLC will maintain a Visitor Log. All visitors will be required to enter the following
information before being granted access to a restricted access area: first and last name, date and time they are
entering the restricted access area, reason for visit, and finally, the time leaving the restricted access area. The
Visitor Log for Restricted Access will be kept in a secure file for a minimum of 5 years.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

No more than 5 visitors will be admitted into a restricted access area at any time. All visitors will be
required to enter the following information before being granted access to a restricted access area:
first and last name as it appears on their ID, the purpose of their visit, their business
affiliation/employer, entry time, and exit time. The Visitor Log will be store in the high security room
in a secure file for 5 years.

Valid Identification Policy: all visitors to a restricted area will be required to show a valid form of
identification to an employee before being allowed to enter a restricted area. A valid form of
identification includes: an unexpired, unaltered passport; an unexpired, unaltered driver's license;
instruction permit, or identification card of any state or territory of the United States, the District of
Columbia, or a providence of Canada; or an identification card issued by federal or state agency
authorized to issue a driver's license or identification card (306.350).

All visitors will be accompanied by an authorized Higher by Bad Gramm3r employee during all the
time spent in the restricted access area until such time they sign out and leave the secured area.

When Higher by Bad Gramm3r, LLC is closed for business, the entire security system will be activated. Any attempt to enter the premises without
proper access will trip the alarm system and immediately notify the licensee and/or the local police or fire depending on the nature of the alarm
triggered. Any attempt to power down the security panel is automatically detected and will alert the licensee. Licensee will contact local law
enforcement to assist with entering the building to determine if there are any other persons inside. Video surveillance and cameras will surround
the building inside and out to cover all areas of ingress and egress, each POS station, all of the restricted access areas.

Once local law enforcement has determined that the building is safe, the licensee will notify AMCO immediately of the break-in (within 24
hours) and give the information of the establishment's knowledge of evidence of theft, diversion, or unexplained disappearance ofr any
marijuana products, or money stolen from the licensed premises.

Higher by Bad Gramm3r will not resume regular business operations until it is determined safe and prudent to do so.

Surveillance cameras: Our interior video survelllance systam will cover the entire interior except the interior of the bathroom. We will have a total of 9 interior cameras. All restricled access areas will be covered by the
cameras including each entrance and exit to restricted areas. Our restricted access point-of-sale area will have 2 video survaillance cameras. The video surveillance will record mation at 5 fips. All recordings will be
stored in & high security room for a minimum of 40 days and will be available for playback on-site.

Buddy System: Refunds and voids will require authorization from a second Higher by Bad Gramma3r, LLC employee. A minimum of three employees will be clocked in and working at all times. An assistant manager
or manager will be present for store openings and closings. We will conduct inventory of all marijuana products and daily inventories of all fjuana products if employee diversion is suspected. Employess will be
rotated between shifts to prevent collusion between employses.

Restricted items: Personal items such as back packs, bags, purses, laptop cases, jackets etc. will be prohibited from restricted access areas beyond the employee break area.

Dress Code: All staff will be prohibited from wearing excessively baggy clothing. Jackets will be prohibited.
Any employee wishing to purchase marijuana product after work hours will be rung up by another employee to prevent theft or collusion.

Signs. Higher by Bad Gramma3r, LLC will have signs in conspicuous locations around the premises to deter loitering. The signs will in
dictate all of the following:

Private property; no loitering is allowed, alcohol and marijuana consumption is prohibited, no panhandiing, no trespassing, no littering, no
smoking.

Verbal Warning. Loiterers will be provided 1 verbal warning to vacate the premises in timely manner by an authorized Higher by Bad

Interior Video Cameras: The interior video cameras will be mounted in a way to be unobstructed by any
ceiling and/or wall fixtures.

Our interior video surveillance system will cover the entire interior, including both interior entrances, with
the exception of the interior of the bathroom. We will have a total of 12 interior cameras. All restricted
access areas will be under surveillance including each entrance and exit to restricted areas. Our
restricted access point-of-sale area will have 2 video surveillance cameras. The video surveillance will
record motions a 5 fps and over 2 mega-pixels. All recordings will be stored on a hard drive in a high
security room for a minimum of 40 days.

Exterior Video Surveillance: There will be a video camera mounted above each exterior entrance in a
way have an unobstructed view. This will allow for a clear and adequate view greater than 20 feet of
individuals approaching each entrance. There will be an 4 additional exterior cameras to cover the
parking areas.

The high security room access keys will be provided to authorized personnel only. Authorized

personnel will be trained to properly identify law enforcement officials or agents of AMCO. Once their
identity has been confirmed, authorized personnel will be trained and expected to comply with the
agencies' requests in a timely and efficient manner. Authorized personnel will have knowledge of
business records systems and the security camera system, including the operations of the video
recorder and monitor to assist law enforcement officials or AMCO agents.

A
record of the final destination and delivery date of the waste will be kept in the high security room and maintained for a minimum of three (3) years

All packaging will protect the marijuana product from toxic or damaging
substances. Serving sizes on marijuana edibles will be clearly distinguished with labeling that
indicates the number and size of individual servings. Potency restrictions must be met for each
marijuana product sold to a customer. No more than 5mg of THC will be allowed for a single
serving. No more than 10 servings, or 50mg of THC will be in a single packaged unit and the
THC must be evenly distributed so that each serving contains the same amount of THC. Every
package will have a tracking label in accordance with 3 AAC 306.345/360.475/360.570.

Packages will be designed or constructed to be significantly difficult for children under the age
of five (5) to open, but not normally difficult for adults to use properly.

Access to labeling material and printers will only be provided to Higher by Bad Gramm3r, LLC
staff that have completed training on state labeling policies for marijuana products. To ensure
compliance with METRC, no marijuana products may go through the POS without confirmation
of the product lot/batch number and expiration date. If a product has expired, it will be
designated for removal and Higher by Bad Gramm3r, LLC marijuana waste management policies
and procedures will be followed.

LEASE AGREEMENT

This Lease Agreement (this “Agreement’) is made this 29 day of January, 2019, by and between
DORWIN SMITH (‘Landlord”) and HIGHER BY BAD GRAMMS3R, LLC ("Tenant"). Each Landlord and
Tenant may be referred to individually as a “Party” and collectively as the “Parties.”

1. Premises. The premises leased is store and one hundred (100) parking space(s) located at 1204
North Hyer Spur Road, Palmer, AK 99645 (the “Premises”).

2. Agreement to Lease. Landlord agrees to lease to Tenant and Tenant agrees to lease from Landlord,
according to the terms and conditions set forth herein, the Premises.

3. Term. This Agreement will be for a term beginning on January 29, 2019 and continuing month-to-
month until either Landlord or Tenant terminates this Agreement by providing the other Party with proper
written notice of termination (the “Term”).

4. Rent. Tenant will pay Landlord a monthly rent of $2,500.00 for the Term. Rent will be payable in
advance and due on the 5th day of each month during the Term. The first rent payment is payable to
Landlord when Tenant signs this Agreement. Rent will be paid to Landlord at Landlord's address provided
herein (or to such other places as directed by Landlord) by mail or in person by one of the following
methods: Personal check, and will be payable in U.S. Dollars.

5. Additional Rent. There may be instances under this Agreement where Tenant may be required to pay
additional charges to Landlord. All such charges are considered additional rent under this Agreement and
will be paid with the next regularly scheduled rent payment. Landlord has the same rights and Tenant has
the same obligations with respect to additional rent as they do with rent.

6. Utilities. Tenant is responsible for payment of all utility and other services for the Premises.

7. Security Deposit. Upon signing this Agreement, Tenant will pay a security deposit in the amount of
$40000. to Landlord. The security deposit will be retained by Landlord as security for Tenant's
performance of its obligations under this Agreement. The security deposit may not be used or deducted
by Tenant as the last month's rent of the Term. Tenant will be entitled to a full refund of the security
deposit if Tenant returns possession of the Premises to Landlord in the same condition as accepted,
ordinary wear and tear excepted. Within zero (0) days after the termination of this Agreement, Landlord
will return the security deposit to Tenant (minus any amount applied by Landlord in accordance with this
section). Any reason for retaining a portion of the security deposit will be explained in writing. The security
deposit will not bear interest while held by Landlord in accordance with applicable state laws and/or local
ordinances.

8. Landlord's Failure to Give Possession. In the event Landlord is unable to give possession of the
Premises to Tenant on the start date of the Term, Landlord will not be subject to any liability for such
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failure, the validity of this Agreement will not be affected, and the Term will not be extended. Tenant will
not be liable for rent until Landlord gives possession of the Premises to Tenant.

9. Holdover Tenancy. If Landlord accepts a rent payment from Tenant, other than past due rent or
additional rent, after the Term expires, both Parties understand that a month-to-month holdover tenancy
will be created at the agreed upon monthly rent, unless proper notice has been served as required by
applicable laws. If either Tenant or Landlord wishes to end the month-to-month tenancy, such Party must
provide at least thirty (30) days' written notice before the desired termination date.

10. Use of Premises. The Premises will be occupied only by Tenant and Tenant's immediate family and
used only for residential purposes. Tenant will not engage in any objectionable conduct, including
behavior which will make the Premises less fit to live in, will cause dangerous, hazardous or unsanitary
conditions or will interfere with the rights of others to enjoy their property. Tenant will be liable for any
damage occurring to the Premises and any damage to or loss of the contents thereof which is done by
Tenant or Tenant’s guests or invitees.

11. Condition of the Premises. Tenant has examined the Premises, including the appliances and
fixtures, and acknowledges that they are in good condition and repair, normal wear excepted, and tear
and accepts them in its current condition.

12, Maintenance and Repairs. Tenant will maintain the Premises, including the grounds and all
appliances and fixtures, in clean, sanitary and good condition and repair. Tenant will not remove
Landlord’s appliances and fixtures from the Premises for any purpose. If repairs other than general
maintenance are required, Tenant will notify Landlord for such repairs. In the event of default by Tenant,
Tenant will reimburse Landlord for the cost of any repairs or replacement.

13. Reasonable Accommodations. Landlord agrees to comply with all applicable laws providing equal
housing opportunities, including making reasonable accommodations for known physical or mental
limitations of qualified individuals with a disability, unless undue hardship would result. Tenant is
responsible for making Landlord aware of any such required accommodations that are reasonable and
will not impose an undue hardship. If Tenant discloses a disability and requests an accommodation,
Landlord has the right to have a qualified healthcare provider verify the disability if the disability is not
readily apparent, and Landlord has the right to use the qualified healthcare provider verifying the disability
as a resource for providing the reasonable accommodation.

14. Sex Offender Registry. Pursuant to law, information about specified registered sex offenders is
made available to the public. Tenant understands and agrees that Tenant is solely responsible for
obtaining any and all information contained in the state or national sex offender registry for the area
surrounding the Premises, which can be obtained online or from the local sheriff's department or other
appropriate law enforcement officials. Depending on an offender's criminal history, this information will
include either the address at which the offender resides or the community of residence and zip code in
which he or she resides.

15. Compliance. Tenant agrees to comply with all applicable laws, ordinances, requirements and
regulations of any federal, state, county, municipal or other authority.

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16. Mechanics’ Lien. Tenant understands and agrees that Tenant and anyone acting on Tenant's behalf
do not have the right to file for mechanic’s liens or any other kind of liens on the Premises. Tenant agrees
to give actual advance notice to any contractors, subcontractors or suppliers of goods, labor or services
that such liens are invalid. Tenant further agrees to take the additional steps necessary to keep the
Premises free of any and all liens that may result from construction completed by or for Tenant.

17. Subordination. With respect to the Premises, this Agreement is subordinate to any mortgage that
now exists, or may be given later by Landlord.

18. Alterations. Tenant will not make any alteration, addition or improvement to the Premises without first
obtaining Landlord’s written consent. Any and all alterations, additions or improvements to the Premises
are without payment to Tenant and will become Landlord’s property immediately on completion and
remain on the Premises, unless Landlord requests or permits removal, in which case Tenant will return
that part of the Premises to the same condition as existed prior to the alteration, addition or improvement.
Tenant will not change any existing locks or install any additional locks on the Premises without first
obtaining Landlord's written consent and without providing Landlord a copy of all keys.

19. Smoking. Smoking of any kind is strictly prohibited on any part of the Premises. This prohibition
applies to Tenant and any visitors, guests or other occupants on the Premises.

20. Pets. Tenant is not allowed to have or keep any pets, even temporarily, on any part of the Premises.
The unauthorized presence of any pet will subject Tenant to penalties, damages, deductions and/or
termination of this Agreement. Properly trained service animals that provide assistance to individuals with
disabilities may be permitted on the Premises with the prior written consent of Landlord, which shall not
be unreasonably withheld. Tenant will be responsible for the costs of de-fleaing, deodorizing and/or
shampooing all or any portion of the Premises if a pet has been on the Premises at any time during the
Term (whether with or without written consent of Landlord).

21. Fire and Casualty. If the Premises are damaged by fire or other serious disaster or accident and the
Premises becomes uninhabitable as a result, Tenant may immediately vacate the Premises and
terminate this Agreement upon notice to Landlord. Tenant will be responsible for any unpaid rent or will
receive any prepaid rent up to the day of such fire, disaster or accident. If the Premises are only partially
damaged and inhabitable, Landlord may make full repairs and will do so within a prompt and reasonable
amount of time. At the discretion of Landlord, the rent may be reduced while the repairs are being made.

22, Liability. Landlord is not responsible or liable for any loss, claim, damage or expense as a result of
any accident, injury or damage to any person or property occurring anywhere on the Premises, unless
resulting from the negligence or willful misconduct of Landlord.

23. Assignment and Subletting. Tenant will not assign this Agreement as to any portion or all of the

Premises or make or permit any total or partial sublease or other transfer of any portion or all of the

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24. Insurance Requirements. Tenant will not do or permit to be done any act or thing that will increase
the insurance risk under any policy of insurance covering the Premises. If the premium for such policy of
insurance increases due to a breach of Tenant's obligations under this Agreement, Tenant will pay the
additional amount of premium as additional rent under this Agreement.

25. Right of Entry. Landlord or its agents may enter the Premises at reasonable times to inspect the
Premises, to make any alternations, improvements or repairs or to show the Premises to a prospective
tenant, buyer or lender. In the event of an emergency, Landlord may enter the Premises at any time.

26. Surrender. Tenant will deliver and surrender to Landlord possession of the Premises immediately
upon the expiration of the Term or the termination of this Agreement, clean and in as good condition and
repair as the Premises was at the commencement of the Term, reasonable wear and tear excepted.

27. Default. In the event of any default under this Agreement, Landlord may provide Tenant a notice of
default and an opportunity to correct such default. If Tenant fails to correct the default, other than a failure
to pay rent or additional rent, Landlord may terminate this Agreement by giving a zero (0) day written
notice. If the default is Tenant's failure to timely pay rent or additional rent as specified in this Agreement,
Landlord may terminate this Agreement by giving a zero (0) day written notice to Tenant. After termination
of this Agreement, Tenant remains liable for any rent, additional late, costs, including costs to remedy any
defaults, and damages under this Agreement.

28. Remedies If this Agreement is terminated due to Tenant's default, Landlord may, in addition to any
rights and remedies available under this Agreement and applicable law, use any dispossession, eviction
or other similar legal proceeding available in law or equity.

29, Subordination. This Agreement and Tenant's right under it shall be subject and subordinate to the
lien, operation and effect of each existing or future mortgage, deed of trust, ground lease and/or any other
similar instrument of encumbrance covering any or all of the Premises, if any, and each renewal,
modification, consolidation, replacement or extension thereof.

30. Condemnation. If all or substantially all of the Premises are covered by a condemnation including the
exercise of any power of eminent domain by a governmental authority, this Agreement shall terminate on
the date possession of the Premises is taken by the condemning authority, and all rent under this
Agreement shall be prorated and paid to such date.

If Tenant pays the rent and performs all other obligations under this Agreement,
Tenant may peaceably and quietly hold and enjoy the Premises during the Term.

34. No Waiver. No Party shall be deemed to have waived any provision of this Agreement or the exercise
of any rights held under this Agreement unless such waiver is made expressly and in writing.

35. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable in whole
or in part, the remaining provisions shall not be affected and shall continue to be valid, legal and
enforceable as though the invalid, illegal or unenforceable part had not been included in this Agreement.

36. Successors and Assigns. This Agreement will inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the
Parties and their permitted successors and assigns.

37. Governing Law. The terms of this Agreement and the rights and obligations of the Parties hereto
shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Alaska, without regard to
its conflicts of laws provisions.

38. Disputes. Any dispute arising from this Agreement shall be resolved through mediation.

39. Amendments. This Agreement may be amended or modified only by a written agreement signed by
the Parties.
