Section 2- Overview of operations

One person is completely responsible for process start to finish. The process has been broken
down into 6 steps. The preceding diagram will show location of these steps.

1. Paperwork, logbook is filled out upon entering the facility. After data entry the marijuana will be
taken to the work table (labeled step two and steps “t B am d (; )

2. The marijuana is then divided into 24 jars and labeled with required information on label. These
jars are placed in a tub with a pink colored lid. These tubs are placed on the 2nd shelf which is
clearly labeled.

3. The tubs on the 2nd shelf are now going to be decarboxylated. Each jar is emptied into a Nova
decarboxylation unit where it will be heated to temp and when done, the unit indicates in a green
light. The Marijuana now is poured back into the jar it came out of and 2 tbsp of Sunflower lecithin
is added to jar and shaken coating the marijuana in a yellow powder. This makes the marijuana
undesirable. These processed jars are now placed on the first shelf which is clearly marked. You
can tell the difference because of the yellow powder coating.

Previously at the work table/oil station a dry herbal blend and oil mixture has had a first run through
the Magic Butter machine. This oil and Herb blend is referred to as oil#1 there is no marijuana in
this oil and herb blend.

4. Marijuana and lecithin blend(on shelf one) is placed in a magic butter machine with the #1 oil. It
is processed again for 8 hrs, strained through a nylon strainer. This removes the marijuana that
has been blended with oils. This residue is retained as 4a ,and in step 4b the process continues
on.

4a.The nylon strainer holding the marijuana remains, is placed in a baggie and labeled with product
id, and placed in container marked AMCO not notified. on shelf #3. (Shelf 3# has 2 containers, one
for marijuana that AMCO has been notified on, and one that AMCO has not but will be notified.

4b. Is where all 4 of the magic butter machines strained product is placed in a large stainless steel
pot and blended so all the products are the same. A sample of each of these lots is gathered for
testing.

5. Bottle the product, label and Place in secure refrigerator or in locked cabinet next to refrigerator
in batch lots. 80 1/2 oz bottles per lot, each lot will have a separate Tupperware container. When
test results come back the required information is printed on labels the product is sealed in mylar.
All product is Locked up with only Licensee having the key.

6. Order comes in, each item will be placed in a tupperware with a inventory control document
and label and will be fransported to the retail store as previously discussed.

Our HOA Covenants does not allow for this use. See sections; Article VIl Use Restrictions,
Section 3: Residences. Lots Shall be used exclusively for single family purposes. and Section
4: Business or Commercial Activity. No business or commercial activity shall be maintained
or conducted on any lot.

Our Community Water System being largely constructed in the late 1970s and the residence
being constructed in 1983, does not have any back-flow protection components that would
prevent manufacturing processes from being back-siphoned or back-pressured into our
drinking water system. No notification to date by the applicant has been made to the HOA

THIS AMENDED DECLARATION, MADE THIS 16 day of December
1980 , by SOLO DEVELOPMENT CO., An Alaskan Corporation, and THOSE PERSONS
who have purchased Lots in MOUNTAIN VIEW ESTATES and who execute this
Declaration, shall be hereinafter referred to collectively as "Declarant".

WHEREAS, on August 14, 1980, the Declaration of Covenants, Conditions
and Restrictions were recorded in Book 217, Pages 595-612 of Palmer
Recording District;

WHEREAS, Declarant desires to make changes to satisfy requirements
of the Veteran Administration, the Declarant amends the Declaration as
follows:

RECITALS
A. Declarant and the undersigned are the fee owners of real
property described as MOUNTAIN VIEW ESTATES, ADDITION NO.

| e-mailed you earlier addressing the subject application. This is a follow-up to rebut misinformation
submitted by Emmett Leffel regarding the position of the Mountain View Estates Owners Association
board of directors in this matter, as well as incorrect statements about our covenants and about
potential for threats to our water system.

First, it was inappropriate for Emmett to sign his letter to you as HOA president. His use of that title
implies he represents the board of directors and the association in this matter. The truth is that
during the association’s annual meeting on March 1, 2018, Ms. Fenster announced to the general
membership and the board that she was going to apply for the manufacturing license. Her
announcement is in the minutes of that meeting and | can provide them if you wish. The statement
that the board was not notified is entirely incorrect. Her announcement at that meeting was
notification and the board did not choose to ask for any further information Further, the board has
met since her announcement, briefly discussed her statement, and took no action. | am one of the
Association board of directors, and | want you to know that Mr. Lefflel’s statements do not in any
way represent a position of the Board and that his use of his title in a statement of his personal
opinion borders on unethical.

Regarding our covenants, Mr. Leffel’s comments are incorrect. A number of businesses operate in
the subdivision in accordance with our covenants. One of those businesses is Alaska Thermal
Imaging, a business owned by Mr. Leffel’s wife and with its office and its vehicles parked in our
subdivision. You should ignore comments regarding covenants; this is a matter for the board of
directors, which has not yet addressed this matter and has not authorized our president or any other
party to represent the association in this issue.

Along with Mr. Leffel, | am a state-certified operator of our water system. | have discussed with Ms.
Fenster the systems, materials, and processes that would be involved in her proposed activities.
There is nothing that she has proposed to do that would increase backflow potential or other threat
to water quality that would greater than from any other household in the subdivision. If there is any
questions of potential water quality effects, | would be more than happy to work with the ADEC
Drinking Water office to resolve them. Again, the board of directors has not heard any information
or arguments regarding potential effects on drinking water and does not have a position in that
issue.
