Rosin press will require the use a hydraulic press. The hydraulic press will press the
trim/flower and kief collected from the trimming process to make a Rosin extract.

During the trimming phase flower/sugar leaf will be separated from the wholesale flower. The
remaining flower and trim will be used for concentrate. It will then be ground up and tumbled in
a pollen collector to collect the kief. Kief will then be batched and separated into rosin press
bags with up to 2 oz of product. The rosin bags will then be pressed with the rosin press
between parchment paper. The product will then be placed into the freezer to harden, this
process makes the rosin easier to handle.

We also use a bubble hash machine to machine wash flower/trim this ables us to collect the
bubble hash which will then be used to press into rosin with the rosin press. Flower and trim
will be put into the bubble hash machine with ice water to extract the hash. All unused material
will be mixed with common house hold trash mix at a minimum of 50/50. Any material that
could be possibly still have some THC/CBD will be sold to a licensed manufacturing company
that utilizes chemical extraction process.

High Tide Farms will segregate all waste, expired, and outdated marijuana or marijuana products. Waste will be
identified in the marijuana inventory tracking system as required in 3 AAC 306.730 and the board given 3 days’
notice before making the waste unusable and disposed of. Faulty or unusable vape cartridges the product will he
removed and cartridge will be disposed of properly with no product remaining in the cartridge. We will keep a
record in our business files of the final destination of marijuana waste made unusable.

All this requires, is a short path distillation kit
that heats the rosin and filters out the impurities to make the rosin a cleaner/finished product. There are no chemicals needed to do
this process. Heat allows the rosin to vapor off under a vacuum through a condenser unit into separate glass flasks which separates
terpenes, THC and CBD. Left over wax and lipids will be the waste left over after the distillate process is finished and disposed of per
regulations. Mixed with common household trash 50/50. We would also like to add hemp/ocean recycled plastic packaging by SANA
packaging, this packaging would be use for bubble hash, rosin, rosin crumble, vape pens and rosin distillate. Containers meet the
standards required as per state regulations.

Rosin will be ran through a short distillation path. The product will be boiled to separate and
clean the product. Rosin that we have already been approved will be filtered to clean out
impurities to make a cleaner rosin product.Rosin press will require the use a hydraulic press.
t The hydraulic press will press the trim/flower and kief collected from the trimming process to
'make a Rosin extract.

During the trimming phase flower/sugar leaf will be separated from the wholesale flower. The
remaining flower and trim will be used for concentrate. It will then be ground up and tumbled in
a pollen collector to collect the kief. Kief will then be batched and separated into rosin press
bags with up to 2 oz of product. The rosin bags will then be pressed with the rosin press
between parchment paper. The product will then be placed into the freezer to harden, this
process makes the rosin easier to handle.

We also use a bubble hash machine to machine wash flower/trim this ables us to collect the
bubble hash which will then be used to press into rosin with the rosin press. Flower and trim
will be put into the bubble hash machine with ice water to extract the hash. All unused material
will be mixed with common house hold trash mix at a minimum of 50/50. Any material that
could be possibly still have some THC/CBD will be sold to a licensed manufacturing company
that utilizes chemical extraction process.
