This facility will create marijuana products and concentrates, which will then be sold to retail marijuana stores for sale to
the public.

The facility will receive marijuana flower, trim, or other plant material from licensed cultivation facilities and will process it
into marijuana concentrate and topical, edible, and/or smokable marijuana products. The facility may also receive
marijuana concentrate from other licensed manufacturers and then use that concentrate to make other marijuana
products.

All shipments of marijuana or marijuana concentrate, and accompanying transportation manifests, received at the facility
will be reviewed for accuracy and compliance with transportation regulations and Metrc requirements.

Any plant material or concentrate received a the facility will be stored within the facility until it will be extracted or used in
the creation of marijuana products. All concentrate and products produced at the facility will undergo testing as required
by 3 AAC 306.550, and production batches undergoing testing will be segregated until passing test results are received
from the testing facility.

When marijuana concentrate or products are eligible for sale, a transport manifest will be prepared and the items will be
packaged, labeled, and transported in compliance with all applicable regulatory provisions.

3.1. Describe the equipment and solvents, gases, chemicals, and other compounds the marijuana product manufacturing facility
will use to create marijuana concentrates:

-Pressure-less, Closed Loop Ethanol Extractor (utilizing grain alcohol as the solvent).

-Rotary Evaporator (“Rotovap”): Boils ethanol under vacuum pressure to separate the ethanol

from concentrate containing ethanol. The ethanol is re-condensed into liquid, collected and

recycled into the system.

-Wiped Film Short Path Distillation: Further refines crude marijuana extract by selective

evaporation and condensation.

-Vacuum Oven: Crude Extract from the rotary evaporator can be further purged of any remaining ethanol, to create a
Shatter or Wax type extract.

-Rosin Press (solvent-free or mechanical extraction method): Utilizing heated plates and hydraulic pressure to extract
oils from flowers, bubble hash, or dry sift.

-lce Extract Bags: Varying size micron size screens are utilized to separate the glandular trichomes from the cannabis
plant, utilizing ice and water.

-Portable Washing Machine: marijuana and ice are placed in a mesh bag inside the washing machine. The washing
machine agitation separates trichomes from the plant material, the water is then drained and strained to capture all the
trichomes.

-Ultra Sonic Emuisifier: Will be used to emulsify marijuana extract into MCT oil. This emulsifier will also be used to
nucleate extract to create a Sugar Wax product.

-Warming plate with magnetic mixer: used to warm carrier oil or extract prior to infusion with the ultrasonic emulsifier.
-A10 Filler Machine: used to "inject" concentrate into delivery devices such as filling vape pen cartridges and distillate
syringes.

-Manual calibrated / incremented pipette will be used to fill Full Spectrum CannaCaps.

-RoboLQ Capsule Filling Machine: Machine will eventually replace manual calibration and will be used to fill Full
Spectrum CannaCaps. (continued on next page)

-Scientific Freeze Dryer: Used to purge water from ice water hash. Also will be utilized to remove the water
from properly processed ethanol hash oil.

-Liquid CO2 Extractor: Uses carbon dioxide as solvent to extract terpenes and other oils from plant material.

-200 proof organic Ethanol (used for solvent-based extraction)

-MCT Oil (Medium Chain Triglyceride Oil, derived from
Coconut Oil)

Describe the processes to be used to create marijuana concentrates:

Full Extract Ethanol Hash QOil: Utilizing a Pressure-less Cryogenic Ethanol Closed Loop
Extractor, ethanol will be chilled and decompressed and then used to saturate the marijuana
material to be subject to extraction. The resulting mixture will be decompressed and the
emulsion of ethanol and marijuana extract will be sent to the chilled collection chamber. The
operator then cycles that chilled emulsion back over the material several times to achieve an
efficient extraction. Once extraction is complete, the extractor is connected to a Rotovap and
the emulsion is transferred from the collection chamber to the Rotovap. The Rotovap will then
separate ethanol from the desired extract, resulting in a crude marijuana extract. The
recovered ethanol is recycled back into the system for later use. A sample from any production
lot of this crude oil set aside for wholesale will be tested per 3 AAC 306.550

Pull-n-Snap Shatter: Full Extract Ethanol Hash Oil will be placed in a vacuum oven to be further
purged of ethanol. Purge time in vacuum oven will vary based on several variables including
the amount of ethanol left in the extract after Rotovap process. A random sample of each
production lot of finished product will then be sent to the testing lab, prior to final packaging and
labeling for sale to a licensed retailer or manufacturer, per 3 AAC 306.550.

Sugar Wax: Prior to vacuum oven purging, the full extract ethanol hash oil will be removed from
the Rotovap, and placed in a beaker. Then product will be agitated to cause nucleation of the
crude extract. The extract will then go into the vacuum oven to be further purged of ethanol.
Purge time in vacuum oven will vary based on several variables, Including the amount of
ethanol left in the extract after Rotovap process. A commercial freeze dryer can be used to
remove any residual water from the extract, once all ethanol is removed. A random sample of
each production lot of finished product will then be sent to the testing lab, prior to final
packaging and labeling for sale to a licensed retailer or manufacturer, per 3 AAC 306.550.

Distillate: The full extract ethanol hash oil will be sent through a fractional short path distillation,
where high heat is applied. As set temperature is achieved, the more volatile cannabinoids
evaporate up into the packed fractionating column where the vapor is purified, by condensing
and re-evaporating several times so only the most volatile compounds move forward in the
system to be condensed back into a liquid and collected. Leaving a high-purity cannabinoid
extract. A random sample of each production lot of finished

product will then be sent to the testing lab, prior to final packaging and labeling for sale to a
licensed retailer, per 3 AAC 306.550.

Rosin Melts

Either flower, bubble hash, or dry sift kief will be secured in a food grade mesh bag, placed in a folded
envelope of parchment paper and placed between two heated plates, then compressed via a hydraulic jack.
This process releases the oil from the glandular trichomes of the marijuana material onto the parchment
paper. A random sample of each production lot yield of finished product will then be sent to the testing lab,
prior to final packaging and labeling for sale to a licensed retailer or manufacturer, per 3 AAC 306.550.

Solvent-Free Sauce

Certain consistencies of solvent-free rosin yielded from the process described previously will be further
processed by placing them in a smaller micron food grade nylon mesh bag with lower heat than the
previous pressing temperatures applied. The rosin filled bag will be pressed, and the darker colored
terpene-rich oil will separate from the patty inside the mesh bag. A chalky, pale patty will be left behind in
the mesh bag, containing cannabinoid-rich extract. The two products are collected and recombined in a jar
and left to coagulate for up to several days. Once the desired consistency is achieved, a random sample of
each production lot will then be sent to the testing lab, prior to final packaging and labeling for sale to a
licensed retailer or manufacturer, per 3 AAC 306.550.

Ice Melts

This product uses the Ice Water Hash method: An amount of marijuana will be added to a food grade nylon
mesh bag and mixed with Ice. The bag is then agitated in an ice bath, via a portable stainless steel washing
machine. The water will be drained into the Ice tract Bags, that contain different micron size screens. The
different sized trichome heads will be collected in their respective screens, yielding varying qualities of ice
water hash or bubble hash. A random sample of each production lot of finished product will then be sent to
the testing lab, prior to final pac aging and labeling for sale to a licensed retailer or manufacturer, per 3
AAC 306.550.

Full Spectrum CannaCaps
A portion (depending on batch size and potency) of crude extract, or distillate, will be measured out to
achieve 5mg of THC per capsule. The extract will be added to a warm beaker of Medium Chain Triglyceride
Oil, and the mixture will be emulsified and homogenized via an ultrasonic emulsifier. Once homogenized
sufficiently, the mixture will then be dispersed into size "00" capsules containing 0.9 ml of mixture. A
5%%don"(|) sample of the final packaged CannaCaps will be selected and sent to the testing lab per 3 AAC
.550.

CannaGar (Cannabis Cigar)
Several grams of marijuana flower will be placed into a cigar-shaped mold that will be clamped shut
overnight. The shaped flower will be removed from the mold, covered with 1 gram of Pull-n-Snap Shatter,
then roll in 0.5 grams of Ice Water Hash. The item will then be wrapped in commercially available hemp
wraps. Each individual product, the flower, the Pull-n-Snap Shatter, the Ice Water Hash will have all
required testing per 3 AAC 306.550, and each individual product will be labeled on the final package. This
product will only be sold to licensed retailers.

Tundra Nuggets

An approximately .5 gram marijuana bud will be covered in approximately 0.25 gram of Pull-n-Snap
shatter, then rolled in approximately 0.25 gram of Ice Melts (Ice water hash). A random sample from each
production lot of finished product will then be sent to the testing lab, prior to final packaging and labeling
for sale to a licensed retailer per 3 AAC 306.550.

Vape Pen

A measured amount of distillate will be infused with previously extracted terpenes or separately-purchased
wholesale terpenes to create strain specific flavor profiles. Approximately 0.5 grams or 1.0 gram of distillate
will be injected into a ceramic cell vape cartridge. A random sample of each production lot of finished
product will then be sent to the testing lab, prior to final packaging and labeling for sale to a licensed
retailer or manufacturer, per 3 AAC 306.550.
