 Depending on the strain of marijuana used, shatter can be a smooth glass like 
texture that is hard and brittle. However, certain strains of marijuana create shatter 
that is more close to a texture like spruce sap that has been on the bark of trees for 
few months, not quite solid but liquid enough to be pliable. Its often a dark amber 
color and sometimes light honey color depending on the strain.


It is created using a closed loop machine in which bud and trim from the cannabis plant are ran through. The following solvents will be by themselves or 


in a combination used to extract the CBD and THC from the plant material: Butane, N-Butane, Iso-Butane, or Ethanol.  Once the concentrate has been 


through the terpenator extractor it will go to the first of two areas the winterizing area and the second is the vacuum purging area.  Concentrate will be 


vacuum purged until it reaches proper consistency.  Various heat and temp applications will result into the finished product being labeled as shatter.  


The winterizing process removes plant waxes from concentrate and produces a smoother product.  Winterization process begins by dissolving BHO in 


200 proof food grade ethanol (ETOH) BHO will be dissolved in ETOH at a ration of 1g. 10 ml Homogeneily of solution will be achieved with the use of 


Erlenmeyer flasks and a magnetic stirring plate.  Once BHO: ETOH solution is homogenized the product will be placed in a freezer maintained at -20 


degrees F for 48 hours.  After the 48 hour time period the solution will be filtered using a vacuum assisted filter system and filter vacuum flask.  Filtered 


solution will then be transferred to our rotary evaporator to remove solvents.  Concentrate will be vacuum purged until it reaches proper consistency.

The trichomes will pass through the holes in the mesh and sink to the 
bottom of the container.  After passing the material through a series of additional mesh bags, 
filtering the solid content from the water used throughout the process, and pressing the resulting 
product to remove excess moisture.
