The panic audible alarm button will be used in the event of security
breach as well as the silent alarm button to be activated in case of a hold up or other emergency that may arise.

Procedures for a notification of security breach: If facility is staffed, assess the situation and take appropriate action. Call 911 if
necessary. If the facility is vacant the licensee or authorized agent are to return to the facility to assist law enforcement once the
area is made safe by law enforcement. Law enforcement will be notified immediately by the alarm monitoring company should
the alarm be set off or for fire or other emergency.

Dalotia coriaria

Common prey: Fungus gnats, pupating thrips, and root aphids

Better known as a rove beetle, Dalotia coriaria are released in your garden by opening
the container in multiple locations. Rove beetles fly and independently make their way
around your garden looking for their food source. Dalotia coriaria feed primarily on
fungus gnats, pupating thrips, and root aphids. Their lifespan tends to be around 21 days,
and they are commonly paired with Stratiolaelaps.

Stratiolaelaps

Common prey: Fungus gnats, Western flower thrips, root aphids, mites

Stratiolaelaps make a great companion to Dalotia coriaria as they attack the larvae of
fungus gnats, pupating thrips, and immature root aphids.

Used to combat an array of mites, the Amblyseius andersoni goes after broad, cyclamen,
russet, and spider mites. Best dispersed with hanging sachets, Amblyseius andersoni will
continually breed for 4 to 6 weeks from the sachets.

Any solid or liquid waste that is non compostable will be housed
in the licensed facility on a concrete floor, liquids will be housed in a 300 gallon holding tank. Non compostable waste will be
properly disposed of at a state licensed land fill waste facility per regulation. All marijuana plant waste will be managed and
recorded through house and METRC. We will mix marijuana waste product with at least an equal amaount of non-marijuana
product to render it unusable. In order to make marijuana waste unusable we will mix it with equal parts of compostable
materials including paper, food waste, yard waste, and vegetable-based grease or oils and/or non-compostable materials
including paper, cardboard, plastic, oil or other waste materials approved by the board. We will place the waste in large
storage totes or heavy duty mulch, yard waste bags, then later place in a large steel container. composted material will be
used as fill soil around the property as needed.

AMCO will be given a 72 hour notice before rendering the product unusable and waste weights will be
logged into METRC.

We will depose of a majority of our liquid waste through compost process that have been approved by the Marijuana Control
Board and the state of Alaska. We will follow all local and state laws regarding composting practices and requirements. Any
liquid waste that is non-compostable will be housed and secured in a 300 gallon holding tank on the premises and will be
properly disposed of per DEC regulation. The holding tank will sit on the concrete floor inside the facility.

One revision will be to
make the dimensions of this room consistent on both forms.

2.1. Provide an overview of your proposed facility’s operations. Include information regarding the flow of marijuana from seed or
clone to harvest and transfer from your premises:

Our seeds will be organized into strain specific packages, grouped and packaged in METRC, and will be tracked by and
through their assigned package tag, until unpackaged and planted. Seeds or clones will be entered into METRC under
immature plants. Once the reach 8 inches tall they will be assigned a tag number which will be entered into METRC.
Each new growing phase will be logged into METRC, IE: Vegetative phase, flowering phase, harvest.

All waste from pruning, destroyed or harvested plants, or plants waste by rooms will be recorded into METRC.

3- Day waste notice will be sent to AMCO enforcement prior to removal.

Each plant will be harvested with its perspective batch and given a batch number. Each individual plant will be weighed
and recorded before being manicured, and waste for that batch will be logged into METRC.

All batches of marijuana will receive required testing . Once the sample passes required testing it will be packaged into
bud, trim and given a package tag number and logged into METRC.

Packages sold will be accompanied by a METRC manifest and test results during transport to a retailer, cultivator, or
testing facility.

Dalotia coriaria

Common prey: Fungus gnats, pupating thrips, and root aphids

Better known as a rove beetle, Dalotia coriaria are released in your garden by opening
the container in multiple locations. Rove beetles fly and independently make their way
around your garden looking for their food source. Dalotia coriaria feed primarily on
fungus gnats, pupating thrips, and root aphids. Their lifespan tends to be around 21 days,
and they are commonly paired with Stratiolaelaps.

Stratiolaelaps

Common prey: Fungus gnats, Western flower thrips, root aphids, mites

Stratiolaelaps make a great companion to Dalotia coriaria as they attack the larvae of
fungus gnats, pupating thrips, and immature root aphids. They are applied by dispersing
the vermiculite/Stratiolaelaps mixture in individual pots and go to work immediately.
Their lifespan is 18 days, and can survive without direct food sources by consuming algae
and plant debris.

Amblyseius andersoni

Common prey: Broad, cyclamen, russet, and spider mites

Used to combat an array of mites, the Amblyseius andersoni goes after broad, cyclamen,
russet, and spider mites. Best dispersed with hanging sachets, Amblyseius andersoni will
continually breed for 4 to 6 weeks from the sachets.
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4.8. Describe the marijuana cultivation facility’s irrigation and waste water systems to be used:

Irrigation system will be via drip irrigation, flood and drain and/or hand watered and pumped from a 300 gallon mixing
tank and storage tanks. Irrigation systems will be on timers. Water will be reused in a recirculate system, or used until
gone, same with the deep water culture system. Any remaining waste will be disposed of per DEC regulation. Normal
evaporation will also occur. Any additional waste water that may exist will be collected and disposed of in accordance
through a state licensed waste facility.

We will grind up the plant waste with a mulch machine. We will dispose a majority of our solid or liquid waste through
compost process that has been approved by the Marijyana Control Board and the State of Alaska. We wijll follow all local and
state laws regarding composting practices and requirements. Any solid or liquid waste that is non compostable will be housed
in the licensed facility on a concrete floor, liquids will be housed in a 300 gallon holding tank. Non compostable waste will be
properly disposed of at a state licensed land fill waste facility per regulation. All marijuana plant waste will be managed and
recorded through house and METRC. We will mix marijuana waste product with at least an equal amaount of non-marijuana
product to render it unusable. In order to make marijuana waste unusable we will mix it with equal parts of compostable
materials including paper, food waste, yard waste, and vegetable-based grease or oils and/or non-compostable materials
including paper, cardboard, plastic, oil or other waste materials approved by the board. We will place the waste in large
storage totes or heavy duty mulch, yard waste bags, then later place in a large steel container. composted material will be
used as fill soil around the property as needed. Remaining compost will be taken to a state licensed landfill facility and
deposed of properly. AMCO will be given a 72 hour notice before rendering the product unusable and waste weights will be
logged into METRC.

We will depose of a majority of our liquid waste through compost process that have been approved by the Marijuana Control
Board and the state of Alaska. We will follow all local and state laws regarding composting practices and requirements. Any
liquid waste that is non-compostable will be housed and secured in a 300 gallon holding tank on the premises and will be
properly disposed of per DEC regulation. The holding tank will sit on the concrete floor inside the facility.

HiGH VIBES, LLC will provide a sample of each harvest batch of marijuana produced to a licensed marijuana testing
facility. Once lab testing is complete and written report is received, we will selt or transport any marijuana batch. Our
procedures to be followed as outlined in 3 AAC 306.455 & AAC 306.755 are:

- Designate an employee to collect a random sample.

- He/she will collect a random, homogeneous sample for testing by segregating harvested marijuana into batchesof
individual strains of bud and flower, then select a random samplefrom each batch in amount required by licensed
marijuana testing facility.

-He/she will prepare a signed statement showing each sample has been randomly selected for testing.

-and provide the signed statement to the licensed marijuana testing facility.

- and retain a copy of signed prepared statement for cultivation facility's records.

A marijuana testing facility employee will pick up our samples, and will show her Marijuana handler card and sign into
| the visitors log. Manifests and ail paperwork will be signed before departure.

Your application will now be sent electronically, in its entirety, to your local government, your community
council if your proposed premises is in Anchorage or certain locations in the Mat-Su Borough, and to any
non-profit agencies who have requested notification of applications. The local government has 60 days to
protest the issuance of your license or waive protest.

If you have not yet received all necessary approvals, such as a local license, conditional use permit, site
plan review, Fire Marshal approval, or Department of Environmental Conservation approval, you should
continue to work with those local or state agencies to get the requirements completed. We must also wait
for the criminal history check for each individual licensee based on your fingerprint card(s). Your
application status in the application database will be changed to “Complete” today.

Your application may be considered by the board while some approvals are still pending. However, your
license will not be finally issued and ready to operate until all necessary approvals are received and a
preliminary inspection of your premises by AMCO enforcement staff is completed.
