There will
be door alarms on the internal doors that lead to the cultivation facility. The cultivation facility will
also have motion sensors inside. Al windows will have breakage sensors. In the event of a
disturbance or triggering of system, an alert is sent to the licensee phone. After review of live feed
cameras, Licensee will determine if this is a false alarm or if law enforcement needs to be notified.
In the event of an actual break in event, the licensee will also inform AMCO as soon as reasonably
able to, but no more that 24 hours after the event.

This will meet the regulatory requirements for security.

It is our policy to allow law enforcement to do their job and not to interfere with any person that
intends to do harm or rob the establishment.

If anyone is present during a "situation”, they are instructed to follow orders and not risk their life or
well being. Give the intruder what he wants and allow him to leave peacefully.

When things are safe to do so, video monitoring records will be turned over to the authorities for law
enforcement.
