The exterior lighting fixtures of the retail facility will be designed and installed to deter nuisance activity and enhance surveillance, 


while minimizing any sort of neighborhood nuisance. Further lighting will be used to increase picture quality and brightness for security 


related documentation. The camera system and lighting will be constantly calibrated to maximize the quality of any recorded images, 


and to also discourage theft and/or trespassing.

King Street Cannabis Co. will have a security system that will secure all entry/exit points and windows. The premises will be 
continuously under video surveillance as required by 3 AAC 306. 720. All exterior doors and windows will have contact sensors on 
them If they are opened. Security bars will be installed on the office exterior window as a deterrent and for physical security. A motion 
sensor will be installed in the office. If an alarm is triggered, our contracted third party security company will send notification to 
licensee(s) and managers via their cellular devices and contact the authorities if it is determined it is not a false alarm. An audible 
alarm will sound if any sensors are tripped until the alarm is deactivated. The alarm system will be active for the entire time the facility in 
closed. The exterior facility doors are steel commercial doors and have commercial locks. Licensee's will notify AMCO within 24 


hours of any unauthorized access. King Street Cannabis Co will have policies and procedures in place that will describe the actions to 


be taken if an alarm is triggered. If there is an unauthorized breach during operating hours the employee/manager will be instructed to 
dlal, 911 and alert their supervisor (licensee) immediately of the situation. If a hostile individual is encountered, the employees will be 
instructed to first find safety and to cooperate and wait for law enforcement to take control of the situation. All alarms will have an 
automatic sensor that will alert authorities if not deactivated within a designated trme period. The third party security company will 
provide professional training on use of alarms. functionality, and trouble shooting. Video will be accessible by our third party contracted 
security company and licensee's and manager's cellular devices in order to have instant access to the cause of any potential alarms 
triggered. This will help to identify and alleviate false alarms. Additionally, any event that occurs on the licehsed premises that involves 
local law enforcement will be promptly reported to AMCO Enforcement via email. in the case of the establishments knowledge of 
evidence or circumstances that reasonably indicate theft, diversion, or unexplained disappearance of marijuana, marijuana products, 
or money from the licensed premises; or any unauthorized access to the licensed premises, the licensee's will notify AMCO and 
AMCO Enforcement within 24 hours.


3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees: 


Only licensee's and designated employees will have access to marijuana storage areas. Continuous video surveillance Will record and 
monitor all employees and licensees of the company that handle, package, or sell marijuana. All video will be stored for the required 40 
days. All security recording equipment will be stored in the office behind a secured locking cabinet specifically designed for servers. All 
employees and managers will be taught about methods of diversion and how to be aware of them including theft from employees or 
the public. Employees will be trained on handling and labeling products and how to properly use our inventory tracking system in 
place. Inventory and accounts will be reconciled on a regular basis in order to identify and investigate any irregularities in monetary 
accounts or Inventory.

King street Management Co. will do perimeter checks through out the day to prevent loitering. Individuals found loitering around the
premises will be met with a verbal request to exit the premises per the no loitering policy and if they do not comply law enforcement will
be contacted for back up if loiterers do not comply, law enforcement will be contacted. A "No Loitering" sign will be ,pla,ced on the 
exterior of the building along with "Premises Under Video Surveillance" to deter any loitering. Additionally, any facility visitors will be 
escorted off the property as soon as their business is conducted, by either an employee or licensee.
