PREAMBLE

THESE BYLAWS (these “Bylaws”) are adopted as of the Y& day of ~2lc=r1_2019, by
and among the shareholders, or a counterpart thereof, of CC Enterprises, Inc., an Alaska business
corporation (hereinafter referred to as the “Corporation™).

ARTICLE I. CORPORATE FORMATION AND ARTICLES

1.1.  References Thereto. Any reference made herein to the Corporation's “Articles” will
be deemed to refer to its Articles of Incorporation and all amendments thereto which are on file with
the Alaska Department of Commerce, Community, and Economic Development at any given time,
together with any and all certificates theretofore filed by the Corporation with the Alaska Department
of Commerce, Community, and Economic Development pursuant to the Alaska Statutes.

1.2.  Seniority Thereof. The Articles will in all respects be considered senior and superior
to these Bylaws, with any inconsistency to be resolved in favor of the Articles, and with these
Bylaws to be deemed automatically amended from time to time to eliminate any such inconsistency
which may then exist.

1.3.  Purpose. The purpose of the Corporation shall be to operate a commercial marijuana
manufacturing and cultivation facility, and any other lawful purpose as determined by the Board of
Directors (the “Board”).

ARTICLE II. SHAREHOLDERS' MEETINGS

2.1.  Annual Meetings. Annual meetings of the shareholders shall be held on the (
day of EC@’*R/ of each year at a time of day and place as determined by the Board (or, in the
absence of action by the Board, as set forth in the notice given, or waiver signed, with respect to such
meeting pursuant to Section 2.3 below). If any such annual meeting is for any reason not held on the
date determined as aforesaid, a special meeting may thereafter be called and held in lieu thereof, and
the same proceedings (including the election of directors) may be conducted thereto as at an annual

meeting.

2.2.  Special Meetings. Special meetings of the shareholders may be held whenever and
wherever called for by the President or the Board, or by the written demand of the holders of not
fewer than ten percent (10%) of all issued and outstanding shares of stock, regardless of class. The

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business which may be conducted at any such special meeting will be confined to the purposes stated
in the notice thereof, and to such additional matters as the chairman of such meeting may rule to be
germane to such purpose.

2.3.  Notices. At least ten (10) but no more than sixty (60) days (inclusive of the date of
meeting) before the date of any meeting of the shareholders, the Secretary will cause a written notice
setting forth the day, time and place and, in the case of a special meeting the purpose or purposes of
the meeting, to be deposited in the mail, with postage prepaid, addressed to each shareholder of
record at her last address as it then, or on the applicable record date, appears on the stock transfer
books of the Corporation. Any shareholder may expressly waive call or notice of any annual or
special meeting (and any adjournment thereof) at any time before, during or after it is held.
The waiver shall be in writing, signed by the shareholder entitled to the call or notice and delivered
to the corporation for inclusion in the minutes or filing with the corporate records. Attendance by a
shareholder at any such meeting in person or by proxy will automatically evidence her waiver thereof
without a writing unless she or her proxy at the beginning of the meeting objects to holding the
meeting or transacting business at the meeting. A shareholder's attendance shall also be deemed a
waiver of objection to a consideration of a particular matter at the meeting that is not within the
purposes described in the meeting notice, unless the shareholder objects to considering the matter
when it is presented. No call or notice of a meeting of the shareholders will be necessary if each of
them waives the same in writing or by attendance as aforesaid.

2.4.  Registered Shareholders. To determine the shareholders entitled to notice of any
shareholders' meeting, to demand a special meeting, to vote or to take any other action by consent or
otherwise, the Board may fix in advance a date, not exceeding seventy (70) days preceding the date
of such meeting or action, as a record date for the determination of shareholders of record entitled to
notice of, and to vote at, such meeting or to take such action. The shares of stock, and the
shareholders, "entitled to vote" (as that or any similar term is hereafter used) at any meeting of the
shareholders will be determined as of the applicable record date if one has been fixed as
aforementioned; otherwise, as of four o'clock in the afternoon (4:00 P.M.) on the day before notice of
the meeting is sent, first demand is made, or action is taken; or, if notice is waived, at the
commencement of the meeting.

2.5.  Proxies. Any shareholder entitled to vote thereat may vote by proxy at any meeting
of the shareholders (and at any adjournment thereof) which is specified in such proxy, provided that
her proxy is executed in writing by him (or by her duly authorized attorney-in-fact) within twelve
(12) months prior to the date of the meeting so specified, unless otherwise provided in the proxy or
permitted or prohibited by law. The burden of proving the validity of any undated proxy at any such
meeting of the shareholders will rest with the person seeking to exercise the same. An electronic
message, telegram, cablegram or other means of electronic transmission appearing to have been
transmitted by a shareholder (or by her duly authorized attorney-in-fact) may be accepted as a
sufficiently written and executed proxy.

2.6  Corporate Shareholders. Any other corporation entitled to vote shares of the
Corporation's stock at any meeting of the Corporation's shareholders may be represented at the
meeting by such persons designated by the bylaws of such corporation or by resolution of its board of

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directors, and such officer or other person so designated may vote such corporation's stock in this
Corporation in person or by proxy appointed by him.

2.7.  Quorum. Atany meeting of the shareholders, the presence in person or by proxy of
the holders of a majority of all issued and outstanding shares of the Corporation which would then be
entitled to vote on any single subject matter which may be brought before the meeting will constitute
a quorum of the shareholders for all purposes. In the absence of a quorum, any meeting may be
adjourned from time to time, until a quorum is present, by the affirmative vote thereof by the holders
of a majority of shares then present, without notice other than by announcement thereat of the time
and place of the adjourned meeting, except as otherwise provided by law. At any such adjourned
meeting at which a quorum is present, any business may be transacted which might have been
transacted at a meeting as originally noticed. The shareholders present at a duly organized meeting
may continue to transact business until adjournment, notwithstanding the withdrawal of enough
shareholders to leave less than a quorum, provided, that if the shares then represented are less than
required to constitute a quorum, the affirmative vote on any matter must be such as would constitute
a majority if a quorum were present.

2.8.  Participation in Shareholders' Meeting. = The Board may permit any or all
shareholders to participate in an annual or special shareholders' meeting by or conduct the meeting
through use of any means of communication by which all shareholders participating may
simultaneously hear each other during the meeting. If the Board in its sole discretion elects to permit
participation by such means of communication, the notice of the meeting shall specify how a
shareholder may participate in the meeting by such means of communication. The participation may
be limited by the Board in its sole discretion to specified locations or means of communications. A
shareholder participating in a meeting by this means is deemed to be present in person at the
meeting.

2.9.  Election Inspectors. The Board, in advance of any shareholders' meeting, may
appoint an election inspector or inspectors to act at such meeting (and any adjournment thereof). If
an election inspector or inspectors are not so appointed, the chairman of the meeting may, or upon
the request of any person entitled to vote at the meeting will, make such appointment. If any person
appointed as an inspector fails to appear or to act, a substitute may be appointed by the chairman of
the meeting. If appointed, the election inspector or inspectors (acting through a majority of them if
there is more than one) will determine the number of shares outstanding, the authenticity, validity
and effect of proxies and the number of shares represented at the meeting in person and by proxy;
they will receive and count votes, ballots and consents and announce the results thereof; they will
hear and determine all challenges and questions pertaining to proxies and voting; and, in general,
they will perform such acts as may be proper to conduct elections and voting with complete fairness
to all shareholders. No such election inspector need be a shareholder of the Corporation.

2.10. Organization and Conduct of Meetings. Each shareholders' meeting will be called to
order and thereafter chaired by the President, or if the President is unavailable, then by such other
officer of the Corporation or such shareholder as may be appointed by the Board. The Corporation's
Secretary will act as secretary of each shareholders' meeting; in her absence, the chairman of the
meeting may appoint any person (whether a shareholder or not) to act as secretary thereat. After

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calling a meeting to order, the chairman thereof may require the registration of all shareholders
intending to vote in person, and the filing of all proxies, with the election inspector or inspectors, if
one or more have been appointed (or, if not, with the secretary of the meeting). After the announced
time for such filing of proxies has ended, no further proxies or changes, substitutions or revocations
of proxies will be accepted. If directors are to be elected, a tabulation of the proxies so filed will, if
any person entitled to vote in such election so requests, be announced at a meeting (or adjournment
thereof) prior to the closing of the election polls. Absent a showing of bad faith on her part, the
chairman of a meeting will, among other things, have absolute authority to fix the period of time
allowed for the registration of shareholders and the filing of proxies, to determine the order of the
business to be conducted at such meeting and to establish reasonable rules for expediting the
business of the meeting (including any informal, or question and answer portions thereof).

2.11. Voting. Except for the election of directors (which will be governed by the
cumulative voting laws of Alaska) and except as may otherwise be required by the Corporation's
Articles or by statutes, each issued and outstanding share of the Corporation's capital stock
(specifically excluding shares held in the treasury of the Corporation) represented at any meeting of
the shareholders in person or by a proxy given as provided in Section 2.5 above, will be entitled to
one (1) vote. The voting on any question as to which a ballot vote is demanded, prior to the time the
voting begins, by any person entitled to vote on such question; otherwise, a voice vote will suffice.
No ballot or change of vote will be accepted after the polls have been declared closed following the
ending of the announced time for voting.

2.12. Shareholder Approval or Ratification. The Board may submit any contract or act for
approval or ratification at any duly constituted meeting of the shareholders, the notice of which either
includes mention of the proposed submittal or is waived as provided in Section 2.3 above. If any
contract or act so submitted is approved or ratified by a majority of the votes cast thereon at such
meeting, the same will be valid and as binding upon the Corporation and all of its shareholders as it
would be if approved and ratified by each and every shareholder of the Corporation, except as
specifically provided to the contrary by statute.

2.13. Action Without a Meeting. Any action required to be taken at a meeting of the
shareholders of the Corporation, or any action that may be taken at a meeting of the shareholders,
may be taken without a meeting and without notice if a consent in writing setting forth the action so
taken, shall be signed by all of the shareholders entitled to vote with respect to the subject matter
thereof. This consent shall have the same effect as a unanimous vote of the shareholders. Unless
otherwise specified in the consent or consents, the action is effective on the date that the last
consenting shareholder signs, except where notice to non-voting shareholders requires a different
effective date as specified under the Alaska Statues.

2.14. Informalities and Irregularities. All informalities or irregularities in any call or notice
of a meeting, or in the areas of credentials, proxies, quorums, voting and similar matters, will be
deemed waived if no objection is made regarding call, notice, proxy or quorum, at the beginning of
the meeting, and regarding voting for specific matters, when the matter is presented.
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2.15. List of Shareholders. The officer who has charge of the stock ledger of the
Corporation or its equivalent shall prepare and make available, at least ten (10) days before every
meeting of shareholders, a complete list of the shareholders entitled to vote, arranged in alphabetical
order, and showing the address and number of shares issued in the name of each shareholder. Such
list shall be open to the examination of any shareholder, for any purpose germane to the meeting at
the corporation's principal office, the office of the corporation's transfer agent if specified in the
meeting notice or at another place identified in the meeting notice in the city where the meeting will
be held. The list shall also be produced and kept at the place of the meeting during the whole time
thereof, and may be inspected by any shareholder present.

ARTICLE III. BOARD OF DIRECTORS

3.1.  Number and Qualification. The business and affairs of the Corporation shall be
managed by a Board of Directors comprised of no less than one (1), but no more than five (5)
members. The directors need not be shareholders of the Corporation or residents of the State of
Alaska. The Board may appoint from its members a “Chairman of the Board” to preside over all
meetings of shareholders and of the Board.

3.2.  Election. The members of the initial Board shall hold office until the first annual
meeting of the shareholders and until their successors shall have been elected and qualified. At the
first annual meeting of shareholders, and at each annual meeting thereafter or special meeting in lieu
of an annual meeting called for such purpose, the shareholders shall elect the directors to hold office
until the next succeeding annual meeting. The directors shall hold office for the term for which they
are elected and until their successors shall be elected and qualified.

3.3.  Vacancies. Except as provided in Section 3.4 below, any vacancy in the Board
caused by death, resignation, removal, increase in the number of directors, or any other cause, may
be filled for the unexpired term by a majority vote of the remaining directors though less than a
quorum, or by a sole remaining director. In the event that there are no directors then in office, the
vacancy may be filled by majority vote of the shareholders at the next annual meeting or at any
special meeting called for that purpose.

3.4. Removal of Directors. Unless prohibited or restricted by an agreement to the
contrary, any director may be removed at any time, either with or without cause, by the affirmative
vote of the holders of a majority of the stock of the Corporation issued and outstanding and entitled
to vote, given at a special meeting of such shareholders called for that purpose, provided that if less
than the entire Board is to be removed, one of the directors may not be removed if the votes cast
against her removal would be sufficient to elect him if then cumulatively voted at an election of the
entire Board, and the vacancy in the Board caused by any such removal may be filled by the
shareholders at such meeting.

3.5. Regular Meetings. A regular annual meeting of the directors is to be held
immediately after the adjournment of each annual shareholders' meeting at the place at which such
shareholders' meeting was held for the purpose of organization, election of officers and consideration
of any other business that may properly come before the meeting. Regular meetings, other than as
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specified herein, may be held at regular intervals at such places and at such times as the Board may
provide.

3.6.  Participation in Directors' Meetings. The Board may permit any or all directors to
participate in a regular or special meeting by or conduct the meeting through the use of any means of
communication by which all directors participating may simultaneously hear each other during the
meeting. A director participating in a meeting by this means is deemed to be present in person at the
meeting.

3.7.  Special Meetings. Special meetings of the Board may be held whenever and
wherever called for by the President or the number of directors which would be required to constitute
a quorum.

3.8.  Notices. No notice need be given of regular annual meetings of the Board. Written
notice of the day, place and time (but not necessarily the purpose or all the purposes) of any regular
meeting, other than annual meetings, or any special meeting shall be given to each director in person
or by mail or telefacsimile addressed to him at her latest address appearing on the Corporation's
records. Notice to any director of any such special meeting will be deemed given sufficiently in
advance when, if given by mail, the same is deposited in the United States mail, with postage
prepaid, at least four (4) days before the meeting date. Notice is sufficiently given if delivered
personally or by telefacsimile to the director, or by telephone, at least forty-eight (48) hours prior to
the convening of the meeting. Any director may expressly waive call or notice of any meeting (and
any adjournment thereof) at any time before, during or after it is held. Such waiver shall be in
writing, signed by the director entitled to the call or notice and filed with the minutes or corporate
records. Attendance of a director at any meeting shall evidence her waiver without a writing of call
and notice of such meeting (and any adjournment thereof) unless the director, at the beginning of the
meeting or promptly upon her arrival, objects to holding the meeting or transacting business at the
meeting and does not thereafter vote for or assent to action taken at the meeting. No call or notice of
ameeting of directors will be necessary if each of them waives the same in writing or by attendance
as aforementioned. Any meeting, once properly called and noticed (or as to which call and notice
have been waived as aforementioned) and at which a quorum is present, may be adjourned to another
time and place by a majority of those in attendance, and notice of any adjourned meeting need not be
given, other than by announcement at the meeting at which such action to adjourn be taken.

3.9.  Quorum. A quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting or adjourned
meeting of the directors will consist of a majority of the number of directors in office immediately
before the meeting begins. Any act of a majority of the directors present at a meeting at which a
quorum is present shall be the act of the Board unless the act of a greater number is required by
statute, the Articles or these Bylaws. If a quorum shall not be present at any meeting of the Board,
any meeting may be adjourned from time to time until a quorum is present by the affirmative vote of
the directors then present, without notice other than by announcement thereat of the time and place
of the adjourned meeting at which a quorum is present, any business may be transacted which might
have been transacted at the original meeting which was adjourned.
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3.10. Executive Committee. The Board may, by resolution adopted by a majority of the
whole Board, name two (2) or more of its members as an “Executive Committee.” Except as
otherwise prohibited by statute, such Executive Committee will have and may exercise the powers of
the Board in the management of the business and affairs of the Corporation while the Board is not in
session, subject to such limitations as may be included in the Board's resolution and the prohibited
actions in the Alaska Statutes. A majority of those named to the Executive Committee will constitute
a quorum. In the event that vacancy occurs in the Executive Committee, the vacancy shall be filled
by the Board.

3.11. Other Committees. Other standing or temporary committees may from time to time
be appointed from its own membership by the Board and be vested with such powers as the Board
may lawfully delegate. All committees are to keep regular minutes of the transactions of their
meetings and make such minutes available to the Board at large.

3.12. Presumption of Assent. A director of the Corporation who is present at a meeting of
the Board, or of any committee, at which action is taken on any corporate matter will be presumed to
have assented to the action taken unless her dissent is entered in the minutes of the meeting or unless
she files her written dissent to such action with the Secretary of the Corporation by five o'clock in the
afternoon (5:00 P.M.) of the next day after the adjournment of the meeting, holidays and weekends
excepted. A right to dissent will not be available to a director who voted in favor of the action.

3.13.  Action Without A Meeting. Any action that may be taken at a meeting of the Board
may be taken without a meeting if a consent in writing, setting forth the action so taken, shall be
signed by all the directors or committee members, whichever is applicable. Such consent shall have
the same effect as a unanimous vote. Unless otherwise specified in the consent or consents, the
action is effective on the date that the last consenting director signs.

3.14. Compensation. Each director, in consideration of her serving as such, shall be
entitled to receive from the Corporation such amount per annum or such fees for attendance at
directors' meetings, or both, as the Board shall from time to time determine, together with
reimbursement for the reasonable expenses incurred by him in connection with the performance of
her duties. Nothing contained herein shall preclude the director from serving the Corporation, its
affiliates or subsidiaries in any other capacity and receiving proper compensation therefore. Members
of any committee established may be allowed such similar compensation and reimbursement as
determined by the Board.

ARTICLE IV. OFFICERS

4.1. Officers. The officers of the Corporation shall consist of a President, Secretary and
Treasurer, and may consist of one or more Vice-Presidents and such additional officers, agents and
employees as shall be appointed in accordance with the provisions of Section 4.2 hereof. Any two (2)
or more offices may be held by the same person. Officers need not be directors of the Corporation.
The Board may require any such officer, agent or employee to give security for the faithful
performance of her duties.
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4.2.  Additional Officers. The Board may appoint such subordinate officers, agents or
employees as it may deem necessary or advisable, each of whom shall hold office for such period,
have such authority and perform such duties as are provided in these Bylaws or as the Board may
from time to time determine. The Board may delegate to any executive officer or to any committee
the power to appoint any such additional officers, agents or employees.

4.3.  Election: Term of Office. The officers of the Corporation shall be elected at the
annual meeting of the Board, each of whom shall serve with such power and duties and for such
tenure as provided by these Bylaws or as the Board may from time to time determine and shall hold
office until her successor has been duly elected and qualified, or until her death, resignation or
removal.

4.4.  Removal. Unless prohibited or restricted by an agreement to the contrary, any officer
of the Corporation may be removed, either with or without cause, at any time, by a majority of the
whole Board at a special meeting thereof called for that purpose, or by any committee or executive
officer upon whom such power of removal may be conferred by the Board.

4.5.  Resignations. Any director or officer may resign her office at any time, by giving
written notice of her resignation to the President or Secretary of the Corporation. Such resignation
shall take effect at the time specified therein, or if no time be specified therein, at the time of the
receipt thereof, and the acceptance thereof shall not be necessary to make it effective.

4.6.  Vacancies. A vacancy in any office, because of death, resignation, removal, or any
other cause, shall be filled by the Board, and the officer so elected shall hold office until her
successor is elected and qualified.

4.7.  Salaries. The salaries of the officers and employees of the Corporation, if any, shall
be fixed from time to time by the Board, or (except as to her own) be left to the discretion of the
President, and none of the officers of the Corporation shall be prevented from receiving a salary by
reason of the fact that she is also a member of the Board; and any officer who shall also be a member
of the Board shall be entitled to vote in the determination of the amount of the salary that shall be
paid to him.

4.8.  ThePresident. The President shall be the chief executive officer of the Corporation
and shall supervise and manage the business and affairs of the Corporation, subject to the control of
the Board. He shall see that all orders and resolutions of the Board are carried into effect. He may
sign, with the Secretary or an Assistant Secretary, certificates of stock of the Corporation; and he
may sign, execute and deliver in the name of the Corporation all instruments of conveyance,
evidences of indebtedness, contracts or other instruments authorized by the Board, except in cases
where the signing, execution or delivery thereof shall be expressly delegated by the Board or by these
Bylaws to some other officer or agent of the Corporation or where any thereof shall be required by
law to be otherwise signed, executed and delivered. In general, he shall perform all duties as may
from time to time be assigned to him by these Bylaws or by the Board.
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4.9.  Vice-President. Each Vice-President shall have such powers and perform such other
duties as the Board or the President may, from time to time, prescribe.

4.10. The Treasurer. The Treasurer shall have charge and custody of, and be responsible
for, all the funds and securities of the Corporation and shall keep full and accurate accounts of
receipts and disbursements in books belonging to the Corporation in such banks or other depositories
as may be designated by the Board; he shall disburse the funds of the Corporation under the direction
of the President or the Board, taking proper vouchers for such disbursements, and shall render to the
President and to the directors at the regular meetings of the Board or whenever they may require it, a
statement of all him transactions as Treasurer and a statement of the financial condition of the
Corporation; and, in general, he shall perform all the duties incident to the office of Treasurer and
such other duties as the Board or the President may from time to time prescribe.

4.11. The Secretary. The Secretary shall attend all meetings of the shareholders and of the
Board, and shall keep, or cause to be kept in a book provided for the purpose, a true and complete
record of the proceedings of these meetings. He shall be custodian of the stock book and also of
other books, records and the seal of the Corporation, if any, and shall affix the seal of the
Corporation to all certificates of stock and all documents, the execution of which on behalf of the
Corporation under its seal is duly authorized. He may sign, with the President or a Vice-President,
certificates of stock of the Corporation. He shall cause to be given all notices of meetings of the
shareholders and directors, and shall perform such other duties as the Board or the President may
from time to time prescribe.

ARTICLE V. RECORDS

5.1.  Records to be Kept. The Corporation shall keep as permanent records, minutes of all
meetings of its shareholders and the Board, a record of all actions taken by the shareholders or Board
without a meeting and a record of all actions taken by a committee of the Board in place of the Board
on behalf of the Corporation. The Corporation shall also keep appropriate accounting records.

5.2.  Shareholder List. The Corporation or its agent shall maintain a record of its
shareholders in a form that permits preparation of a list of the names and addresses of all
shareholders and in alphabetical order by class of shares showing the number and class of shares held
by each.

5.3.  Form of Records. The Corporation shall maintain its records in written form or in
another form capable of conversion into written form within a reasonable time.

5.4. Records Available for Inspection. The Corporation shall keep a copy of all of the
following records, at its known place of business or at the office of its agents, for the purpose of
inspection within five (5) days of an appropriate demand by a qualifying shareholder: (i) the Articles
or restated Articles of Incorporation and all amendments to them currently in effect; (ii) the Bylaws
or restated Bylaws and all amendments to them currently in effect; (iii) resolutions adopted by the
Board creating one (1) or more classes or series of shares and fixing their relative rights, preferences
and limitations, if shares issued pursuant to those resolutions are outstanding; (iv) the minutes of all
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shareholders' meetings and records of all action taken by shareholders without a meeting for the past
three (3) years; (v) all written communications to shareholders generally within the past three (3)
years, including the financial statements furnished for the past three (3) years; (vi) a list of the names
and business addresses of the current directors and officers; (vii) the most recent Annual Report
delivered to the Alaska Department of Commerce, Community, and Economic Development; and
(viii) any agreements among shareholders.

ARTICLE VI. INDEMNIFICATION; SHAREHOLDER LIABILITY

6.1.  Indemnification. The Corporation shall indemnify every director (including outside
directors) and every officer, employee or agent to the full extent consistent with public policy and to
the full extent permitted by and in fulfillment of the conditions found in the indemnification
provisions of the Alaska Statutes or of any amended or successor statute thereto. Such
indemnification shall be mandatory and shall extend to both liability and expenses (including
advances for expenses) as those terms are defined in under Alaska law.

6.2.  Shareholder Liability. The private property of the shareholders of the Corporation
shall be exempt from liability for corporate debts.

ARTICLE VII. STOCK CERTIFICATES

7.1.  Certificates. Certificates of stock shall be in such form as required by statute and as
approved by the Board and shall be issued and signed by the President or a Vice-President and by the
Secretary or an Assistant Secretary, and impressed with the seal of the Corporation, if any.

7.2.  Shares Without Certificates. The Board of the Corporation may authorize the
issuance of some or all of the shares of any or all of its classes or series without certificates.
Notwithstanding such authorization by the Board, every holder of uncertified shares is entitled to
receive a certificate that complies with statutory requirements upon request to the Corporation. The
authorization does not affect shares already represented by certificates until such certificates are
surrendered to the Corporation. Within a reasonable time after the issuance or transfer of shares
without certificates, the Corporation shall send the shareholder a written statement of the information
required on certificates by statute.

7.3.  Ownership. The Corporation will be entitled to treat the registered owner of any
share as the absolute owner thereof and, accordingly, will not be bound to recognize any beneficial,
equitable or other claim to, or interest in, such share on the part of any other person, whether or not it
has notice thereof, except as may expressly be provided by statute.

7.4. Transfers. Transfers of stock shall be made only on the books of the Corporation by
the holder of the shares in person, or by her duly authorized attorney or legal representative, and
upon surrender and cancellation of certificates for a like number of shares.

7.5.  Lost Certificates. In the event of the loss, theft or destruction of any certificate of
stock of this Corporation or of any predecessor corporation, the Corporation may issue a certificate
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in lieu of that alleged to be lost, stolen or destroyed, and cause the same to be delivered to the owner
of the stock represented thereby, provided that the owner shall have submitted such evidence
showing the circumstances of the alleged loss, theft or destruction, and her ownership of the
certificate, as the Corporation considers satisfactory, together with any other facts which the
Corporation considers pertinent, and, if required by the Board of Directors, a surety bond in the form
and amount satisfactory to the Corporation, unless the stock represented by the certificate lost, stolen
or destroyed has at the time of issuance of the new certificate a market value of five hundred dollars
($500.00) or less (as determined by the Corporation on the basis of such information as it may
select), in which case the requirement of a surety bond shall be waived.

ARTICLE VIII. DIVIDENDS

8.1.  Dividends. Subject to such restrictions or requirements as may be imposed by law or
the Corporation's Articles or as may otherwise be binding upon the Corporation, the Board may from
time to time declare dividends on stock of the Corporation outstanding on the dates of record fixed
by the Board, to be paid in cash, in property or in shares of the Corporation's stock on or as of such
payment or distribution dates as the Board may prescribe.

ARTICLE IX. AMENDMENT

9.1. Amendment. These Bylaws may be altered, amended, repealed or temporarily or
permanently suspended, in whole or in part, or new bylaws adopted, at any duly constituted meeting
of the shareholders or the Board, the notice of which meeting either includes the proposed action in
respect thereof or is waived as provided above in Section 2.3 or 3.8 (whichever is applicable). If,
however, any such action arises as a matter of necessity at any such meeting and is otherwise proper,
no notice thereof will be required. The Board may exercise all emergency powers permitted under
the Alaska Statutes. These Bylaws may contain any provisions for the regulation and management of
the affairs of the Corporation not prohibited by law or the Articles.

ARTICLE X. TERMINATION OF CORPORATION

10.1.  Termination of Corporation. The Corporation shall cease to exist only upon the first
to happen of the following events: (i) the death of the last surviving shareholder; or (ii) voluntary or
involuntary dissolution pursuant to the laws governing the same for an Alaska private corporation
organized for profit.

ARTICLE XI. MISCELLANEOUS

11.1. Gender. All pronouns and any variations thereof shall be deemed to refer to the
masculine, feminine, neuter, singular or plural as the identity of the person or persons may require.

11.2. Governing Law. These Bylaws shall be construed and enforced in accordance with
the laws of the State of Alaska, as interpreted by the courts of the State of Alaska, notwithstanding
any rules regarding choice of law to the contrary.
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11.3.  Separability of Provisions. Each provision of these Bylaws shall be considered
separable. If for any reason any provision or provisions herein are determined to be invalid and
contrary to any existing or future law, such invalidity shall not impair the operation of or affect those
portions of these Bylaws which are valid.

11.4.  Section Titles. Section titles are for descriptive purposes only and shall not control
or alter the meaning of these Bylaws as set forth in the text.

11.5. Entire Agreement. These Bylaws embody the entire agreement and understanding
between the shareholders, officers and Board hereto with respect to the subject matter hereof and
supersedes all prior agreements and understandings relating to such subject matter.

11.6 In the Event Shareholder becomes Disqualified to be Licensee. Shareholders
understand and agree that in the event any shareholder becomes ineligible to hold a commercial
Alaska marijuana establishment license, that Shareholder has deemed to have offered the shares back
to the company first, and then to remaining share holders in exchange for consideration in the
amount of $1.00. Any capital contributed from said disqualified shareholder shall be repaid in the
form of a promissory note on a payment schedule that does not negatively impact the operations of
the corporation.

Authorization of Further Actions

RESOLVED, that the officers of the Corporation are, and each of them hereby is, authorized,
empowered and directed, for and on behalf of the Corporation, to execute all documents and to
take all further actions they may deem necessary, appropriate or advisable to affect the purposes of
each of the foregoing resolutions.

RESOLVED, that any and all actions taken by any officer of the Corporation in connection with
the matters contemplated by the foregoing resolutions are hereby approved, ratified and confirmed
in all respects as fully as if such actions had been presented to the Board for approval prior to such
actions being taken.

2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the
licensed premises and marijuana items:

Cultivated Confections will have policies and training in place to prevent individuals under 21 from entering any part
of the licensed premises. The entire premises will be designated as a restricted access area with signage posted on
and around the building “Restricted Access Area: Visitors Must Be Escorted” as well as signs stating, “No One
Under 21 Year of Age Allowed” at each entry at a size at least 12°x12” with letters 4" in height and in contrast to
background and “Video and Audio Surveillance in Progress.” Video surveillance cameras will be visible throughout
the facility as well as around the exterior perimeter of the building to continuously monitor the premises and to deter
unauthorized and underage individuals from attempting to access the premises. There will be one main entrance for
employees and a sealed garage door. The man door will remain locked at all times and will require a key code to
unlock the door. Key codes will be personalized for each employee to allow James and management team to track
access and entry. The door will also be equipped with a door sensor, connected to the security alarm system, that
will be triggered if an attempted intrusion occurs.

Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710):

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

The manufacturing facility will be designated as a restricted access area in it's entirety with signage posted on and around the
building stating “Restricted Access Area: Visitors Must Be Escorted” as well as signs stating, “Video and Audio Surveillance in
Progress”. Video surveillance cameras will be visible throughout the facility as well as around the exterior perimeter of the building to
continuously monitor the premises and to deter unauthorized individuals from attempting to access the premises.

There will be one main entrance (located on the first floor of the building) for employees and an emergency exit, which will remain
locked at all times and will require a key code to unlock. The door will also be equipped with a door sensor, connected to the security
alarm system, that will be triggered if an attempted intrusion occurs. If triggered, both an audible alarm as well as an electronic
notification to the third party off-site monitoring center as well as to James' mobile phone.

All employees will be required to clearly display on their person an employee ID badge bearing their photograph at all times while on
the licensed premises. Employees will also be required to either keep their marijuana handler permit on their person during working
hours or filed on-site. All visitors will be required to sign in to the visitor log and clearly display on their person a visitor badge at all
times while on the premises. This will help everyone to easily identify individuals that have been authorized to access the premises.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

No person, except a Cultivated Confections employee or James, (with the exception of AMCO enforcement, law
enforcement, and other duly authorized agents) shall be allowed in the restricted access area unless they are a
pre-authorized visitor and escorted by either an employee or James at all times. Visitors will always be accompanied by
either an employee or James at all times. All persons who are not employees of the company, but who have been
authorized by management to enter the restricted access areas of the facility shall provide a government issued
identification to the escorting employee prior to entering the restricted access area in order to obtain a visitor identification
badge. An employee will escort and monitor the visitor at all times while the visitor is in the restricted access area. The
visitor identification badge shall be visible at all times. Cultivated Confections will require the visitor to return the
identification badge upon exiting the facility. Cultivated Confections will maintain a visitor log, which shall include the name
of the visitor, date, time and purpose of the visit. The visitor log will be made available to AMCO upon request. If an
unforeseen circumstance requires the presence of a visitor and makes it impractical for James or management to obtain
prior authorization, the facility shall record in the visitor log the name of the visitor, date, time, purpose of the visit and the
facts upon which the access was granted.

Visitor records will be stored on the company's computer server, the original hard copy will be stored in the secured locked
cabinet located in the office. Hard copies will be maintained for at least 7 years. Cultivated Confections does not intend to
destroy any electronic copies.

The exterior lighting fixtures of the manufacturing facility will be designed and installed to deter
nuisance activity and enhance surveillance, while minimizing any sort of neighborhood nuisance.
Additional lighting will be used to increase picture quality and brightness for security related
documentation. The camera system and lighting will be constantly calibrated to maximize the quality
of any recorded images, and to also discourage theft and/or trespassing. The lighting fixtures will be
installed to insure there are no dark spots around the perimeter, or any of the entrances to the
facility. All outdoor lighting will be weather proof and vandal proof.

Cultivated Confections will have a security alarm system that will cover all points of entry and exit, there is one window by the
front door that will have an alarm sensor and security bars, to deter and prevent unauthorized entrance into the licensed
facility. The security system will be continuously monitored by several sources. James will be contracting with a third party
security company who will be able to monitor the surveillance cameras at any time. James will also have remote access to
the monitoring system on his cellular device.

Cultivated Confections will have motion activated video surveillance through its entire facility, with the restroom as an
exception. The security surveillance system will provide high quality and high resolution recording images. The facility will use
an uninterrupted power supply in order to ensure power to the cameras in the event of a power outage for up to one hour.

If the alarm system is triggered, an automatic, electronic alert will be sent to the security monitoring center as well as to
James cell phone and/or the general manager. This will also trigger an audible alarm to help deter potential intruders. The
alarm system will be active at all times that the facility is closed. The last employee or licensee to leave the facility each night
will activate the alarm system and the first employee or licensee to arrive in the morning will deactivate the system.

In the event that the alarm system sends an electronic alert to local law enforcement to notify them of an unauthorized
breach, the management team will evacuate the building (if it's safe to do and necessary) to a pre-determined safe location. A
designated employee will take a head count of employees and any visitors that may have been on the premises to ensure
everyone is accounted for. Management will await instruction from law enforcement and comply with all directives. Once it is
safe to do so, employees will return to the facility and inspect for property damage, theft, take inventory and submit all
necessary and requested documentation to law enforcement officials and to AMCO enforcement. Additionally, any event that
occurs on the licensed premises that involves local law enforcement will be promptly reported to AMCO Enforcement via
email.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees:

Cultivated Confections will implement a security and anti-diversion plan that will encompass training, surveillance and mandated
operating procedures. First, all employees will be taught about methods of diversion, and how to detect them. They will be trained
in the company's standard operating procedures for handling marijuana products including the label tags placed on every
package of marijuana, and how to insure they are in the database inventory. All adjustments to inventory will require a manager's
code, which is recorded in a file that tell who logged on, what adjustments were made, and will also time stamp it. Beyond the
electronic record keeping, visual verification will be done by managers on each shift, and all parts of the facility will be monitored
by surveillance cameras. Continued,

3.7. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing loitering:

Signage stating, "No Loitering" and that the premises is under video surveillance will be prominently
posted around the facility. Designated Cultivated Confections personnel will be trained to perform
routine, but unscheduled patrols of the premises to check for individuals with no official business on
the property. Individuals found to be loitering on the premises will be met with a verbal request to
exit the premises per the no loitering policy and if they do not comply law enforcement will be
contacted for back up.

The manufacturing facility premises will be protected by a surveillance recording system that will have
cameras positioned to view the entire perimeter of the area of the licensed premises. The security
cameras will be monitored 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. A variety of specialty cameras, such as
infrared, motion-sensor, and night vision cameras will be used. All cameras will have full tilt/pan/zoom
capabilities and will have secure data storage. The premise will have surveillance over all portions of the
facility, placed strategically to record all areas of the facility inside and outside, at a variety of angles. Al
doors and marijuana storage areas will have video coverage to clearly identify the faces of those present.
The cameras will offer high resolution and weather resistant features that ensure a clear picture with
every use. With these megapixel cameras, the facility will have clear, crisp images that let James see the
important details needed for identification. This includes face and license plate recognition, and facial
image of anyone within twenty (20) feet of all access points, while still capturing a full field of view for
exterior monitoring.

3.14. Describe the locked and secure area where video surveillance recording equipment and original copies of surveillance records
will be housed and stored, and how you will ensure the area is accessible only to authorized personnel, law enforcement, or an
agent of the Marijuana Control Board.

All surveillance recording equipment and footage will be stored in the office with backups on site.

The door will be equipped with an employee personalized code entry
system, and a spring-loaded hinge. James and the general manager will have remote access to
surveillance recordings to monitor operations virtually.

All facility records will all reside in the office. Only authorized employees will be issued a key access
code for access to the locked storage room, and there will be a secure database maintained with
information including employee name and contact information, along with the time and date of each
usage which could be matched to a surveillance tape to secure additional information. All of
Cultivated Confections security system surveillance data is initially sent to their secure onsite data
room as well as a secure data "cloud" with limited access to protect against loss and destruction.

This is mixed well and then poured into sugar or sugar substitute and mixed
again. The mixture is then placed in an oven set to 200 degrees and stirred ever 3 min until
the smell of alcohol dissipates. The induced sugar is then mixed with flavor, food coloring,
corn syrup and water.

If any payment is not paid by the fifth (5"’) of the month, there shall be added, as additional rent, an
amount equal to ten percent (10%) of the delinquent payment for the month or portion thereof.

S.  CONSTRUCTION OF IMPROVEMENTS

Landlord agrees to address & correct any non-conforming use issues that may arise while applying for
Special Land Use Permit in the Municipality of Anchorage, regarding parking, landscaping, snow management etc.
Landlord agrees to work with tenet in good faith to bring space up to municipal building code.

Tenet agrees to make all required modifications to the lease space to meet state & municipal requirements to operate a
marijuana product manufacturing license, including interior & exterior surveillance, & monitored alarm system.

Tenant shall pay for gas, electricity, telephone, Trash unit# A, together with any personal business property
taxes. Tenant to provide snow removal and ice melt as needed for area in front of storefront (see Sec. 9.2).
Landlord will provide snow plowing, sanding, and sweeping of the parking lot. .

8. USE

Premises shall be used for State of Alaska approved marijuana product manufacturing facility, utilizing methods
approved by both AMCO, & the municipality of Anchorage, and cannot be used for any other purpose without the
prior written consent of Landlord. No act shall be done in or about premises that is unlawful or that will increase
the rate of insurance on the building. Tenant shall not commit, or allow to be committed, any waste upon premises
or any public, private, or noise nuisance or other act or thing which disturbs the quiet enjoyment of any other
tenants in the building. tenant shall comply with all laws relating to its use of premises and shall observe such
reasonable rules and regulations as may be adopted and published by landlord for the safety, care, and cleanliness
of not only premises but also the building and for the preservation of good order herein.

9, MAINTENANCE, REPAIRS, AND ALTERATIONS

9.1 ND 'S ATIONS

Subject to the provisions of Article 11, and except for damage caused by the negligence or intentional act or
mission of Tenant or Tenant's agents, employees or invitee. Landlord. at Landlord's expense. shall keep in good
order, condition. and repair the foundations and structural portions of the exterior walls and exterior roof of the
building. Landlord shall provide parking lot maintenance. However, Landlord shall have no obligation to make
repairs under this Secuon 9.1 untll a reasonable txme aﬁer the recupt of wntten notlce of the need for such repairs.

9.2 TSOBLT

Subject to the provisions of Section 9.1 .and Article 12, Tenant, at Tenant's expense, shall keep in good
order, condition, and repair premises and every part thereof., including but not limited to plumbing., all drain
maintenance and repairs especially in regards to grease traps, any electrical apparatus (excluding main
power service), doors, window frames, heating/makeup air systems (including filters), hardware, glass, and

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nonstructural ceiling and non-weight bearing walls. Landlord shall be allowed escorted access to premises
during normal business hours for the purpose of inspection to assure premises are being properly
maintained by Tenant. Tenant may not submit an invoice to the landlord for no approved repalrs. Lai

Tenant shall, at the expiration or termination of this Lease, surrender and deliver up premises to landlord in as
good condition as when received by Tenant from Landlord or as thereafter improved, reasonable use, wear and
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. tear excepted. Tenant shall repair any damage to premises or the Lot occasioned by its use thereof or by the

removal of Tenant's trade fixtures, and equipment. Tenants shall be responsible for any structural damage caused
by said removal.

9.3 'S AND TENANT

If either party fails to perform obligations under Article 9 or under Article 8. either party may (but shall not be
required to) enter upon Premises after ten (I 0) days' prior written notice to the other party and put the same in
good order, condition, and repair or otherwise cure the default, and the cost of such action plus fificen percent
(15) thereof shall become due and payable
payable upon the next

9.4 ALTERATIONS AND ADDITIONS

Tenant shall not, without Landlord's prier written consent make any structural alterations, additions, or
improvements in Premises, As a condition to giving such consent, Landlord may require Tenant remove any such
alterations, improvements, additions, or utility installations at the expiration of the term and restore any structural
changes within Premises, to its prior condition. Tenant shall not permit any mechanic's or material liens to be filed
against Premises and shall hold Landlord harmless from any damage, loss, or expense arising out of any such
work. All work on. Premises shall be done in compliance with all applicable governmental codes and regulations.

At Landlord's option, all alterations, improvements, or additions which may be made on Premises shall
become the property of Landlord and remain there and be surrendered with Premises at the expiration
of the term. Tenant's machinery, equipment, trade fixtures, and lighting, which are affixed to Premises so that
they can be removed without material damage to Premises shall remain the property of Tenant and may be
removed by Tenant, subject to the provisions of Section 9.2.

10. LIABILITY INSURANCE

10.1 LIABILITY INSURANCE

Tenantshallmaintain in force during the term of this Leaseapolicy of comprehensive publicliability insurance
issued by a company acceptable to Landlord and insuring Tenant and Landlord against any liability, including
without limitation damage to other portions of the Building, arising out of ownership, use, occupancy. or
maintenance of Premises and all areas appurtenant thereto, such insurance shall be in an amount of not less than
five hundred thousand dollars, combined single limit Tire limits of said insurance shall not, however, limit the
liability of Tenant here under. Such policies shall name Landlord and Landlord's agents as additional insured and
shall provide that they may not be canceled without thirty (30) days' prior \Titten notice to Landlord. If Tenant
shall fail to maintain said insurance, Landlord may, but shall not be required to, procure and maintain the same at
the expense of Tenant.or chose to terminate lease.

10.2 PROPERTY INSURANCE

Landlord shall maintain in force during the term of this Lease, a policy of insurance issued by a company
authorized to engage in the insurance business in the State of Alaska, insuring the Building against damage or
destruction by fire and/or by perils covered by the standard form of extended coverage endorsements to fire
insurance policies in the State of Alaska in effect at the time when the policies are obtained. Said insurance is not
intended to substitute for Tenant's personal property insurance and Tenant shall obtain its own coverage.

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103 WAIVER OF SUBROGATION
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As long as their respective insurers so permit, Landlord and Tenant hereby mutually waive their respective
rights of recovery against each other for any loss insured by fire, extended coverage and other property
insurance policies existing for the benefit of the respective parties. Each party shall apply to its insurers to obtain
any special endorsements, if required by its insurer, to evidence compliance with the aforementioned waiver.

[0.4 HOLD HARMLESS

Tenant shall indemnity, defend, and hold Landlord harmless from and against any and all claims arising from
Tenant's use of Premises or from the conduct of its business or from any activity, work, or thing which may be
permitted or suffered by Tenant in or about Premises and shall further indemnify, defend, and hold Landlord
harmless from and against any and all claims arising from any breach or default in the performance of any
obligation on Tenant's part to be performed under the provisions of this Lease or arising from any such claim or
any .action or proceeding brought thereon. Tenant hereby assumes all risk of damage to property or injury to
persons in or about Premises from any cause, and Tenant hereby waives all claims in respect thereof against
Landlord, excepting where said damage arises solely from the intentional acts or of the negligence of Landlord.

10.5 EXEMPTION OF LANDLORD FROM LIABILITY

Landlord shall not be liable for injury to Tenant's business or any loss ofincome there from or for damage to the
goods, wares, merchandise, or other property of Tenant, Tenant's employees, invitees customers or any other
person in or about Premises.: nor unless caused solely by its negligence shall landlord be liable for personal
injury to Tenant or Tenant's employees, agents, contractors, and invitees, whether said damage or injury results
from conditions arising upon Premises or upon other portions of the Building of which Premises are a part or from
other sources or places, and regardless of whether the cause of such damages arising from any act or neglect of
any other tenant of the Building in which Premises are located.

1. DAMAGE ORDESTRUCTION

In the event Premises are damaged to such an extent as to render the same untenantable in whole orin a
substantial part thereof or are destroyed, it shall be optional with Landlord to repair or rebuild the same; and after
the happening of any such event, Tenant shall give Landlord's agent immediate written notice thereof, Landlord
shall not have more than thirty (30) days after date of such notification to notify Tenant in writing of Landlord's
intentions to repair or rebuild said Premises or the part so damaged as aforesaid, and if Landlord elects to repair
or rebuild Premises, Landlord shall prosecute the work of such repairing or rebuilding without unnecessary delay,
and during such period the rent of Premises shall be abated in the same ratio that portion of Premises, is rendered
for the time being, unfit for occupancy shall bear the whole of Premises. If Landlord shall fail to give notice
aforesaid, Tenant shall have the right to declare this Lease terminated by written notice served upon Landlord.

In the event the Building in which Premises are located shall be damaged (even though Premises hereby leased
shall not be damaged thereby) to such extent that, in the opinion of Landlord, it shall not be practicable to repair
or rebuild, or it is destroyed, then it shall be the option of the Landlord to terminate this Lease by written notice
served on Tenant within thirty (30) days after such damage or destruction.

12.  ADVERTISING AND WINDOWS

Tenant can provide, at Tenant's expense, an illuminated sign on the front of Premises identifying Tenant, the said
sign to be in accordance with standard criteria provided by Landlord and subject to approval by Landlord. Except
for the foregoing, Tenant shall not inscribe any notice, picture, placard, or poster, or any advertising matter
whatsoever anywhere in or about Premises or the Building places without Landlord's written consent thereto. Any
such consent by Landlord shall be upon the understanding and condition that Tenant will remove the same at the
expiration or sooner termination of this Lease and that Tenant shall repair any damage to Premises or the Building
caused thereby. Tenant shall use window coverings that conform to standards set by Landlord.
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The Tenant is allowed ONE sign for the unit on the building above door.

13.  EERSONAL PROPERTY TAXES

Tenant shall pay or cause to be paid before delinquency any and all taxes levied or assessed and which become
payable during the term thereof upon all Tenant's leasehold improvements, equipment, furniture, fixtures and any
other personal property located in Premises. In the event any or all of Tenant's leasehold improvements,
equipment, furniture, fixtures, and other personal property shall be assessed and taxed with the real property,
Tenant shall pay to Landlord its share of such taxes within ten (10) days after delivery to Tenant by Landlord of a
statement in writing setting forth the amount of such taxes applicable to Tenant's property.

14.  RULE ANDREGULATIONS

Tenant shall faithfully observe and comply with the rules and regulations that Landlord shall from time to time
promulgate and/or modify. The rules and regulations shall be binding upon Tenant upon delivery ofa copy of
them to Tenant. Landlord shall not be responsible to Tenant for the nonperformance of any of said rules and
regulations by any other Tenants or occupants.

1S.  LIENS ANDINSOLVENCY

Tenant shall keep Premises and the Building free from any liens arising out of any work performed, materials
ordered, or obligations incurred by Tenant. If Tenant becomes insolvent or voluntarily or involuntarily bankrupt or
if a receiver, assignee, or other liquidating officer is appointed for the business of Tenant and if the receivership,
assignment, or other such liquidating action is not terminated within thirty (30) days of any such appointment, then
Landlord may terminate this lease and Tenant's right of possession under this Lease, at Landlord's option.

Tenant shall have no authority, express or implied to create or place any lien or encumbrance of any kind or nature
whatsoever upon, or in any manner to bind, interest of Landlord in Premises or to charge the rental payable
hereunderforany claiminfavorofany persondealing with Tenant, including thoserepairs,and eachsuchclaim
shall affectand each such lien shall attach to, if at all, only the leasehold interest granted to Tenant by this
instrument,

16.  DEFAULTS

The occurrence of anyone or more of the following events shall constitute a default and breach of this lease by
applicable party:

16.1 VACATION OF PREMISES
The vacating or abandonment of Premises by Tenant;

16.2 FAILURE TO PROVIDERENT

The failure by Tenant to provide rent as described in Section 4.1 or any other payment required to
be made by Tenant hereunder as and when due, where such failure shall continue for a period often (10)
days after written notice thereof by Landlord to Tenant;

16.3 FAILURE TQ PERFORM COVENANTS
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The failure by Tenant to observe or perform any of the covenants, conditions, or provisions of this Lease to be
observed or performed by Tenant, other than described on Section 16.2 above, where such failure shall continue
for a period often (1 0) days after written notice thereof by Landlord to Tenant; provided, however, that if the
nature of Ten ant's default is such that more than ten (10) days are reasonably required for its cure, then Tenant
shall not be deemed to be in default if Tenant commences such cure within said ten (10) day period and thereafter
diligently prosecutes, such cure to complction: and

16.4 DEFAULTS BY LANDLORD

This may include failure by Landlord to perform maintenance, snow removal, or any other
abligations under the terms of the Lease.

17.  REMEDIES IN DEFAULT

In the event of any such default or breach by Tenant. Landlord may, at any time thereafter, in its
sole discretion, with or without notice or demand and without limiting Landlord in the exercise of a right
or remedy which Landlord may have by reason of such default or breach;

17.l TERMINATION

Terminate tenants right to possession of premises by any lawful means, in which case this lease shall terminate
and Tenant shall immediately surrender possession of Premises to Landlord. Insuch event, Landlord shall be
entitled to recover from Tenant all damages incurred by Landlord by reason of Tenant's default, including but not
limited to the cost of recovering possession of Premises; expenses of releasing , including necessary renovation
and alteration and alteration of Premises; reasonable attorneys' fees; the worth at the time of award by the court
having jurisdiction thereof of the amount by which the unpaid rent and other charges and Additional Charges
called for herein or allowed by law for the balance of the term after the time of such award exceeds the amount of
such loss for the same period that Tenant proves could be reasonably avoided: and that apportion of any leasing
commission paid by Landlord and applicable to the unexpired term of this Lease. Unpaid installments of rent or
other sums bear interest from the date due at the maximum legal rate;

17.2 ENFORCE RIGHTS

Maintain Tenant's right to possession, in which case this Lease shall continue in effect whether or not Tenant
shall continue in effect whether or not Tenant shall have abandoned Premises, In such event, Landlord shall be
entitled to enforce all of Landlord's rights and remedies under this Lease, including the right to recover the rent
and any other charges and Additional Charges as may become due hereunder; or

17.3 OTHER REMEDIES

Pursue any other remedy now or hereafter available to Landlord under the laws or judicial decisions of
the state in which Premises are located.
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18.  PRIQRITY

Tenant agrees that this Lease shall be subordinate to any mortgages or deeds of trust now or at anytime hereafter
constituting a lien upon Premises or the Building containing the same, to any and all advances to be made there
under, and to the interest thereon, and to all renewals, replacements, and extensions thereof, provided that the
mortgages or deeds of trust shall agree to recognize this Lease in the event of foreclosure if Tenant is not in
default hereunder and if Tenant attorneys to the mortgagee. Within fifteen (15) days after written request from
Landlord, Tenant shall execute any documents that may be necessary or desirable to effectuate the subordination
of this Lease to any such mortgages or deeds of trust and shall execute estoppels certificates as requested by
Landlord from time to time in the standard form of any such mortgagee or beneficiary.

19.  CONDEMNATION

If all of Premises or any portion of the Building as may be required for the reasonable use of premises shall be
taken by eminent domain (or by a voluntary conveyance made in lieu of taking by eminent domain), this Lease
shall automatically terminate as of the date Tenant is required to vacate or will be deprived of the reasonable use
of Premises, and all rentals shall be paid to that date. In the case of taking of a part of Premises, Tenant may, at its
election, terminate this Lease by notice in writing to Landlord within ten (10) days after the receipt by Tenant of
written notice of the proposed taking, and with any such naotice by Tenant to Landlord to be effective on a date
which shall be specified by Tenant in the notice but shall be no later than thirty {30} days. after the date of the
giving of notice.

Landlord
reserves all rights to damages to premises forany taking by eminent domain, and Tenant hereby assigns to
Landlord anyright Tenant may have to such demages or award, and Tenant shall make no claim against
Landlord for damages for termination of the lease hold interest or for interference with Tenant's business. Tenant
shall have the right. however, to claim, and recover from the condemning authority ,compensation for any loss to which
Tenant .may be put for Tenant's moving expenses and of the interruption of or damage to Tenant's business;

20, PARKING AND COMMON AREAS

20.1 LANDLORD'S OBLIGATIONS AND RIGHTS

Landlord covenants that there shall be a common parking area for the nonexclusive use of Tenant during the full
term of this Lease; provided that the condemnation or other taking by any public authority or sale in lien of
condemnation of any or all of such common and parking areas shall not constitute a violation of this covenant.

Tenant shall hold Landlord harmless, defend and indemnify Landlord from any liability based on

Tenant parking equipment on Premises. Landlord is not responsible or liable for damage to Tenant's

equipment parked on Premises. Notwithstanding anything herein contained to the contrary, Landlord shall be
entitled to aiter the Building services or facilities and the tocation of driveways, sidewnlks, or other common
areas and to extend existing buildings or erect new buildings or extend existing building above Premises or other
rentable Premises or common areas of the Shopping Center or add new common areas to or on the Shapping
Center; and upon any aiteration of the common areas or upon commencement of construction of any addition or
additions to the Shopping Center and upon any addition of the new common areas, Landlord and Tenant shall
execute such further and other documents as may be required to reflect such aiterations of the common areas to
excludeareastakenforconstructionofadditional buildings-ortoincludeareasaddedasnew commonareas,as
the case may be. If said parking is adversely altered due to Landlord's change or structural aiteration of building
or premises which increases square footage, Tenant may terminate this Lease at its sole option.
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20.2 TENANT'S OBLIGATIONS AND RIGHTS

Tenant, for the use and benefit of itself and its agents, employees, customer, and licensees shall

have the nonexclusive right in common with Landlord and other present and future owners and Tenants

and their agents, employees, customers, and licensees to use said common and parking areas during the

entire term of this Lease for ingress, egress, and automobile parking. Notwithstanding the foregoing,

Landlord shall have the right to require Tenant and Tenant's employees to park in a designated are >11 the parking
lot during peak business times, such as the Christmas season or similar times when the common

parking areas may be subject to maximum use by customers of the stores in the Shopping Center. Tenant
shall, at its own expense, be responsible for removal of trash accumulated in the parking area as a

direct result of its business operation.

20.3 RULES ANDREGULATIONS

Tenant, in the use of said common and parking areas, agrees to comply with such reasonable rules,
regulations and charges for parking as Landlord may adopt from time to time for the orderly and proper
operation of said common and parking areas. Such rules may include but shall not be limited to the
following: (I) the restricting of employee parking to a limited, designated area or areas; and (2) the
regulation of the removal, storage and disposal of Tenant's refuse and other rubbish.

21.  NONWAIVER

Waiver by Landlord of any breach of any term, covenant or condition herein contained shall not be deemed to be
a waiver of such term covenant or condition herein contained the subsequent acceptance of rent hereunder by
Landlord shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any preceding breach by Tenant of any term, covenant, or
condition of this Lease, other than the failure of Tenant to pay the particular rental so accepted, regardless of
Landlord's knowledge of such preceding breach at the time of acceptance of such rent.

22.  SURRENDER OF .POSSESS10N

Upon expiration of the term of this Lease, whether by lapse of time or otherwise, Tenant shall promptly and
peacefully surrender Premises to Landlord. The Landlord agrees to promptly notify AMCO/MCB of the
termination of said lease and further agrees NOT to take possession or remove marijuana or marijuana
products from Premises at any time for any reason. Landlord will have enforcement remove any
marijuana product on the premises.

23. HOLDINGOVER

If Tenant shall without the written consent of Landlord hold over after the expiration of this Lease, such tenancy
shall be for an indefinite period of time on a month-to-month tenancy, which tenancy may be terminated as
provided by the laws of the State of Alaska. During such tenancy, Tenant agrees to pay Landlord rent at the
existing rate as set forth herein, unless a different rate shall be agreed upon, and to be bound by all of the terms,
covenants, and conditions herein specified, so far as applicable. Should agreement not be reached, Tenant shall
vacate Premises upon thirty{3-0) day's option by Landlord.

24.  ASSIGNMENT ORSUBLETTING

Tenant shall not be allowed to assign this Lease or sublet the whole or any part of Premises to any
person or entity, without the written consent of Landlord and such consent shall not be unreasonably
withheld. As used herein, the term "Assignment” includes without limitation transfers to a subsidiary of
affiliated entity, the restructuring of a limited partnership, transfer of interest by or between Individual
partners if Tenant is a corporation, and any assignment in connection with any corporate merger or
consolidation.

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25.  NOTICES

All notices under this Lease shall be in writing and delivered in person or sent by registered or certified mail,
return receipt requested, to Landlord at P.O. Box 112191 Anchorage, AK. 99511 and to Tenant at Premises of
or to such other respective address as may hereafier be designated by either party in writing. Notices mailed as
aforesaid shall be deemed given on the date of such. mailing.

26.  COSTS AND ATTORNEY'S FEES

If by reason or any default on the part of either party, it becomes necessary for either party to employ an
attorney, or in case either party shall bring suit to recover any rent due hereunder or for breach of any provision of
this Lease or to recover possession of Premises, or if either arty shall bring an action for any relief against other
possession of Premises. or if either party shall ring an action for any relief against other party. declaratory or
otherwise, arising out of this Lease, and either party shall prevail in such action, then and in any such events, then

prevailing party shall be entitled to reasonable attorneys’ fees and all costs and expenses expended or incurred in
connection with such default of action,

27.  LANDLORD'SACCESS

Landlord and its agents shall have the right to be escorted by tenant, through premises at
reasonable times for the purpose of inspecting it, showing it to prospecting purchasers or lenders and
making such repairs as Landlord may
deem necessary or desirable. Landlord agrees to comply with all marijuana business access regulations during
said times. Landlord may, during the last ninety (90) days of the term of this Lease, place on or about Premises any
ordinary "For Sale or Lease" signs, without rebate of rent or liability to Tenant.

28. CAPTIONS ANDCONSTRUCTION

The titles to the sections to this Lease arc not a part of this Lease and shall have no effect upon the
construction or interpretation of any part hereof,

29. REMOVAL OF PROPERTY

If Tenant shall fail to remove any of its personal property and or trade fixtures of any nature
whatsoever from Premises or Shopping Center at the termination of this Lease or when Landlord has the
right of reentry, Landlord may, at its option, remove and store said property without liability for loss
thereof or damage thereto, such storage to be for the account and at the expense of Tenant. If Tenant shall
not pay the cost of storing any such property after it has been stored for a period often (10) days or more,
Landlord may, at its option. sell or permit to be sold any or all of such property at public or private sale, in
such manner and at such times and places as Landlord in its sole discretion may deem proper, without
notice to Tenant, and shall apply the proceeds of such sales as follows:

2. To the payment of the costs or charges for storing any such property; and then:

All of the covenants, agreements, terms and conditions contained in this Lease shall apply to and be binding
upon Landlord and Tenant and their respective heirs, executors, administrators, successors, and assigns, except
as expressly limited herein.
