Name and Principal Place of Business

2.1. Describe how the marijuana establishment will prevent persons under the age of 21 from gaining access to any portion of the
licensed premises and marijuana items:

At no time will a person under the age of 21, or any person who does not produce a valid
identification be permitted inside the facility or remain on the premises. Shall an employee sense a
visitor is under the age of 21, the employee will refuse access and have the individual escorted off
the premises. All employees will be trained to recognize forged identifications and what constitutes
a valid form of identification. A valid form of identification includes: an unexpired, unaltered
passport; an unexpired, unaltered driver's license, permit, or identification card from any state or US
territory, the District of Columbia, or providence of Canada; an identification card issued by a federal
or state agency authorized to issue a driver's license or identification card.

Section 3 - Security
Restricted Access Areas (3 AAC 306.710):

3.1. Describe how you will prevent unescorted members of the public from entering restricted access areas:

The standard marijuana cultivation facility is equipped with a 24-hour monitoring alarm system, 24/7
video surveillance, and constant exterior lighting around the building. All restricted access areas will
have commercial card locks on the doors with only employees having access, which will prevent any
persons under the age of 21 from entering or unescorted persons. The access doors will have
"Restricted Access Area: Visitors Must Be Escorted" and "No One Under 21 Permitted” signs
posted. To enter our facility, visitors 21 and up will need to set up an appointment prior to showing
up at the facility. Visitors will be on camera beginning at our entrance gate, while parking their
vehicle, and when entering and touring the facility. This will prevent any unescorted members of the
public from entering restricted access areas. The facility will not be open to the public.

3.2. Describe your recordkeeping and processes for admitting visitors into and escorting them through restricted access areas:

To enter our facility, visitors will need to set up an appointment prior to showing up at the facility. Visitors will
be on camera beginning at our entrance gate, while parking their vehicles, and when entering the facility.
During business hours, guests will enter our property by passing our opened gate and proceed to the
designated parking areas. All visitors will be greeted by one of our staff and explained protocols for touring
the facility.

Next visitors will pass into the second airlock chamber to apply foot
booties and/or other applicable attire. Once suited up, permitted visitors will enter into the main facility and be
required to wear a visitors badge clearly displayed on their person while in the restricted access area and fill
out our visitors log that will include: first and last name, date, time or sign in and sign out, and reason for their
visit. All visitors will enter through the main entrance door and check in with an employee in the ID check
area. All visitors will have their photo ID reviewed to ensure they are at least 21 years of age and be escorted
and actively supervised by an on duty employee while in the restricted access areas at all times, and once the
visit is over, the visitor must sign out and leave the premises immediately. The log will be kept and stored as a
business record on-site and will be made available to the MCB upon their request. No more than 5 visitors will
be escorted by an employee in the restricted access areas at any time. Any MCB agent or local law
enforcement are not considered visitors and will not be required to sign into the visitor log.

Our facility's alarm system acts as a notification system as well as a deterrent. The alarm system
was installed by a third party security company, with a monitoring center which actively monitors the
premises 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, to ensure the safety of the business and its employees,
and to detect any unauthorized activity or security breach. Alarm testing will be done twice per year
by the security company. The contact points for the alarm will be installed at both the north and
south walk-through facility entrance doors. Our alarm system will also be tied into motion activated
cameras inside the building. The alarm system monitors all exterior doors and windows for
unauthorized access with door and window sensors. Each morning, the manager will disable the
overnight alarm system and check the surveillance cameras and recordings to make sure the
system is functioning properly. Upon closing the building for the day, the facility's security system
will be armed and all windows and doors will be locked. |f this security system is triggered, local
alarms will sound and applicable personnel will be notified via their mobile phones. Once notified,
personnel can establish cause and either reset the system or notify the proper authorities. In the
event of an emergency or security breach, employees will evacuate the location and await the
arrival of local law enforcement or emergency personnel. All visitors present will be asked to leave
promptly and escorted to the nearest exit in a safe manner. After the emergency is settled,
employees will look for damages and verify inventories and submit documentation to law
enforcement. Video surveillance will be downloaded and submitted for further investigation. Any
event or emergency that arises will be reported to AMCO immediately.

3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by empioyees:

As a licensed cultivation facility, our goal is to keep our product circulating within the legal market and
prevent product ending up in the hands of underage persons. Video surveillance will continuously
monitor marijuana harvesting and storage, processing and packaging areas, and all veg and flower
rooms. There will be a locked storage area for marijuana awaiting transport. All our plants will be tagged
and entered into the metrc traceability system which will track them from seed to sale. Security footage
will be reviewed on a weekly basis to prevent the diversion of marijuana by employees. If diversion of
marijuana is suspected, footage will be reviewed and authorities and AMCO will be notified immediately.

“No Loitering" signs and 24 hour video surveillance cameras are installed on the exterior of the
building and at the entrance gate to the premises. Motion activated lighting will also help deter any
loitering around the property line or near the building.

Our facility has no windows downstairs on the lower floor of the building, so no one from the public or outside the facility
can see in from the ground level. The only windows are on the upper floor which are one window located on the north
side of the building, and one window located on the south side of the building. At no time shall any member of the
public be able to have direct line of sight into the operational cultivation facility. You cannot see into the windows from
the ground floor. Windows will also remained locked at all times for added security.

Cuttings will be taken off mother plants and put into rock wool cubes to propagate. The cutting will then be transferred to
misters which contain water that mist their roots while they continue to grow. Cuttings will then be taken once they
reach 6" and transferred to the flower rooms and assigned a METRC tag. The flower rooms will have water reservoirs
and pvc tubing where the plants will be suspended in a perpetual flowing water system, using only neoprene sleeves to

Mother plants will be kept
in soil and sometimes a flower room will also utilize dirt growing on occasion.

The hydroponic system in our flower rooms is a perpetual nutrient film technique system that uses water
reservoirs below the tables to collect water and send it down the tubes where the plants are placed using a pump in the
bottom of the reservaoir, sending water running down in a stream to the roots of the plants. Excess water and nutrients
drain out of roots and back into the reservoir.

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Commercial Lease Agreement

This Commercial Lease Agreement ("Lease") is made between Zachary Bell (“Landlord”) and Ace of
Spades LLC (“Tenant”) and effective not earlier than when the board approves the transfer and with
the effectuation of the transfer.

Landlord is the owner of land and improvements commonly known and numbered as 29453
Kalifornsky Beach Rd, Kasilof, Alaska 99610 and legally described as follows (the “Building”): 9100
sq. ft. building and associated land.

Landlord makes available for lease the Building and land designated as 29453 Kalifornsky Beach
Rd, Kasilof, Alaska 99610 (the [“Leased Premises”]).

Landlord desires to lease the Leased Premises to Tenant, and Tenant desires to lease the Leased
Premises from Landlord for the term, at the rencal and upon the covenants, conditions, and
provisions herein sert forth.

THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises herein, contained and other good and
valuable consideration, it is agreed:

Term
ACOm.

A. Landlord hereby leases the Leased Premises to Tenant, and Tenant hereby leases the same
from Landlord, for an Initial Term beginning not earlier than when the Alaska Marijuana
Control Board approves the license transfer and the effectuation of the transfer. Landlord shall
use its best efforts to give Tenant possession as nearly as possible at the beginning of the Lease
term. If Landlord is unable to timely provide the Leased Premises, rent shall abate for the
period of delay. Tenant shall make no other claim against Landlord for any such delay.

Indemnification
Landlord shall not be liable and tenant hereby waives all claims against landlord for any damage to any
property or any injury to any person in or about the Premises by or from any cause whatsoever, except to
the extent caused by or arising from the gross negligence or willful misconduct of landlord or its agents,
employees or contractors. Tenant shall protect, indemnify and hold the landlord entities harmless from
and against any and all loss, claims, liability or costs (including court costs and attorney's fees) incurred
by reason of (a) any damage to any property or any injury to any person occurring in, on or about the
Premises to the extent that such injury or damage shall be caused by or arise from any actual or alleged
act, neglect, fault, or omission by or of tenant, its agents, servants, employees, invitees, or visitors to meet
any standards imposed by any duty with respect to the injury or damage; (b) the conduct or management
of any work or thing whatsoever done by the tenant in or about the Premises or from transactions of the
tenant concerning the Premises; (c) tenant's failure to comply with any and all governmental laws,
ordinances and regulations applicable to the condition or use of the Premises or its occupancy; or (d) any
breach or default on the part of tenant in the performance of any covenant or agreement on the part of
the tenant to be performed pursuant to chis Lease. The provisions of this Article shall survive che
termination of this Lease with respect to any claims or liability accruing prior to such termination.

Sublease and Assignment.
Tenant shall have the right with Landlord's consent, to assign this Lease to a corporation with which
Tenant may merge or consolidate, to any subsidiary of Tenant, to any corporation under common
control with Tenant, or to a purchaser of substantially all of Tenant's assets. Except as set forth above,
Tenant shall not sublease all or any part of the Leased Premises, or assign this Lease in whole or in part
without Landlord's consent, such consent not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed.

Repairs.

Utilities.

Tenant accepts this Lease subject and subordinate to any mortgage, deed of trust or other lien presendy
existing or hereafter arising upon the Leased Premises, or upon the Building and to any renewals,
refinancing and extensions thercof, but Tenant agrees that any such mortgagee shall have the right ac
any time to subordinate such mortgage, deed of trust or other lien to this Lease on such terms and
subject to such conditions as such mortgagee may deem appropriate in its discretion. Landlord is hereby
irrevocably vested with full power and authority to subordinate chis Lease to any mortgage, deed of
trust or other lien now existing or hereafter placed upon the Leased Premises of the Building, and
Tenant agrees upon demand to execute such further inscruments subordinating this Lease or atrorming
the holder of any such liens as Landlord may request. In the event that Tenant should fail to execute
any instrument of subordination herein required to be executed by Tenant promptly as requested,
Tenanc hereby irrevocably constitutes Landlord as its attorney-in-fact to execute such instrument in
Tenant's name, place and stead, it being agreed that such power is onc coupled with an interest.
