Owners/staff will do a drive-by to
inspect facility for damage or signs of entry. Law enforcement will be notified if necessary, after
eliminating the possibility of a false alarm. An incident report will be logged into a daily journal in the
event of alarm is triggered.

All Marijuana plants are tagged and monitored using the required state Metre Tracking. Metre will
monitor tracking of all MJ plants and products using tags on plants tracking cultivation information
such as cultivation weights as well as processing weights start to finish. Internally we will also use
security cameras to monitor our processing rooms and areas. All product ready for sale will be kept
in a locked storage box.
