The entire cultivation premises will be designated a restricted access area. Signs will be posted at every
entryway stating, "Restricted Access Area" "Visitors Must be Escorted" as well as signs stating "No one under
21 years of age allowed." Additionally, signs stating "Video and Audio Surveillance in progress." will be placed
around the facility. These cameras will be visible throughout the facility. Continuous monitoring to deter
unauthorized individuals and underage individuals from attempting to enter premises will be ongoing.
 Any visitors to the facility, with exception of law enforcement, AMCO Enforcement or other duly authorized
individuals must be pre-arranged with Michael. Visitors will be required to produce a valid, government issued,
photo ID proving they are at least 21 years of age before being allowed to enter the premises. Any individual
that does not produce said ID will be informed to exit the property immediately and that law enforcement will
be contacted for back up if they do not promptly comply.


All individuals permitted entry to restricted access areas through the facilities locked door, will be required to
provide government issued identification (with the exception of AMCO, MCB and AMCO Enforcement) and will
be given a company-issued visitor badge to be displayed on their person at all times within the facility. The pre
approved visitor will sign into a log indicating the date, time in and out of the restricted area, and purpose of
the visit. The visitor’s log and copies of all visitor information will be kept and stored as official business
records, and will be made available to the MCB and AMCO upon request. All visitors will be escorted by either
Michael, an employee or agent of the establishment at all times while in the restricted access areas. Visitors
will be limited to a ratio of five (5) visitors to one (1) per supervising licensee, employee or agent of the
establishment. The visitor badge will be returned to the employee prior to leaving. Visitors must be physically
present with their designated escort at all times in the restricted access areas, and once the visit has
concluded and identification is returned, the visitor must leave the premises immediately.


Visitors to the Alaskan Greenery facility, aside from emergency personnel, local officials, agents of
the MCB or local law enforcement, must be pre-approved and pre-scheduled by either Michael or
designated manager before access to the facility will be granted. Once a visitor has been properly
approved and scheduled, they will be directed to enter through the only entrance to the facility
where they will be met by either Michael or manager. The visitor will be asked to produce a valid
form of government issued, photo identification proving they are at least 21 years of age and
confirming their identity. The visitor will then sign into the visitor log recording their full name, date,
time in and out of the facility and the purpose for the visit. The visitor will be given a visitor badge to
be clearly displayed on their person for the duration of the visit and returned upon exiting the facility.
An Alaskan Greenery licensee or employee will escort and actively supervise visitors at all times at
a ratio of 5:1. When the visit is complete, all visitors must exit the premises.

All exterior lighting fixtures will be installed at an
inaccessible height to deter vandalism and common obstructions. Flood light type of bulbs will be
used to ensure visibility and to deter crime. Michael will ensure that an employee or licensee
inspects exterior lighting daily to ensure each light is functioning properly and positioned for
optimum surveillance.

3.6 Continued: Alaskan Greenery will take the necessary steps to ensure that illegal conduct by an employee
does not compromise the facility's license and legitimate business operations. Once a theft is reported, either
Michael or designated employee will update the product records in the tracking system, as needed, to maintain
an accurate and comprehensive accounting for all marijuana products and inventory. Michael and their team will
comply with all inquiries and investigations lodged by the MCB as a result. Documentation related to marijuana
theft will be maintained as a business record for five (5) years and made available to the MCB upon request. All
marijuana will be secured in the cultivation area during growth and processing, and then will be stored in a
locked and secured area once it is ready and waiting for packaging. Only designated personnel will have access
to marijuana storage. Constant surveillance will monitor the marijuana storage space and all individuals entering
the area. Video recordings will be backed up and stored for forty (40) days - with 24-7 recording of all restricted
access areas and surrounding exterior areas. Cameras will be prominently displayed in the processing and
packaging areas and next to all storage containers, and will provide a full view of the cultivation room, entryway,
safes, money counting areas, and product packaging areas. Security monitors and video recording equipment
will be located in the office. Alaskan Greenery will ensure that all employees know that they are constantly be
recording - this way employees are preemptively dissuaded from stealing in the first place.


6.4 Continued: Managers will be trained in opening and closing procedures, safety protocol, and managing
operations and the inventory tracking system. Managers will know all procedures for quality control, inventory
control, and sanitation, and will be responsible for accounting records and overseeing operations. Employees
will be educated on quality control, inventory control, sanitation, opening and closing, cultivation techniques and
best practices, and security. Employees will be trained on how to use the inventory tracking system and how to
interact with visitors while in production. Employees will attend a general security class at hiring, and learn how
to handle security and emergency procedures. The employees will be given in-depth education on the products
that are grown and sold, cannabis risks and effects, and all of the mandated information included in the
handler's permit. Employees will also be trained in cash policies and how to record inventory. The state and
local marijuana regulations and laws will be posted in the facility and all new hires will be required to meet with
Michael to go over employment documents, tasks, educational materials, facility features, security and
position-specific training.


8.1 Continued: and (4) a statement listing the contaminants for which the marijuana was tested, including molds,
mildew, filth, herbicides, pesticides, fungicides, and harmful chemicals.

After agents package marijuana they will be placed in sanitized, air-tight containers, labeled with all compliant
labeling information, and given a barcode for the inventory control system. Plastic packaging will be heat-sealed
without an easy-open tab, dimple, corner, or flap. Packaged marijuana will be stored in a secured area until
ready for transport. Labels will include: (1) the name and license number of the cultivation facility; (2) the date
the marijuana was harvested; (3) the harvest batch number assigned to the marijuana; (4) the date the
marijuana was packaged; (5) the net weight and the quantity of usable marijuana packaged in a standard of
measure compatible with the inventory tracking system; (6) a complete list of all pesticides, fungicides, and
herbicides used in the cultivation of the marijuana. Vehicles that will be used for transportation of marijuana will
contain a secure and sanitary area affixed to the inside of the transportation vehicle that will lock and will ensure
the marijuana cannot be seen by anyone from outside of the transportation vehicle. Prior to departure, a
manager will ensure all marijuana is in sealed packages, and locked in the safe and secure storage
compartment in the transport vehicle. All employees will be trained and will understand that under no
circumstances (absent instruction from a duly authorized law enforcement officer) shall a sealed package
containing marijuana be opened during transportation. The vehicle storage box will be a large rectangular
industrial container mounted and secured within the vehicle, accessible by a combination or key lock. The
structure will be formed of steel, hard plastic or like materials. From time to time Alaskan Greenery may utilize a
third party for transport and shall ensure the third party transport company has their Marijuana Handler permit.

I have finished reviewing your submitted corrections, but at this time there are additional revisions
required before this application can be deemed complete.
 
On Page 2, Section 2 of Form MJ-29c, you added “Removal of steel drum for marijuana waste”, but
there are more changes to your waste disposal plan than that.  This can be summarized as “Change
to waste disposal plan” in this section, or something similar.
 
I reviewed the revised response on Page 5, Section 3.13 on Form MJ-01, but I did not see that your
response was elaborated on to describe how cameras are placed inside the facility.  On the first
version that was submitted, the second sentence read “Exterior cameras will also have night vision
capabilities to ensure that any person’s face within 20 feet of any entry is identifiable”.

I have finished reviewing your submitted corrections, but at this time there are additional revisions
required before this application can be deemed complete.
 
On Page 2, Section 2 of Form MJ-29c, you added “Removal of steel drum for marijuana waste”, but
there are more changes to your waste disposal plan than that.  This can be summarized as “Change
to waste disposal plan” in this section, or something similar.
 
I reviewed the revised response on Page 5, Section 3.13 on Form MJ-01, but I did not see that your
response was elaborated on to describe how cameras are placed inside the facility.  On the first
version that was submitted, the second sentence read “Exterior cameras will also have night vision
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capabilities to ensure that any person’s face within 20 feet of any entry is identifiable”.  In the
revised response, this section now states “Exterior cameras will be placed at any/all entrances and
exits.  All cameras are equip with night vision capabilities to ensure that any person’s face within 20
feet of any entry is identifiable”.  I did not notice any other changes to this section.
