All doors have commercial grade locks and remain locked at 
all times. All employees are required to wear ID Badges and any visitors in the facility are required 
to wear visitor badges.

All visitors are required to show valid, government issued, photo 1D's indicating that said person is 
21 years of age or older. All Visitors will be required to wear a visitor indication badge before 
entering the facility.

A central station monitored 2gig cellular alarm system with back up battery power, two-way voice 
response and audible siren is active at the premises at all times. Tamper monitored contacts are 
mounted on all exterior doors and windows. In addition, interior motion detectors and glassbreak 
detectors are mounted within the premises to ensure further security. After completion of the closing 
procedures, the alarm system is activated to the away mode. If any of the sensors are breached, the 
audible siren is set off and the central monitoring station alerts the licensee and dispatches the local 
law enforcement agency. Motion detection alerts are programed into the camera system to send 
visual notification of unauthorized activity. After close of business, interior motion detectors and 
glass break detectors will be activated. Employees are provided with a remote panic button that 
activates the alarm system if under duress. All video cameras will be equipped with infrared 
capabilities to allow for clear viewing during low or no-light conditions. Unauthorized activity triggers 
the audible alarm system and connects the personnel from the 24-hour central monitoring station to 
verify over the 2-way security panel if anyone is present, who is present, and verify if they are a 
registered agent of the premises with the security questions. Continued .. 


3.6. Describe your policies and procedures for preventing diversion of marijuana or marijuana product, including by employees: 


All marijuana and marijuana product at the licensed premises is inspected to insure the inventory 
count is accurate before the start and end of each business day to ensure all marijuana and 
marijuana product is accounted for. All marijuana will be stored in a restricted access area, which will be 
under constant video surveillance. Surveillance cameras will have complete coverage of all areas where 
marijuana and/or marijuana product is present. Employees are required to sign an 
employment regulatory compliance agreement before employment start date.

 FUZZY MONKEY has posted clear and legible signage that states "No Loitering". Designated 
security personnel performs routine premises checks to prevent loitering. If any individual is on 
found loitering on the premises they are met by a verbal instruction to vacate the premises or law 
enforcement will be contacted.

All packaging will be Inspected, accepted or 
rejected, and recorded in the log, and the on site manager will check all final packages to 
ensure that they will secure marijuana from contamination and not impart toxic or deleterious 
substances. Labels will include: (1) the name and license number of the cultivation facility; (2) 
the date the marijuana was harvested: (3) the harvest batch number assigned to the 
marijuana; (4) the date the marijuana was packaged; (5) the net weight and the quantity of 
usable marijuana packaged in a standard of measure compatible with the Inventory tracking 
system; (6) a complete 11 st of all pesticides. fungicides, and herbicides used in the cultivation 
of the marijuana.

There is bullet proof tinting on all windows, which only allows for one-way visibility. Additionally, all windows are covered 
by sheet-rock to eliminate outside light for growing purposes and to for another layer to prevent marijuana from being 
visible from outside the building. 
All movement/transport of marijuana will be discrete, utilizing the designated door. All growing, processing, curing, 
packaging and labeling activities will be done inside the facility, not visible from outside. All marijuana will be securely 
packaged, labeled and organized for transport within the facility before being moved to the transport vehicle.
